Arena (12/8)…C Joel Eriksson Ek led the Wild with three points (1-2=3) 
and a plus-3 rating…LW Marcus Johansson (1-0=1), LW Kirill Kaprizov 
(1-0=1) and RW Vladimir Tarasenko (1-0=1) also scored for Minnesota…G 
Filip Gustavsson saved 23-of-24 shots faced to earn the win for the Wild…
RW Jordan Eberle (1-0=1) scored for Seattle…G Philip Grubauer stopped 
25-of-27 shots faced for the Kraken.
WILD LEADERS: Kaprizov leads Minnesota with 15 points (6-9=15) in 10 
career games against Seattle…LW Matt Boldy owns 14 points (8-6=14) in 
11 games…RW Mats Zuccarello has 13 points (5-8=13) in 11 games…C 
Ryan Hartman owns 12 points (5-7=12) in 11 games.
WILD GOALIES: Gustavsson is 4-0-0 with a 1.00 GAA, .966 SV% and one 
shutout in four career starts vs. the Kraken…G Jesper Wallstedt has not 
faced Seattle.
KRAKEN LEADERS: C Jaden Schwartz leads the Kraken with 29 points (14-
15=29) in 46 career contests vs. Minnesota…Eberle has 28 points (11-
17=28) in 44 games…LW Chandler Stephenson owns 20 points (4-16=20) 
in 24 games…D Vince Dunn has 11 points (2-9=11) in 25 games.
KRAKEN GOALIES: G Joey Daccord is 2-3-0 with a 3.89 GAA and a .858 SV% 
in five career starts against the Wild…Grubauer is 9-9-0 with a 2.90 GAA, 
a .896 SV% and one shutout in 19 career games (18 starts) against the 
Wild…G Matt Muray is 3-1-0 with a 2.51 GAA and a .914 SV% in four starts.
CONNECTIONS: LW Marcus Johansson recorded 23 points (6-17=23) in 
51 games with Seattle in 2021-22…C Freddy Gaudreau recorded 134 
points (56-78=134) in 307 career games with Minnesota over a span of 
four seasons (2021-25). Gaudreau also recorded four points (4-0=4) in 
18 Stanley Cup Playoff games with Minnesota…D Ryan Lindgren is from 
Burnsville and played three seasons at Shattuck St. Mary’s (2011-14) and 
two seasons at the University of Minnesota (2016-18)…C Ben Meyers is 
from Delano and played three seasons at the University of Minnesota (2019-
22)…Kraken television analyst J.T. Brown played for Rosemount High School 
and the University of Minnesota-Duluth and recorded eight points (3-5=8) in 
56 games with the Wild in 2018-19.
FAST FACTS: The Wild has won the last six games played at Seattle and 
earned a point in eight of the last nine meetings overall (7-1-1)…Minnesota 
has outscored the Kraken 44-28 in the all-time series.

NOTES & MILESTONES

Team: At 25-11-8, ranks T-2nd in the NHL with 58 points, tied for the fourth-highest 
point total through a season’s first 44 games in franchise history…Recorded a 
seven-game road point streak (5-0-2) from 12/8 - 1/3, the team’s longest road 
point streak since a nine-game run last season (Oct. 29 - Dec. 6, 2024)…Is 10-3-
2 (.733) in its last 15 road games overall…Is 22-5-5 (.766) since Nov. 1, ranking 
second in the NHL in wins and points (49)…Since Nov. 1, leads NHL in team SV% 
(.927) and ranks second in team GAA (2.11) and goal differential (plus-37)…Has 
scored first in 27 games this season, T-2nd in the NHL…Leads the NHL with seven 
shutouts, one shy of tying the franchise’s single-season record…Ranks second in 
the NHL with 713 blocked shots and seventh with 943 hits.
Matt Boldy: Has played in 199 consecutive games dating back to 11/2/23, the 
21st-longest active streak in the NHL. Can become the sixth player in Wild history 
to play 200 consecutive games for the team…Has scored a goal in seven of his 
last 12 games (9-4=13) and ranks T-2nd in the NHL with nine goals since Dec. 
14…For the season, ranks third in the NHL in goals (26), T-6th in SHG (two), 
seventh in shots (145) and T-12th in points (26-22=48)…Ranks first on Wild in 
goals, second in points and assists, and T-2nd in GWG (three).
Joel Eriksson Ek: Owns 16 points (7-9=16) in his last 15 games…Leads the NHL 
in total faceoffs taken (931) and ranks fourth in faceoffs won (461).
Brock Faber: With an assist at LAK (1/5), reached 100 career points (27-73=100) 
to become the fastest defenseman (206 GP) in Wild history to hit the mark 
after debuting with the club, besting Mathew Dumba (272 GP)…Only two Wild 
blueliners have recorded 100 points with the team faster at any point in their 
career: Ryan Suter (172 GP) and Marek Zidlicky (175 GP)…Notched two points (1-
1=2) at LAK (1/3) and tied his single-game career high with six blocked shots…
Ranks T-7th among NHL defensemen with nine goals this season…Ranks third in 
the NHL in blocked shots (103) and 14th in TOI/G (24:21).
Filip Gustavsson: Recorded an eight-game point streak (7-0-1) from Dec. 8 - 
Jan 2…Since Dec. 8, ranks T-2nd in the NHL in wins, third with a 1.90 GAA and 
fifth with a .927 SV% (min. 5 GP)…In 14 starts since Nov. 16, is 10-2-2 and 
ranks T-1st in the NHL with two shutouts, second with a 1.91 GAA, T-4th in wins 
and T-5th with a .928 SV% (min. nine GP)…Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with three 
shutouts this season.
Quinn Hughes: Has tallied 11 assists since making his Wild debut on Dec. 14, 
second among NHL defensemen and T-7th among all skaters during that span…
Owns 12 points (1-11=12) in 12 games with Minnesota…Ranks third among 
NHL defensemen in assists (32) and seventh in scoring (3-32=35) this season…
Leads all NHL skaters with a 27:25 TOI/G, even strength TOI/G (22:43) and power-
play TOI/G (4:35) this season.
Marcus Johansson: Currently at 197 career goals…Ranks T-11th in the NHL 
with four GWG this season…Leads the team with a plus-20 rating (T-7th among 
NHL forwards) and ranks third in goals, T-3rd in points (12-20=32) and fourth in 
assists.
Kirill Kaprizov: Currently at 435 career points (209-226=435), two from tying 
Marian Gaborik (219-218=437) for second in franchise history…Ranks fifth in 
the NHL with 154 shots, T-6th with 24 goals, T-7th with nine PPG, and T-9th with 
49 points (24-25=49)…Ranks first on Wild in points and assists and second in 
goals.
Jared Spurgeon: Notched two points (1-1=2) at LAK (1/5) to record his 77th career 
multi-point game, more than any other defenseman in franchise history and two 
shy of tying Matt Boldy and Zach Parise (79 MPG) for fifth among all skaters…
Owns five points (2-3=5) in his last six games.
Nico Sturm: Posted an assist at LAK (1/5) to reach 100 career points (49-51=100) 
in his 353rd NHL game.
Yakov Trenin: Leads the NHL with 215 hits, the highest total in franchise history 
through a season’s first 44 games and tied for the fourth-highest total in the NHL 
through 44 games since the 2006-07 season.
Jesper Wallstedt: Is 11-2-4 on on the season with a .928 SV% (first in NHL), four 
shutouts (T-1st in NHL), and 2.30 GAA (fifth in NHL).…Is 5-1-3 with a 2.20 GAA, 
.925 SV% and two shutouts on the road this season.
Danila Yurov: Has tallied three points (2-1=3) in his last three games.
Mats Zuccarello: Has recorded a point in 14 of the 24 games he’s played in this 
season (4-15=19).

