Daniel J. Hilferty is the Chairman & Chief Executive Officer of Comcast Specta-
cor and serves as Governor of the Philadelphia Flyers for the National Hockey 
League. Widely respected as a passionate, dedicated leader in Philadelphia and 
beyond, Dan directly oversees the company’s full portfolio, including the Philadel-
phia Flyers, Wells Fargo Center, Spectacor Gaming, and more.

Hilferty joined Comcast Spectacor after leading Philadelphia’s successful bid to 
be a host city for the FIFA World Cup 2026™ and continues to serve as Chair of the Board of Directors of 
Philadelphia Soccer 2026. The 501c3 non-profit organization will serve as the governing body for the city’s 
Host Committee.  

A highly distinguished CEO with deep roots in Philadelphia, Hilferty was previously at the helm of Indepen-
dence Blue Cross – one of the nation’s leading health insurers – as its President and Chief Executive Officer 
for 10 years. During his tenure as CEO, the company experienced unprecedented growth, becoming one 
of the five largest Blues in the country. 

After retiring from Independence in 2020, Hilferty launched Dune View Strategies – a strategic advisory 
firm for small and mid-sized healthcare companies. Dune View Strategies advises and invests in small and 
mid-size healthcare companies and start-ups as they bring their transformational services, technologies 
and products to market. Built around a team of healthcare leaders, Dune View advises clients on the best 
strategies for navigating the market and accelerating growth. 

He has also held many other leadership positions throughout his career, including serving as President and 
CEO of AmeriHealth Caritas Family of Companies and as Senior Vice President of Government Affairs at 
Mercy Health Corporation, all Philadelphia headquartered companies.   

Highly effective in the Philadelphia community, Hilferty serves as lead Independent Director of Essential 
Utilities, Chair of Healthpilot and Philadelphia Soccer 2026, and is on the Board of FS Investments Credit 
Income Fund. In 2015, he served as Co-Chair on the executive leadership cabinet of the World Meeting of 
Families which brought Pope Francis to Philadelphia. 

Hilferty earned his undergraduate degree from St. Joseph’s University in Philadelphia and a master’s de-
gree in public administration from American University. He lives in the Philadelphia area with his wife, Joan. 
The couple has five children and five grandchildren.

In the early 2000’s, Glickman became a key leader at Spectra, then a division of Comcast Spectacor, and 
oversaw the development of new business and managed relationships with premier organizations through-
out North America for Spectra’s venue management, food services & hospitality, and partnerships divisions. 
In his most recent role with Spectra as Executive Vice President for Business Development, Glickman and 
his team grew the company’s portfolio to more than 300 clients across those three departments, not only 
by winning new clients at an impressive 68% rate, but also by establishing an incredible 98% renewal rate, 
thanks in large part to his ‘Client First’ retention strategy.

Some of Glickman’s notable accomplishments include successful renewal of all three Spectra divisions with 
the PPL Center in Allentown (home of the Lehigh Valley Phantoms) and Florida State University’s Donald L.

Live! and Flyers Training Center in Voorhees, NJ.

An experienced operator, Laws has managed stadiums, arenas, convention centers and theaters in five 
states and the District of Columbia. He has worked with teams in the NBA, NHL, MLS, NLL, AFL and both 
Major and Minor League Baseball.

Laws served as the arena’s General Manager from 2019-2023 and prior to that served as Vice President of 
Operations leading the venue through the 2016 Democratic National Convention. Previously, Laws was Di-
rector of Operations for Spectra Venue Management, which oversees operations for more than 200 venues 
across North America.

Malmstrom also serves as Dan Hilferty’s Chief of Staff in his role as Chair of the Board of Directors for Phil-
adelphia Soccer 2026, the local Host Committee responsible for planning and executing the FIFA World 
Cup 2026™. She is an integral part of the organization, which executed Philadelphia’s successful bid to 
be one of 11 U.S. Host cities. In various capacities, she managed fundraising efforts on behalf of the Bid; 
oversaw the Executive Leadership Council, which encompassed more than 50 C-Suite executives from the 
Philadelphia region; and was responsible for all 501c3 operations, including but not limited to, Finance, 
Legal, Human Resources, and Government Affairs.

Prior to joining Comcast Spectacor, Malmstrom founded E.S.M. Consulting where she served clients includ-
ing Philadelphia Soccer 2026 and Dune View Strategies, a healthcare advisory firm.

Malmstrom started her career at Athena Global Advisors where she worked with a number of clients includ-
ing the National Football League, Comcast NBCUniversal, FIFA and the Lamoureux Twins.

Malmstrom earned her Bachelor of Science in Business Management from the Darla Moore School of Busi-
ness at the University of South Carolina.
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TUCKER ROBERTS
CHIEF INNOVATION OFFICER, PRESIDENT OF GAMING & 
EMERGING TECHNOLOGY, COMCAST SPECTACOR

Tucker Roberts is Chief Innovation Officer and President of Gaming & Emerging 
Technology for Comcast Spectacor. In his role, Roberts focuses on driving inno-
vative growth within Comcast Spectacor, Philadelphia Flyers, Wells Fargo Center, 
and the gaming division. He also oversees the Pantheon platform, a cutting-edge 
analytics platform which measures audience sentiment for Spectacor, NBCU, and 
other groups across Comcast.

At Comcast Spectacor, Roberts plays an important role in developing and implementing the overarching 
strategic vision for its companies. He also assists Flyers hockey operations with innovation efforts, expand-
ing the team’s analytical approach to team building and salary cap management.

Previously, Roberts was the President of Spectacor Gaming and the company’s Philadelphia Fusion (later 
relocated and rebranded as the Seoul Infernal) esports franchise that competed in the Overwatch League. 
Having recognized the challenges with Overwatch League, Roberts advised the company’s expansion into 
the Korean esports market, and League of Legends, the most popular esport in the world.

He negotiated a joint venture with SK Telecom, the #1 ISP in Korea to form T1 Esports & Entertainment.  
Since that time, Roberts has served on the board, providing strategic direction. Roberts was instrumental in 
building the digital media strategy, identifying new business opportunities such as PC cafes, and working 
with Riot to allow for Homestands. Since its inception, the venture has scaled revenue more than 30x in 
under 5 years, putting it on par with some of the smaller MLS teams. With multiple significant streams of 
Revenue, T1 is on a path to 100m ARR over the next few years.

Roberts joined Comcast Spectacor as a strategic advisor in September 2017, shortly after the company an-
nounced the establishment of the Philadelphia Fusion, which is one of the 12 original teams that competed 
in the Overwatch League’s inaugural season. Roberts was named President of the team in January 2018 and 
played an instrumental role in formulating the team’s international roster of players and coaches, as well as 
the creation and launch of the team’s brand.

In their first season, the Philadelphia Fusion miraculously made it to the World Final. In 2023, the Fusion 
rebranded as the Seoul Infernal and relocated to South Korea. The transition built on Comcast Spectacor’s 
co-ownership of T1, the 4x League of Legends World Champions and 2022 Runners up, which is owned and 
operated in partnership with SK Square and also based in Seoul.

Prior to joining Comcast Spectacor, Roberts acquired several years of experience working in Strategy at 
Activision Blizzard and R&D at Electronic Arts. A lifelong Philly sports fan, he first discovered esports during 
a summer internship while studying at The Wharton School.

Tucker earned a B.S. in Marketing and Management from The University of Pennsylvania in 2013, and cur-
rently lives in Los Angeles.

Keith Jones is in his second season as the Flyers President of Hockey Operations 
after being named to the position on May 11, 2023. In this role, he is responsible 
for leading the strategic direction for all aspects of the hockey operations depart-
ment while collaborating on business goals. 

Jones previously spent 23 years (2000-23) as an analyst for Flyers telecasts on 
NBC Sports Philadelphia (NBCSP), as well as national broadcasts on NBC, and 

most recently for TNT’s coverage of the National Hockey League (NHL) during the 2021-22 and 2022-23 
seasons. He covered marquee games such as the NHL Winter Classic, the Stanley Cup Final and other 
league showcase events. In addition to his work on NBCSP and NBC, Jones spent 21 years on SportsRadio 
94 WIP’s Morning Show. 

A native of Brantford, Ontario, Jones played nine years (1992-2001) in the NHL and registered 258 points 
(117-141=258) and 765 penalty minutes in 491 career regular season games with Washington, Colorado and 
Philadelphia. He collected 24 points (12-12=24) and 120 penalty minutes in 63 career Stanley Cup Playoff 
contests in eight consecutive postseasons (1992-2000). He retired on Nov. 21, 2000 due to a knee injury. 

He began his career in Philadelphia when he was acquired by the Flyers from the Avalanche in exchange for 
Shjon Podein on Nov. 12, 1998. He registered 74 points (27-47=74) and 164 penalty minutes in 131 games 
as a Flyer. 

Jones was drafted by Washington in the seventh round (141st overall) of the 1988 NHL Draft following a 
four-year career at Western Michigan University from 1989-92, where he recorded 163 points (83-80=163) 
in 153 career games. He was named the team’s Rookie of The Year in 1989 and team MVP in 1992, while 
earning First Team All-CCHA in 1992. He was inducted into the WMU Athletics Hall of Fame in 2013. 

He and his wife, Laura, have one daughter, Adrian.
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DANIEL BRIERE
GENERAL MANAGER

Daniel Briere is in his second season as General Manager after being named to 
the position on May 11, 2023. In this role, he is responsible for all hockey decisions 
as it pertains to signings, trades and draft picks as well as overseeing scouting, 
player development, roster construction and more. 

Briere served as the Flyers Interim General Manager from March 10-May 10, 2023 
and as the team’s Special Assistant to the GM from Feb. 8, 2022-March 9, 2023. 

He spent five seasons as Team President and Director of Operations for the Maine Mariners (ECHL) from 
June 2017-Feb. 2022. He also spent two years with the Flyers business operations before overseeing the 
day-to-day operations of the Mariners. 

Briere collected 696 points (307-389=696) in 973 career NHL games in 17 seasons with Arizona, Buffalo, 
Philadelphia, Montreal and Colorado. In addition, the forward registered 116 points (53-63=116) in 124 
career Stanley Cup Playoff contests. Most notably, he achieved his greatest success as a member of the 
Philadelphia Flyers from 2007-13. He recorded 283 points (124-159=283) in 354 regular season games and 
72 points (37-35=72) in 68 Stanley Cup Playoff matches. He ranks second all-time in Flyers history with 13 
career playoff game-winning goals and sixth in goals and points. He posted 12 points (3-9=12) in the 2010 
Stanley Cup Final, the most ever by a Flyer and just one point shy of Wayne Gretzky’s all-time record of 13 
points in a Stanley Cup Final. He also holds the Flyers franchise record for scoring in a postseason with 30 
points (12-18=30) during the 2010 postseason. Briere won the Toyota Cup following the 2010-11 season, the 
Prince of Wales Trophy as Eastern Conference Champions in the 2010 playoffs and the Yanick Dupre Class 
Guy Memorial Award, chosen by the Philadelphia PHWA following the 2007-08 season. 

Prior to signing with the Flyers, Briere played in parts of four seasons (2002-04, 2005-07) with the Buffalo 
Sabres, registering 230 points (92-138=230), 36 power-play goals and 14 game-winning goals in 225 games. 
He was named co-captain before the start of the 2005-06 season and was named the 2007 All-Star Game 
MVP. He collected 34 points (11-23=34), five power-play goals and three game-winning goals in two post-
seasons with the Sabres (2006 & 2007). He led the team in scoring during the 2006 postseason and holds 
the Sabres record for assists in a postseason with 12 during the 2007 playoffs.  

Briere was selected by the Coyotes in the first round (24th overall) of the 1996 NHL Draft and made his NHL 
debut on March 19, 1998 vs. Colorado. The Gatineau, Quebec native, spent six seasons with the Coyotes 
(1997-2003) and was nominated for the Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy following the 2001-02 season. He 
spent his final two NHL seasons with Montreal (2013-14) and Colorado (2014-15) before announcing his 
retirement on Aug. 17, 2015. 

Briere spent three seasons with the Springfield Falcons of the American Hockey League (AHL) from 1998-
2001. He won the 1998 AHL Rookie of the Year with 92 points (36-56=92) in 68 games and was named an 
AHL All-Star in 1998 and 2001. 

Prior to his professional debut, he skated in three seasons with the Drummondville Voltigeurs of the Que-
bec Major Junior Hockey League (QMJHL) and recorded 416 points (170-246=416) in 198 games (1994-97). 
He became the fourth player in QMJHL history to lead the league in points (163), goals (67) and assists 
(96) in 67 games during the 1995-96 season. He was named the QMJHL Offensive Rookie of the Year and 
QMJHL Scholastic Player of the Year in 1994-95. 

Internationally, Briere has represented Canada on several occasions and helped them win a gold medal at 
the 1997 IIHF World Junior Championships and back-to-back gold medals at the 2003 and 2004 IIHF World 
Hockey Championships. 

He is married to Dr. Misha Briere and has four sons: Caelan, Carson, Cameron, and Caiden. 
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BARRY HANRAHAN
VICE PRESIDENT, ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Barry Hanrahan was named Vice President of the Flyers in August of 2018. He was 
previously named Assistant General Manager in August of 2006. Hanrahan assists 
General Manager Daniel Briere in the day-to-day operations of the hockey club, 
including contract research and negotiations, roster and salary cap management, 
immigration, budgeting and scheduling. Hanrahan also serves as the club’s direct 
liaison between the NHL and the Flyers regarding all aspects of hockey adminis-
tration and works closely with the Flyers minor league affiliates in Lehigh Valley of 

the AHL and Reading of the ECHL. 

He has worked for the club since 1997, first as Director of Team Services and then as Assistant to the Gen-
eral Manager before being promoted to his current role. He also serves on the Board of Directors for Flyers 
Charities. 

Prior to joining the Flyers, Hanrahan spent six years with the Tampa Bay Lightning. He joined the Lightning 
in January of 1991 and was involved in the start-up of the franchise, working in the public relations and 
hockey operations departments as the organization prepared for its first NHL season in 1992-93. 

Hanrahan earned his bachelor’s degree from Florida Southern College, concentrating in Sports Manage-
ment, before earning his JD degree from Widener University School of Law in Delaware. While attending 
Florida Southern College, he interned with the Orlando Magic of the NBA during their inaugural season in 
1989-90.  Barry and his wife, Lisa, reside in South Jersey with their three sons, Jack, Ty and Cam, and their 
labradoodle, Doctor. 

BRENT FLAHR
VICE PRESIDENT, ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Brent Flahr was named Vice President & Assistant General Manager on December 
12, 2018. 

Flahr joined the Flyers from the Minnesota Wild, where he spent 11 seasons with 
the club and two as the Senior Vice President of Hockey Operations, a position 
to which he was promoted on June 1, 2017. During his time with the Wild, Flahr 
was responsible for the organization’s preparation for and selection of players at 

the NHL Entry Draft, while also assisting in personnel decisions, contract negotiations and league-related 
issues. Players selected by the Wild under Flahr’s watch include Jason Zucker, Mikael Granlund, Johan 
Larsson, Jonas Brodin, Matt Dumba, Gustav Olofsson, Alex Tuch, Jordan Greenway, Joel Eriksson Ek, Luke 
Kunin, and Kirill Kaprizov. From 2015-2018, Flahr also served as the General Manager of the Iowa Wild, 
Minnesota’s primary affiliate in the American Hockey League.  

Flahr started his NHL career with the Florida Panthers in 1996 following his graduation from Princeton Uni-
versity. He served in a number of roles for the Panthers over the course of eight seasons, including Assistant 
to the General Manager and Scouting and Video Coordinator. During the 2002-03 season, Flahr was the 
Director of Hockey Operations for Florida’s American Hockey League affiliate in San Antonio, Texas. 

In 2003, Flahr became an amateur scout for the Anaheim Ducks, a position he held through the club’s 2007 
Stanley Cup run. From there he moved to Ottawa, where he was the Director of Hockey Operations for two 
seasons before joining the Wild in 2009.

A native of Courtenay, British Columbia, Flahr spent four seasons as a defenseman on Princeton’s hockey 
team from 1992-96 and was the team captain as a senior in the 1995-96 season. 
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ALYN McCAULEY
ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Alyn McCauley enters his second season as Assistant General Manager after be-
ing named to the role on June 2, 2023, and his eighth season with the Philadelphia 
Flyers. In this role, he will oversee the Flyers pro scouting department and player 
personnel and Lehigh Valley’s hockey operations staff. 

Prior to being named as Assistant General Manager, he served as the team’s Di-
rector of Player Personnel since February of 2022. The former forward joined the 

Flyers in July of 2017 and spent four seasons as a pro scout (2018-22). Prior to joining Philadelphia, he spent 
nine seasons with the Los Angeles Kings as a pro scout beginning in 2009. He was a part of the staff that 
helped the Kings win the 2012 and 2014 Stanley Cup Championships. 

McCauley played nine seasons in the NHL with the Toronto Maple Leafs (1997-98 to 2002-03), San Jose 
Sharks (2002-06) and Los Angeles Kings (2006-07) where he recorded (69-97=166) points in 488 regular sea-
son games. He added 19 points (7-12=19) in 52 career Stanley Cup Playoff games, which included 15 points 
(5-10=15) in the 2002 Stanley Cup Playoffs to help the Maple Leafs reach the Eastern Conference Final. 

Selected in the fourth round (79th overall) of the 1995 NHL Draft by the New Jersey Devils, McCauley 
played four years in the Ontario Hockey League (OHL) with the Ottawa 67’s where he recorded 284 points 
(119-165=284) in 208 games and was named CHL Player of the Year in 1997. Internationally, McCauley 
helped Canada win gold at the 1996 and 1997 IIHF World Junior Championships. 
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JOHN LeCLAIR
SPECIAL ADVISOR TO HOCKEY OPERATIONS

John LeClair enters his second season with the Flyers after being named Special 
Advisor to Hockey Operations on June 15, 2023.  

LeClair was originally selected by the Montreal Canadiens in the second round 
(33rd overall) of the 1987 NHL Draft and was a member of the Canadiens’ Stanley 
Cup winning team in 1993. The St. Albans, Vt., native represented the United 
States at the 1988 and 1989 IIHF World Junior Championships, won a gold medal 

at the 1996 World Cup of Hockey, played in the 1998 Winter Olympics in Nagano, Japan, and won a silver 
medal at the 2002 Winter Olympics in Salt Lake City. 

LeClair recorded 819 points (406-413=819) in 967 career NHL games in 16 seasons (1990-2007) with Mon-
treal, Philadelphia, and Pittsburgh. The former winger tallied 89 points (42-47=89) in 154 career Stanley 
Cup Playoff games. The long-time Flyers alternate captain was infamously part of the “Legion of Doom” 
line with Eric Lindros and Mikael Renberg and became the first American-born NHL player, second Flyer, to 
register three consecutive 50-goal seasons.

LeClair was inducted into the University of Vermont Athletic Hall of Fame in 2001, the United States Hockey 
Hall of Fame in 2009, the Vermont Sports Hall of Fame in 2012 and the Flyers Hall of Fame in 2014. 

PATRICK SHARP
SPECIAL ADVISOR TO HOCKEY OPERATIONS

Patrick Sharp enters his second season with the Flyers after being named Special 
Advisor to Hockey Operations on June 13, 2023.  

Sharp brings a strong winning culture from all levels of hockey in his 16-year pro-
fessional career. He is a three-time Stanley Cup Champion and served as an alter-
nate captain on the Chicago Blackhawks winning teams in 2010, 2013 and 2015. 
The Winnipeg, Manitoba, native was originally selected by the Flyers in the third 

round (95th overall) of the 2001 NHL Draft and was a member of the 2005 Calder Cup Championship team 
with the Philadelphia Phantoms of the American Hockey League (AHL). Internationally, he represented 
Canada at the 2008 and 2012 IIHF World Championships and won a gold medal at the 2014 Winter Olym-
pics in Sochi. 

Sharp collected 620 points (287-333=620) in 939 career NHL games in 15 seasons (2002-18) with Philadel-
phia, Chicago, and Dallas. The former winger tallied 87 points (47-40=87) in 142 career Stanley Cup Playoff 
games. 

