2022-23: Minnesota Went 1-1-1 against Calgary...Calgary
won the first meeting, 5-3, at Scotiabank Saddledome (12/7),
Minnesota won the second contest in Calgary, 3-0, (3/4) and
the Flames earned a 1-0 shootout win in Saint Paul (3/7)...
LW Matt Boldy (1-1=2), C Connor Dewar (0-2=2), C Joel
Eriksson Ek (1-1=2), D Jon Merrill (1-1=2) and C Mason Shaw
(1-1=2) led Minnesota with two points each...G Marc-Andre
Fleury saved 22-0f-26 shots faced for Minnesota in the first
meeting...G Filip Gustavsson recorded two shutouts in two
starts, stopping all 57 shots faced...D Rasmus Andersson
(1-2=3) and C Elias Lindholm (0-3=3) led Calgary with three
points each...C Blake Coleman (1-1=2), C Adam Ruzicka
(0-2=2) and RW Tyler Toffoli (2-0=2) all added multi-point
performances in the first contest...G Dan Vlader stopped
25-0f-28 shots faced for the Flames in the first meeting...G
Jacob Markstrom went 1-1-0 with a 1.44 GAA, a .959 SV%
and one shutout in two starts.

FLAMES GOALIES: Markstrom is 6-3-2 with a 2.35 GAA and
a.922 SV% in 12 games (10 starts) vs. the Wild...Vladar is
1-0-0 with a 3.01 GAA and .893 SV% in one start.

2022-23: Minnesota went 3-0-0 against Vancouver...The
Wild earned a 4-3 overtime victory in the series-opening game
at Xcel Energy Center (10/20), a 3-0 win in the second game
at Rogers Arena (12/10) and a 2-1 win in Vancouver (3/2)...
RW Mats Zuccarello led the Wild with six points (2-4=6)...
LW Kirill Kaprizov had five points (3-2=5)...D Calen Addison
had three assists...G Marc-Andre Fleury was 2-0-0 with
a 1.98 GAA and a .917 SV%...G Filip Gustavsson stopped
all 35 shots faced in the second meeting to record his first
NHL shutout...C Nils Amas (1-1=2), RW Brock Boeser and
C Dakota Joshua (1-1=2) led the Canucks with two points
each...C Bo Horvat also scored for the Canucks. ..G Thatcher
Demko was 0-1-1 with a 2.97 GAA and a .918 SV% in two
starts...G Spencer Martin saved 30-0f-33 shots against in
the second meeting.

WILD LEADERS: Zuccarello leads the Wild with 23 points (8-
15=23) in 20 contests vs. the Canucks...D Jared Spurgeon

CONNECTIONS: Wild Assistant Coach Darby Hendrickson
skated in 27 games with the Canucks (1998-99)...Wild
Assistant Coach Jason King was selected by Vancouver in
the seventh round (212th overall) of the 2001 NHL Draft and
recorded 23 points (12-11=23) in 55 games in parts of two
seasons with the Canucks (2002-04)...King also served as an
Assistant Coach for Vancouver for three seasons (2020-23)
and five seasons as an Assistant Coach with the Canucks
AHL affiliate in Utica(2016-20)...Canucks Assistant Coach
Mike Yeo served as Wild Head Coach for parts of five seasons
(2011-16)...Boeser is from Burnsville...D lan Cole recorded
eight points (1-7=8) in 52 games with Minnesota in 2020-21.
FAST FACTS: The Wild has won its last eight meetings against
Vancouver, outscoring the Canucks 28-16...Minnesota is 20-
9-1 in its last 30 games against the Canucks...The Wild
is 11-3-0 in its last 14 games played in Vancouver...The
Wild is 15-8-1 in the last 24 games played in Saint Paul...
Minnesota’s 111 points vs. the Canucks are its third-most
against a team.

3=3), D Jake Middleton (0-3=3), C Joel Eriksson Ek (1-1=2)
and RW Mats Zuccarello (1-1=2) all contributed multi-point
performances...G Filip Gustavsson stopped 24-0f-28 shots
faced in the win...D Evan Bouchard tallied three points (1-
2=3) to lead the Canucks...C Leon Draisaitl (0-2=2), LW
Warren Foegele (2-0=2) and LW Evander Kane (1-1=2) each
added two points...G Jack Campbell saved 25-0f-31 shots
faced for Edmonton.

WILD LEADERS: Zuccarello leads Minnesota with 25 points
(8-17=25) in 21 contests vs. Edmonton...D Jared Spurgeon
has 13 points (8-5=13) in 33 matches...Kaprizov (1-11=12
in seven games) and Hartman (6-6=12 in 16 games) each
have 12 points against the Oilers.

CONNECTIONS: Minnesota General Manager Bill Guerin
collected 161 points (79-82=161) and 354 PIM in 211 games
with Edmonton in parts of four seasons (1997-01)...LW Pat
Maroon recorded 86 points (49-37=86) in 154 games in parts
of three seasons with the Oilers (2015-18)...Spurgeon is an
Edmonton native.

2022-23: Minnesota went 2-1-0 against Seattle...The Wild
fell by a 4-0 score at Xcel Energy Center (11/3), earned a 1-0
win at Climate Pledge Arena (11/11) and won the series finale
5-1in Saint Paul (3/27)...LW Matt Boldy led Minnesota with
three points (3-0=3)...RW Mats Zuccarello, C Ryan Hartman
and D Jake Middleton also scored for Minnesota...G Marc-
Andre Fleury was 2-1-0 with a 1.67 GAA, a .943 SV% and
one shutout in three starts...C Morgan Geekie (1-1=2),
C Alex Wennerg (2-0=2) and D Daniel Sprong (0-2=2) led
the Kraken with two points each...G Martin Jones was 1-1-0
with a 0.88 GAA, a .960 SV% and one shutout in two start...G
Philipp Grubauer stopped nine of 13 shots faced in the third
meeting.
WILD LEADERS: LW Kirill Kaprizov (1-5=6, in four games)
and Hartman (3-3=6, in four games) lead Minnesota with
six points each against Seattle...C Joel Eriksson Ek has five
points (2-3=5) in six games...LW Marcus Johansson (1-3=4,
in four games) and Boldy (3-1=4, in four games) each have
four points.
