2023-24: Minnesota went 2-1-0 against Edmonton…The Wild secured a 7-4 win in 
the first meeting at Xcel Energy Center (10/24)…Edmonton won the second game, 
4-3, at Rogers Place (12/8)…Minnesota secured a 4-2 win in the series finale at 
Edmonton (2/23)...C Ryan Hartman led Minnesota with seven points (3-4=7)…LW 
Kirill Kaprizov (0-4=4), D Jake Middleton (0-4=4), C Joel Eriksson Ek (2-2=4) and LW 
Marcus Johansson (0-4=4) all had four points…G Filip Gustavsson went 2-0-0 with 
a 3.00 GAA and a .915 SV% in his two starts…G Marc-Andre Fleury saved 36-of-40 
shots faced in the second game…D Evan Bouchard (3-3=6) and C Leon Draisaitl 
(2-4=6) led the Oilers with six points each…C Ryan Nugent-Hopkins (0-5=5) had 
five points…G Jack Campbell saved 25-of-31 shots faced for Edmonton in the first 
game…G Stuart Skinner stopped 17-of-20 shots faced to earn the win in the second 
meeting…G Calvin Pickard stopped 16-of-19 shots faced in the third meeting.
WILD LEADERS: RW Mats Zuccarello leads Minnesota with 26 points (9-17=26) in 
23 career contests vs. Edmonton…Hartman has 14 points (6-8=14) in 18 games…
Kaprizov (1-12=13 in nine games), Eriksson Ek (8-5=13 in 17 games), Johansson 
(1-12=13 in 20 games) and D Jared Spurgeon (8-5=13, in 23 games) each have 13 
points against the Oilers.
WILD GOALIES: Fleury is 16-6-1 with a 2.39 GAA, a .922 SV% and two shutouts in 23 
career starts vs. the Oilers…Gustavsson is 2-0-0 with a 3.00 GAA and a .847 SV% in 
two career starts.
OILERS LEADERS: RW Corey Perry leads Edmonton with 43 points (23-20=43) in 
54 career games against Minnesota…Nugent-Hopkins has 29 points (10-19=29) 
in 36 matches…C Connor McDavid owns 26 points (10-16=26) in 22 matches…
Draisaitl owns 25 points (14-11=25) in 23 contests...C Adam Henrique has 23 points 
(8-15=23) in 29 games.
OILERS GOALIES: Skinner is 2-1-0 with a 2.34 GAA and a .926 SV% in three career 
starts vs. the Wild…Pickard is 2-4-0 with a 2.80 GAA and a .909 SV% in six starts 
against Minnesota.
CONNECTIONS: President of Hockey Operations and General Manager Bill Guerin 
collected 161 points (79-82=161) and 354 PIM in 211 games with Edmonton in parts 
of four seasons (1997-01)...Spurgeon is from Edmonton.
FAST FACTS: The Wild’s 62 wins, 134 points and 29 road wins all-time against the 
Oilers are most against any team…The Wild’s 33 victories at Xcel Energy Center are 
tied for the most against any franchise (also COL)…The Wild is 8-2-0 in the last 10 
games against the Oilers dating back to 2/21/20…Minnesota is 34-11-1 (.750) vs. 
Edmonton since the 2010-11 season, the second-best point percentage in the NHL in 
that span…Since the start of the 2010-11 season, Minnesota is 18-5-0 in 23 games 
at Edmonton, including an eight-game win streak (2/21/13-1/31/17) – the longest 
road win streak in team history…Minnesota has won six straight games against 
Edmonton at Xcel Energy Center…The Wild won 17 straight games against the Oilers 
in Saint Paul (2/25/07-10/13/11) - the longest home win streak against an opponent 
in franchise history and T-8th longest home win streak against a single opponent in 
NHL history.

Jonas Brodin: With a goal at STL (1-0=1), reached 56 career goals and passed 
Brent Burns and Ryan Suter (55 goals each) for third-most goals by defenseman in 
franchise history (Spurgeon, 110; Dumba, 79).
Marc-Andre Fleury: Played in the 1,029th game of his NHL career at SJS (11/7), tied 
with Patrick Roy for third-most all time among NHL goaltenders (Brodeur, 1,266; 
Luongo, 1,044)…Currently at 999 career starts, would become the fourth goaltender 
in NHL history (Brodeur, 1,251; Luongo, 1,014; Roy, 1,003) to start 1,000 games.
Marcus Foligno: Currently at 299 career points (129-170=299)…seventh in the NHL 
with 64 hits this season…Has scored three goals on nine shots.
Brock Faber: Eighth in the NHL with 24:55 of TOI/G.
Freddy Gaudreau: Owns nine points (2-7=9) in his last 10 games, beginning 10/29 
at PIT.
Filip Gustavsson: Owning a 9-3-2 record, leads the NHL with a 2.07 GAA, ranks 
second with a .926 SV% and T-2nd with nine wins…Made a season-high 38 saves 
vs. DAL (11/16)…Has allowed two or fewer goals in 11 starts this season, most in 
the NHL (next closest has nine)…Notched the seventh shutout of his NHL and Wild 
career vs. MTL (11/14), tying Darcy Kuemper for sixth in franchise history.
Ben Jones: Made his Wild debut at STL (11/19).
Kirill Kaprizov: Leads the NHL with 12 multi-point games, 1.83 points/game, 25 
even-strength points (11-14=25) and 23 points on the road (8-15=23) this season 
while ranking second with 33 points (13-20=33), T-2nd with a plus-17 rating and 
fourth with 13 goals and 20 assists…Third among NHL forwards in TOI/G (22:11)…
Owns an active 10-game point streak on the road since 10/15 (8-15=23), tied for 
the franchise record with Joel Eriksson Ek (2022-23) and Eric Staal (2016-17)…Also 
owns an active six-game point streak (6-6=12)…With two goals (2-0=2) at STL 
(11/19), became one of 19 players in NHL history (29 total occurrences) to record 12 
multi-point outings in a team’s first 18 games played. He is the first to achieve the 
feat since Peter Forsberg (2005-06)…Needs one PPG to pass Mikko Koivu (60 PPG) 
for second-most all-time in franchise history (Parise, 69 PPG).
Jake Middleton: T-2nd in the NHL with a plus-17 rating…T-10th in the NHL with 45 
blocked shots this season…Led the Wild with a plus-three rating at STL (11/19), 
T-2nd highest single-game total of his career.
Marco Rossi: Has tallied a point in 13 of 18 games this season and ranks second on 
the Wild with 10 assists.
Jared Spurgeon: Owns an active three-game point streak (0-3=3).

