2023-24: Minnesota went 1-1-0 in the season series against the Rangers…
Minnesota won the series-opening game, 5-4, in a shootout at Xcel Energy 
Center (11/4) and fell to the Rangers, 4-1, at Madison Square Garden in 
the series finale (11/9)…D Brock Faber (1-1=2) C Ryan Hartman (1-1=2) 
and RW Mats Zuccarello (1-1=2) had two points each…G Filip Gustavsson 
started the first game and stopped 1-of-4 shots faced…G Marc-Andre 
Fleury went 1-1-0 with a 2.09 GAA and a .902 SV% in two games…RW Alexis 
Lafreniere (1-3=4), LW Artemi Panarin (2-2=4) and C Vincent Trocheck (1-
3=4) all had four points…D Erik Gustafsson had three points (1-2=3)…G 
Jonathan Quick stopped 36-of-40 shots faced in the first meeting…G Louis 
Domingue stopped 25-of-26 shots faced in the second game.

eight games) have seven points each.
WILD GOALIES: Fleury is 34-21-10 with a 2.81 GAA, a .906 SV% and four 
shutouts in 66 career games (64 starts) against the Rangers…Gustavsson 
is 0-1-0 with a 4.58 GAA and a .865 SV% in two career starts.
RANGERS LEADERS: Panarin leads New York with 26 points (8-18=26) in 21 
career games against the Wild…C J.T. Miller has 18 points (10-8=18) in 22 
games…LW Chris Kreider (9-2=11 in 19 games), Trocheck (4-7=11 in 15 
games) and C Mika Zibanejad (6-5=11 in 19 games) each own 11 points.
RANGERS GOALIES: G Igor Shesterkin is 2-1-0 with a 2.95 GAA and a .912 
SV% in three career starts vs. Minnesota…Quick is 17-11-8 with a 2.59 GAA 
and a .904 SV%.
CONNECTIONS: Zuccarello recorded 352 points (113-239=352) in 509 games 
in nine seasons (2010-19) with the Rangers… Wild Player Development 
Coach Derek Stepan was drafted by the Rangers in the second round (51st 
overall) of the 2008 NHL Draft and collected 360 points (128-232=360) in 
515 games in seven seasons with New York (2010-17)…New York Director of 
Player Development Jed Ortmeyer played in 39 games with Minnesota (2010-
12)…D Carson Soucy was selected by Minnesota in the fifth round (137th 
overall) of the 2013 NHL Draft and collected 31 points (8-23=31) in 108 with 
the Wild (2017-18, 2109-21)…C Jonny Brodzinkski is from Ham Lake and 
played three seasons at St. Cloud State University (2012-15)…D K’Andre 
Miller was born in Saint Paul and played two seasons at Minnetonka High 
School (2014-16)…D Will Borgen is from Moorhead and played three seasons 
(2015-18) at St. Cloud State and three seasons (2012-15) at Moorhead High.
FAST FACTS: Minnesota is 7-2-3 in its last 12 games vs. New York…The Wild 
has recorded a point in six of its last seven games at Madison Square Garden 
(4-1-2), out scoring the Rangers 24-19…The Wild is 9-5-1 in its last 15 
games against the Rangers in Saint Paul, with eight of those games decided 
by one goal.

•	 Leads the NHL with 47 road points (22-10-3), ranks T-1st with 22 road 
wins and second with a .671 road point percentage.

•	 Reached 20 road wins in the 28th road game of the season, tying the 
2022-23 Boston Bruins for the fourth fewest games in NHL history 
required to reach the mark.

•	 The Wild is 16-3-1 this season (.825) when scoring first in a road game, 
the fourth-best point percentage in the NHL in that situation.

•	 Recorded a nine-game road point streak (7-0-2) from 11/29 - 12/6, 
tied for the longest streak in the NHL this season and T-4th longest in 
franchise history.

•	 According to NHL Stats, the only teams with as many points through the 
first 15 road games of a season are the Kings in 2023-24 (13-1-1, 27 
points), Blackhawks in 2012-13 (12-1-2, 26 points) and the Ducks in 
2006-07 (12-1-2, 26 points).

•	 Reached 10 road wins in the team’s 14th road contest of the season 
at BUF (11/27), besting the team’s previous low mark of 15 games 
(2011-12).

•	 The Wild recorded a five-game road point streak from 10/13 - 10/24, 
tied for the longest in franchise history to start a season (also 2002-03 
season, 3-0-2).

•	 Minnesota’s recorded five road wins and 11 road points in October, 
marking the first time in franchise history the club has reached either 
mark in that month.

