All-Time Wild Record: 38-39-12 (23-16-5 at Xcel Energy Center, 15-23-7 
at Nashville) 

2023-24: Minnesota went 2-2-0 in its series against Nashville…The Wild won the series-
opening matchup, 6-1, in Nashville (11/30)…The Predators earned a 3-2 win at Xcel Energy 
Center (1/25) in the second game and a 6-1 win at Bridgestone Arena (2/29) in the third 
contest…Minnesota closed out the series with a 4-3 win in overtime in St. Paul (3/10)…LW 
Kirill Kaprizov led Minnesota with six points (4-2=6)…C Connor Dewar had five points (4-
1=5)…LW Matt Boldy had four points (2-2=4)…C Joel Eriksson Ek (1-2=3) and RW Mats 
Zuccarello (0-3=3) each had three points…G Filip Gustavsson went 1-2-0 with a 3.36 GAA 
and a .885 SV% in three starts…G Marc-Andre Fleury was 1-0-0 with a 2.84 GAA and a 
.900 SV%…D Roman Josi led Nashville with six points (2-4=6)…C Ryan O’Reilly had four 
points (2-2=4)…LW Gustav Nyquist (0-3=3) and LW Filip Forsberg (2-1=3) had three points 
each…G Juuse Saaros was 2-1-1 with a 3.23 GAA and a .875 SV% in four starts…G Kevin 
Lankinen entered in relief in the first game and saved 14-of-16 shots faced.
WILD LEADERS: Zuccarello (1-14=15, in 24 games) and D Jared Spurgeon (3-12=15, in 40 
games) lead the Wild with 15 points each vs. Nashville…RW Marcus Johansson owns 14 points 
(2-12=14) in 22 games…Kaprizov has collected 13 points (5-8=13) in 10 games.
WILD GOALIES: Fleury is 12-9-2 with a 2.33 GAA, a .915 SV% and three shutouts in 23 career 
games (22 starts) against the Predators…Gustavsson is 2-2-1 with a 3.39 GAA and a .882 
SV% in five starts.
PREDATORS LEADERS: Josi leads Nashville with 39 points (16-23=39) in 44 career games 
against the Wild…O’Reilly has 37 points (18-19=37) in 58 games…Forsberg owns 32 points 
(18-14=32) in 34 games…Nyquist has 20 points (6-14=20) in 23 games.
PREDATORS GOALIES: Saros is 8-3-1 with a 2.27 GAA, a .929 SV% and two shutouts in 12 
career starts against the Wild…G Scott Wedgewood is 1-1-2 with a 2.94 GAA and a .900 SV% 
in five games against Minnesota (three starts).
CONNECTIONS: Wild Head Coach John Hynes went 134-96-18 in parts of four seasons (2020-23) 
as Nashville’s Head Coach…C Freddy Gaudreau tallied eight points (3-5=8) in 84 games with 
Nashville in three seasons (2016-19), while adding four goals (4-0=4) in 12 games during the 
2017 Stanley Cup Playoffs…C Ryan Hartman recorded 26 points (13-13=26) in 85 games in 
parts of two seasons with the Predators (2017-19)…LW Yakov Trenin was selected by Nashville 
in the second round (55th overall) by Nashville of the 2015 NHL Draft and recorded 79 points 
(46-33=79), 162 PIM and six GWG in 283 games with Nashville in five seasons (2019-24)…
Predators Head Coach Andrew Brunette recorded 321 points (119-202=321) in 489 games with 
the Wild (2001-04, 2008-11)…He also spent five seasons in Minnesota’s hockey operations 
department (2014-19) as an Assistant Coach, Hockey Operations Advisor, Assistant General 
Manager and Director of Player Personnel…Nashville Assistant Coach Todd Richards served as 
Wild Head Coach for two seasons (2009-11)…Nashville Assistant Coach Darby Hendrickson 
collected 60 points (29-31=60) in 182 games with Minnesota (2000-04) and served as an 
Assistant Coach with Minnesota for 14 seasons (2010-24)…C Tommy Novak played four 
seasons at the University of Minnesota (2015-19) and is from St. Paul…Nyquist recorded five 
points (1-4=5) in three regular season games and five points (0-5=5) in six Stanley Cup Playoff 
games with Minnesota in 2023-24…LW Cole Smith is a native of Brainerd…D Brady Skjei is 
from Lakeville and played three seasons at the University of Minnesota (2012-15).
FAST FACTS: Minnesota is 7-4-1 in its last 12 games played against the Predators at Xcel 
Energy Center dating back to 1/22/17.

