2024-25: Minnesota went 1-3-0 against the Mammoth…The Wild won the 
first-ever meeting between the two clubs, 5-4, in a shootout in Salt Lake 
City (12/10), Utah’s first shootout in franchise history…The Wild lost the 
second game, 2-1, in Saint Paul (12/20), the third meeting, 4-0, at Grand 
Casino Arena (1/23) and the series finale, 6-1, in Utah (2/27)…LW Marcus 
Johansson led Minnesota with three points (2-1=3)…LW Matt Boldy (0-
2=2), LW Kirill Kaprizov (1-1=2) and C Marco Rossi (1-1=2) all had two 
points…G Marc-Andre Fleury went 0-2-0 with a 4.08 GAA and a .837 SV% in 
two starts…G Filip Gustavsson went 1-1-0 with a 3.88 GAA and a .852 SV% 
in two starts…LW Clayton Keller led Utah with nine points (4-5=9)…RW 
Dylan Guenther (3-2=5) and D Mikhail Sergachev (0-5=5) had five points 
each…C Barrett Hayton (3-1=4) and LW Nick Schmaltz (1-3=4) had four 
points…G Karel Vejmelka went 3-0-1 with a 1.47 GAA, a .945 SV% and one 
shutout in four starts.
MINNESOTA LEADERS: Johansson leads Minnesota with three points (2-1=3) 
in three games vs. Utah…Boldy (0-2=2, in four games), Kaprizov (1-1=2, 
three games), Rossi (1-1=2, in four games) and RW Vladimir Tarasenko 
(0-2=2, in two games) all have two points.
MINNESOTA GOALIES: Gustavsson is 1-1-0 with a 3.88 GAA and a .852 SV% 
in two starts vs. the Mammoth…G Jesper Wallstedt has not faced Utah.
UTAH LEADERS: Keller leads Utah in scoring against Minnesota with 29 
points (14-15=29) in 31 career games…Schmaltz owns 22 points (4-
18=22) in 34 matches…Sergachev (1-11=12 in 13 games) and Hayton (5-
7=12 in 13 games) each have 12 points...LW Lawson Crouse has 10 points 
(6-4=10) in 31 games.
UTAH GOALIES: Vejmelka is 6-3-1 with a 2.59 GAA,  .915 SV% and one 
shutout in 11 career games (10 starts) vs. Minnesota…G Vitek Vanecek is 
2-2-2 with a 2.93 GAA and a .888 SV% in six starts.
CONNECTIONS: D Ian Cole collected eight points (1-7=8) in 52 games with 
the Wild in 2020-21…C Logan Cooley played one season at the University 
of Minnesota (2022-23)…C Jack McBain was selected by the Wild in the 
third round (63rd overall) of the 2018 NHL Draft…D Nate Schmidt is from 
St. Cloud and played three seasons at the University of Minnesota (2010-
13).
FAST FACTS: Iowa Wild Goaltending Coach Richard Bachman (Salt Lake 
City) is the only Utah native to appear in a NHL game as a goaltender.

Jared Spurgeon: Registered a game-high five blocked shots at NYR (10/20) 
and currently ranks T-14th in the NHL with 18 blocked shots this season…
Currently at 299 career assists, could join Mikko Koivu (504 assists) and 
Ryan Suter (314 assists) as the only players to reach 300 assists with 
the Wild…Scored a power-play goal vs. LAK (10/13) to reach 133 career 
powerplay points (35-98=133) and tie Pierre-Marc Bouchard (29-104=133) 
for sixth-most in Wild history.
Vladimir Tarasenko: Scored his first goal in a Wild sweater at PHI (10/18)…
Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with four PPA and T-7th with four PPP (0-4=4)…His 
305 career goals leads the current Wild roster…Ranks 37th among active 
NHL players in goals.
Yakov Trenin: Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with 37 hits this season…Currently at 
98 career points (55-43=98).
Danila Yurov: Scored his first career NHL goal at NYR (10/20, Shesterkin), 
becoming the 233rd player in franchise history to score a regular-season 
goal with the club.

