STANLEY CUP PLAYOFF NOTES

In its 25th anniversary season, the Wild is making its 15th postseason
appearance. Among franchises to debut in the 1990s or later, Minnesota
is the fourth with 15-plus Stanley Cup Playoffs appearances through
its first 25 seasons (also SJS: 19, OTT: 16 & NSH: 16).

The Wild is making its 12th playoff appearance since 2013, the most
among all teams.

Minnesota is one of four franchises in NHL history that has claimed
all of its series wins as the lower-seeded team (4 of 4). The others:
Columbus (2 of 2), New York Americans (1 of 1) and Seattle (1 of 1).
Kirill Kaprizov (15-6=21 in 25 GP) needs two goals to overtake Zach
Parise (16) for the most in Wild playoff history. After claiming the club’s
regular-season goals record March 3, Kaprizov can become the 16th
player to hold an active franchise’s all-time outright regular-season
and playoff goals records — Filip Forsherg (NSH), Alex Ovechkin (WSH)
and Mark Scheifele (WPG/ATL) are the only active players to do so.

A QUINN-TESSENTIAL ADDITION BOLDY AND THE BEAUTIFUL

Quinn Hughes posted his 68th assist of the season at OTT (4/3), tying Phil Housley
(68 in 1992-93) and Brian Leetch (68 in 1991-92) for the most assists through 70
games in a season by an American defenseman.

Owns 51 points (4-47=51) in 45 games with the Wild this season, tied with Brock
Faber (2025-26) and Ryan Suter (2015-16, 2017-18) for the single-season record
among franchise defensemen.

His 47 assists with the Wild this season mark a single-season record among
defensemen.

Reached 50 points (4-46=50) in his 43rd game with Minnesota (vs. VAN, 4/2),
becoming the fastest player to the 50-point mark in franchise history.

Since Jan. 17, ranks T-2nd in the NHL (T-1st among defensemen) with 32 assists
and T-14th (third among defensemen) in points (3-32=35).

Leads NHL defensemen this season with 68 assists (T-4th among all skaters)
and 33 PPP (2-31=33, T-7th among skaters) and ranks T-4th with 74 points
(6-68=74).

Leads all NHL skaters in TOI/G (27:40) and even strength TOI/G (23:22) and ranks
T-3rd in power-play TOI/G (4:13) this season.

In 45 games since debuting with the Wild on Dec. 14, leads NHL defensemen
(third among all skaters) with 47 assists and ranks second (T-14th among
skaters) with 51 points (4-47=51).

At the point of his 500th game played 3/26 at FLA, owned 414 career assists, the
third-highest total by a NHL defenseman through 500 career games behind Bobby
Orr (469) and Paul Coffey (437).

Per NHL Stats, is the second American defenseman to record four straight 70-point
seasons (Housley, 5x, 1988-93).

With two assists vs. PHI (3/12), became the third defenseman in NHL history to
reach 60 assists in 60 games of a season (B. Orr, 6x; P. Coffey, 4x).

Has reached 60 assists in five consecutive seasons, matching Ray Bourque and
Paul Coffey (all w/ 5) for the second-longest run by a defenseman in NHL history.
Now owns the fourth-most 60-assist seasons by a defenseman in NHL history (P.
Coffey, 11; R. Bourque, 10; B. Orr, 6).

Per NHL Stats, is the third American defenseman in NHL history to reach the
60-assist mark in five or more consecutive seasons (P. Housley, 11 from ‘82-83 to
‘92-93; R. Larson, five from ‘81-82 to ‘85-86).

Recorded 11-game point and assist streaks (2-17=19) from 1/17 - 2/26, tying the
longest point streak of his NHL career (also 11 games, 11/6-11/25/23 with VAN) and
marking the fourth-longest point streak in Wild history.

The 11-game assist streak extended his franchise record and is the longest assist
streak in the NHL this season.

Per NHL Stats, the 11-game assist streak also tied Mark Howe (1979-80 w/ HFD)
for the second-longest point streak by a defenseman in their first season with a
franchise, behind only Steve Duchesne (15 GP in 1992-93 w/ QUE.

Per NHL Stats, is the first defenseman in NHL history to register an assist streak of
10-plus games in his first season with a franchise.

Tallied three helpers and a career-high 33:19 TOI vs. MTL (2/2), becoming the first
player in franchise history with five three-assist games in a single season in his
25th game with the team.

Also reached 400 career assists vs. MTL (2/2) in his 484th career game, becoming
the third-fastest defensemen in NHL history to reach the milestone (B. Orr, 437
games; P. Coffey, 464 games).

Per NHL Stats, is the second-fastest American skater in NHL history to hit the
400-assist milestone, behind only C. Janney (477 GP).

Overall, owns eight three-assist outings this season, doing so for the second time
in his career (also 9 in 2023-24). Is one of four defensemen in NHL history to reach
the mark in multiple campaigns, alongside Paul Coffey (2x) and Bobby Orr (5x).

Is one of two defensemen since 1995-96 to record eight three-assist outings in a
single season (also 9 in 2023-24). The others: Roman Josi (8 in 2021-22).

Finished with four assists (0-4=4) at ANA (1/2) to set the Wild’s single-game
franchise record for assists by a defenseman and tie Matt Dumba (1-3=4, 3/29/18
vs. DAL) for single-game franchise point record among defensemen.

Notched fourth career four-assist game at ANA (1/2), one point shy of his single-
game career point record (1-4=5, 11/2/23 at SJS). Per NHL Stats, tied Phil Housley
for the fourth-most four-assist games by an American defenseman in NHL history.
Gary Suter (8), Chris Chelios (6) and Brian Leetch (6) are the only ones with more.

Matt Boldy is the fourth player in Wild history to hit the 40-goal mark
in a single season, joining Kirill Kaprizov (4x), Eric Staal and Marian
Gaborik.

Owns 81 points (41-40=81) on the season, a new career high, joining
Kaprizov (4x), Gaborik (1x) and Kevin Fiala (1x) as the only players in
franchise history with a 80-point season.

For the season, ranks T-2nd in the NHL with four SHG and T-6th with
41 goals.

Ranks second on the Wild in goals, points and PPG (11), and third in
plus-minus (plus-17) and assists.

Notched three points (2-1=3) vs. VAN (4/2) to move his career total
to 323 (142-181=323) and pass Andrew Brunette (321) for 10th in
franchise history.
