ST. LOUIS BLUES
All-Time Wild Record: 45-36-21 (27-16-9 at Grand Casino Arena, 18-
20-12 at St. Louis)

2025-26: The Wild opened the series with a season-opening 5-0 win over the Blues at 
Enterprise Center (10/9) before the Blues claimed a 3-1 victory at Grand Casino Arena 
(3/1)…LW Matt Boldy (1-3=4) and LW Kirill Kaprizov (1-3=4) lead Minnesota with 
four points each…G Filip Gustavsson is 1-1-0 with a 1.01 GAA, .959 SV% and one 
shutout in starting both games…C Robert Thomas (1-1=2) and LW Pavel Buchnevich 
(1-1=2) lead St. Louis with two points each…G Jordan Binnington stopped 16-of-21 
shots faced for the Blues in the first game…G Joel Hofer saved 22-of-23 shots faced 
to earn the win in the second matchup.
WILD LEADERS: C Ryan Hartman leads Minnesota with 24 points (15-9=24) in 39 
career games against the Blues…RW Mats Zuccarello owns 23 points (7-16=23) in 
35 career games…Kaprizov has 21 points (9-12=21) in 21 games…D Jonas Brodin 
has 17 points (5-12=17) in 49 career games.
WILD GOALIES: Gustavsson is 5-3-0 with a 2.29 GAA, a .918 SV% and one shutout in 
nine career starts vs. the Blues…G Jesper Wallstedt has not faced St. Louis.
BLUES LEADERS: RW Jordan Kyrou leads St. Louis with 26 points (15-11=26) in 25 
career games against Minnesota…Buchnevich owns 24 points (11-13=24) in 23 
games…Thomas has 22 points (4-18=22) in 31 games…D Cam Fowler owns 18 
points (8-10=18) in 51 games.
BLUES GOALIES: Binnington is 10-8-1 with a 2.98 GAA, a .896 SV% and one shutout in 
20 career starts against Minnesota…Hofer is 2-0-0 with a 1.00 GAA and a .951 SV% 
in two starts.
CONNECTIONS: Wild President of Hockey Operations and General Manager Bill Guerin 
registered 47 points (28-19=47) in 61 contests with the Blues in 2006-07…RW 
Vladimir Tarasenko was selected in the first round (16th overall) of the 2010 NHL Draft 
by St. Louis and collected 553 points (262-291=553) in 644 games over a span of 11 
seasons (2012-23)…Tarasenko also recorded 60 points (41-19=60) in 90 Stanley Cup 
Playoff games with St. Louis, and won a Stanley Cup in 2019…Tarasenko ranks fifth 
all-time on St. Louis in points and goals and is eighth in assists…F Robby Fabbri 
was selected by St. Louis in the first round (No. 21 overall) of the 2014 NHL Draft and 
collected 77  points (33-44=77) in 179 games across  parts of five seasons (2015-
20, 2025-26)…C Oskar Sundqvist recorded seven points (3-4=7) in 15 games with 
Minnesota in 2022-23…RW Jimmy Snuggerud is a Minneapolis native, played one 
season (2019-20) at Chaska High School and three seasons (2022-25) at the University 
of Minnesota…D Justin Holl is from Tonka Bay, played three seasons (2007-10) at 
Minnetonka High School and four seasons (2011-14) at the University of Minnesota.
FAST FACTS: The Wild has never swept a season series against the Blues…Minnesota 
topped St. Louis in the 2015 First Round, clinching the series with a Game 6 win in Saint 
Paul – marking the first time in franchise history Minnesota won a playoff series on 
home ice…The Blues defeated the Wild in the 2017 First Round and 2022 First Round.

Team: Has clinched its 15th overall appearance in the Stanley Cup Playoffs and 
12th in the last 14 seasons…At 45-23-12, ranks third in the Western Conference 
with 102 points, tied for the second-highest point total through a season’s first 80 
games in franchise history…Ranks second in the NHL with a .903 team SV% and 
eight shutouts (NYI, nine), tied for the single-season franchise record (five other 
occurances)…Ranks T-2nd in the NHL with 27 extra-time games played and with 15 
extra-time victories (11 OTW, four SOW)…Ranks third in the NHL with 64 PPG and 
25.4 PP% (64/252) and T-4th with 15.6 blocked shots per game…Features multiple 
40-goal and 80-point scorers in the same season for first time in franchise history

