WILD ACQUIRES GUSTAV NYQUIST

On Saturday, March 1, the Minnesota Wild acquired forward Gustav Nyquist
(pronounced GOO-stahv NIGH-kwihst) from the Nashville Predators in
exchange for a second-round selection in the 2026 NHL Draft. Nashville will
retain 50 percent of Nyquist's contract.

Nyquist, 35 (9/1/89), has tallied 21 points (9-12=21) and 71 shots on
goal in 57 games with Nashville this season. This marks the second time
Minnesota has acquired Nyquist in a trade. He was previously acquired by
the Wild on Feb. 28, 2023, from the Columbus Blue Jackets in exchange for
a fifth-round pick in the 2023 NHL Draft (goaltender Melvin Strahl). Nyquist
tallied five points (1-4=5) in three regular season games and five assists in
six Stanley Cup Playoff games with Minnesota in 2022-23.

The 5-foot-11, 180-pound native of Halmstad, Sweden, has skated in 841
career NHL games and owns 524 points (207-317=524), including 47
power-play goals, 29 game-winning goals, nine shorthanded goals and
1,755 shots in 13 seasons (2011-25) with the Detroit Red Wings, San Jose
Sharks, Columbus, Minnesota and Nashville. He has also recorded 30 points
(6-24=30) in 77 career Stanley Cup Playoff games. Nyquist has represented
Sweden in five international tournaments, including the 2014 Winter
Olympics and the 2025 4 Nations Face-Off. He was originally selected by
Detroit in the fourth round (121st overall) of the 2008 NHL Draft.

Is one of 89 teams in NHL history to record 30 points in a season’s first
20 games, including the 2024-25 Winnipeg Jets. Of the 87 teams to
reach the mark prior to this season, 64 made the Stanley Cup Playoffs.
The Wild began the season with a seven-game season-opening point
streak (5-0-2) from 10/10 - 10/24, marking the fourth time in franchise
history achieving the mark following 2007-08 (7-0-1 in 8 GP), 2008-09
(6-0-1in 7 GP) and 2001-02 (3-0-4 in 7 GP).

Of the 121 previous teams in NHL history to record 16 points or more in
a season’s first 10 games, 87 have made the playoffs.

0f the 60 previous occurrences of a season-opening seven-game point
streak in NHL history, 53 teams made the playoffs. 13 of those teams
won the Stanley Cup.

OUT IN FRONT

The Wild is 22-0-0 when leading through two periods, one of three NHL
teams (Toronto, 26-0-0; Seattle, 13-0-0) with a perfect record when
holding a lead after 40 minutes of play.

Is 18-4-1 when leading through one period this season.

The Wild has scored first in 36 games this season, tied for most in the
NHL, and holds a 24-10-2 record when doing so.

Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31,
the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

The run was also the second-longest streak at any point in Wild history,
trailing only a 414:32 mark in 2014-15.

YOUNG GUNS

The Wild ranks fifth in the NHL with 52 goals registered by players
aged 23 years or younger to start the season (Boldy, Faber, liricek,
Khusnutdinov, Ohgren, Rossi) and T-6th with 139 points (52-87=139) .
Matt Boldy ranks T-4th among NHL players who started the season
age 23 or younger with 52 points (21-31=52) and T-6th with 21 goals.
Marco Rossi is sixth with 51 points (21-30=51) and T-6th with 21
goals.

ROAD DAWGS

Leads the NHL with 45 road points (21-9-3) and 21 road wins while
ranking second with a .682 road point percentage.

Reached 20 road wins in the 28th road game of the season, tying the
2022-23 Boston Bruins for the fourth fewest games in NHL history
required to reach the mark.

The Wild is 15-3-1 this season (.816) when scoring first in a road game,
the fourth-best point percentage in the NHL in that situation.
Recorded a nine-game road point streak (7-0-2) from 11/29 - 12/6,
tied for the longest streak in the NHL this season and T-4th longest in
franchise history.

According to NHL Stats, the only teams with as many points through the
first 15 road games of a season are the Kings in 2023-24 (13-1-1, 27
points), Blackhawks in 2012-13 (12-1-2, 26 points) and the Ducks in
2006-07 (12-1-2, 26 points).

Reached 10 road wins in the team’s 14th road contest of the season
at BUF (11/27), besting the team’s previous low mark of 15 games
(2011-12).

The Wild recorded a five-game road point streak from 10/13 - 10/24,
tied for the longest in franchise history to start a season (also 2002-03
season, 3-0-2).

Minnesota’s recorded five road wins and 11 road points in October,
marking the first time in franchise history the club has reached either
mark in that month.

Minnesota recorded 12 road points in November (5-0-2), the highest
total in franchise history in that month.

Marco Rossi notched his 30th assist of the season at COL (2/28) to
become the second Austrian player in NHL history to reach the 30-assist
mark in a single campaign (Thomas Vanek, 7x).

Recorded a three-game goal and point streak (3-1=4) from 2/8 - 2/25,
tying his career-long goal streak established earlier this season.
Scored the game-winning goal in overtime at DET (2/22).

Ranks second on the team in assists (30), T-2nd in goals (21) and third
on the team in points (21-30=51).

Is the third Austrian player with multiple 20-goal seasons in the NHL,
joining Thomas Vanek (11x) and Michael Grabner (4x). Also the third
Austrian player with 50 points in a season, joining Vanek (9x) and
Grabner (1x).

Notched three assists (0-3=3) vs. CGY (1/25), his fourth three-plus
point performance this season and fifth of his career, to move his
season point total to 43 (17-26=43) and surpass the 40-point total
(21-19=40) he established as a rookie in 2023-24. Also finished with a
plus-2 rating vs. CGY (1/25) and ranks second on the team and T-12th
among NHL forwards with a plus-17 rating on the season.

Brent Burns and Mikko Koivu for third in franchise history.

Recorded the game-winning goal in consecutive contests for the first
time in his career (11/29 vs. CHI, 11/30 vs. NSH).

Tallied two goals (2-0=2) on his 35th birthday vs. CHI (11/29 and
reached 112 career goals, moving past Eric Staal (111 goals) for eighth
on the Wild’s all-time goal list.
