2025-26: Minnesota won the series-opening game, 3-2, in shootout at 
Grand Casino Arena (11/28)…LW Kirill Kaprizov (2-0=2) scored both 
of Minnesota’s goals in regulation…LW Matt Boldy notched the game-
deciding shootout goal…G Jesper Wallstedt posted 39 saves on 41 shots 
and stopped all three shootout attempts to earn the win for the Wild…C 
Nathan MacKinnon led the Avalanche with two points (1-1=2)…LW Gabriel 
Landeskog (1-0=1) also scored a goal…G Scott Wedgewood stopped 37-
of-39 shots faced for Colorado.
WILD LEADERS: RW Vladimir Tarasenko leads Minnesota with 35 points 
(15-20=35) in 47 games against Colorado…RW Mats Zuccarello owns 33 
points (7-26=33) in 35 career matches…LW Kirill Kaprizov has 22 points 
(14-8=22) in 18 games…D Jared Spurgeon owns 20 points (5-15=20) in 
62 games.
WILD GOALIES: Gustavsson is 2-7-1 with a 3.81 GAA and a .884 SV% in nine 
starts against Colorado…G Jesper Wallstedt is 1-0-0 with a 1.85 GAA and 
a .951 SV% in his lone start.
AVALANCHE LEADERS: MacKinnon leads the Avalanche with 65 points (24-
41=65) in 52 career games against Minnesota…Landeskog owns 43 points 
(21-22=43) in 50 games…D Brent Burns has 29 points (5-17=29) in 46 
games…D Cale Makar has 23 points (5-18=23) in 26 games.
AVALANCHE GOALIES: G Mackenzie Blackwood has a 2-4-2 record with a 
2.72 GAA and a .904 SV% in eight career starts vs. Minnesota…Wedgewood 
has a 1-2-2 record with a 2.70 GAA and a .913 SV% in six games (four 
starts) against the Wild.
CONNECTIONS: LW Yakov Trenin recorded three points (2-1=3) in 16 games 
with the Avalanche in 2023-24…Burns was selected by Minnesota in the 
first round (20th overall) of the 2003 NHL Draft and collected 183 points (55-
128=183) and 325 PIM in 453 games with the Wild across seven seasons 
(2003-11)…C Brock Nelson is from Warroad…D Sam Malinski is from 
Lakeville.
FAST FACTS: Minnesota has won three of its last four meetings with Colorado, 
including two shootout victories…The Wild’s 35 all-time home wins over 
Colorado is its most against any single opponent, while its 137 points and 
62 wins ranks second.

NOTES & MILESTONES
Team: Has won seven consecutive games, the longest active streak in the NHL, tied for 
the team’s longest streak of the season (seven GP, 11/15 - 11/29) and T-4th longest in 
franchise history…All seven wins in current winning streak have come in regulation, 
tying the franchise record for most consecutive wins in regulation (2x previously)…
Ranks third in the NHL with 49 points (22-9-5), T-2nd highest total through the first 35 
games of a season in franchise history…Owns an active 14-game home point streak 
(12-0-2) since Nov. 1, the longest run in franchise history and the second-longest 
streak in the NHL this season (COL, active 16 game streak)…Is 19-3-2 (.833) since

