Team: At 26-11-8, ranks T-2nd in the NHL with 60 points, the fourth-highest point
total through a season’s first 45 games in franchise history...Went 4-1-2 (.714) on
a seven-game road trip from 12/27 - 1/8...1s 11-3-2 (.750) on the road since Nov. 7,
ranking second in the NHL with 24 road points in that span...Is 23-5-5 (.773) since
Nov. 1, ranking second in the NHL in wins and points (51)...Since Nov. 1, leads NHL

For the season, ranks third in the NHL in goals (26), T-6th in SHG (two), T-8th in
shots (146) and T-14th in points (26-23=49)...Ranks first on Wild in goals, second
in points and assists, and T-2nd in GWG (three).

Joel Eriksson Ek: Owns 16 points (7-9=16) in his last 16 games...Leads the NHL in
total faceoffs taken (936) and ranks fourth in faceoffs won (465).

Brock Faber: Owns an active three-game point streak (2-3=5)...Scored his 10th
goal of the season at SEA (1/8), tying his single-season career high set in 2024-
25...With his goal at SEA (1/8), pushed his career total to 28 and moved past Marco
Scandella (27) for seventh all-time among Wild defensemen...With an assist at LAK
(1/5), reached 100 career points (27-73=100) to become the fastest defenseman

a.927 SV% (min. 6 GP)...In 14 starts since Nov. 16, is 10-2-2 and ranks second in
the NHL with a 1.91 GAA, T-2nd with two shutouts, T-5th with a .928 SV% and T-8th
in wins (min. nine GP)...Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with three shutouts this season.

Quinn Hughes: Has tallied 12 assists since making his Wild debut on Dec. 14, second
among NHL defensemen and T-6th among all skaters during that span...Owns 13 points
(1-12=13) in 13 games with Minnesota. . .Ranks third among NHL defensemen in assists
(33) and T-5th in scoring (3-33=36) this season...Leads all NHL skaters with a 27:30
TOI/G, even strength TOI/G (22:53) and T-2nd in power-play TOI/G (4:30) this season.
Marcus Johansson: Currently at 197 career goals...Ranks T-12th in the NHL with
four GWG this season...Leads the team with a plus-21 rating (T-6th among NHL
forwards) and ranks third in goals, T-3rd in points (12-20=32) and fourth in assists.
Kirill Kaprizov: Finished with two assists at SEA (1/8) to move his career point total to
437 (209-228=437) and tie Marian Gaborik (219-218=437) for second in franchise
history. ..Has surpassed the 50-point plateau for the sixth time in his career, moving
past Gaborik (5x) and trailing only Mikko Koivu (7x) for most in franchise history...
Ranks fifth in the NHL with 158 shots, T-6th with 24 goals, T-7th with nine PPG, and
T-9th with 51 points (24-27=51)...Ranks first on Wild in points and assists and
second in goals.

Nico Sturm: Posted an assist at LAK (1/5) to reach 100 career points (49-51=100)
in his 353rd NHL game.

Yakov Trenin: Leads the NHL with 220 hits, the highest total in franchise history
through a season’s first 45 games and tied for the second-highest total in the NHL
through 45 games since the 2006-07 season.

Jesper Wallstedt: Stopped 26-0f-28 shots faced at SEA (1/8) to improve to 12-2-4 on
the season and tie Darcy Kuemper (2013-14) and Kaapo Kahkonen (2021-22) for the
second wins in a season by a Wild rookie goaltender. Kahkonen also tops the list with
16 in 2020-21...Leads the NHL with a .928 SV% and ranks T-1st with four shutouts
and fourth with a 2.28 SV%...Is 6-1-3 with a 2.17 GAA, .926 SV% and two shutouts
on the road this season.

Mats Zuccarello: Notched the game-winning goal at the 2:09 mark in OT at SEA (1/8)...
Has recorded a point in 15 of the 25 games he’s played in this season (4-15=20).

