The Minnesota Wild saw five players and numerous staff members participate
in the inaugural NHL 4 Nations Face-0ff in Montreal and Boston over the last
two weeks.

Defenseman Jonas Brodin, forward Joel Eriksson Ek and goaltender Filip
Gustavsson represented Sweden. Brodin finished with one goal (1-0=1)
while averaging 17:06 of TOl in three games played, Eriksson Ek notched two
points (1-1=2) and tied for the tournament lead with a plus-4 rating while
averaging 19:44 of TOI across three games (third-most among tournament
forwards), and Gustavsson saved 26-0f-32 shots faced across parts of two
games, earning a 0-0-1 record.

Forward Matt Boldy and defenseman Brock Faber where joined by Wild
President of Hockey Operations and General Manager Bill Guerin (General
Manager, Team USA), Assistant General Manager Chris Kelleher (Director
of Player Personnel, Team USA), Head Coach John Hynes (Assistant Coach,
Team USA), Head Athletic Trainer John Worley (Athletic Trainer, Team USA),
Assistant Athletic Trainer and Massage Therapist Travis Green (Athletic
Trainer, Team USA) and Orthopedic Surgeon Joel Boyd (Team Physician,
Team USA) in representing the United States. Boldy finished the tournament
with three points (1-2=3) and a plus-2 rating while averaging 16:01 of TOI
across four games, while Faber finished with two assists (0-2=2) and a
plus-3 rating, tied for third among tournament skaters, while averaging
23:20 of TOI across four games (tops among USA skaters and sixth among
tournament skaters).

With 70 points (33-19-4) this season, the Wild has recorded the fourth-
highest point total in franchise history through a season’s first 56
games.

Is one of 89 teams in NHL history to record 30 points in a season’s first
20 games, including the 2024-25 Winnipeg Jets. Of the 87 teams to
reach the mark prior to this season, 64 made the Stanley Cup Playoffs.
The Wild began the season with a seven-game season-opening point
streak (5-0-2) from 10/10 - 10/24, marking the fourth time in franchise
history achieving the mark following 2007-08 (7-0-1 in 8 GP), 2008-09
(6-0-1in 7 GP) and 2001-02 (3-0-4 in 7 GP).

0Of the 121 previous teams in NHL history to record 16 points or more in
a season’s first 10 games, 87 have made the playoffs.

0f the 60 previous occurrences of a season-opening seven-game point
streak in NHL history, 53 teams made the playoffs. 13 of those teams
won the Stanley Cup.

OUT IN FRONT

The Wild is 22-0-0 when leading through two periods, one of three NHL
teams (Toronto, 23-0-0; Seattle, 13-0-0) with a perfect record when
holding a lead after 40 minutes of play.

Is 18-2-1 when leading through one period this season.

The Wild has scored first in 34 games this season, tied for most in the
NHL, and holds a 24-8-2 record when doing so.

Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31,
the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

The run was also the second-longest streak at any point in Wild history,
trailing only a 414:32 mark in 2014-15.

The Wild ranks fifth in the NHL with 49 goals and with 130 points (49-
81=130) registered by players aged 23 years or younger to start the
season (Boldy, Faber, Jiricek, Khusnutdinov, Ohgren, Rossi).

Matt Boldy ranks fifth among NHL players who started the season age
23 or younger with 48 points (20-28=48) and T-5th with 20 goals.
Marco Rossi is T-6th with 47 points (19-28=47) and T-7th with 19
goals.

ROAD DAWGS

Leads the NHL with 43 road points (20-7-3), 20 road wins and a .717
road point percentage.
