2023-24: Minnesota went 2-1-0 in the season series...The Wild won the 
series-opening game, 3-0, at Climate Pledge Arena (12/10) and the second 
game, 5-2, in Seattle (2/24)…Seattle earned a 4-3 win in the final game of 
the regular season at Xcel Energy Center...RW Mats Zuccarello led the Wild 
with six points (1-5=6)...LW Kirill Kaprizov recorded five points (3-2=5)…
LW Matt Boldy tallied four points (2-2=4)...C Ryan Hartman added three 
assists…G Filip Gustavsson saved all 24 shots faced to earn the shutout 
win in the first meeting…G Marc-Andre Fleury went 1-1-0 with a 2.54 GAA 
and a .914 SV%…D Vince Dunn (1-0=1) and RW Jordan Eberle (1-0=1) 
have scored for Seattle…G Joey Daccord went 1-2-0 with a 3.87 GAA and a 
.855 SV% in three starts…G Philipp Grubauer entered the second game in 
relief and stopped 17-of-18 shots faced.
WILD LEADERS: Kaprizov leads Minnesota with 11 points (4-7=11) in eight 
career games against Seattle…Hartman (3-6=9 in seven games) and 
Zuccarello (3-6=9 in eight games) own nine points each…Boldy owns eight 
points (5-3=8) in seven games...C Joel Eriksson Ek has seven points (3-
4=7) in nine games.
WILD GOALIES: Fleury is 5-2-1 with a 2.11 GAA, a .930 SV% and one shutout 
in eight career starts vs. the Kraken…Gustavsson shutout Seattle in his 
lone start (12/10/23)...G Jesper Wallstedt has not faced the Kraken.
KRAKEN LEADERS: C Jaden Schwartz leads the Kraken with 28 points 
(14-14=28) in 43 career contests vs. Minnesota…Eberle has 24 points 
(8-16=24) in 40 games...LW Chandler Stephenson owns 19 points (4-
15=19) in 20 games...LW Andre Burakovsky owns 16 points (4-12=16) in 
26 contests.
KRAKEN GOALIES: Daccord is 1-2-0 with a 3.87 GAA and a .855 SV% in three 
career starts against the Wild...Grubauer is 9-7-0 with a 2.95 GAA, a .894 
SV% and one shutout in 18 career games (17 starts) against the Wild.
CONNECTIONS: LW Marcus Johansson recorded 23 points (6-17=23) in 51 
games with Seattle in 2021-22…D Will Borgen hails from Moorhead and 
skated in four seasons at St. Cloud State University (2015-18)…Seattle 
Assistant Coach Bob Woods served as an Assistant Coach for the Wild for 
parts of seven seasons (2017-24)…Kraken television analyst J.T. Brown 
recorded eight points (3-5=8) in 56 games with Minnesota in 2018-19.
FAST FACTS: Minnesota is 6-2-0 in its last eight games against Seattle, 
outscoring the Kraken, 27-16...The Wild has won four consecutive games in 
Seattle, outscoring the Kraken, 13-4.

Mats Zuccarello: Currently at 199 career goals.

STONE-COLD KIRILL-ER

•	 Kirill Kaprizov led Minnesota in points (46-50=96) and goals and was 
second in assists last season.

•	 Ranked T-3rd in the NHL with 19 PPG, fifth with 41 PPP (19-22=41), 
T-8th in goals, T-11th with eight GWG and 11th in points.

•	 Currently with 58 career PPGs, needs one more to tie Marian Gaborik 
(59 PPGs with MIN) for third-most in franchise history.

•	 With an assist at LAK (4/15), became the second player in franchise 
history with multiple 50-assist seasons (also 2021-22).

•	 With a three-point game (2-1=3) at San Jose (4/13), reached 10 multi-
goal games for the season, tying Gaborik (2007-08) for the single-
season franchise record, and 11 three-point games on the season, 
breaking his own franchise record set in 2021-22. Also surpassed his 
own franchise record for single-season PPGs against San Jose (4/13), 
netting his 18th of the season to beat the mark he set in 2022-23.

•	 With two goals and an assist at CHI (4/7), recorded his 10th three-point 
game of the season, matching his own franchise record (also 2021-22 
season), and moved his career point total to 322 (154-168=322) to 
pass Brunette (119-202=321) for seventh place on the Wild’s all-time 
scoring list.

•	 Notched his 22nd career GWG at CHI (4/7), tying Jason Zucker for fifth-
most in franchise history. 

•	 Is the first player in franchise history to post three consecutive seasons 
with 40-plus goals.

