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OUT IN FRONT

The Wild is 27-0-0 when leading through two periods, one of two NHL
teams (Seattle, 16-0-0) with a perfect record when holding a lead after
40 minutes of play.

Is 20-4-1 when leading through one period this season.

The Wild has scored first in 41 games this season, tied for most in the
NHL, and holds a 29-10-2 record when doing so.

Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31,
the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

The run was also the second-longest streak at any point in Wild history,
trailing only a 414:32 mark in 2014-15.

ROAD DAWGS

Second in the NHL with 47 road points (22-11-3) and a .653 road point
percentage while ranking third with 22 road wins.

Reached 20 road wins in the 28th road game of the season, tying the
2022-23 Boston Bruins for the fourth fewest games in NHL history
required to reach the mark.

The Wild is 16-3-1 this season (.825) when scoring first in a road game,
the fourth-best point percentage in the NHL in that situation.
Recorded a nine-game road point streak (7-0-2) from 11/29 - 12/6,
tied for the longest streak in the NHL this season and T-4th longest in
franchise history.

According to NHL Stats, the only teams with as many points through the
first 15 road games of a season are the Kings in 2023-24 (13-1-1, 27
points), Blackhawks in 2012-13 (12-1-2, 26 points) and the Ducks in
2006-07 (12-1-2, 26 points).

Reached 10 road wins in the team’s 14th road contest of the season
at BUF (11/27), besting the team’s previous low mark of 15 games
(2011-12).

The Wild recorded a five-game road point streak from 10/13 - 10/24,
tied for the longest in franchise history to start a season (also 2002-03
season, 3-0-2).

Minnesota’s recorded five road wins and 11 road points in October,
marking the first time in franchise history the club has reached either
mark in that month.

Minnesota recorded 12 road points in November (5-0-2), the highest
total in franchise history in that month.

YOUNG GUNS

The Wild ranks T-8th in the NHL with 57 goals and 10th with 152 points
(57-95=152) registered by players aged 23 years or younger to start the
season (Boldy, Faber, Jiricek, Khusnutdinov, Ohgren, Rossi).

Matt Boldy ranks fifth among NHL players who started the season age
23 or younger with 60 points (23-37=60), T-6th with 37 assists and
T-7th with 23 goals. Marco Rossi is T-8th with 54 points (22-32=54),
T-9th with 22 goals and T-12th with 32 assists.

The Wild is 37-3-2 (.892) when scoring three-plus goals in regulation
this season, the fifth-best point percentage in the NHL in that situation.

The Wild is 29-2-3 (.897) when allowing two or fewer goals in regulation
this season.

The Wild is 23-14-0 (.622) when allowing fewer than 30 shots on
goal this season, the third-best point percentage in the NHL in that
situation.

Notched his 30th assist of the season at COL (2/28) to become the
second Austrian player in NHL history to reach the 30-assist mark in a
single campaign (Thomas Vanek, 7x).

Recorded a three-game goal and point streak (3-1=4) from 2/8 - 2/25,
tying his career-long goal streak established earlier this season.

Since March 1, leads the NHL with a .940 save percentage while
ranking T-2nd with six wins and two shutouts and fourth with a 1.69
goals-against average (min. six games played).

Posted a 161:49 shutout streak from 3/17 - 3/22, the longest home
shutout streak in franchise history and the sixth-longest shutout streak
in the NHL this season and in franchise history.

Recorded his 11th shutout with the Wild vs. SEA (3/19) and moved past
Josh Harding (10 shutouts) for fifth-most in franchise history.

Per NHL Stats, his five shutouts this season are tied for the second-
highest single-season total in Wild history (Backstrom, eight in 2008-
09).

Owns a 28-16-4 record for the season and ranks T-2nd in the NHL
with five shutouts, T-3rd in save percentage (.918), sixth in wins and
seventh in GAA (2.47).

Is 70-43-15 in his career with the Wild since joining the franchise in
2022-23. Gustavsson ranks third in the NHL during that span with a
.916 save percentage (min. 50 games), T-4th with 11 shutouts and
T-9th with a 2.55 GAA.

Stopped a penalty stop at SEA (3/4) to remain a perfect 4/4 against
penalty shots for his career.

Fleury became the fourth goaltender in NHL history to reach 1,000 games
played when he started vs. WPG (12/31/23).

Fleury has recorded a shutout against 29-0f-32 NHL teams (St. Louis,
Vegas and Minnesota), the most in league history.
