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In Buffalo’s last 16 games dating back to Jan. 21 at Vancouver, JJ Peterka 
is tied with Rasmus Dahlin for the team lead in points (19) and points per 
game (1.19).

Peterka registered two points on March 
6 at Tampa Bay (1+1) and surpassed his 
previous single-season career high in 
points (50), which he set in 82 games in 
2023-24.

Peterka is one goal away from reaching 20 
goals for the second consecutive season.

He would become the first Sabres skater 
to record multiple seasons of 20 or more 
goals at age 23 or younger since Jack 
Eichel (five times).

Among all NHL defensemen, Rasmus Dahlin ranks sixth in assists per game 
(0.74) and fourth in points per game (0.94) this season.

Dahlin leads all Sabres skaters with 13 multi-point games and eight multi-
assist games this season.

The Sabres are 10-10-5 all-time on March 10.

March 10, 1976: After entering the third period trailing 6-2, Craig Ramsay, 
Jim Lorentz and Rene Robert each score within a span of 1:13 before Gilbert 
Perreault scores twice to lift the Sabres to a 7-6 win at Pittsburgh.

March 10, 1980: The Sabres trade Jerry Korab to Los Angeles for a first-round 
draft choice in 1982 that would eventually be used to select Phil Housley.

March 10, 1981: Buffalo trades Rick Martin to Los Angeles for a third-round 
draft choice in 1981 (Colin Chisholm) and a first round-draft choice in 1983 
(Tom Barrasso).

March 10, 1998: Dominik Hasek appears in his 308th game with the Sabres, 
at the time overtaking Don Edwards for the franchise’s record for most games 
played by a goaltender.

March 10, 2022: Craig Anderson earns his 300th NHL win and Tage Thompson 
plays in his 200th career NHL game in a 3-1 victory over the Golden Knights.
