% Columbus (1-2-0) and Ottawa (2-1-0) concluded the season series with each team winning their respective road contests.

% The Blue Jackets had their four-game win streak snapped tonight. It was tied for the longest win streak this season (Oct.
25-Nov. 1).

% The club also had its four-game home points streak (3-0-1) snapped with the regulation loss to the Senators.

% The Jackets scored in the opening 10 minutes of the game for the second-straight contest with Monahan’s goal 7:46 into
the first period. The team has scored in the first 10 minutes in five of the last seven outings.

PLAYER NOTES

% CBoone Jenner (8-17-25, 35 GP) collected an assist and has picked up 1-3-4 in his last four games played. He
improved to 11-6-17 in 29 career contests against Ottawa, including points in all three games of the 2025-26 series
(2-2-4).
