2024-25: Minnesota went 2-2-0 against Dallas in 2024-25…The Stars won 
the series-opening game, 2-1, in Saint Paul (11/16) and the third meeting, 
3-0, in Dallas (3/24)…The Wild won the second game, 3-2, in overtime in 
Dallas (12/27) and the series finale, 3-2, in overtime at Grand Casino Arena 
(4/6)…LW Matt Boldy led Minnesota with five points (1-4=5)…C Marco 
Rossi (1-2=3) and D Jared Spurgeon (0-3=3) had three points each…G Filip 
Gustavsson went 2-2-0 with a 2.02 GAA and a .934 SV% in starting all four 
games for the Wild…LW Mason Marchment led Dallas with four points (3-
1=4)…C Wyatt Johnston (2-1=3) and D Ilya Lyubushkin (0-3=3) had three 
points each for Dallas…G Jake Oettinger went 2-0-2 with a 1.74 GAA, .939

.794 SV%.
STARS LEADERS: C Tyler Seguin leads Dallas with 51 points (20-31=51) in 
45 career games against Minnesota…LW Jamie Benn has 50 points (20-
30=50) in 59 games…RW Mikko Rantanen owns 41 points (16-25=41) in 
39 games…C Matt Duchene has 40 points (13-27=40) in 59 career games.
STARS GOALIES: Oettinger is 7-0-3 with a 2.21 GAA, .922 SV% and one shutout 
in 12 career games (11 starts) against Minnesota…G Casey DeSmith is 5-1-
1 with a 2.53 GAA and a .915 SV% in seven starts.
CONNECTIONS: Minnesota General Manager Bill Guerin recorded 159 points 
(72-87=159) and 337 PIM in 216 games with Dallas…Wild Hockey Operations 
Advisor Mike Modano posted 1,359 points (557-802=1,359) in 20 seasons 
with the North Stars/Stars organization…Modano won the 1999 Stanley 
Cup with Dallas and previously served as Executive Advisor and Alternate 
Governor of the Stars for two seasons (2013-15)…Zuccarello tallied three 
points (1-2=3) in two regular season games and added 11 points (4-7=11) 
in 13 playoff games with Dallas (2018-19)…Oettinger is from Lakeville…C 
Sam Steel tallied 28 points (10-18=28), 18 PIM and a plus-11 rating in 65 
games in one season with Minnesota (2022-23).

NOTES & MILESTONES

Team: Leads the NHL with a 47.1 power-play percentage and eight PPG (nine PPO)…
The team’s eight PPG marks its highest total ever through a season’s first three 
games…Has opened the season with three consecutive games of scoring three-plus 
goals for the fourth time in franchise history…Finished with 52 shots on goal vs. CBJ 
(10/11), setting a new single-game franchise record.
John Hynes: Became the 50th bench boss in NHL history to reach the 750-games 
coached milestone vs. LAK (10/13)…Ranks fourth in NHL history among American-
born head coaches in wins (346) and games coached, and ranks 49th all-time in wins.
Matt Boldy: Ranks T-1st on team and T-3rd in the NHL with seven points (3-4=7) and 
three goals…Ranks T-1st in NHL in PPP (2-3=5)…Owns an active three-game goal 
and point streak…Is the fourth player in franchise history to open a season with a 
three-game goal streak (C. Stewart, 2017-18; Z. Parise, 2015-16; A. Miettinen, 2008-
09)…Along with Kirill Kaprizov (3-4=7 this season), has tied Antti Miettinen (5-2=7 
in 2008-09) for the second-most points in Wild history through the first three games 
of a season (Mikko Koivu, 1-8=9 in 2008-09)…Recorded the 20th three-point game 
(1-2=3) of his career vs. CBJ (10/11), one shy of tying Mats Zuccarello (21) for fourth 
in franchise history.
Jonas Brodin: Made his season debut vs. CBJ (10/11), posting a 16:57 TOI mark to 
move his career total to 19,002:20 and become the third player in franchise history to 
reach the 19,000-minute milestone.
Zeev Buium: T-1st among NHL rookies with three points (1-2=3)…Finished with 
two points (1-1=2) and scored his first career NHL goal (Merzlikins) vs. CBJ (10/11), 
becoming the fourth-youngest defenseman in Wild history to score a goal (19 years, 
308 days)…Finished with a career-high 24:39 of TOI vs CBJ (10/11), joining Jonas 
Brodin (18 occurrences) as the only players in Wild history to post 24-plus minutes of 
TOI before turning 20 years old.
Joel Eriksson Ek: Scored a goal at STL (10/9) to reach 300 career points (137-
163=300) and become the 11th player to reach 300 points in a Wild sweater.
Filip Gustavsson: Posted a 26-save shutout at STL (10/9), reaching 12 for his 
career and tying Manny Fernandez for fourth-most in Wild history…Became the first 
goaltender in franchise history to post a shutout in multiple season openers (also 
10/12/23) and is the only active goalie to accomplish the feat for any franchise.
Ryan Hartman: Finished with seven shots on goal vs. CBJ (10/11), the third-highest 
total of his NHL career…Scored two goals (2-0=2) at STL (10/9)…Has scored 99 
career goals with the Wild.
Kirill Kaprizov: Ranks T-1st on team and T-3rd in the NHL with seven points (3-4=7) 
and three goals…Ranks T-1st in NHL in PPP (3-2=5) and second in PPG…Owns 
an active three-game point streak (3-4=7)…With a PPG vs. LAK (10/13), reached 
136 career power-play points (65-71=136) and tied Andrew Brunette (55-81=136) for 
fourth-most in Minnesota history…Along with Matt Boldy (3-4=7 this season), has 
tied Antti Miettinen (5-2—7 in 2008-09) for the second-most points in Wild history 
through the first three games of a season (Mikko Koivu, 1-8—9 in 2008-09)…Posted 
a career-high 11 shots on goal vs. CBJ (10/11), tying the franchise single-game record 
(Parise, 1/17/19 vs. ANA; Rolston, 10/7/06 vs. ANA).
Marco Rossi: Notched his first career shootout goal vs. LAK (10/13), the game 
winner…Has played in 170 consecutive regular-season games dating back to the 
2022-23 season, the longest such streak among Wild players and T-31st among active 
NHL players.
Jared Spurgeon: Currently at 299 career assists, could join Mikko Koivu (504 assists) 
and Ryan Suter (314 assists) as the only players to reach 300 assists with the Wild…
Scored a power-play goal vs. LAK (10/13) to reach 133 career powerplay points (35-
98=133) and tie Pierre-Marc Bouchard (29-104=133) for sixth-most in Wild history.
Vladimir Tarasenko: Notched his first point in a Wild sweater with an assist vs. CBJ 
(10/11)…Made his Wild debut at STL (10/9)…His 304 career goals and 690 career 
points leads the current Wild roster…Ranks T-36th among active NHL players in goals.
Yakov Trenin: Currently at 98 career points (55-43=98).
Jesper Wallstedt: Made a career-high 31 saves to earn his first career home-ice win 
and first career shoot victory in his season debut vs. LAK (10/13).
Danila Yurov: Made his NHL debut vs. LAK (10/13), winning 6-of-8 faceoffs taken.

