TOI/G (22:49) and ranks T-3rd in power play TOI/G (4:33) this season.
T-8th among NHL defenseman with 23 assists.

Skated a career-high 32:02 of TOI at CBJ (12/18), the second highest
TOl total in an NHL game this season.
