TONIGHTS STORYLINES & STATS 

 

This is the third of three meetings this season between the Flames and Mammoth. Calgary and Utah have split their 

season-series so far in 2025-26, with the home team winning both prior contests.  

 

This is a Pacific Division versus Central Division matchup; the Flames have a record of 5-15-2 against Central Division 

teams and a record of 18-24-5 against Western Conference opponents. 

 

CALGARY/UTAH TIES:  

Mammoth defenceman MacKenzie Weegar is looking to skate in his first game against his former club since being traded 

from Calgary to Utah this past March. Weegar played 60 games this season, and 304 in total with the Flames from 2022-

2026, scoring 35 goals 116 assists for 151 points during his Calgary Flames tenure. Fellow Utah blueliner Nick DeSimone 

made his NHL debut with the Flames and appeared in 27 games with Calgary.  

 

Flames rearguard Olli Määttä was acquired by Calgary from Utah in the Weegar deal and has gone on to post 13 points 

through his first 18 games in Flames threads.  

 

AS A MÄÄTTÄ OF FACT:  

Olli Määttä skated in his 800th NHL game on Thursday in Colorado, becoming just the seventh defenceman of Finnish 

descent in NHL history to reach the milestone.

Määttä was a first round pick by Pittsburgh in the 2012 NHL Draft, being selected 22nd overall. He would play the first 362 

games of his career with the Penguins, winning back-to-back Stanley Cups in 2016 and 2017 before spending time with 

Chicago, Los Angeles, Detroit, Utah and now Calgary. During that time, Määttä has represented Finland at three best-on-

best international events, including the 2016 World Cup of Hockey and is a two-time Olympic bronze medalist in 2014 and 

2026. He has amassed 209 points through 801 games from 44 goals and 165 assists.  

 

JUNIOR CONNECTIONS:  

Flames forward Morgan Frost and Utah forward Barrett Hayton were junior teammates, spending three seasons together 

with the OHL’s Sault Ste. Marie Greyhounds. During the 2018–19 campaign, Frost posted a team-leading 109 points from 

37 goals and 72 assists, while Hayton finished fourth on the team with 66 points. The pair also went on to represent 

Canada at the 2019 IIHF World Junior Championship. 

 

HOT START:  

Yegor Sharangovich opened the scoring just 16 seconds into Calgary’s last clash with Utah. The goal marked Calgary’s 

fastest to start a contest since April 3, 2025, when Nazem Kadri scored 16 seconds into a 4-1 win over the Anaheim 

Ducks. The last time the Flames struck faster to open a match was on December 20, 2022, in San Jose, when Tyler 

Toffoli broke the ice just 15 seconds in, a game the Flames would go on to triumph 7-3. Sharangovich’s goal would also 

hold up as the game-winner, becoming the earliest game-winning goal in Flames franchise history.

NEW KID ON THE BLOCK:  

On Friday afternoon, the Calgary Flames announced the signing of defenceman Abram Wiebe to a two-year contact. 

Wiebe, a native of Mission, BC, spent the 2025-26 season with the University of North Dakota until last night where he 

appeared in 40 contests, registering five goals and 24 assists for 29 points to lead all defenceman on North Dakota in 

scoring.  He also participated in the 2026 Spengler Cup as a member of the U.S. Collegiate Selects, playing all four 

games for the team during the tournament. He made his NHL debut last night in Seattle, skating in 11:19 of ice-time 

through 18 shifts.  

 

THAT’S GROSS:  

Tyson Gross scored his first NHL goal on Thursday night in Colorado, becoming the 474th player to score for the Flames 

in franchise history.

Saddledome. Calgary struck just 16 seconds into the game when Yegor Sharangovich buried his fourth of the year off a 

slick passing sequence, providing all the offense the home side would need in a tight-checking matchup. The Flames 

protected the lead with 19 blocked shots and saw steady minutes from their backend with Yan Kuznetsov and Kevin Bahl 

both logging over 22 minutes of ice-time. Connor Zary sealed the victory with an empty netter at the 17:46 mark of the 

third, while Dustin Wolf earned First Star honours after turning aside all 27 Utah shots he faced.
