WASHINGTON CAPITALS
All-Time Wild Record: 17-14-3 (11-5-1 at Grand Casino Arena, 
6-9-2 at Washington)

2025-26: Washington won the series-opening game, 5-1, at Capital One 
Arena (10/17)…LW Marcus Johansson scored the Wild’s lone goal, assisted 
by LW Matt Boldy and D Jake Middleton…G Filip Gustavsson stopped 40-
of-45 shots faced for Minnesota…C Dylan Strome led the Capitals with four 
points (2-2=4)…D Martin Fehervary (0-2=2), LW Alex Ovechkin (1-1=2) and 
RW Tom Wilson (1-1=2) also posted multi-point games…G Logan Thompson 
saved 13-of-14 shots faced to earn the win for Washington.
WILD LEADERS: RW Vladimir Tarasenko leads Minnesota with 
17 points (10-7=17) in 21 career games vs. Washington…D 
Quinn Hughes owns 15 points (3-12=15) in 11 games… 
Johansson has 13 points (5-8=13) in 15 contests…D Zach Bogosian (3-
9=12 in 38 games), LW Marcus Foligno (4-8=12 in 28 games) and RW Mats 
Zuccarello (3-9=12 in 32 games) each own 12 career points against the 
Capitals.
WILD GOALIES: Gustavsson is 3-2-0 with a 3.20 GAA and a .906 SV% in five 
career games (four starts) vs. Washington…G Jesper Wallstedt has not faced 
the Capitals.
CAPITALS LEADERS: Ovechkin leads Washington with 38 points (20-18=38) in 
24 career games against Minnesota…D Jakob Chychrun owns 14 points (10-
4=14) in 26 games…C Dylan Strome has 13 points (4-9=13) in 14 games.
CAPITALS GOALIES: G Charlie Lindgren is 0-4-1 with a 3.26 GAA and a .892 
SV% in five career starts vs. Minnesota…Thompson is 4-1-0 with a 1.45 GAA 
and a .948 SV% in six games (five starts) vs. the Wild.
CONNECTIONS: Johansson was selected by Washington in the first round (24th 
overall) in the 2009 NHL Draft and collected 324 points (118-206=324) in 579 
games in parts of nine seasons with the Capitals (2010-17, 2021-23)…C 
Nic Dowd played four seasons at St. Cloud State University (2010-14)…RW 
Brandon Duhaime was selected by Minnesota in the fourth round (106th overall) 
of the 2016 NHL Draft and recorded 40 points (20-20=40) in 211 games with 
the Wild (2021-24)…Lindgren is from Lakeville and played three seasons at St. 
Cloud State University (2013-16)…D Declan Chisholm collected 20 points (5-
15=20) in 95 games in two seasons (2023-25) with Minnesota…RW Nicolas 
Aube-Kubel tallied 28 points (10-18=28) in 107 games in parts of two seasons 
with Washington (2022-24), including three Stanley Cup Playoff contests.
FAST FACTS: Minnesota earned a point in eight consecutive games (7-0-1, 
1/8/22 - 3/27/25) vs. Washington prior to the Capital’s win on 10/17/25…
Minnesota’s series sweep in 2024-25 marked the fourth time in franchise 
history the Wild has won two games against Washington in the same season 
(also 2002-03, 2021-22, 2022-23)…Minnesota has won four consecutive 
contests (4-0-0) played at Grand Casino Arena since 1/8/22…Ovechkin netted 
three PPG on March 28, 2017, the most ever by a Wild opponent in a single 
game.

