2024-25: Minnesota went 0-2-1 against Calgary...Calgary secured a 4-3 
shootout victory in the series-opening game at the Saddledome (11/23), a 
5-4 win in Saint Paul (1/25) in the second meeting and a 4-2 victory in 
the series finale in Calgary…C Marco Rossi led Minnesota with five points 
(1-4=5)…LW Matt Boldy had three assists (0-3=3)…C Joel Eriksson Ek 
(1-1=2) and RW Mats Zuccarello (1-1=2) had two points each...G Filip 
Gustavsson went 0-1-1 with a 3.80 GAA and a .883 SV%…G Marc-Andre 
Fleury went 0-1-0 with a 4.38 GAA and a .844 SV% in two games…C Martin 
Pospisil (2-2=4) and C Yegor Sharangovich (2-2=4) had four points 
each...C Nazem Kadri had three points (1-2=3)…G Dustin Wolf went 2-0-0 
with a 3.00 GAA and a .860 SV%...G Dan Vladar stopped 20-of-23 shots 
faced to earn the win for Calgary in the first game.

FLAMES LEADERS: C Mikael Backlund leads Calgary with 21 points (8-
13=21) in 45 career matches against the Wild…Kadri owns 20 points (9-
11=20) in 37 games…LW Jonathan Huberdeau owns 16 points (7-9=16) in 
23 games…D Rasmus Andersson (2-10=12 in 18 games) and D MacKenzie 
Weegar (2-10=12 in 15 games) each have 12 points.

Zeev Buium: Leads NHL rookies with six power-play points (2-4=6) while 
ranking T-1st with four PPA, T-3rd with six assists and nine points (3-6=9) 
and fifth with a 18:41 TOI/G average…Ranks T-2nd among NHL defensemen 
in PPP and T-5th in PPA.
Joel Eriksson Ek: Leads the the NHL in faceoffs taken (348) and in faceoffs 
won (176).
Brock Faber: Owns an active three-game point streak (2-2=4) and 
nine points in his last seven games (3-6=9)…Ranks T-4th among NHL 
defensemen with four PPA , fifth with 39 shots and T-5th with three goals…
Since 10/26, leads all NHL defensemen in points (3-6=9) and shots (21) 
while ranking T-1st in goals and T-2nd in assists.
Marcus Foligno: T-7th in the NHL with 53 hits this season…Recorded his 
first point of the season with an assist at NYI (11/7).
Daemon Hunt: Recorded his first point of the season with an assist at NYI 
(11/7)…Made his season debut at CAR (11/6).
Marcus Johansson: Scheduled to play in his 1,000th career game vs. CGY 
(11/9)…Would become the 20th Swedish-born player to reach the milestone 
and 412th player overall…Would become the 11th player to play his 1,000th 
game while in a Wild sweater…Owns an active eight-game point streak (5-
5=10), a career-long run and tied for the longest active streak in the NHL…
Per NHL Stats, is only the second player in NHL history to carry an active 
point streak of eight games or longer into their 1,000th career game (Bobby 
Hull, 16-game streak entering his 1,000th game on 1/15/72).
Kirill Kaprizov: With two points (1-1=2) at NYI (11/7), tallied the 113th MPG 
of his NHL career and now sits one back of Marian Gaborik (114 MPG) for 
second-most in Wild history…Ranks T-3rd in the NHL in points (9-12=21), 
T-4th in PPG (five) and PPP (5-4=9) and T-8th in goals…Currently ranks 
second in franchise history with 67 career PPG, trailing Zach Parise (69), 
and third with 140 power-play points (67-73=140), trailing Mikko Koivu 
(251) and Marian Gaborik (145).
Marco Rossi: Played in the 200th game of his NHL career at NYI (11/8), 
scoring a goal (1-0=1)…Reached 114 career points in his 200th game, 
trailing only Eric Staal (166 pts) and Mikko Koivu (115 pts) for most points 
in a center’s first 200 games with the franchise…Has eight points (3-5=8) 
in his last eight games.
Jared Spurgeon: Recorded the 100th PPA of his career at CAR (11/6)…
Currently at 135 PPP (35-100=135), needs one PPP to tie Andrew Brunette 
(55-81=136) for fifth-most PPP in franchise history.
Yakov Trenin: With an assist at NYI (11/7), reached 100 career points (55-
45=100)…Leads the NHL with 72 hits this season.
Mats Zuccarello: Made his season debut at NYI (11/7), recording an assist 
(0-1=1).

•	 Leads the NHL with 18 PPG  and 58 PPO and ranks fourth with a 31.0 
PP%.

•	 Through the first 16 games of a season, ranks first in franchise history 
in PP% and T-2nd in PPG.

•	 Scored nine consecutive power-play goals, the longest streak in 
franchise history and tied for the third-longest streak in the NHL since 
the 1933-34 season, from 10/11 - 10/14.

•	 Since the 1933-34 season, only the 1987-88 New York Rangers (11 PPG) 
recorded more power-play goals in a season’s first four games. Since 
1977-78, no team with 20-plus power-play opportunities recorded a 
higher power-play percentage.

•	 The Wild opened the season by scoring a power-play goal in four 
consecutive games, achieving the feat for the sixth time in franchise 
history. The run trailed only the 2010-11 season (six-game streak) and 
the 2022-23 season (five-game streak) for the longest season-opening 
runs in franchise history. 

•	 Kirill Kaprizov and Mats Zuccarello have factored on the same goal 
180 times since Kaprizov debuted at the start of the 2020-21 season.
During that span, only six player combinations have combined for more 
NHL goals:

•	 Zeev Buium leads NHL rookies with six power-play points (2-4=6) while 
ranking T-1st with four PPA, T-3rd with six assists and nine points (3-
6=9) and fifth with a 18:41 TOI/G average.

•	 Ranks T-2nd among NHL defensemen in PPP and T-5th in PPA.
•	 Per NHL Stats, is the first player in Wild history to record a point in each 

of the first four regular-season home games of his career, doing so from 
10/11 - 10/26. 

•	 Per NHL Stats, recorded his sixth career assist vs. UTA (10/25) and tied 
Nick Schultz for the second most by a Wild defenseman before age 20. 
Jonas Brodin leads the list with nine. He also became the fourth player 
in Wild history to record a point in each of the first three regular-season 
home games of his career. The others: Brent Burns (3 GP in 2003-04), 
Marian Gaborik (3 GP in 2000-01) and Maxim Sushinsky (3 GP in 2000-
01).

•	 According to NHL Stats, is one of five NHL rookies since the 1933-34 
NHL season to record five-plus PPP in his team’s first four games.

•	 Finished with two points (1-1=2) and scored his first career NHL goal 
(Merzlikins) vs. CBJ (10/11), becoming the fourth-youngest defenseman 
in Wild history to score a goal (19 years, 308 days).

•	 Finished with a career-high 24:39 of TOI vs CBJ (10/11), joining Jonas 
Brodin (18 occurrences) as the only players in Wild history to post 24-
plus minutes of TOI before turning 20 years old.

•	 Notched the first assist of his NHL career vs. VGK (4/24) to become the 
second-youngest player in Wild history (19 years, 138 days) to record 
their first Stanley Cup Playoff point, behind Pierre-Marc Bouchard (19 
years, 19 days in Game 4 of 2003 CF).

•	 Became the 12th-youngest player (19 years, 134 days) in NHL history to 
make his League debut during the Stanley Cup Playoffs vs. VGK (4/20) 
and 152nd player overall.

•	 He was the 326th player (304th skater) to play in a regular-season or 
Stanley Cup Playoff game for the Wild.

2024-25 season.
