
WARREN PEACE
Forward Warren Foegele (1-0=1) opened the scoring in the Kings’ return to Crypto.com Arena on Thursday with his first goal of the season. The native of 
Markham, Ontario, was selected by the Carolina Hurricanes in the third round of the 2014 NHL Draft (67th overall) and started his NHL career by playing parts of 
four seasons in Raleigh from 2017-18 through 2020-21. In eight career contests against his former team, Foegele has notched four points (1-3=4), all coming in 
his four most recent head-to-heads dating back to Nov. 22, 2023 (w/ EDM).

LAK LOOKAHEAD BACK
The last time that the Kings hosted the Carolina Hurricanes at Crypto.com Arena on March 22, 2025 saw the team score six consecutive goals in a game for the 
first time in nearly a year (March 20, 2024 vs. MIN) en route to a 7-2 victory. All 12 forwards who dressed against Carolina recorded at least one point, marking 
the sixth time in franchise history–the first since Oct. 28, 1988–that all forwards who dressed found the scoresheet in the same game for the Kings. The following 
day, the Kings recorded another 7-2 victory over the Boston Bruins and had 16 different skaters recorded a point in a game for the first time in team history. By 
scoring 14 goals in their back-to-back set against Carolina and Boston, last year’s group marked the 17th time in Kings history––and first occasion since April 1 & 
3, 1995––the team scored seven goals in back-to-back games.

DR. DREI’S HOUSE CALL
Forward Andrei Kuzmenko skates into tomorrow’s matchup seeking to mirror his performance from the Hurricanes’ last visit to Crypto.com Arena on March 22. 
In that game, Kuzmenko recorded his first points in black-and-silver with a goal and an assist (1-1=2). By doing so, Kuzmenko joined Vladimir Tkachev (0-2=2) as 
the only undrafted Russian-born skaters in franchise history to record a multi-point game. He has four points (1-3=4) in six career games against the Hurricanes 
entering tomorrow’s contest.
