% The Blue Jackets picked up a point for the fourth consecutive game overall (2-0-2) as well as at home (3-0-1).

% The Jackets played in their fifth-straight one-goal game since Nov. 8 (2-1-2) and the ninth time in the last 11 contests (5-2-2).

% Columbus stopped one-of-two of New York’s power play chances tonight and is 18-for-20 (90.0 pct.) on the penalty kill in the
last 10 games overall since Oct. 28.

% CBJ won more than 50 percent of their faceoffs taken for the sixth consecutive game played this season and 11% time overall
after winning 33-of-60 draws taken (52.0 pct.).

% Blue Jackets head coach Dean Evason served his 100" game behind the bench for the club tonight (49-41-10, .540 P%).

PLAYER NOTES

% RW Kirill Marchenko (8-12-20, 18 GP) extended his career-high points streak to 11 games with an assist on
Voronkov’s power play goal to match LW Patrik Laine (11 GP in 2021-22) for the third-longest points streak in
franchise history. The only players to post a longer run are C Ryan Johansen (13 GP in 2014-15) and RW Cam
Atkinson (12 GP in 2018-19). He improved to 2-4-6 in 11 career games against the Rangers with 1-3-4 in his last four
outings played at Nationwide Arena.
