Arena, 28-29-8 at Colorado)

2025-26: Minnesota won the series-opening game, 3-2, in shootout at Grand 
Casino Arena (11/28) and the third contest, 5-2, at Ball Arena in the third 
meeting (2/26), while Colorado earned a 5-1 win in St. Paul in the second 
meeting (12/21)…LW Kirill Kaprizov leads Minnesota with five points 
(2-3=5) in the series…LW Matt Boldy has four points (2-2=4)…C Ryan 
Hartman has three points (1-2=3)…G Jesper Wallstedt is 1-1-0 with a 3.36 
GAA and a 917 SV% in three games (two starts)…G Filip Gustavsson saved 
44-of-45 shots faced to earn the win in the third game before exiting with 
illness late in the third period…C Nathan MacKinnon leads the Avalanche 
with six points (3-3=6) in the season series…D Cale Makar (1-3=4) and LW 
Gabriel Landeskog (1-3=4) have four points each…G Scott Wedgewood 
stopped 37-of-39 shots faced for Colorado in the first game…G Mackenzie 
Blackwood is 1-1-0 with a 2.05 GAA and .937 SV% in starting the second 
two contests.
WILD LEADERS: RW Vladimir Tarasenko leads Minnesota with 35 points 
(15-20=35) in 49 career games against Colorado…RW Mats Zuccarello 
owns 34 points (7-27=34) in 37 matches…Kaprizov has 25 points (14-
11=25) in 21 games…Hartman has 21 points (10-11=21) in 41 games.
WILD GOALIES: F Filip Gustavsson is 3-7-1 with a 3.56 GAA and a .898 SV% 
in 11 starts against Colorado…Wallstedt is 1-1-0 with a 3.36 GAA and a 
.917 SV% in three games (two starts), all this season.
AVALANCHE LEADERS: MacKinnon leads the Avalanche with 69 points (26-
43=69) in 54 career games against Minnesota…Landeskog owns 46 points 
(21-25=46) in 52 games…D Brent Burns has 29 points (5-17=29) in 48 
games…Makar has 26 points (6-20=26) in 28 games.
AVALANCHE GOALIES: Blackwood has a 3-5-2 record with a 2.59 GAA and 
a .911 SV% in 10 career starts vs. Minnesota…Wedgewood has a 1-1-3 
record with a 2.70 GAA and a .913 SV% in six games (four starts) against 
the Wild.
CONNECTIONS: LW Yakov Trenin recorded three points (2-1=3) in 16 games 
with the Avalanche in 2023-24…C Nico Sturm collected three assists in 21 
games with Colorado during the 2021-22 season and helped the Avalanche 
win the 2022 Stanley Cup with two assists in 13 games during the team’s 
2022 postseason run…Burns was selected by Minnesota in the first round 
(20th overall) of the 2003 NHL Draft and collected 183 points (55-128=183) 
and 325 PIM in 453 games with the Wild across seven seasons (2003-11)…
Nelson is from Warroad…D Sam Malinski is from Lakeville.
FAST FACTS: Minnesota has won four of its last six meetings with Colorado, 
including two shootout victories…The Wild’s 35 all-time home wins over 
Colorado is its most against any single opponent, while its 139 overall 
points and 63 overall wins ranks second…Minnesota’s 28 all-time wins in 
Denver is the team’s second-highest road mark against a single opponent.

