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Ryan McLeod has recorded one point in each of his last five games (4+1) and 
a point in today’s game would extend the longest point streak of his career to 
six games.

With a goal in today’s contest, McLeod would become the first Sabres 
forward since Thomas Vanek from Oct. 10 to 18, 2008 (five games) to record 
a goal streak of five or more games.

McLeod (four goals), acquired in a trade with Edmonton on July 5, 2024, is the 
first Sabres skater to begin their career with Buffalo with four or more goals in 
their first eight games with the team since Victor Olofsson from March 28 to 
Oct. 5, 2019 (four goals).

McLeod is tied for seventh among all NHL skaters in even-strength goals (4).
