
NINE IS NAILS
Forward Adrian Kempe continues the Kings’ six-game homestand tomorrow night against Colorado after representing his native Sweden at the 2026 Olympic 
Winter Games in Milan Cortina. Kempe (1-1=2) marked his return to NHL action last Wednesday against Vegas by scoring his 21st goal, recording his 27th assist, 
and 10th multi-point effort of the season – the most among Kings skaters in all three categories. Kempe added to those totals on Saturday afternoon, sealing 
the Kings’ shutout of the Flames by finding the empty net for his team-leading 22nd goal of the season. With the goal, Kempe has now found the scoresheet in 
his last seven consecutive home games against Calgary (7-3=10) dating back to April 4, 2022. Kempe’s active run against the Flames at Crypto.com Arena is the 
11th such streak of at least seven games in LA Kings history and is the longest since Luc Robitaille posted an eight-game home point streak from March 2, 1993, 
through Jan. 14, 1999.

BRAVO, BRANDT!
Defenseman Brandt Clarke returns to Crypto.com Arena for tomorrow night’s tilt with the League-leading Colorado Avalanche two games removed from minting 
his 13th career multi-point performance (1-1=2) this past Wednesday night against the Vegas Golden Knights. Clarke collected his 22nd assist and ninth power 
play point (1-8=9) of the campaign before scoring his seventh goal of the season to leapfrog Corey Perry (11-17=28) for sole possession of fourth-most points on 
the team with 29 (7-22=29). With the assist, Clarke also tied his single-season career-high nine power play points (2-7=9) established in 2024-25.
