The Calgary Flames held a second period lead but fell on Thursday night by a 6-3 scoreline to the Vegas Golden Knights 

at T-Mobile Arena. Morgan Frost opened the scoring in the first, while Blake Coleman struck twice in the second to restore 

Calgary’s lead after Vegas answered early, but the momentum shifted late in the middle frame when Pavel Dorofeyev tied 

the game on the powerplay. Vegas notched three goals in the third, including the go-ahead marker from Brett Howden to 

knock off Calgary.

TONIGHTS STORYLINES & STATS 

 

This is the fourth of four meetings this season between the Flames and Ducks. Calgary has claimed a point in all three 

prior matchups with Anaheim in 2025-26. 

 

This is a Pacific Division matchup; the Flames have a record of 12-8-3 against Pacific Division teams and a record of 17-

22-4 against Western Conference opponents. 

 

LOOK BACKS AT IT:  

Mikael Backlund enters tonight’s contest with 16 goals on the campaign, seeing him tied with Owen Nolan for the third 

most goals by player age 35 or older in a single season in Flames history:

With one more tally, Backlund can tie previous Flames captain Mark Giordano for the second-most goals by a Flame age 

35 or older, and two more would see him join current Flames assistant coach Dave Lowry for first place on the list.  

 

STRO MY GOODNESS:  

Ryan Strome scored his fourth goal in Flames threads on Monday in Colorado to record his 10th point as a member of the 

Calgary Flames. Strome has now accumulated 499 points in his NHL career and is one away from becoming the 15th 

member of the 2011 draft class to reach the 500-point plateau.  

 

FROSTY THE SNOWMAN:  

Morgan Frost scored his 19th goal of the season on Thursday night in Vegas, seeing him tied with Blake Coleman for the 

most on the team. He has now matched his career-high of 19 goals, previously hitting the mark during the 2022-23 

season as a member of the Philadelphia Flyers. One more tally would see Frost reach the 20-goal plateau for the first 

time in his NHL career.  

 

IT’S ALWAYS SUNNY: 

On Friday afternoon, the Calgary Flames announced the recall of Aydar Suniev from the Calgary Wranglers. In his first full 

professional season, Suniev has skated in 55 American Hockey League contests, scoring 15 goals and adding eight 

assists for 23 points. Last season, the 2023 third rounder made his NHL debut with Calgary on April 17 in Los Angeles 

following his second campaign as a member of the University of Massachusetts.  

 

MAGIC NUMBER:  

With their seven-goal outburst on March 28 against Vancouver, the Calgary Flames have won 55-straight games when 

scoring four or more goals in a contest, dating back to December 16, 2023. This season, Calgary is 18-0-0 when reaching 

or surpassing the four-goal mark in a game. The Flames have the longest active four-plus goal win streak and have 

passed the Ottawa Senators (53 from 2004-2006) for the fourth-longest streak in NHL history for wins when scoring four-

or-more goals in a game.

CASTAGNA: 

On Monday afternoon, the Calgary Flames announced the signing of forward Jonathan Castagna to a three-year entry-

level contact. The Toronto, ON, native just completed his third season with Cornell University, appearing in 34 contests, 

leading the Big Red in scoring with 15 goals and 19 assists for 34 points along with 31 penalty minutes. He was a 

unanimous First-Team All-Ivy after recording 11 points in Ivy League play and tied for third in league scoring. The 20-

year-old also earned a spot on the All-ECAC First Team and was named the ECAC’s Best Defensive Forward. 

 

In 2023-24, Jonathan helped Cornell win the ECAC Championship, was named ECAC Tournament MVP, and earned a 

spot on both the ECAC All-Rookie Team and the All-Ivy League Second Team. Last season, he helped Cornell repeat as 

ECAC Champions while being named to the ECAC All-Tournament Team.  

 

THE BIG AX: 

On Wednesday morning, the Calgary Flames announced the signing of defenceman Axel Hurtig to a three-year entry-

level level contact. Hurtig, a native of Högås, SWE, captained the WHL’s Calgary Hitmen for the 2025-26 season, posting 

a career-best 19 points from six goals and 13 assists along with 46 penalty minutes through 64 contests. The Hitmen are 

currently in the first round of the WHL Playoffs, with Hurtig recording a goal and two assists through three games, helping 

Calgary hold a 3-0 series lead over Brandon.  

 

Last season, Hurtig would appear in 11 playoff contests for the Hitmen, after a regular season where he totalled 16 points 

in 55 outings, as well as represent Sweden at the 2025 IIHF World Junior Championship. He was the Flames seventh-

round selection (208th overall) in the 2023 NHL Draft. 

 

HEY DID YOU KNOW? 

In Calgary’s first meeting with Anaheim this season on January 25, Hunter Brzustewicz scored his first NHL goal.
