PLAYER NOTES 

- Nicolas Roy opened the scoring for the Maple Leafs at 1:32 of the first period, posting his third goal of the 

season. Roy skated in the 400th game of his NHL career tonight. 

- John Tavares scored for Toronto at 11:57 of the second period, posting his 14th goal of the season. 

- Bobby McMann scored for the Maple Leafs at 19:06 of the third period, posting his ninth goal of the season. 

McMann also recorded the primary assist on Roy’s goal, posting his seventh assist of the season. McMann 

marked his fourth multi-point game of the season. 

- Nicholas Robertson registered the secondary assist on Roy’s goal and the primary assist on McMann’s goal, 

improving to eight assists recorded this season. Robertson set a new single-game career-high in assists with 

two while tying a single-game career-high in points with two which he has marked on 12 occasions during his 

NHL career (recording his third multi-point game of the season). 

- Matias Maccelli recorded the primary assist on Tavares’ goal, posting his sixth assist of the season. Maccelli is 

one assist away from the 100th assist of his NHL career. 

- Joseph Woll stopped 29 of 32 shots he faced in tonight’s loss. 

- Jake McCabe was on the ice for a team-high 21 Toronto shot attempts-for at 5-on-5. 

- John Tavares finished the game with a team-high 5-on-5 shot attempt percentage of 58.82 percent (20 for, 14 

against).  

TEAM NOTES 

- The Maple Leafs were 0-for-1 on the power play and 1-for-2 on the penalty kill tonight. 

- Toronto has posted a 5-9-0 record on the road this season.  

- The Maple Leafs have posted a 1-5-0 record in the first game of a back-to-back this season.