Wild General Manager and President of Hockey Operations Bill Guerin is 
serving as the General Manager of the 2026 United States Men’s Ice Hockey 
Team. He is joined on Team USA’s staff by Wild Head Coach John Hynes, 
who will serve as an assistant coach; Wild Assistant General Manager Chris 
Kelleher, who will work on the management staff; Wild Head Athletic Trainer 
John Worley and Assistant Athletic Trainer and Massage Therapist Travis 
Green, who will work as athletic trainers, and Wild Orthopedic Surgeon Joel 
Boyd, who will serve as team physician.

Wild forward Matt Boldy and defenseman Brock Faber were named to the 
United States roster on Jan. 2, joining defenseman Quinn Hughes, who was 
selected to the United States’ preliminary roster in June. 

Defenseman Jonas Brodin, forward Joel Eriksson Ek, and goaltenders Filip 
Gustavsson and Jesper Wallstedt were named to Sweden’s roster on Jan. 2.

Wild forward Nico Sturm was selected to Germany’s preliminary roster in 
June.

Iowa Wild defenseman and Wild prospect David Spacek was named to 
Czechia’s roster on Jan. 7.

The 2026 IIHF World Junior Championship took place from Dec. 26 - Jan. 
5 at Grand Casino Arena and 3M Arena at Mariucci. Two Wild prospects 
particpated: forward Adam Benak helped Czechia to a silver medal, while 
defenseman Aron Kiviharju served as Finland’s captain and was named one 
of the team’s three best players of the tournaent.
During the tournament, the Wild embarked on a seven-game road trip 
throughout the Western conference, departing the morning of Dec. 27 and 
returning Jan. 9. The trip marks the third occurance of seven consecutive 
road games in franchise history, and the first instance where the team does 
not return home to Minnesota at any point during a seven-game trip.

The Minnesota Wild is commemorating the team’s 25th season with a series 
of four special 25th anniversary games. These special 25th anniversary 
games will include alumni appearances, all-arena fan giveaways, limited-
edition bobblehead ticket packages, in-arena activations and more.

(22) and T-4th in wins.

•	 Finished 11-1-2 (.857) in November, ranking T-1st in the NHL in wins 
and points (24).

•	 Recorded 10 or more wins in both November and December 2025, 
marking the fourth time in franchise history the team has won 10 or 
more games in consecutive months (February and March, 2014-15; 
December and January, 2016-17; March and April, 2021-22).

•	 Minnesota’s 24 points in November 2025 was the highest November 
total in franchise history, while its 11 wins ranked T-1st (also Nov. 
2011).

•	 Matt Boldy and Kirill Kaprizov were Minnesota’s co-leaders in goals in 
November, with each player scoring 10 goals in 14 games. It marked 
the first time in team history that the Wild had two players each score 
10 or more goals in the same calendar month.

•	 Ranks second in the NHL by allowing 0.64 first-period goals per game 
and third with a plus-11 goal differential in the opening frame and 
this season.

•	 Ranks third the NHL by allowing 0.80 second-period goals per game 
this season and ranks T-4th with a plus-8 goal differential in the 
middle frame this season.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks second in the NHL by allowing 0.78 goals per game 
in the third period and third with a plus-14 goal differential in the final 
frame.

•	 Ranks T-6th in NHL with seven extra-time victories (four OTW, three