Sharp announced his retirement from the NHL following the 2017-18 season and spent five seasons in 
broadcasting with NBC Sports and NBC Sports Chicago in both studio and color commentary roles. He has 
also served as Advisor to the Coaching Staff with the University of Vermont since September 2021. 
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BOB CLARKE
SENIOR ADVISOR

Bob Clarke enters his sixth season as a Senior Advisor for the Flyers, making this his 
52nd year as part of the organization. Previously, he was named senior vice president on 
December 4, 2006. Additionally, Clarke served as the general manager of the Flyers for 
just over 18 seasons (1984-1990, 1994-2006).  He also carried the title of team president 
and general manager for nine seasons (1994-95 through 2002-03), and spent the 1992-
93 season as a senior vice president. 

During Clarke’s time at the helm of the Flyers, the team compiled a 714-443-199 record, 
including 16 playoff appearances, three Eastern Conference Championships, three appearances in the Stanley Cup 
Final and eight division titles. As a player, Clarke led the Flyers to two Stanley Cup championships (in 1973-74 and 
1974-75) and finished his playing career as the Flyers’ all-time leading scorer with 1,210 points (358 goals and 852 
assists) in 1,144 games over 15 seasons.  

Clarke retired as a player following the 1983-84 season to become the fourth general manager in team history, 
taking over those duties on May 15, 1984.  The Flyers went to the Stanley Cup Final twice in the first three years of 
Clarke’s tenure, won three Patrick Division championships, and made the playoffs in each of his first five seasons at 
the helm of the club. He served in the role until April of 1990. 

Clarke then spent two seasons as the vice president and general manager of the Minnesota North Stars, working in 
that capacity from June 8, 1990 through June 20, 1992.  The North Stars made the playoffs in both seasons under 
Clarke’s watch, including a surprising run to the Stanley Cup Final in 1991. After returning to the Flyers as a Senior 
Vice President in the summer of 1992, Clarke became the first vice president and general manager of the Florida 
Panthers on March 1, 1993.  He was named The Sporting News’ Executive of the Year for the 1993-94 season after 
the Panthers posted 83 points in their inaugural season, which was an NHL record at the time. He was the first to 
win The Sporting News awards as rookie, player, and executive. 

On June 15, 1994, Clarke returned to the Flyers as president and general manager, a dual role he held until giving 
up the president’s duties in 2003.  During his second run as general manager, the Flyers won five more division 
championships and reached the Conference Finals four times, including the 1996-97 club that advanced to the 
1997 Stanley Cup Final and became Clarke’s fourth team as a GM to reach the Final.  He was named as The Sport-
ing News’ and The Hockey News’ Executive of the Year for the 1994-95 season, becoming the first executive to win 
the Sporting News award in consecutive years with two different teams. Clarke stepped down as GM on October 
22, 2006. 

Internationally, Clarke served as general manager of the Canadian Olympic Team for the 1998 Winter Games in 
Nagano, Japan.  He also served as one of four general managers for the victorious 1987 Team Canada squad in 
the Canada Cup Tournament. 

Clarke played an unparalleled 15-year career in Philadelphia.  He was drafted by the Flyers in the second round 
(17th overall) of the 1969 NHL Amateur Draft from Flin Flon of the WCJHL, and went on to become the Flyers’ 
all-time leading scorer with 358 goals and 852 assists for 1,210 points in 1,144 games, averaging over a point per 
game (1.06) for his entire career.  He is 42nd on the NHL’s all-time regular season scoring list entering the 2010-11 
season. He also recorded 42 goals and 77 assists for 119 points to rank as the Flyers’ all-time leading playoff scorer. 
He was Flyers’ captain from 1972-73 through 1978-79 and 1982-83 through 1983- 84. During his career, he led the 
Flyers in scoring eight times, participated in nine NHL All-Star Games,  was named to the NHL’s First All-Star Team 
twice (1974-75 and 1975-76), and to the Second Team twice (1972-73 and 1973-74). 

Clarke is the most decorated player in Flyers history.  He was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame on June 15, 
1987, and was a charter inductee, along with Bernie Parent, into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame in March of 1988. He won 
the Hart Memorial Trophy as the NHL’s Most Valuable Player three times (1972-73, 1974-75, and 1975-76). His other 
NHL awards include: the Bill Masterton Trophy for perseverance, sportsmanship and dedication to hockey (1971-
72); the Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service to hockey in the United States (along with co-recipient Ed 
Snider, 1979-80); and the Frank J. Selke Trophy as the NHL’s top defensive forward (1982-83).He was named Living 
Legend by the Philadelphia Sports Writers Association at their 2001 Awards Banquet. He also won the Philadelphia 
Sportswriters “Good Guy” Award in 1982-83, giving him the first clean sweep of PSA honors (Athlete of the Year in 
1974 and Most Courageous Athlete in 1980). 

Clarke was born on August 13, 1949, in Flin Flon, Manitoba. He and his wife, Sandy, have four children – sons Wade 
and Luke and daughters Jody and Jakki. They also have eight grandchildren. 
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PAUL HOLMGREN
SENIOR ADVISOR

Paul Holmgren was named a Senior Advisor on July 11, 2019. Over the course of 48 
years with the Flyers, he is the only individual in the franchise’s history to serve the 
organization as a player (1975-1984), assistant coach (1985-88), head coach (1988-92), 
general manager (2006-14) and president (2014-19). Holmgren also spent time as the 
team’s director of pro scouting from 1995 to 1999 and assistant general manager from 
1999 to 2006. 

In addition to his four decades of service to the Flyers, Holmgren has been widely in-
volved with USA Hockey since the 1970s and was the 2014 recipient of the Lester Patrick 

Trophy for his contributions to hockey in the United States. He has also been inducted into the U.S. Hockey Hall of 
Fame as part of the Class of 2021 and the Flyers Hall of Fame Class of 2021.  

Holmgren’s journey with the Flyers began when the team drafted him from the University of Minnesota in the sixth 
round of the 1975 NHL Amateur Draft. He made his NHL debut on March 25, 1975 at the Spectrum vs. the New 
York Rangers, the first of 500 games he played for the Flyers through 1984. His Flyers totals include (138 goals-171 
assists=309 points), as well as 1,600 penalty minutes, which are the second-most in franchise history. He helped the 
Flyers to the Stanley Cup Final in 1976 and was part of the club’s historic 35-game undefeated streak and Stanley 
Cup Final appearance during the 1979-80 season. 

Holmgren was traded to the Minnesota North Stars on February 23, 1984. Following his retirement as a player 
after the 1984-85 season, Holmgren returned to the Flyers as an assistant coach to Mike Keenan, a role he held for 
three seasons. He was then named head coach of the Flyers on June 1, 1988, becoming the first former Flyer to 
be named head coach of the team. Over four seasons as head coach, Holmgren compiled a record of 107-126-31. 

Holmgren spent parts of four seasons (1992-93 through 1995-96) with the Hartford Whalers organization. He was 
named head coach of the Whalers on June 15, 1992 and added the general manager’s duties prior to the 1993-94 
season. He stepped down as head coach 17 games into the 1993-94 season to concentrate on his GM duties, but 
was re-appointed to the position on June 28, 1994 when Jim Rutherford was named the club’s general manager. 
He compiled a record of 59-93-14 as Hartford’s head coach.  

On November 6, 1995, Holmgren re-joined the Flyers as a scout and was named the team’s director of pro scouting 
on December 30, 1995 when Bill Barber became the head coach of the Hershey Bears. Holmgren was named the 
director of player personnel on August 6, 1997 and was promoted to assistant general manager on June 14, 1999, 
a position he held for the next seven seasons before becoming the team’s interim general manager on October 22, 
2006. He was named to the position on a permanent basis on November 11 of that year.  

Holmgren led the franchise through a record-setting turnaround following the 2006-07 season and then guided the 
Flyers through one of the most successful stretches in franchise history, with five consecutive playoff appearances 
from 2008-12 and seven playoff series wins during that time. The run began with a return to the Eastern Confer-
ence Finals in 2008. Then in 2010, after qualifying for the playoffs on the last day of the season, the Flyers went 
on to dispatch New Jersey (ECQF, 4-1), Boston (ECSF, 4-3), and Montreal (ECF, 4-1) to reach the Final against the 
Chicago Blackhawks.  

The Flyers followed up that Finals run with a 47-win season and a division title in 2010-11, and again posted a 47-win 
season in 2011-12 after Holmgren dramatically reshaped the team’s roster during the offseason. Those two seasons 
marked the franchise’s most wins in a two-season period since 1985-87. The Flyers were the only team in the NHL to 
reach the second round of the playoffs (or further) in each of the three seasons from 2009-10 to 2011-12. 

Over eight seasons as general manager, Holmgren’s teams posted an overall record of 307-234-73 (.559) and made 
six playoff appearances. He was promoted to team president on May 7, 2014 and served five seasons in the role, 
overseeing both the business and hockey operations of the franchise.  

Internationally, Holmgren has represented the United States as a player, coach and front-office member in several 
capacities. During the 1973-74 season, Holmgren was a member of Team USA for the event that later became the 
IIHF Under-20 World Junior Championships, and he also played for Team USA in the 1981 Canada Cup. Off the ice, 
he most recently served as the assistant general manager for Team USA at the 2016 World Cup of Hockey and was 
a member of the U.S. Men’s National Team Advisory Group from 2009 to 2014. Holmgren also was the assistant 
general manager of the 2006 U.S. Olympic Men’s Ice Hockey Team and the general manager for the 2006 U.S. 
National Team at the IIHF World Championships and served as an assistant coach for Team USA at the 1998 Winter 
Olympic Games and at the 1996 World Cup of Hockey Tournament.  

Paul and his wife, Doreen, reside in Yardley, Pennsylvania. He has four children: Jason, Kirsten, Wes, and Greta, 
and nine grandchildren: Hannah, Noah, Mackenzie, Luke, Nora, Cameron, Brayden, Ryan and Emma. Holmgren 
was born on Dec. 2, 1955.  
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BILL BARBER
SENIOR ADVISOR

Bill Barber is in his 46th season as a member of the Flyers organization. A native of 
Callander, Ontario, Barber was drafted by the Flyers in 1972 and went on to play 12 sea-
sons for the club, winning the Stanley Cup in both 1974 and 1975. He is the franchise’s 
all-time goal-scoring leader with 420 over 903 career games from 1972-84. Barber also 
ranks second in franchise history in games played and in overall points (883). Barber, 
Bobby Clarke and Reggie Leach formed the “LCB Line,” one of the best-known lines 
in Flyers history, during the 1975 Cup run and throughout the latter half of the 1970s. 
Barber was also the captain of the Flyers during the 1981-82 and 1982-83 seasons while 

Clarke served as a player-assistant coach; he returned those duties to Clarke once that arrangement ended. 

Upon his retirement as a player following the 1983-84 season, Barber was named head coach of the Hershey Bears, 
then the Flyers’ American Hockey League affiliate, and then become an assistant coach of the Flyers in 1985. After 
three seasons in that role, Barber moved into pro scouting for the organization for the next eight seasons. When 
the Flyers purchased an American Hockey League franchise in 1996, Barber became the head coach of the new 
Philadelphia Phantoms, and led them to a Calder Cup championship in 1997. 

Barber returned to the Flyers bench as an assistant coach in the summer of 2000, but was promoted to head coach 
on December 11, 2000. He went on to win the Jack Adams Award as the NHL Coach of the Year after leading the 
Flyers to a 31-16-7 record over the rest of the season. He served as the head coach through the end of the 2001-02 
season. 

Barber spent the next six seasons with the Tampa Bay Lightning organization as director of player personnel, win-
ning a Stanley Cup there in 2004. He returned to the Flyers organization as a scouting consultant in 2008. 

Barber is a member of both the Hockey Hall of Fame and the Flyers Hall of Fame. His No. 7 is one of only six num-
bers retired by the franchise in its history. 

DEAN LOMBARDI
SENIOR ADVISOR

Dean Lombardi is in his seventh season as a senior advisor in the Flyers’ front office. 
Lombardi has over 30 years of experience as an NHL executive, most recently with 
the Los Angeles Kings, where he was President & General Manager from 2006-2017. 
Lombardi presided over the most successful stretch in the team’s history, assembling a 
roster that won the franchise’s first Stanley Cup in 2012 and repeated the feat in 2014. 

Lombardi took over a Kings franchise that amassed 42 wins and 89 points in 2005-06, 
but had not been to the playoffs since 2002. He set to work reconstructing the roster, 
and his efforts began to pay off when the Kings went 46-27-9 for 101 points and re-

turned to the Stanley Cup Playoffs. A 98-point season followed in 2010-11. After making several key additions to 
the roster and making an in-season coaching change, the 2011-12 Kings gathered 95 points to make the playoffs 
as the eighth seed in the Western Conference. They beat the Presidents’ Trophy-winning Vancouver Canucks in five 
games in the first round, and then went on to sweep the second-ranked St. Louis Blues in the second round before 
dispatching the third-seeded Phoenix Coyotes in five games in the Western Conference Final. The Kings then beat 
the New Jersey Devils 4 games to 2 in the Stanley Cup Final. 

Lombardi was an original member of the San Jose Sharks front office and spent seven seasons (1996-03) as the 
general manager of the club. During his tenure as GM, San Jose reached the playoffs five times and won the Pacific 
Division in 2002 with a 99-point season. In between his general manager appointments, Lombardi worked for the 
Flyers as a pro scout covering the Western Conference from 2003-06. 

Lombardi also has done extensive work with USA Hockey, including serving as general manager for the 2016 World 
Cup of Hockey. He was named to the USMNT advisory group in 2009. 

A native of Ludlow, Massachusetts, Lombardi graduated from the University of New Haven in 1982 and Tulane Law 
School in 1985. He worked as a player agent before moving into management with the Minnesota North Stars in 1988. 
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BOB MURRAY
SENIOR ADVISOR

Bob Murray is in his second season with the Flyers and 49th season in the National 
Hockey League. Prior to joining the Flyers, Murray worked as a Professional Scout 
with the Calgary Flames after being hired in Feb. 2022. He served 13 years as 
the Executive Vice President and General Manager of the Anaheim Ducks before 
resigning in Nov. 2021. He won the NHL General Manager of the Year award in 
2013-14 and has been named a finalist for the honor three times. He also served 
as an Assistant General Manager for Team Canada during the 2016 World Cup of 

Hockey. Named to the position on Nov. 12, 2008, Murray was the third-longest tenured General Manager in 
the NHL, behind only David Poile (1997) and Doug Wilson (2003). 

On Jan. 6, 2019 vs. Edmonton, Murray became the fifth person in the NHL history to both play and manage 
1,000 career regular season NHL games. He joined Bobby Clarke, Bob Gainey, Bob Pulford, and Doug 
Wilson in the 1,000/1,000 club. Murray has now managed 1,110 NHL games (992 with Anaheim, 188 with 
Chicago) and played in 1,008 NHL contests (all with Chicago).

Prior to joining the Ducks in July 2005, Murray worked as a professional scout with the Vancouver Canucks 
from 1999-2005. Murray’s scouting expertise helped to build teams that recorded 100+ point season two 
years in a row (2002-03 and 2003-04) and advanced to the Stanley Cup Playoffs four seasons in a row (2001-
04).  Before his stint in Vancouver, he served as a Scouting Consultant for Anaheim during the 1998-99 
season. 

Murray was a member of the Chicago Blackhawks organization for 25 years, serving as General Manager 
from 1997-99. He was named the sixth General Manager in team history on Jul. 3, 1997. He was promoted to 
the post after as Assistant General Manager under Bob Pulford for two seasons. Before joining upper-man-
agement, Murray was named the Director of Player Personnel in 1991 and was largely responsible for the 
club’s NHL Entry Draft selections over eight seasons. 

Drafted by the Blackhawks in 1974, Murray spent his entire 1,008-game, 15-year career in a Chicago uni-
form. He became just the fourth player in Blackhawks history to reach the 1,000-game plateau in 1989-90. 
In addition, he became the first defenseman in club history to appear in 100 post-season contests, reaching 
the mark during the 1990 Stanley Cup Playoffs. In all, Murray scored 514 points (132-382=514) and currently 
ranks third in all-time points among Blackhawks defensemen (17th overall in club history). He was named to 
both the 1981 and 1983 NHL All-Star Games. Murray retired following the conclusion of the 1989-90 season. 
Murray remained with the Blackhawks organization as a Professional scout following his retirement in 1990.

He also served as an assistant coach for the U.S. Olympic Men’s Ice Hockey team that earned a silver medal 
at the 2010 Olympic Winter Games in Vancouver, and as an associate coach for the U.S. Men’s National 
Team at the 2005 IIHF Men’s World Championship in Vienna and Innsbruck, Austria. 

He and his wife, Christine, are the parents of daughter, Brittany, and son, Dominick. Tortorella and his family 
support numerous causes through The John and Christine Tortorella Family Foundation.

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Ed Snider was an icon – an entrepreneur, a passionate 
philanthropist, a risk-taker for the greater good, and a true 
visionary in the sports and entertainment industry. Driven to 
succeed from an early age, Mr. Snider would bring a new 
team and a new industry into existence, rooting them into 
the fabric of the city he quickly fell in love with; one that 
adopted him as its own.
Mr. Snider’s emergence as a leader in the Philadelphia 
sports market started in 1964 as vice president with the 
Philadelphia Eagles. Two years later, he transformed sports 
in the city when he mortgaged his home to establish a 
National Hockey League (NHL) franchise as the founder 
of the Philadelphia Flyers. The Flyers were quick to suc-
ceed and became the first expansion team to capture the 
coveted Stanley Cup when they won it in 1974 and again 
in 1975. The Flyers went on to become the only National 
Hockey League team to defeat the powerful Soviet Union 
national team when it toured North America in 1976. 
Mr. Snider became the driving force behind the Spectrum, 
Philadelphia’s iconic arena and home to the Flyers and 
National Basketball Association’s Philadelphia 76ers when, 
once again, he used his own financing to buy it out of bank-
ruptcy in 1972.
In 1973, leveraging his knowledge of the sports and enter-
tainment worlds, he created Spectacor as the management 
company to oversee the Flyers and the Spectrum. This move 
helped launch an entire industry – private management of 
sports and entertainment facilities. In 1976, Mr. Snider’s vi-
sion turned to broadcasting. He created PRISM – the first 
24-hour regional cable network in the nation to combine 
sports and movies.
Over the next 20 years, Spectacor experienced significant 
growth, earning national acclaim for its impact in the sports 
and entertainment industry. Under Mr. Snider’s guidance, 
Spectacor developed and acquired nearly a dozen related 
lines of business including WIP-AM, which later became one 
of the first all sports radio stations. Spectacor was renamed 
Comcast Spectacor after Comcast Corporation acquired the 

Philadelphia 76ers in 1996 and then merged with Spectacor. 
In the early 1990s, Mr. Snider had yet another vision for the 
city he loved: to create a state-of-the-art arena for the Flyers 
and the 76ers. He worked with city government and the 
business community to privately finance and build what is 
today called the Wells Fargo Center, which opened in 1996. 
One of Mr. Snider’s proudest accomplishments was the cre-
ation of the Ed Snider Youth Hockey Foundation in 2005. It 
provides underserved children from urban neighborhoods 
in Philadelphia and Camden, NJ, with the opportunity to 
learn to play the game of ice hockey and as a means to suc-
ceed in the game of life. The Foundation partnered with the 
City of Philadelphia and the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
in 2010 to complete a $14.5 million construction project, 
completely refurbishing four public rinks in the city for year-
round use. This project included new classrooms, learning 
labs, and public meeting space, as well as upgrading these 
rinks to NHL standards. Snider Hockey now funds and ad-
ministers programming for more than 3,000 boys and girls 
at nine inner-city sites.
In addition to the legacy of the Ed Snider Youth Hockey 
Foundation, Mr. Snider also created Flyers Charities. The 
Flyers Wives Carnival, its signature event, is a highly attend-
ed annual event that has raised more than $28 million since 
its inception in 1977. These charities have impacted millions 
of people in the region and touched the hearts of millions 
of fans.
Mr. Snider’s business success and philanthropy has been 
widely recognized. He is an Honoured Member of the 
Hockey Hall of Fame, inducted as a builder in 1988. In addi-
tion to serving on the NHL’s Executive Committee, he was a 
recipient of the Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service 
to hockey in the United States (1980). 
He also is a member of the Pennsylvania Sports Hall of 
Fame (1985), the Flyers Hall of Fame (1989), the Philadelphia 
Jewish Sports Hall of Fame (1997), the Philadelphia Sports 
Hall of Fame (2005), the Greater Washington Jewish Sports 
Hall of Fame (2007), and the U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame (2011).