•	 Minnesota has scored 61 goals this season, second-most in franchise 
history through the first 18 games of a season (63 goals, 2021-22 
season).

•	 Is one of four NHL teams (Carolina, NY Rangers, Washington) yet to 
record two consecutive regulations losses this season.

•	 The Wild began the season with a seven-game season-opening point 
streak (5-0-2) from 10/10 - 10/24, marking the fourth time in franchise 
history achieving the mark following 2007-08 (7-0-1 in 8 GP), 2008-09 
(6-0-1 in 7 GP) and 2001-02 (3-0-4 in 7 GP).

•	 Of the 121 previous teams in NHL history to record 16 points or more in 
a season’s first 10 games, 87 have made the playoffs.

•	 Of the 60 previous occurrences of a season-opening seven-game point 
streak in NHL history, 53 teams made the playoffs. 13 of those teams 
won the Stanley Cup.

•	 The Wild has allowed nine first-period goals this season, tied for fewest 
in the NHL. Minnesota owns a plus-7 goal differential (14 goals for, 
seven goal against) in the first period this season, T-4th in the NHL. 

•	 The Wild is 8-0-0 when leading through two periods and 8-0-1 when 
leading through one period this season.

•	 The Wild has scored first in a league-leading 13 games this season, 
holding a 10-1-3 record when doing so.

•	 Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31, 
the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70 
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a 
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

•	 The Wild has recorded 13 games allowing two-or-fewer goals this 
season, most in the NHL.

STONE-COLD KIRILL-ER

•	 Kirill Kaprizov leads the NHL with 12 multi-point games, 1.83 points/game, 
25 even-strength points (11-14=25) and 23 points on the road (8-15=23) this 
season while ranking second with 33 points (13-20=33), T-2nd with a plus-17 
rating and fourth with 13 goals and 20 assists.

•	 Third among NHL forwards in TOI/G (22:11).
•	 With two goals (2-0=2) at STL (11/19), became one of 19 players in NHL history 

(29 total occurrences) to record 12 multi-point outings in a team’s first 18 
games played. He is the first to achieve the feat since Peter Forsberg (2005-06)

•	 With two points (1-1=2) vs. MTL, became the fastest player in franchise history 
(16 GP) to reach 30 points in a season, shattering the mark he set in 2022-23 
(22 GP). Also became the ninth NHL player born outside of North America to 
reach the 30-point mark in 16 or fewer games.

•	 With three points (2-1=3) in the 292nd game of his career at ANA (11/8), tied 
Evgeni Malkin as the fourth-fastest active NHL player to record 100 multi-point 
games (Crosby - 235 games; McDavid - 270 games; Ovechkin - 272 games; 
Kaprizov - 292 games; Malkin - 292 games). Tied Malkin and Glenn Anderson 
as the 27th fastest player in NHL history to reach the mark. Among Wild players, 
Marian Gaborik was previously the fastest to reach 100 multi-point games, 
doing so in 455 contests.

•	 Ranks third in Wild history with 102 multi-point games (Koivu, 153; Gaborik, 
114).

•	 With a PPG at ANA (11/8), tied Mikko Koivu (60 PPG) for second-most all-time 
in franchise history (Parise, 69 PPG).

•	 With three assists (0-3=3) at SJS (11/7), recorded his eighth career three-
assist game and tied Mats Zuccarello and Pierre-Marc Bouchard for the second 
most in franchise history (Mikko Koivu, 16 three-assist games).

•	 Currently with 37 career three-plus point games, notched his 35th game with 
three-plus points of his career with a three-point performance (2-1=3) vs. TBL 
(11/1) to move past Mikko Koivu (34 games) for most in franchise history.

•	 Kaprizov was named the NHL’s Third Star of the Month for October (5-3=18 in 
9 GP), averaging two points/game (first in NHL) and tallying a point in eight 
of nine contests to lead the Wild to a 6-1-2 record. Is the fourth Wild player to 
be named an NHL Star of the Month, joining Eric Staal, (First Star-Feb. 2018); 
Devan Dubnyk (4x) and Josh Harding (Third Star-Nov. 2013).

•	 Currently with 39 career multi-assist games, needs two more to tie Jared 
Spurgeon (41) for third-most in franchise history.

•	 Scored his 27th career game-opening goal at TBL (10/24) to pass Jason Zucker 
for the fourth most in Wild history.

•	 Kaprizov notched the 24th GWG of his career at ANA (11/8), moving 
past Eric Staal (23 GWG) for fourth-most in franchise history.