•	 Minnesota recorded 12 road points in November (5-0-2), the highest 
total in franchise history in that month.

•	 The Wild is 25-0-0 when leading through two periods, one of two NHL 
teams (Seattle, 15-0-0) with a perfect record when holding a lead after 
40 minutes of play.

•	 Is 19-4-1 when leading through one period this season.
•	 The Wild has scored first in 39 games this season, most in the NHL, and 

holds a 27-10-2 record when doing so.
•	 Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31, 

the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70 
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a 
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

•	 The run was also the second-longest streak at any point in Wild history, 
trailing only a 414:32 mark in 2014-15.

•	 The Wild ranks T-7th in the NHL with 53 goals registered by players 
aged 23 years or younger to start the season (Boldy, Faber, Jiricek, 
Khusnutdinov, Ohgren, Rossi) and eighth with 145 points (53-92=145) .

•	 Matt Boldy ranks fifth among NHL players who started the season age 
23 or younger with 55 points (21-34=55) and T-7th with 21 goals. 
Marco Rossi is sixth with 53 points (21-32=53) and T-7th with 21 
goals.

•	 The Wild is 29-3-2 (.882) when scoring three-plus goals in regulation 
this season, the fourth-best point percentage in the NHL in that 
situation.

•	 The Wild is 26-2-2 (.900) when allowing two or fewer goals in 
regulation this season, the eighth-best point percentage in the NHL in 
that situation.

•	 Scored a goal vs. PHI (12/14) to reach 200 career points (88-112=200) 
in his 233rd career game, becoming the second-fastest Wild player to 
reach the mark (Kaprizov, 169 gp).

•	 Scored his fifth career game-deciding shootout goal at UTA (12/10), 
tying Matt Cullen for the second most in Wild history (Koivu, 18).

•	 Recorded a six-game point streak (3-4=7) from 11/10 - 11/23.
•	 Is the fourth NHL player since 2000-01 to record five GWG in a season’s 

first 16 games, joining Fedorov (six, 2002-23), Draisaitl (five, 2021-22) 
and Matthews (five, 2020-21).

•	 Reached 100 career assists at CBJ (10/19), becoming the 26th player 
to reach 100 assists in a Wild sweater.

•	 Boldy opened the 2024-25 season with three points (1-2=3) vs. CBJ 
(10/10), marking his 12th career three-point game and becoming the 
sixth player in franchise history with three-plus points in the season 
opener.

•	 Marco Rossi has won 27-of-40 face offs taken (67.5%) in team’s last 
three games since March 7.

•	 Scored the game-winning goal in overtime at DET (2/22).
•	 Is the third Austrian player with multiple 20-goal seasons in the NHL, 

joining Thomas Vanek (11x) and Michael Grabner (4x). Also the third 
Austrian player with 50 points in a season, joining Vanek (9x) and 
Grabner (1x).

•	 Notched three assists (0-3=3) vs. CGY (1/25), his fourth three-plus 
point performance this season and fifth of his career, to move his 
season point total to 43 (17-26=43) and surpass the 40-point total 
(21-19=40) he established as a rookie in 2023-24. Also finished with a 
plus-2 rating vs. CGY (1/25).

•	 Recorded a career-high 24:51 time-on-ice total vs. EDM (1/15) while 
also scoring a goal.

•	 Named the NHL’s First Star of the Week after recording eight points (3-
5=8) in three games for the period ending Jan. 5.

•	 Posted four assists at CAR (1/4), establishing new career highs for 
most assists and points in a game.

•	 Rossi posted three points (2-1=3) and tied his season and career highs 
with two goals, seven shots and a plus-3 rating vs. NSH (12/31). Also 
won a career-high 12 faceoffs vs. NSH (12/31) out of 15 total faceoffs 
taken.

•	 Notched a career-high four hits vs. CHI (12/23).
•	 Scored a game-tying goal with 46 seconds left in regulation at UTA 

(12/10), finishing the game with a career-best-tying plus-3 rating.
•	 Rossi recorded a career-long six-game point streak (3-4=7) from 10/12 

- 10/24.

•	 Spurgeon scored the GWG in overtime vs. NSH (11/30) to reach five 
career OTG, tied Brent Burns and Mikko Koivu for third in franchise 
history.

•	 Recorded the game-winning goal in consecutive contests for the first 
time in his career (11/29 vs. CHI, 11/30 vs. NSH).

•	 Tallied two goals (2-0=2) on his 35th birthday vs. CHI (11/29 and 
reached 112 career goals, moving past Eric Staal (111 goals) for eighth 
on the Wild’s all-time goal list.