Team: With a 15-4-4 record (.739), ranks second in the NHL in points (34) and point 
percentage, and fifth in wins…34 points marks franchise’s highest total through a season’s 
first 23 games…Has scored 74 goals this season, T-3rd in franchise history through the 
first 23 games of a season (86 goals, 2021-22 season; 75 goals, 2018-19)…Minnesota’s 
plus-20 goal differential through 23 games is a franchise high…Leads the NHL with a 
2.32 team GAA and a .919 team SV%, and T-4th with a plus-20 goal differential…Also 
leads the NHL by allowing only 1.70 even-strength goals per game, and ranks eighth by 
scoring 2.65 even-strength goals per game…Owns an active eight-game point streak

Matt Boldy: Owns 11 points (5-6=11) in his last 11 games…Tied for the NHL lead with five 
GWG…Ranks second on the Wild with 24 points (11-13=24).
Joel Eriksson Ek: Notched two assists (0-2=2) and won 15-of-19 face offs taken vs. CHI 
(11/29)…Leads the Wild with 200 face off wins on the season.
Brock Faber: 11th in the NHL with 24:41 of TOI/G.
Marc-Andre Fleury: Owns a 5-0-1 record for the season and is the only NHL goaltender 
with five-plus starts to not suffer a regulation loss…His season-opening six-start point 
streak marks the third longest of his career behind 2009-10 (8 GP: 8-0-0) and 2013-
14 (7 GP: 7-0-0), both with Pittsburgh…The streak is also tied for the second-longest 
season-opening point streak in Wild history, trailing only Niklas Backstrom’s seven-game 
run in 2008-09 (6-0-1)…With a win vs. CHI (11/29) a day after his 40th birthday on Nov. 
28, became the second goaltender in NHL history to earn a win both as a teenager and a 
40-year-old joining Martin Brodeur.
Marcus Foligno: Seventh in the NHL with 83 hits this season.
Freddy Gaudreau: Owns 12 points (4-8=12) in last 15 games, beginning 10/29 at PIT.
Filip Gustavsson: Is 10-4-3 and leads the NHL with a 2.06 GAA and .929 SV%, is T-2nd 
with two shutouts and T-6th with 10 wins…Has allowed two or fewer goals in 12 starts 
this season, most in the NHL (next closest has 10)…Stopped all 39 shots faced at BUF 
(11/27) to record his second shutout of the season and eighth of his career, moving past 
Darcy Kuemper for sixth all-time in franchise history. His 39 saves at BUF marked the sixth-
highest total by a goaltender in a shutout victory in Wild history.
Marcus Johansson: Owns six points (2-4=6) in his last eight games…Recorded four-
game point streak (2-2=4) from 11/19 - 11/25.
Kirill Kaprizov: Played in his 300th career game vs. CHI (11/29), tallying an assist to move 
his career point total to 366 (174-191=366)… The only active players with more points 
through 300 games include: Sidney Crosby (407), Connor McDavid (394), Alex Ovechkin 
(384) and Evgeni Malkin (371). Only Ovechkin (204) and Auston Matthews (176) have 
more goals through 300 games among active skaters…Among players selected in the fifth 
round of the NHL Draft or later, only four skaters have tallied as many goals as Kaprizov 
at the time of their 300th career contest: Brett Hull (226), Pavel Bure (187), Luc Robitaille 
(185) and Alexander Mogilny (176)…Leads the NHL with 1.64 points per game, 28 even-
strength points (12-16=28) and 25 points on the road (9-16=25) this season while ranking 
T-1st in the NHL with 12 multi-point games, second with 36 points (14-22=36), T-3rd with 
a plus-17 rating and T-5th with 14 goals and 22 assists…Second among NHL forwards in 
TOI/G (22:25)…Has notched a point in each of his last 12 road games played (9-16=25), 
including a franchise-record 11-game road point streak (8-16=24) from 10/15 - 11/21…
Recorded a seven-game point streak (6-7=13) from 11/7 - 11/21…Needs one PPG to 
pass Mikko Koivu (60 PPG) for second-most all-time in franchise history (Parise, 69 PPG).
Jake Middleton: Tied a career-high with seven blocked shots at BUF (11/27)…T-5th in the 
NHL with a plus-16 rating and eighth with 57 blocked shots.
Marco Rossi: Has tallied a point in 15 of 23 games this season and ranks third on the Wild 
with 11 assists and 18 points (7-11=18).
Jared Spurgeon: Tallied two goals (2-0=2) on his 35th birthday vs. CHI (11/29 and reached 
112 career goals, moving past Eric Staal (111 goals) for eighth on the Wild’s all-time goal 
list…Also notched his 70th career multi-point game, passing Pierre-Marc Bouchard (69) 
for seventh-most in franchise history, and 21st game-winning goal, tying Brian Rolston for 
seventh all time in franchise history.