The 
native of Augsburg had eight points (six goals, two assists) in 10 games 
at the 2023 for silver-winning Germany at the 2023 Worlds, and he also 
competed at the tournament the following year.

The Minnesota Wild will commemorate the team’s 25th season with four 
special 25th anniversary games. These special 25th anniversary games 
will include alumni appearances, all-arena fan giveaways, limited-edition 
bobblehead ticket packages, in-arena activations and more.

ON THE POWER PLAY WE’RE GOING BACK-TO-BACK

•	 Leads the NHL with 10 PPG (32 PPO) and ranks fourth with a 31.3 PP%. 
Through the first eight games of a season, ranks fourth in franchise 
history in PP% and T-4th in PPG.

•	 Scored nine consecutive power-play goals, the longest streak in 
franchise history and tied for the third-longest streak in the NHL since 
the 1933-34 season, from 10/11 - 10/14.

•	 Since the 1933-34 season, only the 1987-88 New York Rangers (11 PPG) 
recorded more power-play goals in a season’s first four games. Since 
1977-78, no team with 20-plus power-play opportunities recorded a 
higher power-play percentage.

•	 The Wild opened the season by scoring a power-play goal in four 
consecutive games, achieving the feat for the sixth time in franchise 
history. The run trailed only the 2010-11 season (six-game streak) and 
the 2022-23 season (five-game streak) for the longest season-opening 
runs in franchise history. 

•	 The Wild is 1-1-0 this season when playing in the first game of a back-
to-back, and 0-1-1 when playing in the second game of a back-to-
back.

•	 Minnesota will play back-to-back home games for the 25th time in 
franchise history when it hosts Utah (10/25) and San Jose (10/26). 
When playing back-to-back home games, the Wild holds a 16-6-2 all-
time record in the first contest and a 15-4-5 all-time record in the 
second contest.

•	 The Wild holds an 132-146-52 all-time record (.479) all-time when 
playing the second game of a back-to-back set. Since the 2006-07 
season, Minnesota is 118-100-39 (.535) in the second game of back-
to-backs.

•	 Zeev Buium ranks T-1st among NHL rookies with four assist, third 
with a 20:32 TOI/G average, T-3rd with six points (1-5=6), and T-4th 
in shots (14).

•	 Ranks T-5th in the NHL with four PPA and T-6th with five PPP (1-4=5), 
while leading all defensemen in both categories.

•	 Ranks T-7th in points among NHL defensemen.
•	 According to NHL Stats, is one of five NHL rookies since the 1933-34 

NHL season to record five-plus PPP in his team’s first four games.
•	 Finished with two points (1-1=2) and scored his first career NHL goal 

(Merzlikins) vs. CBJ (10/11), becoming the fourth-youngest defenseman 
in Wild history to score a goal (19 years, 308 days).

•	 Finished with a career-high 24:39 of TOI vs CBJ (10/11), joining Jonas 
Brodin (18 occurrences) as the only players in Wild history to post 24-
plus minutes of TOI before turning 20 years old.

•	 Notched the first assist of his NHL career vs. VGK (4/24) to become the 
second-youngest player in Wild history (19 years, 138 days) to record 
their first Stanley Cup Playoff point, behind Pierre-Marc Bouchard (19 
years, 19 days in Game 4 of 2003 CF).

•	 Became the 12th-youngest player (19 years, 134 days) in NHL history to 
make his League debut during the Stanley Cup Playoffs vs. VGK (4/20) 
and 152nd player overall.

•	 He was the 326th player (304th skater) to play in a regular-season or 
Stanley Cup Playoff game for the Wild.

•	 Marco Rossi notched his first career shootout goal vs. LAK (10/13), the 
game winner.

•	 Saw his streak of 173 consecutive regular-season games played 
snapped when he did not play 10/20 at NYR due to injury. The streak 
was the longest among Wild players and T-30th among active NHL 
players.