Matt Boldy: Owns a career-high 85 points on the season (42-43=85), tied with Kevin 
Fiala (2021-22) for the fourth-highest single-season total in franchise history…
Owns 42 goals on the season, tied with Eric Staal (2017-18) and Marian Gaborik 
(2007-08) for the fourth-highest single-season total in Wild history…For the season, 
ranks T-2nd in the NHL with four SHG and T-8th with 42 goals…Ranks second on the 
Wild in goals, points and PPG (11), third assists and T-3rd in plus/minus (plus-18).
Bobby Brink: Owns 98 career points (38-60=98).
Brock Faber: Owns a career-high 51 points (15-36=51), tied with Ryan Suter (51 
points, 2015-16 and 2017-18 seasons) for the second-highest single-season total 
every by a Wild defensemen…For the season, ranks T-9th among NHL defensemen in 
goals and third among all skaters in even strength TOI/G (21:12) and 11th in TOI/G 
(24:40)…His 13 even-strength goals rank T-6th among NHL defensemen this season 
and mark a single-season franchise record among Wild defensemen.
Filip Gustavsson: Owns a point in 15 of his last 20 games overall (14-5-1) and 16 
of his last 21 starts (14-5-2)…In 35 games (34 starts) since Nov. 16, is 24-7-4 and 
ranks T-4th in the NHL with three shutouts, sixth in wins, T-7th with a 2.48 GAA, and 
T-10th with a .910 SV% (min. 20 GP)…For the season, holds a 28-13-6 record and 
ranks T-3rd in shutouts (four).
Ryan Hartman: Recorded a career-long eight game point streak (7-5=12) from 3/24 
- 4/9 and has 15 points (8-7=15) in his last 13 games…Scored a goal at DAL 
(4/9) to reach 120 with the Wild, passing Andrew Brunette (119) for ninth-most in 
franchise history…Ranks T-3rd on the Wild in goals (23) this season.
Quinn Hughes: Owns 53 points (5-48=53) in 48 games with the Wild this season, 
the single-season franchise record among defensemen…His 48 assists with the 
Wild this season mark a single-season record among defensemen…Reached 50 
points (4-46=50) in his 43rd game with Minnesota (vs. VAN, 4/2), becoming the 
fastest player to the 50-point mark in franchise history…Since Jan. 17, ranks T-5th 
in the NHL (second among defensemen) with 33 assists…Leads NHL defensemen 
this season with 34 PPP (2-32=34, T-7th among skaters) and ranks second with 69 
assists (seventh among all skaters) and T-3rd with 76 points (7-69=76)…Leads 
all NHL skaters in TOI/G (27:44) and even strength TOI/G (23:27) and ranks sixth in 
power-play TOI/G (4:09) this season…Since debuting with the Wild on Dec. 14, leads 
NHL defensemen (third among all skaters) with 48 assists and ranks second with 53 
points (5-48=53).
Kirill Kaprizov: Scored two PPG at DAL (4/9) to reach 42 career multi-goal games, 
passing Marian Gaborik (41 MGP) for the all-time franchise record…Owns 19 PGG 
this season, T-2nd in the NHL this season and tied with his own single-season 
franchise record (2023-24)…Needs two goals to tie his single-season franchise 
record set in 2021-22 (47 goals)…Ranks fourth in the NHL this season with 45 
goals and seventh with 269 shots…Ranks first on Wild in goals, points, PPG, GWG 
(7) and shots, and second in assists.
Jared Spurgeon: With an assist at DAL (4/9), reached 438 career points (123-
315=438), passing Marian Gaborik (219-218=437) for third in franchise history, 
and 315 assists, passing Ryan Suter for the franchise record among defensemen 
(second among all skaters).
Vladimir Tarasenko: Ranks T-3rd on the Wild in goals (23).
Yakov Trenin: Owns an NHL-leading 407 hits on the season, a Wild single-season 
record and the second-highest single-season total since the league began tracking 
the stat in 2005-06 (Kieffer Sherwood, 462 hits, 2024-25).
Jesper Wallstedt: Owns a 8-3-4 record against teams currently in a playoff position 
through games played April 11 and leads the NHL with a .930 SV% against such 
teams (min. 10 GP)…Is 9-4-4 with a 2.44 GAA, .920 SV% and two shutouts in 17 
road starts this season…Is 17-9-6 on the season, the highest single-season win 
total ever by a Wild rookie goaltender…Ranks second in the NHL with a .915 SV% 
and T-3rd with four shutouts this season.
Mats Zuccarello: Recorded three assists at DAL (4/9) and owns five multi-point 
efforts in his last seven games (1-10=11).