Matt Boldy: Scored two goals vs. EDM (2-0=2) to extend his active goal and point streaks 
to four games (5-3=8), tying his career-long goal streak set earlier this season…Posted 
three points (1-2=3) and a plus-2 rating at CBJ (12/18). Per Stats Perform, it was his 
seventh consecutive game as a plus player, tying the franchise record (Zach Parise, Ian 
Cole)…Has 14 points (7-7=12) in his last eight games…For the season, ranks T-3rd 
in NHL in goals (22),T-4th in SHG (two), T-8th in points (22-21=43) and T-9th shots 
(118)…Leads Wild in points and assists and ranks T-1st in goals.
Joel Eriksson Ek: Posted a six-game point streak (4-6=10) from 12/8 - 12/18, T-3rd 
longest of his career…Leads the NHL in total faceoffs taken (767) and ranks fourth 
in faceoffs won (385).
Brock Faber: Skated a season-high 30:57 of TOI at CBJ (12/18)…Since 10/26, ranks 
sixth in the NHL with a 25:20 TOI/G average and T-8th among NHL defensemen in 
goals (six) and T-14th in points (6-13=19) in 27 games.
Filip Gustavsson: Is 5-0-0 in his last five starts, holding a 1.40 GAA, .945 SV% and 
one shutout…In 10 starts since Nov. 16, is 8-1-1 with 1.68 GAA, .938 SV% and two 
shutouts…Since 2022-23 season, his 14 shutouts rank T-4th in NHL.
Ryan Hartman: Owns six points (4-2=6) in his last five games, including two GWG…
Ranks second on the team with three GWG this season.
Quinn Hughes: Skated a career-high 32:02 of TOI at CBJ (12/18), the second highest 
TOI total in an NHL game this season…With an assist vs. WSH (12/16), became the 
second defenseman in Wild history to register a point in each of his first two games 
with the franchise (also C. Barker in 09-10)…Leads all NHL skaters with a 27:33 
TOI/G, even strength TOI/G (22:51) and ranks third in power play TOI/G (4:33) this 
season.
Marcus Johansson: Ranks T-6th in the NHL with four GWG this season…Leads the 
team with a plus-17 rating and ranks third in points (11-16=27) and goals.
Kirill Kaprizov: Notched three points (1-2=3) at CBJ (12/18) to reach 427 career 
points (207-220=427) and move past Jared Spurgeon (119-305=424) for third in Wild 
history…With his three-point performance (1-2=3) at CBJ (12/18), reached 220 career 
assists and passed Marian Gaborik (218) for seventh in franchise history…With a PPG 
vs. WSH (12/16), reached 70 career PPG, establishing a new franchise record, and 206 
career goals, moving past Mikko Koivu (205) for second in franchise history…Ranks 
T-3rd in the NHL with 22 goals, T-5th with eight PPG, T-7th with 121 shots and T-11th 
with 41 points (22-19=41)…Ranks T-1st on Wild in goals and second in points and 
assists…Currently tied for second in franchise history with 145 power-play points (70-
75=145), matching Marian Gaborik (145) and trailing Mikko Koivu (251).
Vladimir Tarasenko: Owns six points (4-2=6 ) during an active three-game point 
streak and nine points (5-4=9) in his last seven games.
Yakov Trenin: Notched nine hits vs. EDM (12/20), tying his season high (also 12/8 at 
SEA)…Leads the NHL with 179 hits, the highest total in franchise history through a 
season’s first 36 games.
Jesper Wallstedt: With a 27-save win at CBJ (12/18), improved to 10-1-2 (.846) and 
set the franchise benchmark for fewest games to 10 wins in a season by a rookie 
goaltender, besting Kaapo Kahkonen (14 GP in 2020-21). He also tied Devan Dubnyk 
(13 GP in 2014-15) for the fastest to 10 wins by any Wild goaltender…Leads the NHL 
with a 1.96 GAA, .936 SV% and four shutouts.
Danila Yurov: Owns five points (1-4=5) in his last five games…Posted a career-high 
three points (1-2=3) and won 10-of-11 faceoffs taken (90.9 pct) vs. WSH (12/16), 
the highest single-game faceoff percentage among NHL rookies this season (min. 
10 faceoffs).
Mats Zuccarello: Has 14 points (2-12=14) in 16 games this season…Team is 12-2-
2 with him in lineup this season.

•	 Matt Boldy and Kirill Kaprizov were Minnesota’s co-leaders in goals in 
November, with each player scoring 10 goals in 14 games. It marked 
the first time in team history that the Wild had two players each score 
10 or more goals in the same calendar month.

•	 Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with 23 first-period goals allowed this season 
and T-3rd with a plus-9 rating in the opening frame.

•	 Ranks first in the NHL with 24 second-period goals allowed and third 
with a plus-11 goal differential in the middle frame this season.

•	 Ranks T-9th in NHL with six extra-time victories (three OTW, three SOW).
•	 Since losing three out of four extra-time games to start the season, has 

won five out of seven extra-time games.

•	 Leads NHL with seven shutouts this season, one shy of tying the single-
season franchise record (eight SO, five occurances, last 2015-16 season).