Is 23-5-5 (.773) since Nov. 1, ranking second in the NHL in wins and
points (51).

Since Nov. 1, leads NHL in team SV% (.927) and ranks second in team
GAA (2.11) and goal differential (plus-38).

Recorded a seven-game road point streak (5-0-2) from 12/8 - 1/3, the
team’s longest road point streak since a nine-game run last season
(Oct. 29 - Dec. 6, 2024).

Recorded a 14-game home point streak (12-0-2) from 11/1 - 12/20, the
longest run in franchise history and the second-longest streak in the
NHL this season (COL, active 16 game streak).

Won seven consecutive games from 12/8 - 12/20, tied for the team’s
longest streak of the season (also seven GP, 11/15 - 11/29) and T-4th
longest in franchise history.

All seven wins from 12/8 - 12/20 were in regulation, tying the franchise
record for most consecutive wins in regulation (2x previously).
Recorded an 12-game point streak (10-0-2) from 11/7 - 12/2, the
third-longest run in franchise history and the club’s longest since a
franchise-record 14-game run (11-0-3) from 2/17 - 3/15/23.

Finished 10-3-2 (.733) in December, ranking T-3rd in the NHL in points
(22) and T-4th in wins.

Finished 11-1-2 (.857) in November, ranking T-1st in the NHL in wins
and points (24).

Recorded 10 or more wins in both November and December 2025,
marking the fourth time in franchise history the team has won 10 or
more games in consecutive months (February and March, 2014-15;
December and January, 2016-17; March and April, 2021-22).
Minnesota’s 24 points in November 2025 was the highest November
total in franchise history, while its 11 wins ranked T-1st (also Nov.
2011).

Matt Boldy and Kirill Kaprizov were Minnesota’s co-leaders in goals in
November, with each player scoring 10 goals in 14 games. It marked
the first time in team history that the Wild had two players each score
10 or more goals in the same calendar month.

OUT IN FRONT

Has scored first in 28 games this season, T-2nd in the NHL.

Owns a 20-3-5 record (.804) when scoring first this season.

From 11/7 - 11/26/25, did not trail in regulation for over eight
consecutive games, a franchise-record span of 505:41 minutes, the
17th longest streak in NHL history.

The Wild scored the game-opening goal in 12 consecutive contests
from 10/30 - 11/23, a franchise record. The run was tied for the 10th-
longest streak in NHL history and is the longest since Colorado’s 13-
game streak in the 2022-23 season.

As a franchise, holds a 676-179-111 all-time record (.757) when
scoring first in a regular-season game.



KIRILL THE THRILL HE'S GOING STREAKING

career point total to 437 (209-228=437) and tie Marian Gaborik (219-
218=437) for second in franchise history.

Has surpassed the 50-point plateau for the sixth time in his career,
moving past Gaborik (5x) and trailing only Mikko Koivu (7x) for most in
franchise history.

Ranks fifth in the NHL with 158 shots, T-6th with 24 goals, T-7th with
nine PPG, and T-9th with 51 points (24-27=51).

Ranks first on Wild in points and assists and second in goals.

Tallied an assist at VGK (12/29), reaching 225 career assists and
passing Mikael Granlund (224) for sixth in franchise history

With two helpers at SEA (1/8), recording his 45th career multi-assist
game and moved past teammates Jared Spurgeon and Mats Zuccarello
for the third most in Wild history.

Recorded a power-play assist at WPG (12/27), reaching 146 career
power-play points (70-76=146) and passing Marian Gaborik (145) for
second in franchise history (Koivu, 251).

Posted three points (1-2=3) at CBJ (12/18) to reach 427 career points
(207-220=427) and move past Spurgeon (119-305=424) for third in
Wild history.

Quinn Hughes has tallied 12 assists since making his Wild debut on
Dec. 14, second among NHL defensemen and T-6th among all skaters
during that span.