•	 Is one of four NHL players (Matthews, Pastrnak, Draisaitl) with 40-plus 
goals in each of the last three seasons (2021-24).

•	 With a two-point game (0-2=2) vs. SJS (3/28), became the first player 
in franchise history with multiple 80-point seasons.

•	 Scored his 150th career goal in his 265th career NHL game at ANA 
(3/19/24) to became the fourth-fastest active NHL skater to reach the 
mark, trailing only Auston Matthews (223 GP), Alex Ovechkin (234 GP) 
and Steven Stamkos (245 GP).

•	 With two goals and an assist vs. ARI (3/12/24), recorded his 25th 
career multi-goal game, tying Zach Parise for second-most in franchise 
history. Also posted the 29th three-point game of his career vs. ARI 
(3/12), tying Marian Gaborik for second-most in franchise history.

•	 Reached 300 career points (143-157=300) vs. SJS (3/3/24) in his 
258th career game, becoming the fastest player in franchise history 
and the fifth fastest active NHL player to reach the milestone (Crosby, 
219; Ovechkin, 237; McDavid, 240; Malkin, 240).

•	 Kaprizov recorded the 28th three-point game of his career vs. SJS (3/3, 
3-0=3). Only two players have more such games in a Wild sweater 
(Mikko Koivu, 34 and Marian Gaborik, 29).

•	 Was named the NHL’s First Star of the Week for the period ending 
2/26/24 after posting six goals and 12 points in four contests (6-6—
12), marking his third First Star honor of the season. Became the first 
player in franchise history to earn NHL First Star of the Week honors 
three times in a single season (also 12/24/23 and 1/21/24).

•	 Kaprizov has now been named an NHL Star of the Week five times in his 
career, trailing only Devan Dubnyk (6x) for most in franchise history. He 
is the only Wild player to receive four First Star awards (also 1/18/21).

•	 With three points (2-1=3) at SEA (2/24), recorded his 80th career 
multi-point game to move past Zach Parise (79 MPG with MIN) for sole 
possession of third-most in franchise history.

•	 Kaprizov posted his fourth career regular-season hat trick vs. VAN 
(2/19/24) and finished with a career-high six points (3-3=6), which 
tied the single-game franchise record. 

•	 With a 3-1=4 line in the third period vs. VAN (2/19/24), Kaprizov also 
tied the franchise records for single-period goals and single-period 
points.

•	 Became the first player in franchise history to reach 50 points in four 
consecutive seasons with an assist at ARI (2/14/24).

•	 Kaprizov recorded the 22nd game-winning goal of his career at CHI (4/7/23), 
tying Jason Zucker for fifth on the all-time franchise list.

•	 Became the 11th player in franchise history to record 30 goals in a 

single season, reaching the mark vs. SJS (3/28/24).
•	 Opened the season with a goal (1-0=1) and five hits vs. CBJ (10/10), 

tied for the ninth-highest single-game hit total of his career.
•	 Eriksson Ek posted an eight-game point streak (7-8=15) from 2/9/24 

to 2/24/24, a career long.

Rolston (39 PPGs with MIN) for sixth on the franchise’s all-time list.
•	 Eriksson Ek reached 100 career goals by scoring a PPG at BUF

BOLDY AND THE BEAUTIFUL

•	 Matt Boldy finished T-15th in the NHL with seven GWG in 2023-24.
•	 Opened the 2024-25 season with three points (1-2=3) vs. CBJ (10/10), 

marking his 12th career three-point game and becoming the sixth player in 
franchise history with three-plus points in the season opener.

•	 Finished 2023-24 second on the Wild with 69 points (29-40=69), reaching 
a new single-season career high with an assist at VGK (4/12).

•	 Scored the overtime winner vs. NSH (3/10/24) to record his 11th career 
three-point outing, moving within three of tying Marian Gaborik (14) for 
the most by a Wild skater before age 23.

•	 With two assists vs. SJS (3/3/24), moved to 151 career points (69-
82=151) and became the 26th player to reach the 150-point mark with 
the Wild.

•	 Boldy notched his 11th career multi-goal game with a 2-0=2 line at 
EDM (2/23/24). According to NHL Stats, is one of two Wild players with 
as many such performances before turning 23 is Marian Gaborik (14 
times).

•	 Tied a career-high with four points (1-3=4) vs. VAN (2/19/24).
•	 Recorded three consecutive multi-point games from 2/9-2/14, a 

career-long.
•	 Collected his 100th career point (45-55=100) in the 125th game of 

his career at PIT (4/6/23). Among players to debut with the franchise, 
he required the second-fewest games to reach the mark behind Kirill 
Kaprizov (92 GP).

BROCKED AND LOADED