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Wild General Manager and President of Hockey Operations Bill Guerin is 
serving as the General Manager of the 2026 United States Men’s Ice Hockey 
Team. He is joined on Team USA’s staff by Wild Head Coach John Hynes, 
who will serve as an assistant coach; Wild Assistant General Manager Chris 
Kelleher, who will work on the management staff; Wild Head Athletic Trainer 
John Worley and Assistant Athletic Trainer and Massage Therapist Travis 
Green, who will work as athletic trainers, and Wild Orthopedic Surgeon Joel 
Boyd, who will serve as team physician.

Wild forward Nico Sturm was selected to Germany’s preliminary roster. The 
native of Augsburg had eight points (six goals, two assists) in 10 games 
at the 2023 for silver-winning Germany at the 2023 Worlds, and he also 
competed at the tournament the following year.

The Minnesota Wild will commemorate the team’s 25th season with four 
special 25th anniversary games. These special 25th anniversary games 
will include alumni appearances, all-arena fan giveaways, limited-edition 
bobblehead ticket packages, in-arena activations and more.

DOWN BUT NOT OUT

OUT IN FRONT

•	 Recorded a 23-13-5 record on the road last season, establishing a 
franchise record with 51 road points.

•	 Ranked fourth in the NHL in road points, road point percentage (.622) 
and T-4th in road wins.

•	 Reached 20 road wins in the 28th road game of the season, tying the 
2022-23 Boston Bruins for the fourth fewest games in NHL history 
required to reach the mark.

•	 The Wild was 16-4-2 last season (.773) when scoring first in a road 
game, the seventh-best point percentage in the NHL in that situation.

•	 Recorded a nine-game road point streak (7-0-2) from 11/29 - 12/6, 
tied for the longest streak in the NHL this season and T-4th longest in 
franchise history.

•	 According to NHL Stats, the only teams with as many points through the 
first 15 road games of a season are the Kings in 2023-24 (13-1-1, 27 
points), Blackhawks in 2012-13 (12-1-2, 26 points) and the Ducks in 
2006-07 (12-1-2, 26 points).

•	 Reached 10 road wins in the team’s 14th road contest of the season 
at BUF (11/27), besting the team’s previous low mark of 15 games 
(2011-12).

•	 The Wild recorded a five-game road point streak from 10/13 - 10/24, 
tied for the longest in franchise history to start a season (also 2002-03 
season, 3-0-2).

•	 Minnesota recorded five road wins and 11 road points in October, 
marking the first time in franchise history the club has reached either 
mark in that month.