Joel Eriksson Ek: Named the NHL’s Third Star of the Week for the period ending 
12/14 after collecting seven points (3-4=7) and a GWG to help the team to 
a 4-0-0 record…Owns an active four-game point streak (3-4=7)…With an 
assist vs. BOS (12/14), reached 322 career points (143-179=322) to move past 
Andrew Brunnettte (321 pts) for ninth in franchise history…Leads the NHL in 
total faceoffs taken (705) and ranks third in faceoffs won (357).
Filip Gustavsson: Is 6-1-1 in his last eight starts since 11/16, posting a 1.84 
GAA, .931 SV% and one shutout…Made his 157th start in a Wild sweater at 
SEA (12/8), moving past Dwayne Roloson (156) for fourth in franchise history…
T-4th in the NHL with two shutouts this season.
Brock Faber: Since 10/26, ranks T-6th among NHL defensemen in goals and 
T-15th in points (6-11=17) in 24 games.
Quinn Hughes: Made his Wild debut vs. BOS (12/14), becoming the 32nd 
player and sixth defenseman to score a goal (1-0=1) in their first game with 
the franchise…Leads all NHL skaters with a 27:24 TOI/G, even strength TOI/G 
(22:32) and power play TOI/G (4:45) this season..
Marcus Johansson: Owns an active four-game point streak (3-3=6)…Ranks 
T-5th in the NHL with four GWG this season…Leads the team with a plus-15 
rating and ranks third in points (11-15=26) and goals.
Kirill Kaprizov: Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with 20 goals, T-8th with seven PPG 
and T-10th with 109 shots…Leads the Wild in goals and ranks T-1st in points 
(20-17=37) and second in assists…Currently at 205 career goals, tied with 
Mikko Koivu (205) for second in franchise history…Owns 69 career PPG, tied 
with Zach Parise for the franchise record…Currently at 423 career points 
(205-218=423), one shy of tying Jared Spurgeon (119-305=424) for third in 
franchise history…Ranks third in franchise history with 143 power-play points 
(69-74=143), trailing Mikko Koivu (251) and Marian Gaborik (145).
Jared Spurgeon: With a PPG vs. BOS (12/14), reached 136 career PPP (36-
100=136) and tied Andrew Brunnette (55-81=136) for fifth in franchise history. 
The goal marked the 119th of his career, tied with Brunnette for eighth in 
franchise history…Owns an active four-game point streak (1-3=4).
Yakov Trenin: Leads the NHL with 158 hits.
Jesper Wallstedt: Is 9-1-2 (.833) on the season and leads the NHL with a 1.95 
GAA, .937 SV% and four shutouts…Owns shutouts in four out of his last eight 
games…Posted a 33-save shutout at EDM (12/2) for fifth career shutout in his 
15th career game, the second-fewest appearances in NHL history to reach the 
landmark (F. Brimsek, nine GP on 12/18/38)…Went 7-0-0 in seven starts from 
11/7 - 12/2, stopping 235 of 242 shots faced for a 0.98 GAA, .971 SV% and 
four shutouts and joining Jeremy Swayman (8-0-0 in 2021-22) as the second 
rookie goaltender in the last five years to record a win streak of seven or more 
games…Became the second rookie Wild goaltender to post a winning streak 
of at least seven games, following Kaapo Kahkonen (9 GP in 2020-21)…Was 
named the NHL’s Rookie of the Month for November after going 6-0-0 with a 
league-best 1.14 GAA, .967 SV% and three shutouts. He joined Brock Faber 
(Jan. 2024) as the only Wild players to receive the award.

The native of Orlando, Fla., has represented the 
United States in numerous international tournaments, including the 2019 
and 2018 IIHF Men’s World Championship and the 2019 and 2018 IIHF World 
Junior Championships.

Wild forward Nico Sturm was selected to Germany’s preliminary roster. The 
native of Augsburg had eight points (six goals, two assists) in 10 games 
at the 2023 for silver-winning Germany at the 2023 Worlds, and he also 
competed at the tournament the following year.

The Minnesota Wild is commemorating the team’s 25th season with a series 
of four special 25th anniversary games.

•	 From 11/7 - 11/26/25, did not trail in regulation for over eight 

consecutive games, a franchise-record span of 505:41 minutes, the 
17th longest streak in NHL history.

The run was tied for the 10th-
longest streak in NHL history and is the longest since Colorado’s 13-
game streak in the 2022-23 season.