Matt Boldy: Leads the NHL with 16 points (6-10=16) since Feb. 1…Recorded a career-
best, seven-game assist streak (11 assists, 1-31 - 3/3)…Recorded a 10-game point 
streak (8-13=21) from 1/24 - 3/3, tied for the longest of his career (10 games, 4/10 
- 4/26/22)…For the season, ranks T-2nd in the NHL with 35 goals and four SHG, and 
T-10th with 72 points (35-37=72)…T-1st on the Wild in goals and ranks second in 
points, assists and PPG (nine) and T-4th in GWG (three).
Bobby Brink: Made his Wild debut at VGK (3/6).
Jonas Brodin: Currently at 897 career games played, all with Minnesota.
Joel Eriksson Ek: Owns 26 points (13-13=26) in his last 28 games played…Ranks third 
on the Wild in points (17-25=42) and goals, and fifth in plus-minus rating (plus-15).
Brock Faber: In 31 games since Dec. 14, ranks T-9th among NHL defensemen with 
eight goals and 10th with 26 points (8-18=26)…Since Nov. 7, ranks fourth among 
NHL defensemen with a plus-32 rating…For the season, ranks seventh among NHL 
defensemen in goals (14) and third among all skaters in even strength TOI/G (21:09) 
and eighth in TOI/G (24:48)…His 14 goals are tied for the third-highest single-season 
total by a defenseman in Wild history, trailing only Brent Burns (17 goals, 2010-11; 15 
goals, 2007-08)…His 13 even-strength goals rank T-4th among NHL defensemen this 
season and mark a single-season franchise record among Wild defensemen.
Filip Gustavsson: Owns a point in 10 of his last 11 games overall (9-1-1) and 11 of his 
last 12 starts (9-1-2)…In 27 games (26 starts) since Nov. 16, is 19-3-4 and ranks T-1st 
in the NHL with a .921 SV%, T-4th in the NHL in wins, T-5th with two shutouts, and sixth 
with a 2.25 GA (min. 14 GP)…Ranks T-5th in the NHL with three shutouts this season.
Quinn Hughes: Owns an active three-game point streak (1-3=4)…Finished with 
two points (1-1=2) vs. TBL (3/3) to reach the 60-point mark (5-55=60) for his fifth 
consecutive season, becoming one of four NHL defensemen in the last 30 years to record 
tallied 60-plus points in five straight seasons (E. Karlsson, ‘13-14 to ‘17-18; B. Burns, 
‘14-15 to ‘18-19; C. Makar, ‘21-22 to ‘25-26)…Per NHL Stats, is the third American 
defenseman in NHL history to reach the mark in five or more consecutive seasons (P. 
Housley, 11 from ‘82-83 to ‘92-93; R. Larson, five from ‘81-82 to ‘85-86)…Became 
the fastest player in Wild history to record 10 multi-point games, doing so in his 30th 
game with the team…Since Jan. 17, has notched a point in 14 of 15 games played 
and ranks first in the NHL with 20 assists and T-5th among skaters (second among 
defensemen) in points (3-20=23)…Leads NHL defensemen with 56 assists this season 
(T-8th among all skaters) and 28 PPP (2-26=28) and ranks fifth with 62 points (6-
56=62)…Leads all NHL skaters with a 27:45 TOI/G and even strength TOI/G (23:18), 
and fourth in power-play TOI/G (4:21) this season…In 31 games since debuting with 
the Wild on Dec. 14, leads NHL defensemen (T-2nd among all skaters) with 35 assists 
and ranks second (eighth among skaters) with 39 points (4-35=39).
Kirill Kaprizov: Currently owns 241 career assists, tied with Pierre-Marc Bouchard 
for fifth in franchise history…Scored the 220th goal of his NHL career vs. TBL (3/3), 
moving past  Marian Gaborik (219) for the all-time franchise record…Recorded an 
eight-game point streak (7-4=11) from 1/29 - 3/3, his longest of the season…Ranks 
T-1st in the NHL in PPG (six), T-5th in points (10-13=23), and sixth in goals (10) in 
15 games since Jan. 17…Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with 35 goals and 15 PPG, T-4th 
with 220 shots, and T-7th with 75 points (35-40=75)…Ranks first on Wild in assists, 
points, PPG, and shots, and T-1st in GWG (four) and in goals.
Michael McCarron: Made his Wild debut at VGK (3/3), finishing with two points (1-1=2)…
Became the ninth player in franchise history to record the GWG in his debut with the club.
Jared Spurgeon: Currently at 996 career games played…Owns 434 points (123-
311=434), four shy of passing Marian Gaborik (219-218=437) for third in franchise 
history…Needs four assists to pass Ryan Suter (314) for second in franchise history.
Yakov Trenin: Leads the NHL with 313 hits, the fourth-highest single-season total in 
franchise history and the third-highest total in the NHL through 63 games since the 
2005-06 season.
Jesper Wallstedt: Is 7-3-3 with a 2.66 GAA, .914 SV% and two shutouts in 13 road 
starts this season…Ranks T-2nd in the NHL with four shutouts.
Mats Zuccarello: Currently at 499 career assists…Owns an active nine-game road 
point streak (5-7=12), fourth-longest in Wild history.