The Montreal native was not 
only the greatest goaltender in franchise history; he was one of the best to ever grace a National Hockey League crease. 
Parent’s name is synonymous with grace and excellence on the hockey rink. Just as importantly, Parent is known as a warm, 
compassionate human being who has never been afraid to face up to his flaws.  He has celebrated the good times and 
weathered the tough times with uncommon grace and refreshing honesty. He emerged with his smile intact and boasts 
countless numbers of friends and acquaintances who feel enriched to have known him.
Beloved by fans and teammates alike, the Hockey Hall of Fame goaltender’s gentle spirit and good humor off the ice were 
only surpassed by his brilliance between the pipes. Parent gave his team the confidence to believe they had a chance to 
win every night.
Parent’s two-stint Flyers career ended with a stellar 232-141-103 record, 50 shutouts, and a 2.42 goals against average. His 
playoff numbers were equally impressive, with two Conn Smythe Trophies and 2.38 goals against average.

The consensus best all-around defenseman in the first half-century of Flyers’ franchise history, Mark Howe is a member 
of the Hockey Hall of Fame, the United States Hockey Hall of Fame and the Flyers Hall of Fame. 
Howe’s combination of supreme natural talent, outstanding work ethic and sharp mind for hockey made him a superior 
player both offensively and defensively. He made the transition from an All-Star forward to defenseman mid-career and 
not only held their own at the new position, but became one of the NHL’s best blueliners of his generation. 
Howe was a smooth skater, a pinpoint passer and possessed a dangerous wrist shot. At the defensive end, his uncanny 
anticipation and positional smarts more than made up for his lack of size and bulk. 
Between his WHA and NHL careers, Howe compiled 405 regular season goals and 1,246 regular season points. Howe 
is also the Flyers franchise leader for goals (138), assists (342), regular season points (342), playoff points (53) and career 
plus-minus rating (+349) among defensemen. 
A three-time Norris Trophy finalist for best NHL defenseman and four-time Barry Ashbee Award winner, Howe always 
placed much greater emphasis on team goals than personal accomplishments. Off the ice, he epitomized class and 
dignity.

An inspirational leader by stoic example, the late Barry Ashbee was an everyman made good. Among teammates, he epito-
mized the competitiveness of the Broad Street Bullies-era Flyers. Whatever Ashbee lacked in natural talent he made up for 
in hockey smarts, work ethic and hunger to win. 
Ashbee possessed as much character and inner strength as anyone who has ever been a professional athlete. There was 
nothing phony or pretentious about the guy teammates called “Ash Can.”
The defensive defenseman courageously and effectively played through a litany of injuries that was extensive even by hock-
ey standards. Although his late-blooming NHL playing career was cut short by an eye injury suffered in the 1974 Stanley Cup 
semifinals, Ashbee left an indelible mark in shaping the Flyers’ team identity; first as a player and later as an assistant coach. 
By celebrating the legacy of Barry Ashbee, the Flyers also pay tribute to all the players who came before and after him, men 
who toiled and sacrificed just for a chance to play. His jersey was retired as much to venerate his spirt as to honor his playing 
abilities. No one was more dedicated to winning or persevered more tenaciously.

An inductee in both the Hockey Hall of Fame and Flyers Hall of Fame, left winger Bill Barber was much more than just 
one-third of the famed LCB line with teammates Bob Clarke and Reggie Leach.  
Barber spent his entire playing career with the Flyers. He played 903 regular season games (420 goals, 463 assists, 883 
points, 623 penalty minutes) and 129 games in the Stanley Cup playoffs (53 goals, 55 assists, 108 points, 109 penalty min-
utes). Knee problems prematurely ended his career, but Barber still stands at the franchise’s all-time leading goal scorer.
Barber was a productive offensive force almost in spite of himself. The player cared only about winning. Although there 
were a handful of players around the league who scored at a more prolific rate, Barber was one of the National Hockey 
League’s top all-around wingers of his era.
Some of Barber’s best games came in the biggest games of season. For example, in the 31 playoff games the Flyers 
played in 1980 and 1981, the intrepid Barber scored 23 goals and 37 points. In the 1980 run to the Cup Finals, Barber tied 
an NHL record with 3 shorthanded goals. That is the epitome of “clutch performance.”

Described by coach Fred Shero as “a dream dressed in work clothes,” Bob Clarke played an incalculable role in shaping 
the Flyers team identity and work ethic. 
The Flyers’ longtime captain was the ultimate team player, caring nothing for personal stats and willing to do anything 
for victory; whether it meant spilling his own blood or fighting for the puck as if his life depended on it. Clarke was also 
one of the top playmakers in NHL history, a highly effective two-way, all-situations performer and one of the best faceoff 
men of his era.
Known as “Bobby” to fans and “Whitey” to teammates, Clarke was as modest, unassuming and soft-spoken off the ice 
as he was driven to win on the ice. 
Clarke quickly made people forget that he’d been bypassed at least once in the 1969 NHL Draft by every team in the 
league solely because he had a form of diabetes. Simultaneously, he became a source of inspiration to diabetic aspiring 
athletes worldwide.
Even had Clarke not gone on to become a two-tenure Flyers general manager and to later serve the organization as 
senior vice president, his place would be secure in the team’s pantheon of the greatest of the greats.

His acquisition from the Quebec Nordiques in the summer of 1992 shook the hockey world, and from 
there, Eric Lindros went on to become the most prolific scorer in Flyers history. Although his career to-
tals don’t top the team lists, his 1.36 points per game over his 486-game Flyers career is unparalleled 
by any other player ever to wear the Orange and Black. 
Lindros made his NHL debut on October 6, 1992 in the season opener against Pittsburgh, scoring a 
goal in a 3-3 tie. It was the first of his 41 goals that season, a franchise record for goals scored by a 
rookie that still stands.   
Lindros was named the 11th captain in Flyers history on September 6, 1994, and at the age of 21 
became the youngest player in franchise history to hold the role.  He recorded a 70-point season 
(29 G, 41 A) in 46 games during the shortened season of 1994-95, which tied for the league lead and 
earned him the Hart Trophy as the league’s Most Valuable Player. Lindros joined Bobby Clarke as the 
only two Flyers ever to win the award.
The following season, Lindros posted a career-high 115 points. It ranks as the fourth-highest sin-
gle-season total in team history behind only Mark Recchi (123 pts, 1992-93) and Clarke (119 pts, 1975-
76 and 116 pts, 1974-75), and was the last 100-point season by a Flyer for 22 years.  Lindros went on 
to post well above a point-per-game average in each of the next four seasons, never scoring fewer 
than 27 goals.
Lindros appeared in 486 games for the Flyers over eight seasons, rising to fifth on the club’s all-time 
scoring list with 290 goals and 369 assists for 659 points.

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SPECTRUM HISTORY
When the National Hockey League granted a conditional expansion franchise on February 9, 1966 to the team that became known as 
the Philadelphia Flyers, one of the key conditions was the construction and completion of a new arena in time for the start of the 1967-68 
NHL season.
On June 1, 1966, a public groundbreaking ceremony took place on the site at Broad Street and Pattison Avenue where the arena that 
came to be called the Spectrum would stand. The building hosted its first event on September 30, 1967.
“This building was just an idea 16 months ago,” Flyers co-founder Ed Snider said at the time of the arena’s opening. “We got it done in 
record time.”
Over the years, the Spectrum was the home of the NHL’s Flyers (1967-68 to 1995-96), the NBA’s Philadelphia 76ers (1967-68 to 1995-96), 
and the American Hockey League’s Philadelphia Phantoms (1996-97 to 2008-09).  During its life, the building also hosted notable events 
in college basketball, boxing, indoor soccer, indoor lacrosse, big-name concerts, circuses, the Ice Capades, monthly professional wrestling 
cards, tractor pulls, and professional bull riding, among others.
The arena’s name was conceived by Lou Scheinfeld, a former newspaper writer hired by Mr. Snider as vice president of business opera-
tions. The name was an acronym of sorts intended to reflect the wide array of events the facility would host. The SP stood for “sports.” 
The E was for “entertainment.” The C was for “circuses.” The T was for “theatricals”, R was for “recreation.”
What about the UM on the end? Scheinfeld often quipped that it stood for, “um, what a nice building.”
The arena closed for good on November 1, 2009. Demolition was completed in May 2011. The next year, the Xfinity Live! complex opened 
on the north edge of the site across the parking lot from the Wells Fargo Center.

The Tri-State 
Toyota Dealers make a donation in the name of the 
winner to the player’s favorite charity. 

GENE HART MEMORIAL AWARD
Awarded annually to the Flyer who plays with the 
most “heart” has as voted by Philadelphia Flyers 
Fan Club Board of Directors at their monthly 
meetings. The award honors the memory of longtime 
Flyers broadcaster Gene Hart. For 28 years, Flyers 
broadcaster Gene Hart called the organization’s most 
thrilling moments, and in the process, helped spawn 
generations of devoted fans. Hart’s contributions to 
the sport were recognized with his induction into the 
Flyers Hall of Fame in 1992 and the Hockey Hall of 
Fame in 1997.

BARRY ASHBEE AWARD
Was presented by the Philadelphia Flyers to the Hershey Bears player who best exemplifies the qualities of 
the late Flyers defenseman, Barry Ashbee: perseverance, sportsmanship and dedication to hockey. From 
1996-97 to 2008-09, this award was presented by the Flyers to the Philadelphia Phantoms best defenseman. 
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•	 FEBRUARY 8, 1966: The National Hockey League Board of 
Governors votes to admit six cities to the league to begin play 
in 1967-68 - Oakland, Los Angeles, Minnesota, Philadelphia, 
Pittsburgh and St. Louis. The original ownership group is 
comprised of Bill Putnam, Jerry Wolman, Ed Snider, and Jerry 
Schiff.

•	 MAY 31, 1966: The franchise hires future Hockey Hall of 
Fame builder Norman “Bud” Poile as the inaugural general 
manager.

•	 JUNE 1, 1966: A formal groundbreaking ceremony is held 
for the Flyers’ new arena at Broad & Pattison Streets in South 
Philadelphia.

•	 JUNE 6, 1966: The yet-to-be named team hires future 
Hockey Hall of Fame builder Keith Allen as its inaugural head 
coach. Poile also hires well-traveled NHL and minor league 
goaltender Marcel Pelletier as director of player personnel 
and special representative.

•	 JULY 12, 1966: Philadelphia Hockey, Inc., announces a name-
the-team contest.

•	 AUGUST 3, 1966: At an outdoor press conference held at the 
construction site for what became the Spectrum, nine-year-old 
Alec Stockard of Narberth, Pa., is declared the winner of the 
name-the-team contest. The new franchise adopts the nick-
name “Flyers”. Stockard receives a color TV as the winner of 
the contest.

•	 MAY 3, 1967: The rapidly-rising home of the Flyers is named 
The Spectrum. 

•	 MAY 8, 1967: The Flyers purchase the American Hockey 
League’s Quebec Aces franchise to become their AHL farm 
club. As part of the purchase, the Flyers acquire the contractu-
al rights to the Aces’ players, including Andre Lacroix, Simon 
Nolet, Jean-Guy Gendron and Bill Sutherland. The Flyers also 
acquire ownership of the Quebec Jr. Aces. 

•	 JUNE 5, 1967: The NHL formailly admit to the league the 
Philadelphia Flyers, California Seals, Los Angeles Kings, 
Minnesota North Stars, Pittsburgh Penguins, and St. Louis 
Blues. 

•	 JUNE 6, 1967: The Flyers select 20 players in the National 
Hockey League Expansion Draft. 22-year-old goaltender 
Bernard Parent of the Boston Bruins is selected with the team’s 
first pick.

•	 AUGUST 26, 1967: Ed Snider becomes the majority owner of 
the Flyers and assumes the title of Chairman. Joe Scott pur-
chases a minority stake in the club, while Jerry Wolman and 
Jerry Schiff depart the ownership group. 

•	 OCTOBER 11, 1967: The Flyers meet the California Seals 
at Oakland in their first game ever, dropping a 5-1 decision. 
Earlier in the day, Lou Angotti is named the team’s first cap-
tain. Bill Sutherland scored the lone Philadelphia goal.

•	 OCTOBER 18, 1967: The Flyers win their first game ever, 2-1, 
at St. Louis.

•	 OCTOBER 19, 1967: Flyers play their first game ever at the 
Spectrum, defeating the Pittsburgh Penguins, 1-0, on a goal 
by Bill Sutherland. Goaltender Doug Favell recorded the 
shutout.

•	 NOVEMBER 4, 1967: Leon Rochefort records the Flyers’ first 
ever hat trick, leading Philadelphia to a 4-1 win at Montreal.

•	 NOVEMBER 19, 1967: Multiple fights break out after the final 
buzzer of a 3-2 win at the Spectrum against the St. Louis Blues. 
Flyers players Larry Zeidel and Pat Hannigan receive the first 
fighting majors in team history.

•	 JANUARY 16, 1968: Leon Rochefort becomes the first Flyer 
to participate in a mid-season NHL All-Star Game.

•	 MARCH 1, 1968: Roof of the Spectrum blows off, forcing the 
Flyers to play the final month of the season “on the road.”

•	 MARCH 30, 1968: The Flyers win West Division Championship 
with a record of 31-32-11 in their first year of existence.

•	 APRIL 4, 1968: Flyers play their first ever playoff game, drop-
ping a 1-0 decision to the St. Louis Blues at the Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 13, 1968: In Game 5 of the 1968 Stanley Cup quar-
terfinal, Rosaire Paiement notches the first playoff hat trick in 
Flyers history. The Flyers win the game, 6-1.

•	 NOVEMBER 7, 1968: Red Berenson scores six goals as the 
visiting St. Louis Blues defeat the Flyers, 8-0, at the Spectrum.

•	 JANUARY 30, 1969: The Flyers suffer worst defeat ever, a 
12-0 loss to the Chicago Blackhawks at the Spectrum.

•	 MAY 19, 1969: Quebec Aces (AHL) coach Vic Stasiuk is pro-
moted to Flyers coach. Inaugural Flyers coach Keith Allen is 
named assistant general manager.

•	 JUNE 12, 1969: The Flyers draft Bobby Clarke from the Flin 
Flon Bombers in the 2nd round (17th overall) of the 1969 NHL 
Amateur Draft. In subsequent rounds, the Flyers select Dave 
Schultz (5th round, 52nd overall) and Don Saleski (6th round, 
64th overall).

•	 OCTOBER 11, 1969: Bobby Clarke plays in his first NHL 
game.

•	 DECEMBER 22, 1969: Keith Allen is named general manager, 
replacing inaugural general manager Bud Poile (who was re-
lieved of his duties on Dec. 19, 1969). 

•	 APRIL 4, 1970: Needing a win or a tie in any of their final 
six games of the season to make the playoffs, the Flyers lost 
their 6th consecutive game, 1-0, on a goal by Minnesota’s

of the third period. Flyers goaltender Bernie Parent lost sight 
of the puck in the afternoon sun shining through one of the 
Spectrum’s exits. 

•	 JUNE, 1970: Bill Putnam sells his 25-percent stake in the team 
to F. Eugene Dixon. 

•	 JANUARY 31, 1971: Flyers trade goaltender Bernie Parent to 
Toronto along with their 2nd choice in the 1971 NHL Draft for 
Bruce Gamble, Mike Walton and Toronto’s 1st choice (Pierre 
Plante) in 1971 draft. In addition, the Flyers trade Mike Walton 
to the Boston Bruins in exchange for Rick MacLeish and Danny 
Schock.  

•	 MAY 27, 1971: Vic Stasiuk fired as head coach.

•	 JUNE 2, 1971: Fred Shero is named the third head coach in 
team history.

•	 JUNE 10, 1971: The Flyers sell their interest in the Quebec 
Aces (the junior team portion was sold off in 1969). The fran-
chise is relocated to Richmond, Virginia. The Richmond Robins 
become the Flyers’ AHL affiliate for five seasons (1971-72 to 
1975-76).

•	 SEPTEMBER 1, 1971: A federal court approves a plan from 
Ed Snider and Earl Foreman to purchase the Spectrum out 
of bankruptcy. 

•	 OCTOBER 28, 1971: Flyers record their 100th regular season 
win, 3-2, over the Vancouver Canucks at the Spectrum.

•	 FEBRUARY 8, 1972: Goaltender Bruce Gamble suffers what 
later was diagnosed as a heart attack in the first period of the 
Flyers game at Vancouver. He continued to play and recorded 
a 3-1 win.

•	 APRIL 1, 1972: Flyers honor retiring goaltender Bruce 
Gamble at the Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 2, 1972: At Buffalo, the Sabres’ Gerry Meehan scores 
the game-winning goal with four seconds to play in the final 
game of the regular season to eliminate the Flyers from the 
playoffs. The Flyers needed a win or a tie to earn a playoff 
berth.

•	 JUNE 7, 1972: Bobby Clarke receives the Bill Masterton 
Memorial Trophy for perseverance, dedication and sports-
manship, becoming the first Flyer to receive an individual NHL 
award.

•	 JUNE 8, 1972: The Flyers select future Hockey Hall of Fame 
forward Bill Barber with the seventh overall pick of the first 
round of the 1972 NHL Amateur Draft. In subsequent rounds, 
the Flyers pick Tom Bladon (2nd round, 23rd overall), future 
Flyers Hall of Fame defenseman Jimmy Watson (3rd round, 
39th overall) and Al MacAdam (4th round, 55th overall).
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•	 JANUARY 17, 1973: Bobby Clarke is named the team’s third 
captain, becoming the youngest captain in NHL history (at 
age 23).

•	 MARCH 29, 1973: Bobby Clarke becomes the first Flyer, and 
9th player in NHL history, to record 100 points in a season 
with a third-period goal in the Flyers’ 4-2 win over the Atlanta 
Flames at the Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 1, 1973: Rick MacLeish becomes the first Flyer, and 
8th player in NHL history, to record 50 goals in one season in 
a 5-4 loss at Pittsburgh. The goal also was MacLeish’s 100th 
point of the season.

•	 APRIL 10, 1973: Gary Dornhoefer scores the game-winning 
goal at 8:35 of the first overtime period to give the Flyers a 3-2 
win over the visiting Minnesota North Stars, and a 3-2 edge 
in their best of seven Quarterfinal series. Flyers go on to win 
series in six games – their first ever playoff series victory.

•	 MAY 15, 1973: Flyers acquire Bernie Parent’s NHL rights 
and Toronto Maple Leafs’ 2nd round draft choice (Larry 
Goodenough) in 1973 in exchange for Doug Favell and Flyers’ 
first round draft choice (Bob Neely) in 1973.

•	 JUNE, 1973: Bobby Clarke receives the Hart Trophy as the 
NHL’s Most Valuable Player, and the Lester B. Pearson Award 
(renamed the Ted Lindsay Award in 2010).

•	 OCTOBER 11, 1973: Flyers win 1973-74 season opener, 2-0, 
over Doug Favell and the Toronto Maple Leafs.

•	 MARCH 7, 1974: Bill Clement attempts Flyers’ first-ever pen-
alty shot, which was stopped by Detroit’s Jim Rutherford.

•	 MARCH 12, 1974: Flyers record their 200th all-time regular 
season win, 2-1, at Long Island vs. the Islanders.

•	 MAY 9, 1974: Bobby Clarke scores the game-winning goal in 
Game 2 of the 1974 Stanley Cup Finals at Bruins at 12:01 of the 
first overtime period. The 3-2 victory evened the Final series at 
1-1, and was the Flyers’ first victory in Boston since November 
12, 1967 (0-16-2).