•	 Of the 121 previous teams in NHL history to record 16 points or more in 
a season’s first 10 games, 87 have made the playoffs.

•	 Of the 60 previous occurrences of a season-opening seven-game point 
streak in NHL history, 53 teams made the playoffs. 13 of those teams 
won the Stanley Cup.

•	 The Wild has allowed 13 first-period goals this season, second fewest in 
the NHL. Minnesota owns a plus-7 goal differential (19 goals for, 12 goal 
against) in the first period this season, T-5th in the NHL. 

•	 The Wild is 11-0-0 when leading through two periods and 9-0-1 when 
leading through one period this season.

•	 The Wild has scored first in a 15 games this season, T-1st in the NHL, 
and holds a 11-2-2 record when doing so.

•	 Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31, 
the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70 
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a 
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

•	 The Wild ranks seventh in the NHL with 56 points (21-35=56) registered 
by players aged 23 years or younger to start the season (Boldy, Faber, 
Khusnutdinov, Rossi).

•	 Matt Boldy is third among NHL players who started the season age 23 
or younger with 11 goals and 24 points (11-13=24). Marco Rossi ranks 
T-11th with 18 points (7-11=18).

•	 Minnesota ranked second in the NHL last season with 0.42 rookie points 
scored per game played (min. 100 games played by rookie skaters).

•	 Minnesota finished second in the NHL last season with 104 points 
scored by rookies (34-70=104) and third with 245 games played by 
rookie skaters (248 including goalies).

•	 The Wild has played 86 regular-season games under Head Coach John

The only active 
players with more points through 300 games include: Sidney Crosby (407), 
Connor McDavid (394), Alex Ovechkin (384) and Evgeni Malkin (371). Only 
Ovechkin (204) and Auston Matthews (176) have more goals through 300 
games among active skaters.

•	 Among players selected in the fifth round of the NHL Draft or later, only four skaters 
have tallied as many goals as Kaprizov at the time of their 300th career contest: 
Brett Hull (226), Pavel Bure (187), Luc Robitaille (185) and Alexander Mogilny (176).

•	 Leads the NHL with 1.64 points per game, 28 even-strength points (12-16=28) 
and 25 points on the road (9-16=25) this season while ranking T-1st in the 
NHL with 12 multi-point games, second with 36 points (14-22=36), T-3rd with 
a plus-17 rating and T-5th with 14 goals and 22 assists.

•	 With two goals (2-0=2) at STL (11/19), became one of 19 players in NHL history 
(29 total occurrences) to record 12 multi-point outings in a team’s first 18 
games played. He is the first to achieve the feat since Peter Forsberg (2005-06)

•	 With two points (1-1=2) vs. MTL, became the fastest player in franchise history 
(16 GP) to reach 30 points in a season, shattering the mark he set in 2022-23 
(22 GP). Also became the ninth NHL player born outside of North America to 
reach the 30-point mark in 16 or fewer games.

•	 With three points (2-1=3) in the 292nd game of his career at ANA (11/8), tied 
Evgeni Malkin as the fourth-fastest active NHL player to record 100 multi-point 
games (Crosby - 235 games; McDavid - 270 games; Ovechkin - 272 games; 
Kaprizov - 292 games; Malkin - 292 games). Tied Malkin and Glenn Anderson 
as the 27th fastest player in NHL history to reach the mark. Among Wild players, 
Marian Gaborik was previously the fastest to reach 100 multi-point games, 
doing so in 455 contests.