•	 Opened the season with two points (1-1=2) at STL (10/9).
•	 Led the team in PPG (seven), ranked second in assists (36) and points 

(24-36=60) and third in goals (24) last season.
•	 Reached 101 career points with two assists (0-2=2) vs. SJS (4/9/25).
•	 Scored the GWG in overtime vs. DAL (4/6/25), his third GWG of the 

2024-25 season.
•	 Notched his 30th assist of the season at COL (2/28/25) to become the 

second Austrian player in NHL history to reach the 30-assist mark in a 
single campaign (Thomas Vanek, 7x).

•	 Is the third Austrian player with multiple 20-goal seasons in the NHL, joining 
Thomas Vanek (11x) and Michael Grabner (4x). Also the third Austrian player 
with 50 points in a season, joining Vanek (9x) and Grabner (1x).

•	 Named the NHL’s First Star of the Week after recording eight points (3-
5=8) in three games for the period ending Jan. 5, 2025.

•	 Ranks second in franchise history with 66 career PPG (Zach Parise, 69).
•	 Currently at 396 career points (190-206=396), four shy of tying Parise 

(199-201=400) for fourth in franchise history.
•	 Opened the season with a four-game point streak from 10/9 - 10/14. 

Per #NHL Stats, became the fifth NHL player in the last 30 years to 
record a season-opening point streak of four-plus games in three or 
more consecutive seasons.

•	 Posted a career-high 11 shots on goal vs. CBJ (10/11), tying the 
franchise single-game record (Parise, 1/17/19 vs. ANA; Rolston, 
10/7/06 vs. ANA).

•	 Along with Matt Boldy, became the first players in Minnesota history to 
open a season with consecutive three-plus point games (10/9-10/11).

•	 Notched three assists (0-3=3) in the season opener at STL (10/9), 
becoming the second player in franchise history to achieve the feat 
(Bouchard, 0-3=3, 10/5/05).

•	 Has now registered a point in six consecutive season openers (1-9=10), 
the longest streak in Wild history.

•	 Moved his career assist total to 204 at STL (10/9), passing Andrew 
Brunnette and Jonas Brodin (202 each) for eighth in franchise history.

•	 Currently with 41 career multi-assist games, needs one more to tie 
Mats Zuccarello (42) for third-most in franchise history.

•	 Ranked second on the team in goals (25), third in points (25-31=56) 
and fourth in assists (31) in 2024-25.

•	 Recorded his 50th point of the season with a goal vs. CHI (12/23/25), 
established a new franchise mark for fewest games to 50 points in a 
season (34 GP), besting his previous mark set in 2021-22 (38 GP).

•	 Played in his 300th career game vs. CHI (11/29), tallying an assist 
to move his career point total to 366 (174-191=366). The only active 
players with more points through 300 games include: Sidney Crosby 
(407), Connor McDavid (394), Alex Ovechkin (384) and Evgeni Malkin 
(371).

•	 Posted a five-game point streak from 10/9-10/17, tied for the fifth-
longest season-opening streak in franchise history.

•	 According to NHL Stats, became the sixth different Wild player to record 
a point in each of his team’s first five games of a season.

•	 Posted a four-game goal streak from 10/9 - 10/14, becoming the first 
player in franchise history to achieve the feat in a season’s first four 
games.

•	 Recorded a career-high 10 shots on goal at DAL (10/14), tied for the 
fourth-highest single-game total in franchise history.

•	 Recorded the 20th three-point game (1-2=3) of his career vs. CBJ 
(10/11), one shy of tying Mats Zuccarello (21) for fourth in franchise 
history.

•	 Is the first player in Wild history to record three 25-goal seasons before 
turning 24. Is the fifth player in Wild history to record consecutive 
40-assist seasons, joining Mats Zuccarello (three from 2021-22 to 
2023-24), Ryan Suter (three from 2017-18 to 2019-20), Mikko Koivu 
(three from 2008-09 to 2010-11) and Mikael Granlund (two from 2016-
17 to 2017-18).

•	 Is the fourth player in franchise history to record three consecutive 
60-point seasons (also Kaprizov, Koivu, Zuccarello).

•	 Jared Spurgeon registered a game-high five blocked shots at NYR 
(10/20) and currently ranks T-14th in the NHL with 18 blocked shots 
this season.