STANLEY CUP PLAYOFF NOTES

•	 The Minnesota Wild and Dallas Stars will meet in the First Round of the 
2026 Stanley Cup Playoffs.

•	 In its 25th anniversary season, the Wild is making its 15th postseason 
appearance. Among franchises to debut in the 1990s or later, Minnesota 
is the fourth with 15-plus Stanley Cup Playoffs appearances through 
its first 25 seasons (also SJS: 19, OTT: 16 & NSH: 16).

•	 The Wild is making its 12th playoff appearance since 2013, the most 
among all teams.

•	 Minnesota is one of four franchises in NHL history that has claimed 
all of its series wins as the lower-seeded team (4 of 4). The others: 
Columbus (2 of 2), New York Americans (1 of 1) and Seattle (1 of 1).

•	 Kirill Kaprizov (15-6=21 in 25 GP) needs two goals to overtake Zach 
Parise (16) for the most in Wild playoff history. After claiming the club’s 
regular-season goals record March 3, Kaprizov can become the 16th 
player to hold an active franchise’s all-time outright regular-season 
and playoff goals records – Filip Forsberg (NSH), Alex Ovechkin (WSH) 
and Mark Scheifele (WPG/ATL) are the only active players to do so.

•	 Has scored first in 45 games this season, T-6th in the NHL.
•	 Owns a 33-6-6 record (.800) when scoring first this season.
•	 From 11/7 - 11/26/25, did not trail in regulation for over eight 

consecutive games, a franchise-record span of 505:41 minutes, the 
17th longest streak in NHL history.

•	 The Wild scored the game-opening goal in 12 consecutive contests 
from 10/30 - 11/23, a franchise record. The run was tied for the 10th-
longest streak in NHL history and is the longest since Colorado’s 13-
game streak in the 2022-23 season.

•	 As a franchise, holds a 689-182-112 all-time record (.758) when 
scoring first in a regular-season game.

•	 The Wild owns 272 points (124-76-24) since John Hynes debuted as 
Head Coach on 11/28/23, the seventh-best mark in the NHL.

•	 At 45-23-12, ranks third in the Western Conference with 102 points, tied 
for the second-highest point total through a season’s first 780games 
in franchise history.

•	 Required the second-fewest games (77) to hit the 100-point mark in 
franchise history, trailing only 2021-22 (75).

•	 Is 42-17-9 (.684) since Nov. 1, ranking fourth in the NHL in point 
percentage, fifth in points (93) and T-5th in wins.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks first in the NHL in team SV% (.910), T-2nd in team 
GAA (2.60) and fourth in goal differential (plus-51).

•	 All seven wins from 12/8 - 12/20 were in regulation, tying the franchise 
record for most consecutive wins in regulation (2x previously).

•	 Recorded an 12-game point streak (10-0-2) from 11/7 - 12/2, the 
third-longest run in franchise history and the club’s longest since a 
franchise-record 14-game run (11-0-3) from 2/17 - 3/15/23.

•	 Finished 11-1-2 (.857) in November, ranking T-1st in the NHL in wins 
and points (24).

•	 Recorded 10 or more wins in both November and December 2025, 
marking the fourth time in franchise history the team has won 10 or 
more games in consecutive months (February and March, 2014-15; 
December and January, 2016-17; March and April, 2021-22).

•	 Minnesota’s 24 points in November 2025 was the highest November 
total in franchise history, while its 11 wins ranked T-1st (also Nov. 
2011).

•	 Ranks T-7th in the NHL with a plus-8 first-period goal differential this 
season and T-9th by allowing 0.80 first-period goals per game.

•	 Ranks third in the NHL by allowing 0.86 second-period goals per game 
this season and fifth with a plus-19 second-period goal differential.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks T-6th in the NHL by allowing 0.94 third-period goals 
per game and T-7th plus-15 third-period goal differential.

•	 Ranks T-2nd in the NHL with 27 extra-time games played and 15 extra-
time victories (11 OTW, four SOW).

•	 The Wild ranks second in the NHL with eight shutouts this season, tied for 
the single-season franchise record (five other occurances, last 2015-16 
season).