•	 Minnesota recorded 12 road points in November (5-0-2), the highest 
total in franchise history in that month.

•	 The Wild owned 21 comeback wins (trailed at any point) last season, 
T-5th most in the NHL.

•	 The Wild posted seven wins last season in games where it has trailed 
by two or more goals, fourth-most in the NHL. Minnesota owned a .214 
point percentage (7-27-1) in games where it trailed by two-plus goals, 
T-4th best point percentage in the NHL. 

•	 Minnesota owned a 9-30-5 (.261) record when trailing at any point in 
the third period. It’s .261 point percentage in such situations ranked 
sixth-highest in the NHL.

•	 The Wild went 29-0-0 when leading through two periods, the only NHL 
team with a perfect record when holding a lead after 40 minutes of 
play.

•	 Was 21-4-2 when leading through one period last season.
•	 The Wild scored first in 45 games last season, tied for fourth-most in 

the NHL, and held a 31-11-3 record when doing so.
•	 Minnesota began the season by not trailing in regulation for 391:31, 

the second-longest season-opening mark in NHL history (1969-70 
Boston Bruins, 457:21) and the second-longest streak at any point in a 
season in franchise history (414:32, 2014-15).

•	 The run was also the second-longest streak at any point in Wild history, 
trailing only a 414:32 mark in 2014-15.

•	 The Wild went 33-2-4 (.897) when allowing two or fewer goals in 
regulation last season, T-9th best point percentage in the NHL in that 
situation.

•	 The Wild ranked ninth in the NHL with a 26.2 power-play percentage 
(17-65) since February 8.

•	 Since March 11, the  Wild ranked ninth in the NHL with a 82.5 penalty-
kill percentage (33-40).

points (3-4=7) and three goals.
•	 Ranks T-1st in NHL in PPP (3-2=5) and second in PPG.
•	 Owns an active three-game point streak (3-4=7).
•	 With a PPG vs. LAK (10/13), reached 136 career power-play points (65-

71=136) and tied Andrew Brunette (55-81=136) for fourth-most in 
Minnesota history.

•	 Owns 65 career power-play goals, trailing only Zach Parise (69 PPG) for 
first in franchise history.

•	 Currently at 393 career points (188-205=393), seven shy of tying Zach 
Parise (199-201=400) for fourth in franchise history.

•	 Posted a career-high 11 shots on goal vs. CBJ (10/11), tying the 
franchise single-game record (Parise, 1/17/19 vs. ANA; Rolston, 
10/7/06 vs. ANA).

•	 Along with Matt Boldy, became the first players in Minnesota history to 
open a season with consecutive three-plus point games (10/9-10/11).

•	 Notched three assists (0-3=3) in the season opener at STL (10/9), 
becoming the second player in franchise history to achieve the feat 
(Bouchard, 0-3=3, 10/5/05).

•	 Has now registered a point in six consecutive season openers (1-9=10), 
the longest streak in Wild history.

•	 Moved his career assist total to 204 at STL (10/9), passing Andrew 
Brunnette and Jonas Brodin (202 each) for eighth in franchise history.

•	 Currently with 41 career multi-assist games, needs one more to tie 
Mats Zuccarello (42) for third-most in franchise history.

•	 Ranked second on the team in goals (25), third in points (25-31=56) 
and fourth in assists (31) in 2024-25.

•	 Returned from injury to record three points (2-1=3) vs. SJS (4/9/25), 
including the GWG in overtime, furthering his franchise record with his 
39th career game with three-plus points.

•	 Recorded his 50th point of the season with a goal vs. CHI (12/23/25), 
established a new franchise mark for fewest games to 50 points in a 
season (34 GP), besting his previous mark set in 2021-22 (38 GP).

Only Ovechkin (204) and Auston Matthews (176) had more goals 
through 300 games among active skaters.

•	 Among players selected in the fifth round of the NHL Draft or later, only 
four skaters have tallied as many goals as Kaprizov at the time of their 
300th career contest: Brett Hull (226), Pavel Bure (187), Luc Robitaille 
(185) and Alexander Mogilny (176).

•	 Kaprizov was named the NHL’s Third Star of the Month for October 2024 
(5-3=18 in 9 GP), averaging two points/game (first in NHL) and tallying 
a point in eight of nine contests to lead the Wild to a 6-1-2 record. Is 
the fourth Wild player to be named an NHL Star of the Month, joining 
Eric Staal, (First Star-Feb. 2018); Devan Dubnyk (4x) and Josh Harding 
(Third Star-Nov. 2013).

•	 Is the first player in Wild history to record three 25-goal seasons before 
turning 24. Is the fifth player in Wild history to record consecutive 
40-assist seasons, joining Mats Zuccarello (three from 2021-22 to 
2023-24), Ryan Suter (three from 2017-18 to 2019-20), Mikko Koivu 
(three from 2008-09 to 2010-11) and Mikael Granlund (two from 2016-