LOCKING IT DOWN SCORING UPTICK

•	 Has scored first in 39 games this season, T-1st in the NHL.
•	 Owns a 28-5-6 record (.795) when scoring first this season. 
•	 From 11/7 - 11/26/25, did not trail in regulation for over eight 

consecutive games, a franchise-record span of 505:41 minutes, the 
17th longest streak in NHL history.

•	 The Wild scored the game-opening goal in 12 consecutive contests 
from 10/30 - 11/23, a franchise record. The run was tied for the 10th-
longest streak in NHL history and is the longest since Colorado’s 13-
game streak in the 2022-23 season.

•	 As a franchise, holds a 684-181-112 all-time record (.757) when 
scoring first in a regular-season game.

•	 At 37-16-10, ranks fourth in the NHL with 84 points, the second-highest 
point total through a season’s first 63 games in franchise history

•	 Is 34-10-7 (.735) since Nov. 1, ranking T-1st in the NHL in points (75), 
and second in point percentage and wins.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks first in the NHL in team SV% (.914), second in team 
GAA (2.54) and fourth in goal differential (plus-46).

•	 Recorded a seven-game road point streak (5-0-2) from 12/8 - 1/3, the 
team’s longest road point streak since a nine-game run last season 
(Oct. 29 - Dec. 6, 2024).

•	 Recorded a 14-game home point streak (12-0-2) from 11/1 - 12/20, the 
longest run in franchise history and the second-longest streak in the 
NHL this season (COL, 22).

•	 Won seven consecutive games from 12/8 - 12/20, tied for the team’s 
longest streak of the season (also seven GP, 11/15 - 11/29) and T-4th 
longest in franchise history.

•	 All seven wins from 12/8 - 12/20 were in regulation, tying the franchise 
record for most consecutive wins in regulation (2x previously).

•	 Recorded an 12-game point streak (10-0-2) from 11/7 - 12/2, the 
third-longest run in franchise history and the club’s longest since a 
franchise-record 14-game run (11-0-3) from 2/17 - 3/15/23.

•	 Finished 11-1-2 (.857) in November, ranking T-1st in the NHL in wins 
and points (24).

•	 Recorded 10 or more wins in both November and December 2025, 
marking the fourth time in franchise history the team has won 10 or 
more games in consecutive months (February and March, 2014-15; 
December and January, 2016-17; March and April, 2021-22).

•	 Minnesota’s 24 points in November 2025 was the highest November 
total in franchise history, while its 11 wins ranked T-1st (also Nov. 
2011).

•	 Matt Boldy and Kirill Kaprizov were Minnesota’s co-leaders in goals in 
November, with each player scoring 10 goals in 14 games. It marked 
the first time in team history that the Wild had two players each score 
10 or more goals in the same calendar month.

•	 Rank seventh in the NHL with a plus-11 goal differential in the opening 
frame.

•	 Ranks third the NHL by allowing 0.86 second-period goals per game 
this season and sixth with a plus-13 second-period goal differential.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks T-5th in the NHL with a plus-15 third period goal 
differential and sixth by allowing 0.90 goals per game in the third 
period.

•	 Ranks T-1st in the NHL with 23 extra-time games played and second 
with 13 extra-time victories

•	 The Wild ranks T-2nd in the NHL with seven shutouts this season, one shy 
of tying the single-season franchise record (eight SO, five occurances, 
last 2015-16 season).