•	 MAY 19, 1974: Flyers become first expansion team to win 
the Stanley Cup, defeating the Boston Bruins, 1-0, in Game 
6 of the Finals on a goal by Rick MacLeish at the Spectrum. 
Kate Smith performs “God Bless America” in person at the 
Spectrum. Goaltender Bernie Parent wins the Conn Smythe 
Trophy as playoff MVP.

•	 MAY 24, 1974: Flyers obtain Reggie Leach from the California 
Seals in exchange for Larry Wright, Al MacAdam and the 
Flyers’ first round pick in 1974.

•	 JUNE, 1974: Bernie Parent receives Vezina Trophy as NHL’s 
top goaltender (shared with Tony Esposito), and Fred Shero 
receives Jack Adams Trophy as NHL Coach of the Year.

•	 JUNE 4, 1974: Flyers defenseman Barry Ashbee, who was 
forced to leave Game Four after being struck in the eye by a 
puck in the Flyers’ seven-game semi-final series win over the 
New York Rangers in April of 1974, at the Spectrum, retires.

•	 JUNE 13, 1974: Bernie Parent receives the Vezina Trophy as 
NHL’s top goaltender (shared with Tony Esposito), and Fred 
Shero receives Jack Adams Trophy as NHL Coach of the Year.

•	 SEPTEMBER 29, 1974: The defending Stanley Cup champion 
defeat the World Hockey Association’s New England Whalers, 
4-2, in the second game of an exhibition series pitting NHL 
clubs against WHA teams. Dave Schultz scores twice for the 
Flyers, while Robert Sirois and Bill Barber tally once apiece. 
Former Flyers forward Don Blackburn has a goal and an assist 
for the Whalers.

•	 NOVEMBER 9, 1974; Orest Kindrachuk becomes the first 
Flyers player to score on a penalty shot. The successful at-
tempt comes at the expense of Washington Capitals netmind-
er Michel Belhumeur, a former Flyer.

•	 APRIL 3, 1975: Flyers honor defenseman Barry Ashbee and 
retire his Jersey No. 4.

•	 MAY 13, 1975: Flyers defeat the New York Islanders, 4-1, in 
Game 7 of the Semifinals to advance to the Stanley Cup Finals 
for the second straight season. Kate Smith performs “God 

Bless America” in person at the Spectrum.

•	 MAY 27, 1975: Flyers defeat the Buffalo Sabres, 2-0, in Game 
6 of the Stanley Cup Finals at Buffalo to win their second 
consecutive Stanley Cup Championship. Goaltender Bernie 
Parent again wins the Conn Smythe Trophy as the playoff MVP, 
becoming the first player in NHL history to win the award in 
consecutive seasons.

•	 JUNE 3, 1975: Flyers select Mel Bridgman with the first over-
all pick of the 1975 Amateur Draft. Later, the Flyers select 
Latvian star defenseman and right winger Viktors Hatuļevs 
(also known as Viktor Khatulev) with the 160th overall pick. A 
standout talent for Dinamo Riga, Hatulevs is the first player 
from the Soviet Union to be drafted by a National Hockey 
League team.

•	 JUNE 18, 1975: Bobby Clarke receives his second Hart 
Trophy as NHL MVP, and Bernie Parent is awarded Vezina 
Trophy for allowing the fewest number of goals.

•	 JANUARY 11, 1976: Flyers become the first NHL team to 
defeat the visiting Red army (CSKA) team from the USSR, 4-1, 
at the Spectrum. Joe Watson scores a shorthanded goal in 
the contest.

•	 FEBRUARY 9, 1976: Ed Snider creates a new corporation 
called Spectacor to oversee the operation of the Spectrum, 
the Flyers, and other businesses. 

•	 FEBRUARY 29, 1976: Flyers record their 300th all-time reg-
ular season victory, defeating the California Seals, 6-1, at the 
Spectrum.

•	 MARCH 18, 1976: The Flyers defeat the Vancouver Canucks 
at the Spectrum, 3-2, to tie the NHL’s all-time unbeaten streak 
record at 23 games (17-0-6). Two nights later, the Flyers lose 
to the Buffalo Sabres. The record streak, which started on 
January 29, 1976, would subsequently be broken by a 28-
game streak set by the 1977-78 Montreal Canadiens. The 
1979-80 Flyers shattered both marks with a 35-game streak.

•	 APRIL 1, 1976: Reggie Leach records his 60th goal of the sea-
son, becoming only the 2nd player in NHL history to reach that 
plateau (Phil Esposito was the other), in the Flyers’ 11-2 victory 
over the Washington Capitals at the Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 3, 1976: Bobby Clarke establishes a team record for 
points in a season, 119, with an assist on Bill Barber’s 50th goal. 
Barber’s goal gave the “LCB” line an NHL record total of 141 
goals.

•	 MAY 6, 1976: Reggie Leach scores 5 goals in the Flyers’ 
6-3 win over the Boston Bruins in Game 5 of the 1975-76 
Semifinals at the Spectrum.

•	 MAY 16, 1976: Visiting Montreal Canadiens defeat the Flyers 
in Game 4 of the Stanley Cup Finals, 5-3, to win the Stanley 
Cup at the Spectrum. Reggie Leach wins Conn Smythe Trophy 
as playoff MVP. He scores 19 playoff goals in 16 games giving 
him 80 goals (61 in regular season) on the season – becoming 
the first player in NHL history ever to reach that plateau.

•	 MAY, 1976: Reggie Leach scores 19 playoff goals in 16 games 
giving him 80 goals (61 in regular season) on the season – 
becoming the first player in NHL history ever to reach that 
plateau.

•	 JUNE 7, 1976: Bobby Clarke receives Hart Trophy as NHL 
MVP for the third time in four seasons, becoming only the fifth 
three-time winner in NHL history.

•	 JULY 15, 1976: Spectacor announces the creation of PRISM, 
a pay-television channel formed to carry Flyers and other 
Philadelphia sporting events as well as movies. It is the first 
of nearly two dozen businesses that will be formed under the 
Spectacor umbrella over the next two decades.

•	 JULY 18, 1976: The Flyers announce that the Springfield 
Indians would serve as the club’s AHL farm team for the 1976-
77 season after Richmond Robins owner E. Claiborne Robins 
folded the team on June 21, 1976.

•	 FEBRUARY 1, 1977: Flyers’ wives sponsor first Fight For Lives 
Carnival.
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•	 FEBRUARY 14, 1977: Al Hill sets NHL record for points by 
a player in his first NHL game (5) with two goals and three 
assists in the Flyers’ 6-4 victory over the St. Louis Blues at the 
Spectrum.

•	 MAY 12, 1977: Former Flyers defenseman Barry Ashbee 
passes away after bout with leukemia.

•	 JUNE 1977: Flyers formally announce the transfer of their 
AHL affiliation from Springfield, MA, to the newly created 
Maine Mariners in Portland, ME. The team is set to play its 
home games at the newly built Cumberland County Civic 
Center.

•	 DECEMBER 11, 1977: Flyers defenseman Tom Bladon sets 
NHL record for points by a defenseman (8) in one game with 
four goals and four assists in the Flyers’ 11-1 victory over the 
Cleveland Barons at the Spectrum.

•	 DECEMBER 26, 1977: In a Boxing Day exhibition game at 
the Spectrum, the Flyers defeated visiting Czechoslovakian 
league power HC Pardubice by a 6-1 score. Orest Kindrachuk 
and Mel Bridgman scored twice apiece while Reggie Leach 
and Bob Kelly chipped one goal apiece.

•	 MARCH 23, 1978: Flyers record 400th all-time regular sea-
son victory, defeating the Toronto Maple Leafs, 4-1, at the 
Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 9, 1978: Flyers honor retiring forward Gary Dornhoefer 
at the Spectrum.

•	 MAY 22, 1978: Fred Shero resigns as head coach to take 
the head coach and general manager job for the New York 
Rangers. As compensation, the Flyers receive the seventh 
overall pick of the 1978 Amateur Draft (Ken Linseman).

•	 JULY 6, 1978: Bob McCammon named the fourth head coach 
in team history.

•	 JANUARY 2, 1979: The Flyers skate to a 4-4 tie against the 
Soviet Wings in an exhibition game at the Spectrum. A pair 
of late third-period goals by Bobby Clarke erase a 4-2 deficit 
and forge the tie. Rick MacLeish and Reggie Leach also score 
for Philadelphia.

•	 JANUARY 31, 1979: Bob McCammon is fired as head coach 
and replaced by Pat Quinn. It is the team’s first mid-season 
coaching change in its 12-year history.

•	 AUGUST 9, 1979: In the 1979 NHL Entry Draft, the Flyers se-
lect future five-time All-Star and Flyers Hall of Fame left wing-
er Brian Propp with the 14th overall pick. In total, the Flyers 
pick seven players, most notably future Vezina Trophy winning 
goaltender Pelle Lindbergh (2nd round, 35th overall), would 
go on to play at least one game for Philadelphia.

•	 OCTOBER 11, 1979: Flyers honor retiring goaltender Bernie 
Parent, who was forced to retire after being inadvertently 
struck in the eye with a stick on February 17, 1979 vs. the NY 
Rangers at the Spectrum. In 486 career games with the Flyers, 
Parent was 232-141-103 with a 2.42 GAA and 50 shutouts. 
Jersey No. 1 retired.

•	 OCTOBER 14, 1979: Flyers defeat Toronto Maple Leafs, 4-3, 
at the Spectrum in the first game of a historic 35-game unde-
feated streak.

•	 DECEMBER 22, 1979: Flyers defeat Bruins, 5-2, at Boston to 
set a new NHL record of 29 consecutive games without a loss. 

•	 JANUARY 6, 1980: Flyers defeat Sabres, 4-2, at Buffalo for 
35th consecutive game without a loss – the longest such streak 
in professional sports history (The streak ends on January 7 as 
the Flyers lost at Minnesota, 7-1).

•	 MARCH 3, 1980: Flyers honor retired defenseman Joe 
Watson at the Spectrum.

•	 MARCH 10, 1980: Bobby Clarke and Ed Snider receive Lester 
Patrick Award for outstanding service to hockey in the United 
States.

•	 APRIL 3, 1980: Reggie Leach’s three goals in a 4-2 victory 
over Washington give him 50 for the season, making him the 
first Flyer to reach that plateau in two different years.

•	 MAY 24, 1980: New York Islanders defeat Flyers, 5-4 in 

overtime, to capture Stanley Cup championship at Long 
Island.

•	 JUNE, 1980: Pat Quinn receives Jack Adams Award as NHL 
Coach of the Year.

•	 SEPTEMBER 3, 1980: Bob Butera is named president of the 
Flyers.

•	 NOVEMBER 2, 1980: Flyers record 500th all-time regular sea-
son victory, defeating the Boston Bruins, 4-2, at the Spectrum. 
At the time, no other expansion team had won as many as 
400 games.

•	 FEBRUARY 15, 1981: Swedish defenseman Thomas Eriksson 
becomes the first European born and trained player to appear 
in a regular season game for the Flyers.

•	 MARCH 19, 1981: Bobby Clarke records his 1,000th NHL 
point, becoming the 15th player in NHL history to reach that 
plateau, with a third-period goal in the Flyers’ 5-3 win over the 
Bruins at the Spectrum.

•	 JANUARY 14, 1982: Flyers play host to 10,000,000th all-time 
fan in defeating the Edmonton Oilers, 8-2, at the Spectrum.

•	 MARCH 19, 1982: Pat Quinn is dismissed as head coach and 
is replaced by Bob McCammon.

•	 AUGUST 19, 1982: Flyers obtain Mark Howe and a third 
round pick in 1983 (Derrick Smith) from Hartford in exchange 
for Ken Linseman, Greg Adams and the Flyers’ first and third 
round picks in 1982.

•	 OCTOBER 23, 1982: Bobby Clarke plays in his 1,000th NHL 
game, a 4-2 loss to the Penguins at Pittsburgh.

•	 JANUARY 6, 1983: The Flyers lose, 5-1, to the Soviet Union 
national team in an exhibition game at the Spectrum. All-Star 
Flyers goaltender Pelle Lindbergh suffers a fractured wrist but 
finishes the game. Mark Howe tallies the lone Flyers goal.

•	 JANUARY 20, 1983: Flyers record their 600th all-time regular 
season victory, 5-2, over the Calgary Flames at the Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 14, 1983: Bob Butera resigns as Flyers president and is 
replaced by Jay Snider, who at age 26 becomes the youngest 
person to hold such a position in the history of professional 
sports. 

•	 MAY 27, 1983: Bob McCammon is named the third general 
manager of the Flyers, while retaining head coaching duties. 
Keith Allen is named Executive Vice President.

•	 JUNE 7, 1983: Bobby Clarke receives Frank J. Selke Trophy as 
NHL’s top defensive forward.

•	 JULY 15, 1983: The Flyers announce the transfer of their AHL 
farm affiliation to the Springfield Indians for the 1983-84 sea-
son. It is a shared affiliation with the St. Louis Blues.

•	 OCTOBER 9, 1983: Bill Barber records his 400th NHL goal, 
becoming the 19th player in NHL history to reach that plateau, 
in the Flyers’ 7-1 victory over the Pittsburgh Penguins at the 
Spectrum.

•	 MARCH 22, 1984: Flyers set club record with 13 goals in 
one game in 13-4 victory over the Pittsburgh Penguins at the 
Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 7, 1984: Bobby Clarke plays in his last NHL game (play-
off contest) vs. the Washington Capitals.

•	 APRIL 25, 1984: Bob McCammon resigns as head coach and 
general manager.

•	 MAY 15, 1984: Bobby Clarke announces his retirement from 
hockey and is named vice president and general manager, be-
coming the fourth GM in team history.

•	 MAY 24, 1984: Mike Keenan is named the sixth head coach in 
team history. The same day, the Flyers transfer their AHL affilia-
tion from Springfield to the venerable Hershey Bears, starting 
in the 1984-85 season.

•	 SEPTEMBER 25, 1984: Bernie Parent inducted into Hockey 
Hall of Fame, becoming the second Flyers Alum to be so 
honored. In 1981, defenseman Allen Stanley, who finished his 
career with the Flyers in 1968-69, was the first.

•	 OCTOBER 18, 1984: Flyers tie club record with 13 goals in 
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one game in 13-2 victory over the Vancouver Canucks at the 
Spectrum.

•	 NOVEMBER 15, 1984: Flyers honor retiring center Bobby 
Clarke at the Spectrum. Clarke finished his 15-year NHL career 
as the Flyers’ all-time leading scorer with 358 goals and 852 
assists for 1210 points in 1144 games. Jersey No. 16 retired. 

•	 FEBRUARY 24, 1985: Flyers record 700th all-time regular sea-
son win, a 4-1 victory over the Calgary Flames at the Spectrum.

•	 MARCH 5, 1985: Dave Poulin’s overtime goal gives the Flyers 
a 5-4 win over the NY Islanders and starts an 11-game winning 
streak as part of the Flyers’ 16-1-0 stretch run.

•	 MARCH 16, 1985: Ron Sutter records the 5,000th all-time 
goal in Flyers history in the first period of the Flyers’ 6-1 victory 
over the Maple Leafs at Toronto.

•	 APRIL 4, 1985: Goaltender Pelle Lindbergh is named the first 
recipient of the Bobby Clarke Trophy as the Flyers’ MVP.

•	 APRIL 13, 1985: Tim Kerr sets NHL playoff marks of most 
goals in one period (4) and fastest four goals by one player 
(8:16) in second period of Flyers’ 6-5 Division Semifinal victory 
over the Rangers in New York.

•	 MAY 16, 1985: Dave Poulin scores while Flyers are two men 
short to boost Philadelphia to a 3-0 victory over Quebec, 
clinching Wales Conference Championship series in six 
games. It is the Flyers’ fifth conference title in the eleven years 
the NHL has been structured by conferences.

•	 MAY 30, 1985: Edmonton Oilers defeat Flyers, 8-3, in Game 5 
of the Final series to capture their second consecutive Stanley 
Cup Championship.

•	 JUNE 12, 1985: Pelle Lindbergh wins Vezina Trophy as top 
goaltender in NHL and Mike Keenan garners Jack Adams 
Award as NHL Coach of the Year. Lindbergh is also a finalist 
for the Hart Trophy (won by Wayne Gretzky).

•	 AUGUST 22, 1985: Bill Barber announces his retirement after 
12 NHL seasons, all as a Flyer.

•	 NOVEMBER 14, 1985: Flyers honor the memory of Pelle 
Lindbergh who was fatally injured in an automobile accident 
on November 10, 1985.

•	 NOVEMBER 17, 1985: Flyers win club record 13th consecu-
tive game, 5-4, over the Islanders at the Spectrum on an over-
time goal by Murray Craven. The 13 consecutive wins match 
the fourth-longest streak in NHL history.

•	 MARCH 6, 1986: Flyers honor retiring left wing Bill Barber 
at the Spectrum. Barber retires as the Flyers’ all-time leading 
goal scorer, and second-leading point scorer with 420 goals 
and 463 assists for 883 points in 903 games.

•	 APRIL 6, 1986: Tim Kerr sets a new NHL record with his 34th 
power play goal of the season, as the Flyers beat the Capitals, 
5-3. Flyers defeat Washington to win division title for third time 
in four seasons and ninth time in the club’s 19-year history. The 
win also enables the Flyers to tie the club record of 53 wins in 
a season, set in 1984-85.

•	 MAY 21, 1986: Bob Froese and Darren Jensen share 
Jennings Trophy as the goaltenders for the team with the 
lowest goals- against average during the regular season, and 
Mark Howe receives the Emery Edge Award as the player with 
the top plus/minus rating in the NHL.

•	 OCTOBER 9, 1986: Rookie goaltender Ron Hextall makes his 
NHL debut vs. the Edmonton Oilers, winning 2-1

•	 JANUARY 15, 1987: The Flyers defeat the Montreal 
Canadiens, 6-3, at the Spectrum to record the 800th victory 
in franchise history.

•	 JANUARY 21, 1987: Mark Howe records his 1000th point as 
a professional hockey player.

•	 MARCH 16, 1987: The Flyers clinch their third consecutive 
Patrick Division Championship. It is the Flyers’ eighth divi-
sion title in the 13 years since the four division alignment was 
established.

•	 MARCH 17, 1987: Tim Kerr records a Flyers-record fourth 
consecutive 50-goal season.

•	 MAY 14, 1987: The Flyers defeat the Montreal Canadiens, 
4-3, at the Forum to capture their second Prince of Wales 
Conference Championship in three years.

•	 MAY 28, 1987: J.J Daigneault scores at 14:28 of the third pe-
riod to give the Flyers a 3-2 victory over the Edmonton Oilers 
in Game 6 of the Stanley Cup Finals. All three of the Flyers 
victories in the round have come after the Oilers have taken 
a 2-0 lead in each game. Brian Propp’s crucial third-period 
power play goal gives him 28 points for the playoff year, a new 
Flyers record.

•	 MAY 31, 1987: The Edmonton Oilers defeat the Flyers, 3-1, in 
Game 7 of the Finals to win the Stanley Cup. It is the first Final-
series seventh game since 1971. Ron Hextall is awarded the 
Conn Smythe Trophy as playoff MVP. Hextall also establishes a 
new NHL record for minutes played in a playoff year with 1540. 
Pelle Eklund’s first period assist gave him 20 on the playoff 
year, a new Flyers record.

•	 JUNE 10, 1987: Ron Hextall wins the Vezina Trophy as the 
league’s best goaltender and is named an NHL First Team All-
Star and to the NHL All-Rookie Team. Dave Poulin is awarded 
the Frank J. Selke Trophy as the league’s best defensive for-
ward, and Mark Howe is named an NHL First-Team All-Star.

•	 JUNE 15, 1987: Bobby Clarke is inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame.

•	 DECEMBER 8, 1987: Ron Hextall becomes the first NHL 
goalie to score a goal by shooting the puck into the opposing 
net as the Flyers defeat Boston, 5-2, at the Spectrum.

•	 MARCH 22, 1988: Bob Clarke and Bernie Parent are made 
charter inductees of the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

•	 APRIL 10, 1988: Murray Craven’s OT goal caps a dramatic 
5-4 Flyers victory over the Capitals in Game 4 of the Patrick 
Division Semifinals. The Flyers overcame a 4-1 deficit with un-
der ten minutes to play in the third period.

•	 MAY 11, 1988: Mike Keenan is dismissed as head coach.

•	 JUNE 1, 1988: Paul Holmgren is named the team’s seventh 
head coach, becoming the first former Flyers player to hold 
the job.

•	 SEPTEMBER 7, 1988: Ed Snider is inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame.

•	 NOVEMBER 24, 1989: The Flyers defeat the Edmonton 
Oilers, 5-1, at the Spectrum to record the 900th win in fran-
chise history.

•	 MARCH 16, 1989: Bill Barber, Keith Allen and Ed Snider are 
inducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

•	 APRIL 2, 1989: Rick Tocchet records his 45th goal of the sea-
son, becoming one of only eight Flyers to join the 40-goal 
club.

•	 APRIL 11, 1989: Ron Hextall scores his second career goal 
and becomes the first goalie to record a playoff goal, as the 
Flyers defeat Washington, 8-5, at the Capital Centre.

•	 APRIL 29, 1989: Ken Wregget, starting in place of the in-
jured Ron Hextall, leads the Flyers to a 4-1 victory over the 
Pittsburgh Penguins in Game 7 of the Patrick Division Finals. It 
is the Flyers’ tenth trip to the Semifinals in 17 years.

•	 JUNE 16, 1989: Tim Kerr is awarded the Bill Masterton 
Memorial Trophy.

•	 JANUARY 9, 1990: Flyers lose, 5-4, to CSKA (Red Army) in an 
exhibition game at the Spectrum. Brian Propp, Jeff Chychrun, 
Craig Berube and Pelle Eklund score in a losing cause.

•	 MARCH 22, 1990: Fred Shero and Rick MacLeish are induct-
ed into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

•	 APRIL 16, 1990: Bob Clarke is dismissed from his role as gen-
eral manager of the Flyers, marking the end of 21 consecutive 
years with the franchise. 

•	 JUNE 6, 1990: Russ Farwell is named the fifth general man-
ager in team history.
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•	 JUNE 16, 1990: The Flyers make Mike Ricci their first selec-
tion (4th overall) in the NHL Entry Draft. It is the Flyers’ high-
est selection since Ron Sutter was taken with the same pick 
in 1982.

•	 SEPTEMBER 24, 1990: Bill Barber is inducted into the 
Hockey Hall of Fame. Additionally, inaugural Flyers general 
manager Bud Poile is part of the 1990 induction class in the 
Builder category.

•	 OCTOBER 11, 1990: Bill Barber’s jersey number 7 is retired 
by the Flyers.

•	 JANUARY 10, 1991: Flyers lose, 4-1, to Russian club team 
Dynamo Moscow in an exhibition game at the Spectrum. Rick 
Tocchet notches the lone Philadelphia goal.

•	 MARCH 21, 1991: Gary Dornhoefer and, posthumously, Barry 
Ashbee are inducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

•	 OCTOBER 4, 1991: The Flyers open their 25th anniversary 
season against the Capitals in Washington.

•	 NOVEMBER 10, 1991: Flyers play to a 1-1 tie against Team 
USA in an exhibition game at the Spectrum held to enable 
Team USA to prepare for the 1992 Olympics. Cory Foster 
scores a first period power play goal for Philadelphia. Shawn 
McEachern ties the game for Team USA in the second period, 
while goalie Ray LeBlanc holds the Flyers to one goal on 40 
shots.

•	 DECEMBER 4, 1991: Paul Holmgren is dismissed as head 
coach and replaced by Bill Dineen.

•	 JANUARY 17-18, 1992: The Flyers and the City of 
Philadelphia host the NHL All-Star Weekend. Friday night fea-
tured the NHL Heroes of Hockey Game and the NHL All-Star 
Skills Competition. On Saturday, the Campbell Conference 
defeated the Wales Conference by the score of 10-6 in the 
43rd NHL All-Star Game. Center Rod Brind’Amour was the 
Flyers’ lone representative on the Wales Conference squad.

•	 FEBRUARY 13, 1992: Gene Hart and Reggie Leach are in-
ducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

•	 APRIL 1, 1992: The NHL Players Association goes on strike 
for the first time in league’s 75-year history.

•	 APRIL 10, 1992: The NHL players and owners reach a settle-
ment, ending the 10-day players strike.

•	 JUNE 10, 1992: Bob Clarke rejoins the Flyers as Senior Vice 
President.

•	 JUNE 30, 1992: The Flyers are awarded the rights to 19 year-
old Eric Lindros by arbitrator Larry Bertuzzi. In one of the most 
publicized trades in hockey history, the Flyers sent goaltender 
Ron Hextall, defensemen Steve Duchesne and Kerry Huffman, 
centers Mike Ricci and Peter Forsberg, left wing Chris Simon, 
No. 1 draft picks in 1993 and 1994 and $15 million to the 
Quebec Nordiques in return for Eric Lindros.

•	 JULY 15, 1992: The Flyers complete the biggest transaction 
in team history by signing center Eric Lindros to an unprece-
dented six-year contract.

•	 SEPTEMBER 21, 1992: Keith Allen becomes the fifth mem-
ber of the Flyers organization who primarily or entirely spent 
his career with the organization to be inducted into the 
Hockey Hall of Fame, joining Bernie Parent, Bobby Clarke, Ed 
Snider and Bill Barber.

•	 JANUARY 9, 1993: The Flyers record the 1,000th win in team 
history vs. the NY Rangers.

•	 MARCH 7, 1993: Right wing Mark Recchi records his 100th 
point of the season at the New Jersey Devils, becoming the 
fourth player in Flyers history to record 100 or more points in 
a season.

•	 MARCH 13, 1993: The Flyers vs. Los Angeles Kings game 
held at the Spectrum is postponed, following the first period, 
due to severe weather and blizzard conditions which caused a 
pane of glass on the Spectrum concourse to break. The game 
was replayed, in its entirety, on April 1, 1993.

•	 MARCH 14, 1993: The Flyers at Whalers game in Hartford is 
postponed due to severe weather. The game was played, in its 

entirety, on April 16, 1993 at the Hartford Civic Center.

•	 MARCH 24, 1993: Center Eric Lindros scores his 35th goal 
of the season at the New York Rangers, passing Brian Propp 
(34), to break the team record for most goals in a season by a 
rookie. Lindros finished the season with 41 goals

•	 APRIL 1, 1993: Right wing Mark Recchi scores his 50th goal 
of the season vs. the Los Angeles Kings, becoming the fifth 
player in Flyers history to score 50 or more goals in a season..

•	 APRIL 8, 1993: Joe Scott and Ed Van Impe are inducted into 
the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

•	 APRIL 12, 1993: Mark Recchi collects an assist vs. the New 
York Rangers, breaking Bobby Clarke’s team record for most 
points (119 in 1975-76). Recchi finished the season with 123 
points.

•	 MAY 24, 1993: Terry Simpson is introduced as the ninth head 
coach in team history.

•	 OCTOBER 21, 1993: The scheduled Flyers vs. NY Islanders 
game is moved to October 22 to avoid a conflict with Game 
Five of the 1993 World Series. 

•	 MARCH 1, 1994: Jay Snider resigns as president of the Flyers.

•	 MARCH 8, 1994: Tim Kerr is inducted into the Flyers’ Hall 
of Fame.

•	 MARCH 31, 1994: Mikael Renberg scores a goal vs. Calgary, 
breaking Dave Poulin’s team record for points in a season by 
a rookie (76 in 1983-84). Renberg finishes the season with 82 
points.

•	 APRIL 12, 1994: Mikael Renberg is named the first recipient 
of the Pelle Lindbergh Memorial Trophy as the Flyers’ most 
improved player, as voted by his teammates.

•	 MAY 20, 1994: Terry Simpson is dismissed as head coach. 

•	 JUNE 15, 1994: Bob Clarke is named team president and 
general manager, replacing Russ Farwell.

•	 JUNE 23, 1994: Terry Murray is named the 10th head coach 
in team history.

•	 SEPTEMBER 6, 1994: Eric Lindros is named the eleventh 
team captain in club history. At 21 years old, Lindros became 
the youngest captain in Flyers history.

•	 SEPTEMBER 30, 1994: NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman an-
nounced the postponement of the start of the 1994-95 regular 
season due to a failure to come to terms on a new Collective 
Bargaining Agreement between the League and the NHL 
Players’ Association.

•	 JANUARY 13, 1995: NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman and 
NHL Players’ Association Executive Director Bob Goodenow 
announced a new Collective Bargaining Agreement. A 48-
game season began on January 20.

•	 MAY 7, 1995: Flyers defeat Buffalo, 4-3, in overtime in Game 
One of Eastern Conference Quarterfinals. The win was the 
Flyers’ first playoff victory since a 2-1 overtime victory at 
Montreal in Game Five of Wales Conference Finals on May 
9, 1989.

•	 JULY 6, 1995: Eric Lindros is named the winner of the 1994-
95 Hart Memorial Trophy as the NHL’s MVP. Lindros becomes 
the second Flyer to capture the award (Bob Clarke in 1972-73, 
1974-75 and 1975-76). Lindros and John LeClair were named 
to the NHL First All-Star Team.

•	 DECEMBER 18, 1995: The Flyers acquire an expansion fran-
chise in the American Hockey League to commence opera-
tions with the start of the 1996-97 season. The Philadelphia 
Phantoms replaced the Hershey Bears as the Flyers’ top minor 
league affiliate.

•	 FEBRUARY 22, 1996: Joe Watson is inducted into the Flyers’ 
Hall of Fame.

•	 MARCH 19, 1996: Ed Snider, Pat Croce and Comcast 
Corporation announce the formation of the Comcast 
Spectacor Venture that will create a super-regional sports part-
nership for the Delaware Valley. The venture will own and op-
erate the Philadelphia 76ers basketball team, the Philadelphia 
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Flyers hockey team, the CoreStates Spectrum and the new 
CoreStates Center. The transaction was finalized on July 17, 
1996.

•	 MARCH 25, 1996: Ron Hextall stops all 21 Hartford shots to 
record his second consecutive shutout. He was the first Flyers 
goaltender to record shutouts in consecutive regular season 
games since Bernie Parent on October 11 and 13, 1973. Eric 
Lindros registers a goal and two assists in the game to break 
the 100-point plateau for the first time in his career. Lindros is 
the fifth Flyer to eclipse the 100-point barrier.

•	 APRIL 10, 1996: John LeClair records his 50th goal of the 
season at New Jersey, becoming the sixth player in the Flyers 
history to score 50 or more goals in a season.

•	 APRIL 11, 1996: The Flyers defeat the Montreal Canadiens, 
3-2, in the team’s final regular season home game at the 
Spectrum. John LeClair’s second-period goal was the 
game-winning goal and the final Flyers goal scored in a regu-
lar season game at the Spectrum.

•	 APRIL 16, 1996: Ron Hextall records his 36th playoff win 
as a Flyer, setting a new team record for career playoff wins 
(passing Bernie Parent - 35) in Game One of the Eastern 
Conference Quarterfinals vs. Tampa Bay.

•	 MAY 12, 1996: Mike Hough’s goal at 8:05 of the second 
overtime period gives the Florida Panthers a 2-1 win over the 
Flyers in Game Five and a three-games-to-two lead in their 
Eastern Conference Semifinal series. The Panthers won the 
series in six games. Game Five was the Flyers’ final game at 
the Spectrum.

•	 AUGUST 31, 1996: The CoreStates Center opens with a con-
test between USA and Canada in the inaugural World Cup 
of Hockey Tournament. USA won the game, 5-3, in front of 
a sold-out crowd.

•	 OCTOBER 5, 1996: The Flyers play their first regular season 
game at the CoreStates Center. The Florida Panthers won the 
game, 3-1, but right wing Dainius Zubrus became the young-
est player in Flyers history at 18 years, three months and 20 
days old on opening night. Zubrus also recorded his first NHL 
goal in the game.

•	 OCTOBER 7, 1996: The Flyers record the 700th home win in 
franchise history with 3-1 win vs. New Jersey.

•	 DECEMBER 22, 1996: Chicago’s Sergei Krivokrasov scores at 
2:38 of the first period to end the Flyers’ team record shutout 
streak at 265 minutes and eight seconds and their streak of 
four consecutive shutouts.

•	 JANUARY 29, 1997: Rod Brind’Amour plays in his 288th 
consecutive game for the Flyers, breaking the team record for 
most consecutive games played.

•	 FEBRUARY 2, 1997: The 21st Annual Flyers’ Wives Fight for 
Lives Carnival raises $1,024,455. It was the first time that the 
Carnival topped the $1 million mark in proceeds.

•	 APRIL 13, 1997: John LeClair records his 50th goal of the 
season to become only the second player in Flyers history to 
reach the 50-goal mark in consecutive seasons.

•	 APRIL 26, 1997: The Flyers defeat the Pittsburgh Penguins, 
6-3, in Game Five of the Eastern Conference Quarterfinals 
and win the series, four games to one. Mario Lemieux scored 
a goal in his last NHL game before returning to play in the 
2000-01 season. Rod Brind’Amour recorded two shorthanded 
goals in the first period, tying the NHL record for most short-
handed goals in a period and a game. At 54 seconds apart, 
Brind’Amour’s two shorthanded goals were the second fastest 
scored by one player in NHL Playoff history.

•	 MAY 23, 1997: Eric Lindros scores the game-winning goal 
with 6.8 seconds remaining in regulation as the Flyers de-
feated the NY Rangers, 3-2, in Game Four of the Eastern 
Conference Finals. It was the latest game-winning goal in 
Flyers Playoff history.

•	 MAY 31, 1997: The Flyers fall to the Detroit Red Wings in 
Game One of the Stanley Cup Finals, 4-2, in front of 20,291 
fans at the CoreStates Center. At the time, it is the largest 

single-game home attendance in team history.

•	 JUNE 7, 1997: The Detroit Red Wings win the Stanley Cup 
with a 2-1 defeat of the Flyers at Joe Louis Arena.

•	 JUNE 13, 1997: Terry Murray is dismissed as head coach.

•	 JULY 7, 1997: Wayne Cashman is named the 11th head coach 
in team history.

•	 OCTOBER 1, 1997: Comcast Spectacor launches Comcast 
SportsNet, a new regional sports network that replaces PRISM 
as the primary television home of the Flyers.

•	 NOVEMBER 17, 1997: Gene Hart is enshrined into the 
Hockey Hall of Fame with his selection as the recipient of the 
Foster Hewitt Memorial Award. He became the sixth member 
of the Flyers organization to be so honored. 

•	 FEBRUARY 8-24, 1998: The NHL suspends operations for 
17 days to allow NHL player participation in the 1998 Winter 
Olympic Games in Nagano, Japan. Ten members of the Flyers 
organization take part (Canada: Bob Clarke - GM, Wayne 
Cashman - Assistant Coach, Rod Brind’Amour, Eric Desjardins, 
Eric Lindros; USA: Paul Holmgren - Assistant Coach, John 
LeClair, Joel Otto; Czech Republic: Petr Svoboda; Finland: 
Janne Niinimaa).

•	 FEBRUARY 28, 1998: Eric Lindros scores the game-winning 
goal at NY Rangers, his 500th point in the NHL. He became the 
fifth fastest to reach 500 points in NHL history (in 352 games; 
Wayne Gretzky - 234 games; Mario Lemieux - 287 games; 
Peter Stastny - 322 games and Mike Bossy - 349 games).

•	 MARCH 9, 1998: Wayne Cashman is dismissed as head coach 
and replaced by Roger Neilson.

•	 APRIL 13, 1998: John LeClair records his 50th goal of the 
season at Buffalo. He became the first American-born player 
to reach the 50-goal mark three times and the second Flyer to 
record three consecutive 50-goal seasons (Tim Kerr 1983-84 
through 1986-87).

•	 JUNE 10, 1998: The Philadelphia Phantoms, the Flyers’ 
American Hockey League affiliate, defeat the Saint John 
Flames, 6-1, to capture the Calder Cup championship, four 
games to two. The Phantoms became the fourth Flyers affiliate 
to capture the Calder Cup; joining the 1988 Hershey Bears and 
back-to-back titles by the Maine Mariners in 1978 and 1979.

•	 JULY 15, 1998: Comcast Spectacor announces the change of 
its arena names to the First Union Center and the First Union 
Spectrum.

•	 NOVEMBER 20, 1998: Goaltender Ron Hextall allows one 
goal on 19 shots to record a 3-1 win at Carolina to register his 
233rd win as a Flyer. With the win, Hextall moves past Bernie 
Parent into first place on the Flyers’ All-Time List in wins.

•	 JANUARY 16, 1999: Toronto Maple Leaf Steve Sullivan’s goal 
at 6:31 of the first period ends John Vanbiesbrouck’s team 
record shutout streak at 218 minutes and 42 seconds from 
January 3 through 16.

•	 FEBRUARY 20, 1999: Center Eric Lindros was scoreless at 
Ottawa, ending his 18-game point-scoring streak from January 
7 through February 18 (14G,21A). Lindros tied Bobby Clarke 
for the longest such streak in team history.

•	 MARCH 4, 1999: Brian Propp was inducted into the Flyers’ 
Hall of Fame.

•	 MARCH 13, 1999: Goaltender Ron Hextall plays his 487th 
game as a Flyer in a game at Pittsburgh, moving him past 
Bernie Parent into first place on the Flyers’ All-Time Games 
Played List.

•	 MARCH 21, 1999: The Flyers defeated the Detroit Red 
Wings, 5-4, at the First Union Center, ending a team record 
12-game winless streak from February 24 through March 16 
(0-8-4). The Flyers also posted a 15-game undefeated streak 
from December 12, 1998 through January 13, 1999 (10-0-5). 
The Flyers became the only team in NHL history to record 
both a streak of 10-or-more games undefeated and a streak of 
10-or-more games winless in the same season.

•	 APRIL 18, 1999: Eric Desjardins is awarded his fifth 
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consecutive Barry Ashbee Trophy as the most outstanding 
Flyers defenseman and the first Yanick Dupre Memorial Class 
Guy Award winner as the Flyer who best illustrates character, 
dignity and respect for the sport both on and off the ice, as se-
lected by the Philadelphia Chapter of the Professional Hockey 
Writers’ Association. Desjardins’ fifth Barry Ashbee Trophy is 
the most by any defenseman in team history. The Yanick Dupre 
Memorial Class Guy Award honors the memory of Yanick 
Dupre who died on August 16, 1997, after a 16-month battle 
against leukemia. Dupre played parts of three seasons with 
the Flyers (1991-92, 1994-95 and 1995-96).

•	 JULY 14, 1999: Gene Hart, “Voice of the Flyers”, dies at the 
age of 68. The Flyers hold a memorial service at the First Union 
Center on Sunday, July 18, to honor Hart for his contributions 
to the organization and the City of Philadelphia over his 32-
year career.

•	 JULY 23, 1999: Flyers defenseman Dmitri Tertyshny is fatally 
injured in a boating accident at the age of 22. Tertyshny re-
corded 10 points (2G,8A) in 62 games during his rookie sea-
son of 1998-99.  The Flyers and Phantoms played a benefit 
game in his memory on September 21 of that year, with all 
net proceeds placed in a scholarship fund for the unborn son 
of Dmitri and his widow, Polina. The Flyers win the game, 6-1.

•	 OCTOBER 2, 1999: Mark Eaton appeared in his first NHL 
game, becoming the first Philadelphia-area native to play for 
the Flyers. Rod Brind’Amour misseed the game because of 
a fracture in his left foot, ending his franchise record of 484 
consecutive games played.

•	 OCTOBER 24, 1999: John Vanbiesbrouck records his third 
consecutive shutout, a career first, and becomes only the 
fourth goaltender during the 1990s to post three consecutive 
shutouts. In all, he will not allow a goal in 227 minutes, 40 sec-
onds (parts of five games, 10/17/99-10/26/99) to set a team 
record for one goalie and a personal best.

•	 DECEMBER 6, 1999: Ed Snider receives the Anti-Defamation 
League’s prestigious Americanism Award.

•	 JANUARY 2, 2000: Eric Desjardins registers three assists, 
which gives him 231 points as a Flyer and places him second 
among defensemen on the team’s career list (Mark Howe, 
480).

•	 JANUARY 8, 2000: Rod Brind’Amour records his 600th point 
as a Flyer, becoming only the seventh player in team history to 
reach that plateau.

•	 MARCH 21, 2000: Rick Tocchet is assessed five penalty min-
utes for fighting, giving him 1,700 PIM as a Flyer, the first play-
er in franchise history to reach that mark.

•	 MARCH 27, 2000: Eric Desjardins is named the 12th captain 
in Flyers history.

•	 APRIL 6, 2000: Eric Desjardins is awarded his sixth consec-
utive Barry Ashbee Trophy as the team’s most outstanding 
defenseman. No other Flyers defenseman has won the award 
more than four times.

•	 APRIL 8, 2000: John LeClair scores his 40th goal, becoming 
the first player in Flyers history to score 40 or more goals in five 
consecutive seasons.

•	 APRIL 9, 2000: The Flyers defeat the New York Rangers, 4-1, 
and capture their 13th division championship.

•	 MAY 2, 2000: Andy Delmore scores his first two career play-
off goals, including the game winner in overtime, to give the 
Flyers a 4-3 win at Pittsburgh in Game Three of the Eastern 
Conference Semifinals. He is the first Flyers rookie defensem-
an to score two goals in a playoff game.

•	 MAY 4, 2000: Keith Primeau scores at 12:01 of the fifth over-
time period to the give the Flyers a 2-1 win at Pittsburgh in 
Game Four of the Eastern Conference Semifinals. It is the 
longest game in modern NHL history (152:01). Only a pair of 
six-overtime playoff contests in the 1930s were longer. In ad-
dition, the game’s elapsed time of six hours, 56 minutes sets 
an NHL record. The Flyers’ 72 shots and the game’s combined 
130 shots both set team records for an overtime game.

•	 MAY 7, 2000: Andy Delmore becomes the first NHL rookie 
defenseman to record a hat trick in a postseason game as 
the Flyers defeat Pittsburgh, 6-3, in Game Five of the Eastern 
Conference Semifinals. Mark Recchi records a goal and four 
assists, tying Flyers records for assists and points in a playoff 
game. 

•	 JUNE 8, 2000: Craig Ramsay is named the 13th head coach in 
team history, replacing Roger Neilson.

•	 DECEMBER 10, 2000: The Flyers name Bill Barber the 14th 
head coach in team history, replacing Craig Ramsay. The Flyers 
defeat the New York Islanders, 5-2, at the First Union Center 
for Barber’s first win as head coach. 

•	 DECEMBER 28, 2000: The Flyers lose 4-3 at Tampa Bay. The 
loss ends the Flyers’ eight-game undefeated streak (5-0-3-0) 
under Head Coach Bill Barber. It is the second best start of an 
NHL head coaching career and the longest undefeated streak 
following an in-season coaching change in NHL history.

•	 MARCH 13, 2001: Mark Recchi posted a goal and two as-
sists in 5-2 win vs. St. Louis. His goal vs. St. Louis was his 1,000 
career NHL point (60th player in NHL history to reach this 
milestone).

•	 MARCH 15, 2001: Mark Howe, the leading scorer among de-
fensemen in Flyers history, became the 17th member of the 
organization to be inducted into the Flyers Hall of Fame in an 
on-ice ceremony at the First Union Center prior to the Flyers’ 
game vs. the Minnesota Wild.

•	 MARCH 31, 2001: Goaltender Roman Cechmanek stopped 
all 21 shots faced to record a 1-0 win vs. the Detroit Red 
Wings. It was his 10th shutout of the season; the second most 
by a rookie or first-year goalie since Tony Esposito posted 15 
shutouts during the 1969-70 season. His 10 shutouts are the 
most by a Flyers goaltender since Bernie Parent registered 12 
during the 1974-75 season.

•	 APRIL 8, 2001: Flyers win 2-1 at Buffalo. With the win, the 
Flyers recorded 100 points for the 14th time in 34 seasons. This 
game marked the end of the Flyers’ regular use of orange jer-
seys on the road. Starting with the 2001-02 season, the Flyers 
began wearing their black jersey for road contests.

•	 JUNE 14, 2001: Head Coach Bill Barber wins the Jack Adams 
Award as “the NHL coach adjudged to have contributed the 
most to his team’s success.” Barber is the first winner to re-
ceive this award after taking his position in-season and the 
eighth head coach to win in his first NHL season. The Flyers 
signed left wing John LeClair to a new five-year contract.

•	 AUGUST 20, 2001: The Flyers trade the rights to restricted 
free agent center Eric Lindros to the New York Rangers in 
exchange for right wing Pavel Brendl, left wing Jan Hlavac, 
defenseman Kim Johnsson and a third round pick in the 2003 
NHL Entry Draft.

•	 SEPTEMBER 20, 2001: The Flyers and New York Rangers 
skate to a 2-2 tie in a preseason game that was suspended 
after two periods so everyone in attendance at the First Union 
Center could watch President George W. Bush’s address to 
Congress which was televised live in the arena. Through the 
generosity of the fans, players and ownership, the Flyers 
raised $120,000 for the Twin Towers Fund. The $120,000 do-
nation represented the monies collected after the Flyers 
matched $2 for every $1 donated by the fans attending the 
game and the monies raised through the auction of game-
used jerseys and sticks from the game.

•	 OCTOBER 23, 2001: Keith Primeau is named the 13th captain 
in Flyers history.

•	 OCTOBER 31, 2001: The Flyers “unretire” their orange road 
jersey for their game against the Pittsburgh Penguins at the 
First Union Center and raised $67,947 through the on-line jer-
sey auction. Proceeds from the auction increased the Flyers’ 
contribution to the Twin Towers Fund to over $187,000. The 
Flyers defeated the Penguins, 3-0. With the shutout, Brian 
Boucher became the first goaltender in Flyers history to record 
a shutout on consecutive days. He had recorded a 3-0 win at 
Washington on October 30.
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•	 DECEMBER 8, 2001: Jenny Barber, wife of Head Coach Bill 
Barber, passes away after a lengthy battle against cancer.

•	 DECEMBER 18, 2001: Flyers right wing Mark Recchi records 
his 400th career goal in the Flyers’ 6-3 win against the St. Louis 
Blues at the First Union Center. 

•	 JANUARY 30, 2002: Flyers center Jeremy Roenick scores a 
goal in the Flyers’ 3-1 loss to the Senators in Ottawa to reach 
1000 career points. 

•	 MARCH 23, 2002: Flyers right wing Mark Recchi played his 
1000th NHL game when the Flyers visited Pittsburgh. Recchi 
posted two assists in the 4-4 tie.

•	 APRIL 24, 2002: The Ottawa Senators defeat the Flyers, 3-0, 
at the Corel Centre. The loss is the Flyers’ third consecutive 
3-0 loss. It is the first time in Flyers history that the team has 
been shut out three consecutive games in a single playoff sea-
son and three times in one playoff series.

•	 APRIL 26, 2002: The Ottawa Senators defeated the Flyers, 
2-1, in overtime to win their Eastern Conference Quarterfinal 
series, four games to one. The two goals scored by the Flyers 
in the series set an NHL record for fewest goals by one team 
in a five-game series.

•	 APRIL 30, 2002: Bill Barber is dismissed as head coach. 

•	 MAY 14, 2002: Ken Hitchcock is named the 15th head coach 
in team history.

•	 JUNE 23, 2002: Joe Scott, a founding partner and Chairman 
of the Board, Emeritus of the Flyers, passes away at the age 
of 93.

•	 OCTOBER 26, 2002: First period goals by Justin Williams (at 
0:16) and Michal Handzus (at 0:31) in the Flyers’ 6-2 win at the 
NY Islanders sets a club record for the fastest two goals from 
the start of a game. They were the third fastest two goals from 
the start of a game by one team in NHL history.

•	 NOVEMBER 29, 2002: The Flyers debut their new all-orange 
alternate jersey in a 3-0 loss against the Toronto Maple Leafs 
at the First Union Center. 

•	 DECEMBER 5, 2002: Michal Handzus scores on a penalty 
shot in overtime against Dan Blackburn to give the Flyers a 
3-2 win over the NY Rangers. Handzus’ penalty shot attempt 
was the first by a Flyer in regular season overtime (it was only 
the second successful penalty shot attempt in regular season 
overtime in NHL history).

•	 MARCH 31, 2003: Eric Weinrich records an assist in the 
Flyers’ 6-1 win at Pittsburgh, his 1,000th career NHL game. He 
became the third Flyer to reach the NHL Milestone of 1,000 
games played this season, joining Jeremy Roenick (vs. Boston 
on November 16) and Eric Desjardins (at Atlanta on December 
18).

•	 APRIL 6, 2003: The Flyers win at Florida, 6-2, and finish the 
season tied for the fewest goals against in the NHL with 
the New Jersey Devils (both teams allowed 166). Esche and 
Roman Cechmanek share the William M. Jennings Trophy with 
the Devils’ Martin Brodeur. It is the second time that the Flyers 
have won the award (Bob Froese and Darren Jensen for the 
1985- 86 season).

•	 APRIL 16, 2003: Mark Recchi scored at 13:54 of the third over-
time period to give the Flyers a 3-2 win at Toronto in Game 
Four and even their Eastern Conference Quarterfinals series 
at two games apiece. The Flyers’ 75 shots on goal was a new 
team record for most shots in an overtime game and tied for 
the most shots in a playoff game since the 1967-68 expansion 
(Washington recorded 75 shots against the NY Islanders in a 
game that went four overtimes on April 18, 1987). With 53:54 
minutes played, it was the second longest overtime game in 
Flyers history (behind 92:01 minutes played at Pittsburgh on 
May 4, 2000).

•	 APRIL 22, 2003: The Flyers defeat the Toronto Maple Leafs, 
6-1, in Game Seven of their Eastern Conference Quarterfinal 
series. The Flyers won the second longest series in NHL 
history. The two teams played 532:05 minutes in the series, 
trailing only the 553:08 minutes played by the Boston Bruins 

and NY Rangers in their 1939 semifinal series. The series fea-
tured three multiple-overtime games, only the second series 
in NHL history to do so (NY Rangers and New Jersey Devils 
played three multiple-overtime games in their 1994 Eastern 
Conference Final series).

•	 JULY 18, 2003: Comcast Spectacor announces the change 
of its arena names to the Wachovia Center and Wachovia 
Spectrum.

•	 OCTOBER 16, 2003: Flyers and San Jose Sharks skate to 0-0 
tie at HP Pavilion at San Jose. Flyers goaltender Jeff Hackett 
stopped all 27 shots faced to record the shutout. The scoreless 
tie was the first for the Flyers in a road game since December 
4, 1982 (0-0 tie at Pittsburgh). For Hackett, it was his second 
consecutive shutout (Hackett shutout the Buffalo Sabres on 
October 9 in the Flyers’ 2-0 win). He is the first goaltender in 
Flyers history to record a shutout in each of his first two career 
starts as a Flyer. This is the second time in franchise history 
that a goaltender had opened a season with two consecutive 
shutouts (Bernie Parent opened the 1973-74 season with a 2-0 
win vs. Toronto on October 11 and a 6-0 win at NY Islanders 
on October 13).

•	 DECEMBER 13, 2003: The New Jersey Devils defeat the 
Flyers at the Wachovia Center, 2-0, ending the team’s 14-game 
undefeated streak at home (12-0-2). The 14-game undefeat-
ed streak at home is the second longest undefeated streak 
at home to start a season in franchise history. The Flyers went 
26 games undefeated at home (19-0-7) to start the 1979-80 
season.

•	 JANUARY 16, 2004: The Flyers defeat the Toronto Maple 
Leafs, 4-1. Each of the 18 skaters in the game for the Flyers 
posted at least a +1 rating, the first time that the feat had 
occurred since the Flyers defeated the Pittsburgh Penguins, 
11-4, on March 10, 1985.

•	 FEBRUARY 4, 2004: The Flyers defeat the Washington 
Capitals, 5-1. Goaltender Antero Niittymaki stopped 19 of 20 
shots faced to record the win in his first career NHL game. 
He was the first Flyers goaltender to win his NHL debut since 
Dominic Roussel, who defeated the Quebec Nordiques on 
October 17, 1991, 5-3.

•	 FEBRUARY 21, 2004: The Flyers defeat the Atlanta 
Thrashers, 5-4. Simon Gagne scored a goal on a penalty shot 
with 1:01 left to play in the third period to give the Flyers a 5-4 
lead. The Flyers scored three of their goals on the same pen-
alty as Ronald Petrovicky was serving a five minute major for 
charging. It was the third time in team history that the Flyers 
scored three goals on the same penalty.

•	 MARCH 3, 2004: Prior to the Flyers’ 5-2 win against the 
Nashville Predators, Dave Poulin becomes the 18th member 
of the organization to be inducted into the Flyers Hall of Fame.

•	 FEBRUARY 16, 2005: The National Hockey League announc-
es that, because a new collective bargaining agreement has 
not been realized, it no longer is practical to conduct an ab-
breviated 2004-05 season.

•	 JUNE 10, 2005: The Philadelphia Phantoms, the Flyers’ 
American Hockey League affiliate, defeat the Chicago Wolves, 
5-2, to capture the Calder Cup Championship, four games to 
none. It is the second championship in franchise history (also 
won the Calder Cup in 1998).

•	 JULY 22, 2005: The National Hockey League’s Board of 
Governors ratifies the terms of the Collective Bargaining 
Agreement negotiated with the NHL Players’ Association, 
ending a 310-day work stoppage. 

•	 NOVEMBER 5, 2005: The Flyers defeat the Atlanta Thrashers 
at the Wachovia Center, 4-3. The team welcomed the 25-mil-
lionth fan in team history prior to the game.

•	 DECEMBER 3, 2005: In the first shootout in team history, the 
Flyers fall 4-3 at Nashville. 

•	 JANUARY 12, 2006: The Flyers lose at Detroit, 6-3, in the 
last game of an 11-game road trip from December 23 through 
January 12 that was the longest road trip in team history. Their 
eight wins in the 11 games was just the ninth time in NHL 
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history that a team recorded six-or-more wins in a single road 
trip and their 17 points in the 11 games (8-2-1 record) were the 
most points by one team in a single road trip in NHL history.

•	 JANUARY 14, 2006: 19,953 fans attend the Flyers’ 4-3 over-
time loss vs. Colorado to set a new team record for atten-
dance at a regular season game.

•	 MARCH 21, 2006: Flyers Head Coach Ken Hitchcock be-
comes the fifth fastest coach to reach 400 career NHL wins 
with the Flyers’ 2-1 win vs. New Jersey on March 21.

•	 APRIL 18, 2006: R.J. Umberger scores a goal in the Flyers’ 
4-1 win at NY Islanders. The goal was Umberger’s 20th goal 
of the season. For the first time in team history, the Flyers had 
two rookies score at least 20 goals in a season (Jeff Carter - 23 
and R.J. Umberger - 20).

•	 OCTOBER 22, 2006: Flyers announce the resignation of 
General Manager Bob Clarke and the firing of Head Coach 
Ken Hitchcock. Paul Holmgren is named interim general man-
ager and John Stevens is named the 16th head coach in team 
history.

•	 APRIL 7, 2007: Sami Kapanen is named the inaugural win-
ner of the Gene Hart Memorial Award.This award will be pre-
sented annually to the Flyer with the most heart as voted by 
Philadelphia Flyers Fan Club members at each general meet-
ing throughout the season. In addition to the award, a dona-
tion for $1,500 will be made to the player’s favorite charity.

•	 OCTOBER 18, 2007: The Flyers defeat the New Jersey Devils 
at Wachovia Center, 4-0. Goaltender Martin Biron stopped all 
38 shots faced to post the shutout. The shutout was Biron’s 
second consecutive shutout, the Flyers’ first shutout of the 
Devils since Feb. 27, 2001, and the Flyers’ first shutout of the 
Devils in Philadelphia since Jan. 6, 1987.

•	 FEBRUARY 6, 2008: Ron Hextall becomes the 19th member 
of the organization to be inducted into the Flyers Hall of Fame.

•	 APRIL 17, 2008: Mike Knuble scores 6:40 into the second 
overtime period to give the Flyers a 4-3 win over the Capitals 
at the Wachovia Center in Game Four of their Eastern 
Conference Quarterfinal series. The game (86:40) was the 
longest playoff game played at the Wachovia Center, the 
third longest home game in Flyers history, and longest home 
playoff game won by the Flyers in team history (Flyers lost to 
Boston on April 26, 1977, 5-4 - 90:07 and to Florida on May 12, 
1996, 2-1 - 88:05).

•	 APRIL 22, 2008: Joffrey Lupul scores a power play goal 6:06 
into the first overtime period to give the Flyers a 3-2 win over 
the Capitals and a four-games-to-three series victory over 
Washington. It marked just the second time in Flyers histo-
ry that they have played a Game Seven that went into over-
time, and first time that they won (only other time was against 
Washington, 5-4 loss on April 16, 1988). 

•	 JULY 15, 2008: Comcast Spectacor, the Philadelphia based 
sports and entertainment firm which owns the arena, announc-
es that the Wachovia Spectrum will close at the conclusion of 
the 2008-09 hockey and soccer seasons. The Flyers played at 
the Spectrum for 29 seasons, from the 1967-68 through the 
1995-96 seasons, and compiled a 719-305-146 record in 1,170 
regular season games and an 85-56 record in 141 playoff 
games.

•	 SEPTEMBER 27, 2008: The Flyers play one final game at the 
Wachovia Spectrum vs. an NHL opponent when they host the 
Carolina Hurricanes in a preseason match up. The Flyers de-
feated the Hurricanes by a score of 4-2.

•	 OCTOBER 7, 2008: The Flyers play on Spectrum ice for the 
final time in an exhibition game against the Phantoms.

•	 DECEMBER 11, 2008: Trailing 5-1 in the third period, the 
Flyers mount the greatest third period comeback in team his-
tory by scoring four unanswered goals to force overtime and 
eventually defeat the Carolina Hurricanes in a shootout by a 
score of 6-5. Scott Hartnell recorded his fourth career hat trick, 
while Simon Gagne scored the game-tying goal with 1:44 to 
go in regulation and the decisive goal in the shootout to give 
the Flyers the victory.  

•	 FEBRUARY 4, 2009: After 13 seasons of ownership, Comcast 
Spectacor announces the sale of the Philadelphia Phantoms 
to the Brooks Group of Pittsburgh, PA, owners of other minor 
league hockey and baseball teams.

•	 FEBRUARY 15, 2009: At 1:18 of the second period, Mike 
Richards scores a shorthanded goal with his team down two 
men in a game against the New York Rangers.  It was the third 
time in his career that Richards had scored while the Flyers 
were killing off a 5-on-3, making him the first player in NHL his-
tory to accomplish that feat. The Flyers defeated the Rangers, 
5-2, at Madison Square Garden.

•	 FEBRUARY 21, 2009: Mike Richards records a shorthanded 
goal for the third consecutive game, becoming the first player 
in over 10 years to accomplish the feat (Joe Sakic, Oct. 15-24, 
1998). The Flyers dropped the contest, 5-4, to the Pittsburgh 
Penguins.

•	 APRIL 11, 2009:  A goal by Joffrey Lupul gives the Flyers six 
25-goal scorers for the 2008-09 season, which made the Flyers 
the first team to accomplish that feat since the Calgary Flames 
in 1993-94.  

•	 JUNE 27, 2009:  In a blockbuster draft-day trade, the Flyers 
acquire defenseman Chris Pronger from the Anaheim Ducks.  
The Flyers sent Joffrey Lupul, Luca Sbisa, and three draft picks 
to the Ducks for Pronger and forward Ryan Dingle.  

•	 OCTOBER 31, 2009: The Flyers’ former home, the Spectrum, 
officially closes following its last public event, a Pearl Jam 
concert.  

•	 NOVEMBER 16, 2009: Prior to the Flyers’ 3-2 victory to the 
New Jersey Devils, Dave “The Hammer” Schultz becomes the 
20th member of the Flyers Hall of Fame.

•	 NOVEMBER 19, 2009: Flyers rookie James van Riemsdyk 
scores the game-winning goal in a 3-2 victory at Los Angeles.  
It was his third straight game-winning goal, tying an NHL re-
cord for consecutive game-winning goals by a rookie.

•	 DECEMBER 4, 2009:  John Stevens is relieved of his duties as 
head coach and replaced by Peter Laviolette, who becomes 
the 17th head coach in team history.

•	 JANUARY 1, 2010: On New Year’s Day, the Flyers play their 
first outdoor game, visiting the Boston Bruins for the 2010 
Winter Classic at historic Fenway Park in Boston, MA.  Danny 
Syvret scored his first NHL goal and the Flyers led most of the 
game, but the Bruins tied it late in the third period and even-
tually won the game 2-1 in overtime.

•	 FEBRUARY 13-28, 2010: The NHL season goes on hiatus for 
two weeks to allow players to participate in the 2010 Winter 
Olympics in Vancouver.  Chris Pronger and Mike Richards won 
gold medals playing for Team Canada.  Kimmo Timonen won 
a bronze medal for Finland, and Oskars Bartulis represented 
Team Lativa. 

•	 APRIL 11, 2010: Claude Giroux’s shootout goal and Brian 
Boucher’s third-round save give the Flyers a 2-1 shootout win 
over the New York Rangers, clinching an Eastern Conference 
playoff berth on the last day of the season.  With his club trail-
ing late in the third period, Matt Carle scored the game-tying 
goal to force overtime and the eventual shootout.  Danny 
Briere also scored in the shootout, while Boucher shut the 
door on two of three Rangers shooters. 

•	 MAY 14, 2010:  After falling into a 0-3 series deficit in the 
Eastern Conference Semifinals vs. Boston Bruins, the Flyers 
win four games in a row to defeat the Bruins four games to 
three and advance to the Eastern Conference Finals.  The 
Flyers trailed Game 7 3-0 in the first period, but charged back 
to tie the game.  Simon Gagne then scored the game-winning 
goal with 7:08 remaining in the third period.  They became 
the third team in NHL history to overcome a 3-0 series deficit.  

•	 MAY 22, 2010: Michael Leighton posts a 3-0 shutout at 
Montreal in Game 4 of the Eastern Conference Final, his third 
shutout of the series.  He became the first goaltender in fran-
chise history to record three shutouts in a single playoff series. 

•	 MARCH 5, 2004: The Flyers defeat the Ottawa Senators, 5-3. 
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Defenseman Danny Markov’s goal at 16:10 of the first peri-
od was the 10,000th goal in franchise history (seventh team 
in NHL history and first expansion team to reach mark). Tony 
Amonte reached the NHL Milestone of 1,000 games played 
with his appearance in the game. The Senators and Flyers 
combined to record 419 penalty minutes in the game, includ-
ing 409 in the third period, to set NHL records for most penalty 
minutes, both teams, one game and most penalty minutes, 
both teams, one period. The Flyers also set NHL records for 
most penalty minutes, one team, one game (213) and most 
penalty minutes, one team, one period (209).

•	 MARCH 25, 2004: Right wing Mark Recchi records his 1200th 
career NHL point with an assist in the Flyers’ 4-2 loss against 
the New York Islanders. (40th player in NHL history to reach 
mark).

•	 MAY 4: 2004: Jeremy Roenick’s second goal of the game 
at 7:39 of overtime gives the Flyers a 3-2 win over the Maple 
Leafs in Toronto in Game Six of their Eastern Conference 
Semifinal series and a four-games-to-two series victory.

•	 MAY 15, 2004: Flyers defeat the Tampa Bay Lightning at the 
Wachovia Center, 3-2, in Game Four of the Eastern Conference 
Finals. Every fan in attendance received an “Orange Crush” 
T-shirt as they entered the building.

•	 SEPTEMBER 15, 2004: The National Hockey League’s Board 
of Governors unanimously reconfirms that NHL teams, upon 
the expiration of the Collective Bargaining Agreement at 
midnight, would not play again until there is a new economic 
system.

•	 MAY 24, 2010: The Flyers win the Prince of Wales Trophy 
as Eastern Conference Champions with a 4-2 win over the 
Montreal Canadiens in Game 5 of the Eastern Conference 
Finals.  The four-games-to-one series win sent the Flyers to 
the Stanley Cup Final for the first time since 1997.

•	 JUNE 2, 2010: Claude Giroux scores the game-winning goal 
in overtime of Game 3 of the Stanley Cup Final to give the 
Flyers a 3-2 win in front of a record sellout crowd of 20,297 
at the Wachovia Center.  It was the first win in a Stanley Cup 
Final game for the Flyers since Game 6 of the 1987 Final at 
the Spectrum.

•	 JUNE 9, 2010: Patrick Kane scores the game-winning goal 
in overtime as the Chicago Blackhawks defeat the Flyers 4-3 
in Game 6 of the Final to win the Stanley Cup.   The crowd of 
20,327 set a new Flyers record for home attendance in a single 
game and created a new single-season attendance record of 
1,020,699.  Flyers center Danny Briere recorded a goal and two 
assists to reach 30 points for the playoffs (12G, 18), breaking 
the Flyers all-time scoring record for a single playoff year.

•	 JULY 27, 2010:  Comcast Spectacor announces the change of 
its arena name to the Wells Fargo Center. 

•	 OCTOBER 11, 2010: The Flyers raise their 2009-10 Eastern 
Conference championship banner to the rafters of the Wells 
Fargo Center prior to their home opener against the Colorado 
Avalanche.  

•	 NOVEMBER 23, 2010: Following a public ceremony, exterior 
demolition officially begins on the Flyers’ former home, the 
Spectrum.  Ed Snider, Bob Clarke, Bernie Parent and Julius 
Erving were among those who spoke at the ceremony.  

•	 JANUARY 25, 2011: The Flyers pick up their 1000th home-ice 
win with a 5-2 victory over Montreal.  They become the first 
expansion-era team to reach the milestone.  

•	 APRIL 9, 2011: The Flyers welcome 19,909 to the Wells Fargo 
Center for the regular season finale vs. the New York Islanders.  
The crowd gives the Flyers a total regular season attendance 
mark of 808,301, which sets a new franchise record for total 
attendance in a regular season.  The Flyers beat the Islanders 
7-4 for their 47th win of the season, the most of any Flyers 
team since the 1985-86 squad.  

•	 JUNE 23, 2011: The Flyers stage one of the bigger days 
of transactions in their history, dealing Mike Richards to Los 
Angeles and Jeff Carter to Columbus while announcing the 
signing of Ilya Bryzgalov.  The moves brought the Flyers 

Brayden Schenn, Wayne Simmonds, Jakub Voracek and draft 
picks that became Sean Couturier and Nick Cousins.

•	 DECEMBER 31, 2011: The Flyers Alumni defeat the New 
York Rangers Alumni 3-1 before a crowd of 45,808 at Citizens 
Bank Park in the first of the three games comprising the 2012 
NHL Winter Classic. Bernie Parent started for the Flyers and 
stopped six shots in 5:32 of play, including a Ron Duguay 
breakaway. John LeClair scored the Flyers’ first goal on a setup 
by Eric Lindros, while Shjon Podein and Mark Howe provided 
the other Flyers goals. 

•	 JANUARY 2, 2012: The Flyers take a 2-0 lead but can’t hold 
off a hard-charging New York Rangers squad and drop a 3-2 
decision in the 2012 NHL Winter Classic.  A crowd of 46,967 
became the largest crowd ever to witness a Flyers game, 
eclipsing the 38,112 that saw the Flyers fall 2-1 to Boston in 
overtime in the 2010 Winter Classic.  Brayden Schenn and 
Claude Giroux scored for the Flyers.

•	 MARCH 6, 2012: The Flyers retire Mark Howe’s #2 in a pre-
game ceremony before a 3-2 win over Detroit.  Howe be-
comes just the fifth Flyer so honored and the first since Bill 
Barber in 1990. 

•	 APRIL 11, 2012: The Flyers come back from a 3-0 hole to 
defeat Pittsburgh 4-3 in overtime in Game 1 of the Eastern 
Conference Quarterfinals.  It was the sixth time in their histo-
ry the Flyers had erased a 3-0 deficit to win a playoff game.  
Brayden Schenn posted a goal and two assists, becoming just 
the eighth Flyers rookie ever to record a three-point playoff 
game.   

•	 APRIL 13, 2012: Claude Giroux sets a franchise record with 
six points as the Flyers beat Pittsburgh 8-5 in Game 2.  Sean 
Couturier posted a four-point night, tying the franchise record 
for most points by a rookie in a playoff game.  Both Giroux and 
Couturier had hat tricks, marking the first time in team history 
that two Flyers have had a hat trick in the same playoff game, 
and it was the first time since 1989 that the Flyers had scored 
eight goals in a playoff game.  

•	 APRIL 15, 2012: The Flyers beat Pittsburgh 8-4 in Game 3, 
setting a franchise record for most goals in two consecutive 
playoff games.  The closest previous occasion was the 1981 
preliminary round, when they beat Quebec 6-4 in Game 1 and 
8-5 in Game 2.  The Flyers set a new franchise record for most 
goals scored in the first three games of a playoff series (20).  
Danny Briere picked up his 100th career playoff point today in 
his 100th career playoff game.  

•	 APRIL 22, 2012: The Flyers beat Pittsburgh 5-1 in Game 6 
to advance to the second round of the playoffs for the 22nd 
time, and third year in a row.  Claude Giroux finished the series 
with 14 points, becoming just the second Flyer ever to reach 
that total in a single playoff series (Tim Kerr, 15, 1989 PDSF).  
The Flyers set a franchise record with 12 power play goals in 
the series. 

•	 APRIL 29, 2012: Danny Briere scores his 48th and 49th career 
playoff goals, including his ninth career playoff game-win-
ner as the Flyers beat New Jersey in Game 1 of the Eastern 
Conference Semifinals.  Briere moved into second place 
all-time in Flyers history in that category behind only Rick 
MacLeish.  

•	 MAY 3, 2012: Danny Briere records his 50th career playoff 
goal in the third period of a 4-3 overtime loss to New Jersey in 
Game 3.  His two points in the game give him 71 playoff points 
as a Flyer and move him past both Reggie Leach and Tim Kerr 
into sixth place on the Flyers’ all-time playoff scoring list.

•	 SEPTEMBER 16, 2012: The Collective Bargaining Agreement 
between the National Hockey League and the NHL Players 
Association expires without a new agreement in place, neces-
sitating the postponement of NHL training camps and even-
tually the start of the 2012-13 NHL season, which was originally 
scheduled to open on October 11. 

•	 JANUARY 6, 2013: The NHL and NHLPA announce they have 
reached an agreement on the framework of a new Collective 
Bargaining Agreement.

HISTORIC MOMENTS

•	 JANUARY 12, 2013: The NHL and NHLPA sign a 
Memorandum of Understanding on a new 10-year Collective 
Bargaining Agreement that expires in 2022, ending a 119-day 
work stoppage.  Training camps open the following day. 

•	 MARCH 18, 2013: Kimmo Timonen plays his 1000th career 
game in a 4-2 loss at Tampa Bay.  The Flyers honored Timonen 
prior to their next home game on March 26.  

•	 APRIL 19, 2013: On an off-night, the Flyers were mathemat-
ically eliminated from playoff contention when the New York 
Rangers defeated Buffalo 8-4. It marked just the ninth time in 
franchise history and second time in the last 18 years that the 
Flyers did not make the playoffs.

•	 JULY 9, 2013: Fred Shero is posthumously elected to the 
Hockey Hall of Fame in the Builders’ category.

•	 OCTOBER 7, 2013: Peter Laviolette is relieved of his duties as 
head coach and is replaced by assistant coach Craig Berube., 
who becomes the team’s 18th head coach. 

•	 DECEMBER 2, 2013: Peter Luukko resigns as president and 
COO of Comcast Spectacor. Dave Scott, a 20-year veteran 
of Comcast Cable, is named acting president of Comcast 
Spectacor.

•	 JANUARY 21, 2014: A winter storm dumps more than 13 
inches of snow on Philadelphia and forces the postponement 
of the Flyers’ game against Carolina to a day later.  It marked 
the first time in Flyers history that a game had ever been com-
pletely postponed due to snow, and the first weather-related 
postponement since the blizzard of March 1993, when a game 
at the Spectrum was called off after the first period when two 
panes of glass broke on the concourse.  Carolina won 3-2 on 
the makeup date.

•	 FEBRUARY 4, 2014: Keith Allen, the first head coach of the 
Flyers who became the general manager that built the orga-
nization’s Stanley Cup championship teams of 1974 and 1975, 
passes away at the age of 90.

•	 FEBRUARY 9-25, 2014: The NHL suspends operations for 
the 2014 Winter Olympics in Sochi, Russia. Five Flyers rep-
resented their countries – Kimmo Timonen (Finland), Jakub 
Voracek (Czech Rep), Andrej Meszaros (Slovakia); Mark Streit 
(Switzerland) and Michael Raffl (Austria).  Timonen won his 
fourth Olympic medal (third bronze to go with one silver).

•	 APRIL 8, 2014: The Flyers clinch a spot in the 2014 Stanley 
Cup Playoffs with a 5-2 win at Florida, officially completing a 
comeback from a 3-9 start to the season. They qualify for the 
playoffs for the 37th time in their 45 years of play and the 17th 
time in the last 19 seasons.

•	 MAY 7, 2014: Paul Holmgren is promoted to president of the 
Flyers, and Ron Hextall is promoted to general manager.   

•	 JUNE 27-28, 2014: The National Hockey League converges 
upon Philadelphia for the 2014 NHL Entry Draft.  It’s the first 
time in team history that the Flyers have hosted the event.

•	 OCTOBER 17, 2014: The Lehigh Valley Phantoms play their 
first-ever regular season game at the new PPL Center in 
Allentown, PA.  The team relocated to Allentown in the off-
season after four seasons in Glens Falls, NY playing as the 
Adirondack Phantoms. 

•	 DECEMBER 21, 2014: Rob Zepp picks up the win in his NHL 
debut as the Flyers win 4-3 in overtime at Winnipeg.  Zepp 
became the oldest Flyer in franchise history to make his NHL 
debut and became the 12th goaltender in NHL history to 
make his debut after his 33rd birthday and the first since 1972-
73.  He also became the oldest goaltender to win his NHL 
debut since 1926.

•	 APRIL 17, 2015: Craig Berube is relieved of his duties as head 
coach. 

•	 MAY 18, 2015: Dave Hakstol is hired as the 19th head coach 
in Flyers history.

•	 OCTOBER 8, 2015: The Dave Hakstol era gets underway in 
the season opener at Tampa Bay, which concluded with the 
first 3-on-3 overtime in NHL history. The Lightning’s Jason 
Garrison scored 2:17 into the frame to defeat the Flyers 3-2.

•	 NOVEMBER 23, 2015: The Flyers induct Rod Brind’Amour 
into the Flyers Hall of Fame in a pregame ceremony before a 
game against the Carolina Hurricanes. 

•	 FEBRUARY 9, 2016: In a pregame ceremony prior to a 4-1 
loss to Anaheim, the Flyers commemorate the 50th anniversa-
ry of the NHL granting the Philadelphia franchise to Ed Snider.

•	 FEBRUARY 20, 2016: Shayne Gostisbehere scores the over-
time game-winning goal against Toronto, giving him a point in 
15 consecutive games. Gostisbehere recorded 5 goals and 13 
assists over the course of the streak, which was the longest in 
Flyers history by a rookie or a defenseman and the longest in 
NHL history by a rookie defenseman.   

•	 FEBRUARY 29, 2016: In a pregame ceremony before host-
ing the Calgary Flames, the Flyers induct Jim Watson into the 
Flyers Hall of Fame. 

•	 APRIL 9, 2016: The Flyers clinch the Eastern Conference’s 
second wild card spot with a 2-1 win over the Pittsburgh 
Penguins.

•	 APRIL 11, 2016: Flyers founder and chairman Ed Snider pass-
es away after a two-year battle with cancer. The Flyers wore 
“EMS” patches on their jerseys during their first-round series 
with the Washington Capitals. On April 21, a celebration of 
Mr. Snider’s life took place at the Wells Fargo Center between 
Games 4 and 5 of the series. 

•	 APRIL 22, 2016: Despite being outshot 44-11, the Flyers 
defeated Washington 2-0 in Game 5. The 11 shots were the 
fewest in any game in franchise history, while the 44 saves 
marked franchise records for a playoff regulation win and play-
off shutout win, as well as the largest shot differential in any 
playoff game. 

•	 JUNE 27, 2016: Eric Lindros is elected to the Hockey Hall of 
Fame. Additionally, former Flyers coach Pat Quinn is posthu-
mously elected.

•	 SEPTEMBER 22, 2016: Comcast Corporation reaches an 
agreement with the estate of Ed Snider to purchase Snider’s 
24-percent stake in Comcast Spectacor, giving Comcast 
100-percent ownership of the Philadelphia Flyers and the rest 
of the company. 

•	 OCTOBER 20, 2016: The Flyers drop the puck on their 50th 
Anniversary celebration in the home opener, a 3-2 loss to 
Anaheim. The Flyers honored the late Ed Snider in a pregame 
ceremony, raising a banner in his honor to the Wells Fargo 
Center rafters.

•	 NOVEMBER 27, 2016: The Flyers beat Calgary 5-3 at the 
Wells Fargo Center, starting off what would become a 10-
game winning streak through December 14. It ties as the 
third-longest winning streak in franchise history.

•	 FEBRUARY 25, 2017: The Flyers play outside for the third 
time in their history, dropping a 4-2 decision to Pittsburgh at 
Heinz Field, home of the Pittsburgh Steelers. The crowd of 
67,318 becomes the largest ever to witness a Flyers game, 
eclipsing the 46,967 that attended the 2012 Winter Classic at 
Citizens Bank Park.

•	 JANUARY 18, 2018: The Flyers retire the #88 of Eric Lindros 
in a pregame ceremony before a 3-2 overtime win over the 
Toronto Maple Leafs. 

•	 MARCH 5, 2018: Comcast Spectacor announces a $250-mil-
lion renovation of the Wells Fargo Center to be completed 
over the next three off-seasons. 

•	 APRIL 7, 2018: The Flyers defeat the New York Rangers 5-0 
to wrap up third place in the Metropolitan Division and their 
39th trip to the Stanley Cup Playoffs. Claude Giroux recorded 
his first career regular season hat trick to finish the season with 
102 points, becoming the first Flyer to post a 100-point season 
since Eric Lindros had 115 in 1995-96. He also became just the 
sixth Flyer in franchise history to accomplish the feat. 

•	 SEPTEMBER 24, 2018: The Flyers unveil a new mascot, Gritty, 
ahead of a preseason home game against the Boston Bruins.  
Gritty goes on to develop a following.

•	 OCTOBER 6, 2018: Sean Couturier becomes the youngest 
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player in Flyers history to appear in 500 games for the team 
(25 years, 303 days) in a 5-2 loss at Colorado. 

•	 NOVEMBER 26, 2018: Ron Hextall is relieved of his duties as 
executive vice president and general manager. 

•	 DECEMBER 3, 2018: Chuck Fletcher is appointed as the 
ninth general manager in Flyers history.

•	 DECEMBER 17, 2018: Dave Hakstol is relieved of his duties 
as head coach of the Flyers and is replaced on an interim ba-
sis by Lehigh Valley Phantoms head coach Scott Gordon, who 
becomes the 20th head coach of the team. 

•	 DECEMBER 18, 2018: Carter Hart makes his NHL debut in a 
3-2 win over Detroit. He becomes the youngest goaltender in 
Flyers history to win his NHL debut and the second-youngest 
to appear in a game.

•	 DECEMBER 27, 2018: The Flyers play the 4,000th game in 
their history, a 6-5 overtime loss at Tampa Bay.

•	 FEBRUARY 4, 2019: The Flyers earn their 2,000th win in fran-
chise history, and eighth win in a row, with a 2-1 victory vs. 
Vancouver at the Wells Fargo Center. They became the first 
expansion-era franchise to reach that milestone and did so 
in fewer games, 4,017, than any of the Original Six franchises 
except for Montreal. 

•	 FEBRUARY 22, 2019: The Flyers announce the adoption of 
the Philadelphia Warriors, a USA Warrior Hockey affiliated 
team of disabled US military veterans, as an official affiliate. 
The team is renamed the Philadelphia Flyers Warriors.

•	 FEBRUARY 23, 2019: Claude Giroux scores 1:59 into overtime 
to complete a comeback from a 3-1 deficit and give the Flyers 
their first outdoor win in their history, 4-3 over Pittsburgh at 
Lincoln Financial Field. It was the 800th career game for Giroux, 
who joined Bobby Clarke and Bill Barber as the only players to 
play 800 games for the franchise. The crowd of 69,620 is the 
largest to witness a Flyers game in franchise history. 

•	 MARCH 21, 2019:  The NHL and the Flyers announce that the 
team will take part in the 2019 NHL Global Series, playing an 
exhibition game in Lausanne, Switzerland ahead of their 2019-
20 season opener against the Chicago Blackhawks in Prague, 
Czech Republic. It will be the first time in the organization’s 
history that the Flyers will play outside of North America.

•	 APRIL 15, 2019: Alain Vigneault is named the 21st head 
coach in Flyers history. 

•	 SEPTEMBER 30, 2019: The Flyers play a game outside of 
North America for the first time in their history when they take 
on Swiss club Lausanne HC in the NHL Global Series Challege. 
Lausanne HC won the game 4-3.

•	 OCTOBER 4, 2019: The Flyers continue their European 
trip with their first regular-season game overseas, defeating 
Chicago 4-3 at 02 Arena in Prague, Czech Republic. 

•	 OCTOBER 9, 2019: Carter Hart records his first NHL shutout 
with 25 saves in a 4-0 win over New Jersey in the team’s Wells 
Fargo Center season debut. 

•	 FEBRUARY 8, 2020: Claude Giroux records his 800th career 
point in a 7-2 win over Washington.

•	 FEBRUARY 18, 2020: Claude Giroux becomes the franchise’s 
all-time leader in power play assists when he picks up his 235th 
in a 5-1 win over Columbus.

•	 MARCH 10, 2020: The Flyers see a nine-game winning streak 
come to an end in a 2-0 loss to Boston in what would end up 
being their 69th and final game of the season. They finish with 
a record of 41-21-7 for 89 points, slotting them in second place 
in the Metropolitan Division, one point behind Washington.

•	 MARCH 12, 2020: The NHL places the 2019-20 season on pause 
due to the outbreak of the COVID-19 virus in North America. 

•	 MAY 24, 2020: The NHL announces the framework for a 
Return to Play process that targets an early-August start to 
the postseason, with a 24-team Stanley Cup Qualifiers round 
preceding the 2020 Stanley Cup Playoffs. The announcement 
made official the 40th playoff berth in franchise history for the 
Flyers, who entered the playoffs as the fourth seed in the East 

and became part of the Round Robin group.  JULY 10, 2020: 
The NHL and NHLPA ratify both the Return to Play plan and 
a new six-year Collective Bargaining Agreement that runs 
through the 2025-26 season. 

•	 JULY 27, 2020: The Flyers and Penguins become the first 
teams to take the ice in the NHL’s Return to Play bubble en-
vironment when they play an exhibition game at Scotiabank 
Place in Toronto, the RTP hub for the Eastern Conference. The 
games are played in an unprecendented environment with 
no fans in attendance and enhanced game presentation ele-
ments designed to maximize the experience for fans watching 
at home.  Players were sequestered in compounds in Toronto 
(East) and Edmonton (West) for the duration of their playoff 
run, with daily testing and other COVID-prevention protocols 
in place

•	 AUGUST 8, 2020: The Flyers defeat Tampa Bay 4-1 to win 
the Round Robin portion of the Stanley Cup Qualifiers and 
take the top seed in the Eastern Conference. It’s the first time 
in 20 years that the Flyers enter the playoffs as the top seed 
in the East. 

•	 AUGUST 21, 2020: The Flyers defeat Montreal 3-2 in Game 
6 of their First Round series to advance to the second round. 
It marks the first playoff series win for the Flyers since the 2012 
Eastern Conference Quarterfinals.

•	 SEPTEMBER 5, 2020: The Flyers fall short in their quest to 
come back from a 3-1 series deficit to the New York Islanders, 
who take a 4-0 win in Game 7.  It was the 17th Game 7 in 
franchise history and the first in which the Flyers were shut out.

•	 OCTOBER 6-7, 2020: The NHL stages another historic first 
made necessary by the COVID-19 pandemic as the 2020 NHL 
Draft is staged virtually, with all 31 teams drafting from head-
quarters in their own cities. 

•	 JANUARY 13, 2021:  As the COVID-19 pandemic continues, 
the NHL begins a 56-game 2020-21 season with teams tem-
porarily grouped into geographical divisions, with all 56 game 
taking place within the division. Much of the season is played 
in two-game series in the same city to cut down on travel. The 
Flyers are grouped with other Mid-Atlantic and Northeastern 
teams in the MassMutual East Division and win their opener 
6-3 at Wells Fargo Center with no fans in attendance. 

•	 FEBRUARY 9-14, 2021:  The Flyers have four game post-
poned due to several players being in the NHL COVID pro-
tocol. The season resumes with a 3-2 shootout win over the 
Rangers at home on February 18.

•	 FEBRUARY 21, 2021:  The Flyers play the fifth outdoor game 
in their history, dropping a 7-3 decision to Boston at Lake 
Tahoe, Nevada.

•	 MARCH 4, 2021:  After playing their first 10 home games 
without fans in the arena, the Flyers welcome 2,800 supporters 
to Wells Fargo Center for a 4-3 win over Pittsburgh, the first 
game with fans in the building in almost one calendar year.

•	 MAY 10, 2021:  The Flyers conclude the abbreviated season 
with a 4-2 win vs. New Jersey. 

•	 JUNE 15, 2021: Oskar Lindblom was awarded the Bill 
Masterton Memorial Trophy for his impact and return to the 
ice after overcoming Ewing’s Sarcoma. Lindblom was diag-
nosed in December of 2019 and made his return in September 
of 2020 for Games 6 and 7 of the second round of the Stanley 
Cup Playoffs.

•	 OCTOBER 15, 2021: The Wells Fargo Center returns to full 
capacity for the first time amid the COVID-19 pandemic as the 
Flyers lose 5-4 in a shootout to Vancouver to open the 2021-
22 season. 

•	 OCTOBER 18, 2021: The Flyers won 6-1 against the NHL’s 
newly added 32nd team, Seattle Kraken. 

•	 NOVEMBER 16, 2021:  In a pregame ceremony before host-
ing the Calgary Flames, the Flyers induct Paul Holmgren and 
Rick Tocchet into the Flyers Hall of Fame.

•	 DECEMBER 6, 2021: Alain Vigneault is relieved of his duties 
as head coach of the Flyers and is replaced on an interim basis 
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by assistant coach Mike Yeo, who becomes the 22nd head 
coach of the team. 

•	 DECEMBER 9, 2021: Paul Holmgren inducted into the United 
States Hockey Hall of Fan as a member of the Class of 2021.

•	 DECEMBER 29, 2021: Claude Giroux records his 600th ca-
reer assist in a 3-2 overtime win over Seattle. With his assist, 
Giroux moves into second place all-time in franchise history 
with 884 points, which surpassed Flyers and Hockey Hall of 
Famer, Bill Barber.

•	 JANUARY 25, 2022: Keith Yandle skated in his 965th consec-
utive NHL game at UBS Arena against the New York Islanders 
to set an NHL record for most consecutive games played. 
Yandle has not missed a game since March 26, 2009. 

•	 FEBRUARY 8, 2022: Daniel Briere is appointed to the posi-
tion of Special Assistant to the General Manager. 

•	 MARCH 17, 2022: Claude Giroux plays in his 1000th career 
game in a 5-4 win vs. Nashville. The Flyers honored Giroux 
prior to the game. 

•	 MARCH 19, 2022: The Flyers trade Claude Giroux, the lon-
gest-tenured captain in franchise history, to Florida. Giroux 
spent all 15 of his NHL season in Philadelphia, ranks second 
in Flyers history in points (900), assists (609), games played 
(1,000) and is the Flyers all-time leader in overtime goals (11) 
and points on the power-play (339).

•	 APRIL 9, 2022: In a pregame ceremony, the Flyers honor fran-
chise legend Lou Nolan, who is celebrating his 50th year as the 
team’s Public Address Announcer. 

•	 MAY 16, 2022: Kevin Hayes has been named a finalist for the 
Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy for his return to the Flyers line-
up after the sudden and tragic passing of his brother, Jimmy 
Hayes, and on three occasions required surgery to overcome 
injury and a blood infection.

•	 JUNE 17, 2022: John Tortorella is named the 23rd head 
coach in Flyers history.

•	 JULY 12, 2022: The Flyers have placed forward Oskar Lindblom 
on waivers for the purposes of buying out the final year of his 
contract. In recognition of Oskar’s inspiration to the City of 
Philadelphia and the team, Flyers Charities made a donation of 
$100,000 in Oskar’s name to a local organization that supports 
families impacted by cancer.

•	 FEBRUARY 14, 2023: Daniel Hilferty is named CEO of 
Comcast Spectacor. Valerie Camillo is named President and 
CEO of Spectacor Sports and Entertainment.

•	 MARCH 10, 2023: The Flyers relieve Chuck Fletcher of his du-
ties as general manager and president of hockey operations. 
Daniel Briere is named interim general manager.

•	 MARCH 27, 2023: Dave Scott retires as Chairman of Comcast 
Spectacor and governor of the Flyers. Daniel Hilferty is named 
the new chairman and governor. 

•	 MAY 11, 2023: Daniel Briere becomes the tenth general man-
ager (interim tag removed) of the Flyers. Keith Jones is named 
President of Hockey Operations.

•	 DECEMBER 29, 2023 John Tortorella became the eighth 
coach in NHL history to reach 1,500 games — and the first born 
in the United States — when the Philadelphia Flyers faced off 
against the Seattle Kraken at Climate Pledge Arena in Seattle.

•	 DECEMBER 28, 2023 The Flyers’ 4-1 victory in Vancouver 
gave Tortorella his 723rd win as a coach, moving him into sole 
possession of 10th place on the all-time list.

•	 JANUARY 27, 2024 Mark Recchi , who played 10 of 22 NHL 
seasons with the Philadelphia Flyers, was inducted into the 
Flyers Hall of Fame.

•	 FEBRUARY 14, 2024 Sean Couturier named 20th captain in 
Franchise history. Travis Konecny also named Alternate Captain.

•	 FEBRUARY 17, 2024 The Philadelphia Flyers tie the NHL 
record for most outdoors games played (6). While playing 
against the New Jersey Devils at MetLife Stadium in front of 
more than 70,000 fans.

SINGLE-GAME CREDENTIALS: Single-game credentials must be 
submitted via the link at philadelphiaflyers.com/pressbox by clicking 
the “Request Credentials” tab at least 24 hours prior to each game 
time. Please email Allie Samuelsson for any credential requests and/or 
questions. Media credentials are not transferable and may be revoked for 
noncompliance or for violation of the NHL Media Access Policy.

ACCREDITATION: Once approved for full season and/or single-game 
credentials, media are only allowed to cover the Philadelphia Flyers for 
their approved affiliation. Submitting work gathered from access to games, 
practices, community events, etc. to any other outlet from which has not been 
approved or previously agreed upon by the Flyers Hockey Communications 
department may result in a revoked credential.

MEDIA ENTRANCE: Once approved, single-game credentials may be 
picked up beginning three hours before game time at the media entrance 
located at the Northeast 11th Street Security Entrance (corner that faces 
Xfinity Live & Lincoln Financial Field). Due to limited press box seating, 
approved credential requests will be seated on an as-available basis. Those 
persons holding full-season Flyers or NHL Team Management credentials 
MUST enter through the Northeast 11th Street Security Entrance.

GENE HART PRESS BOX: The Gene Hart Press Box is located on the East 
side of the Balcony Level of Wells Fargo Center. The media elevators to 
the press box are located off to the right after entering through the media 
entrance. A map of the Gene Hart Press Box seating arrangements will 
be on display in the lower press dining room and outside of the elevators 
on the Press Box level. All seats will be marked by a number that can be 
found on the seating chart with the media member’s name and/or outlet 
on it. Credentials must be displayed at all times. There will be NO PAPER 
game notes or stats sheets provided. Please visit philadelphiaflyers.com/
pressbox for updated game day materials. Line sheets will be provided.

*PRACTICE AT FLYERS TRAINING CENTER ACCESS: Select Flyers players 
will be available in-person to accredited media members upon completion 
of practice in the Flyers locker room located on the east side of the first 
floor. Head Coach John Tortorella will be available in-person either prior 
to or upon completion of practice in the press conference room located on 
the north side of the second floor. Please contact Joe Siville if you have 
specific interview requests or questions. CELL PHONES ARE FOR AUDIO 
ONLY INSIDE THE FLYERS LOCKER ROOM – NO VIDEO OR STILL 
PHOTOGRAPHY ALLOWED.

DAY-OF-GAME INTERVIEWS: After completion of morning skate at 
the Flyers Training Center in Voorhees, N.J., which typically begins at 
approximately 10:30 a.m. (for a 7 p.m. start), is the best time to interview 
players and coaches on a game day. The Flyers typically make Head Coach 
John Tortorella available to media first in the press conference room 
followed by players in the Flyers locker room. Interviews that need advance 
preparation or special accommodation by a Flyers player or staff member, 
such as live television and radio interviews should be made by contacting 

the Flyers Hockey Communications department no later than 9 a.m. on the 
day of the game.

POST-GAME INTERVIEWS: Approximately five minutes following the 
conclusion of each NHL game, the Flyers will make a representative number 
of players available in the Flyers locker room at Wells Fargo Center and Head 
Coach John Tortorella will be available in the press conference room near 
the Zamboni ice tunnel at Wells Fargo Center. Typically, Head Coach John 
Tortorella will speak following player availability for home and road games. 
CELL PHONES ARE FOR AUDIO ONLY INSIDE THE FLYERS LOCKER 
ROOM – NO VIDEO OR STILL PHOTOGRAPHY ALLOWED.

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Only photographers on assignment will be allowed 
access to designated photography locations at rink level and concourse 
positions. Wells Fargo Center spaces are accessible to local dailies and wire 
service photographers. Two photography positions are reserved for Flyers 
team photographers. Additional photography positions are determined 
on a first-come, first-served basis and positions will be assigned by team 
photographer, Len Redkoles. In all cases, photographers should check 
in with Len Redkoles before the start of warm-ups. It is not possible to 
accommodate freelance photographers.

PRESS DINING ROOM: Media possessing season credentials or those 
granted single-game credentials are invited to have a meal before each 
game in the press dining room, located on the event level. The Philadelphia 
Flyers charge media $15 to eat in the press dining room. The room opens 
three hours before game time and closes at puck drop. Dining room 
usage is limited to those presenting valid Flyers credentials or NHL Team 
Management passes. It is impossible to accommodate family members, 
friends, guests, or others. Any abuse of dining room privileges may cause 
forfeiture of a media pass. Refreshments are also available in the press box 
during the game.

TELEVISION COVERAGE: All television stations are prohibited by the 
National Hockey League from shooting and distributing game footage of any 
contest that is being broadcast from Wells Fargo Center by the Philadelphia 
Flyers, the visiting team or network television. Requests for special features 
and the like should be directed to the Flyers Hockey Communications 
department. Television stations are prohibited from doing live shots with the 
Wells Fargo Center ice in the background from 90 minutes prior to puck drop 
until 30 minutes after the completion of a game due to the exclusive rights 
holder broadcast window.

MEDIA PARKING AT WELLS FARGO CENTER: Media parking is available 
for each home game at Wells Fargo Center. Please contact Allie Samuelsson 
at least 24 hours prior to game time to be added to the game day parking 
list. All media must park in H-Lot, located on the north side of the building 
that faces Xfinity Live.

ACCESS: The Philadelphia Flyers organization and Hockey Communications department strive to make its players, coaches, management, and other 
personnel available in a timely and responsible fashion to all accredited members of the media.

Tim Saunders enters his 28th season as the play-by-play announcer for Flyers ra-
dio. Saunders has been behind the mic for more than a quarter-century of Flyers 
history, including the 2010 Stanley Cup Final, three other Conference Finals, 17 
total playoff appearances, six outdoor games and the franchise’s first-ever game 
played in Europe. He also served as the television play-by-play announcer for the 
Philadelphia Phantoms for eight seasons. 

Saunders joined the Flyers in 1997 after spending two seasons as the play-by-play broadcaster and the 
Director of Broadcasting for the Cleveland Lumberjacks of the International Hockey League. In that role, 
Saunders was responsible for all facets of the team’s radio and television involvement, including the simul-
casts of the Lumberjacks’ 20-game television package on Fox Sports Pittsburgh and SportsChannel of Ohio. 

A native of Grosse Pointe, Michigan, Saunders began his hockey career as the cable television voice of the 
Muskegon Fury of the Colonial Hockey League in 1992-93. He then spent two seasons as a broadcaster for 
the Tulsa Oilers of the Central Hockey League (1993-94 & 1994-95) before moving to Cleveland. Prior to his 
hockey work, Saunders was the sports director at WOOD Radio in Grand Rapids, Michigan for 10 years.

Tim and his wife, Margie, have two children – daughter Katie and son Steven – and reside in Somerdale, 
New Jersey. 

Todd Fedoruk joined the Flyers broadcast crew as the radio analyst in 2023. He pre-
viously served as the color analyst for Lehigh Valley Phantoms television broadcasts.

A seventh-round selection of the Flyers in the 1997 NHL Entry Draft, Fedoruk ap-
peared in 268 games for the club over parts of five seasons (2000-04, 2006-07), 
during which time he registered 39 points (13G, 26A) and 575 penalty minutes.

In his current role, he oversees the operations of the Flyers Broadcast Network and 
the team’s streaming radio channel, Flyers Radio 24/7, while serving as the team’s 
primary broadcast contact with the NHL and visiting teams. He also serves as a pre-
game, intermission and postgame host on Flyers radio broadcasts and contributes 
to the team’s online content offerings. In addition, Smith is the television play-by-
play announcer for the Philadelphia Wings, Comcast Spectacor’s National Lacrosse 
League franchise.  

Smith joined Comcast Spectacor in 2004 as a member of the Philadelphia 76ers’ PR/New Media department, 
and then spent four years handling PR and broadcast duties for the American Hockey League’s Philadelphia 
Phantoms. He joined the Flyers in 2009 and spent 13 years as a member of the team’s communications staff, 
during which time the department won four Dick Dillman Awards as the top department in the NHL’s Eastern 
Conference. In 2010, Smith added management responsibilities for the Flyers Radio Network, and over the 
years helped add podcasts, streaming radio and other online content to the team’s broadcast programming. 
He shifted full-time into his current broadcast and content role in 2022.

Myrtetus has worked in local radio for three decades, including stops at WYSP, 
WIP and the Flyers’ current radio flagship, 97.5 The Fanatic. A goaltender in his 
younger years, Myrtetus has spent several years as a youth hockey coach in the 
Philadelphia area.

PREGAME/POSTGAME & PODCAST HOST

Chris Therien re-joined the Flyers broadcast team in 2023. He previously served 
as the team’s radio color analyst from 2006-2014 and as an in-game and studio 
analyst for NBC Sports Philadelphia from 2014 to 2020. Alongside play-by-play 
announcer Tim Saunders, Therien called several memorable moments for the 
club including the 2010 Stanley Cup Final run, outdoor games at Fenway Park and 
Citizens Bank Park, and the 2012 Eastern Conference Quarterfinals vs. Pittsburgh.

Therien was drafted by the Flyers in the third round of the 1990 NHL Entry Draft 
and joined the team in 1994 after parts of two seasons with the team’s then-AHL affiliate in Hershey. He 
spent almost the entire next 11 seasons with the club before retiring following the 2005-06 season.

Therien is the Flyers’ all-time leader in games played by a defenseman at 753, which ranks him fifth overall 
on the team’s all-time list. He recorded 29 goals and 130 assists for 159 points and had a career plus-minus 
rating of +126. He also played in 99 playoff games for the Flyers, including appearances in the 1997 Stanley 
Cup Final and the 1995 and 2000 Eastern Conference Finals.
