"The Maple Leafs acquired defenceman Jake McCabe, forward Sam Lafferty, a conditional fifth round
selection in the 2024 NHL Draft and a conditional fifth round selection in the 2025 NHL Draft from the
Chicago Blackhawks in exchange for forwards Joey Anderson and Pavel Gogolev, a conditional first
round selection in the 2025 NHL Draft (top ten protected) and a second-round selection in the 2026
NHL Draft. The Blackhawks will retain 50% of McCabe's salary as part of the transaction.

°The Maple Leafs acquired forward Ryan Dzingel and defenceman llya Lyubushkin from Arizona in
exchange for forward Nick Ritchie and a conditional draft selection (the Maple Leafs’ third-round
selection in 2023 or second-round selection in 2025).

The Tampa Bay Lightning acquired JJ Moser, Conor Geekie, a second-round selection in 2025, and a
seventh-round selection in 2024 from the Utah Hockey Club in exchange for Mikhail Sergachev.

The Seattle Kraken acquired Michael Eyssimont, a second-round selection in 2025, a first-round
selection in 2026, and a first-round selection in 2027 from the Tampa Bay Lightning in exchange for
Oliver Bjorkstrand, a fifth-round selection in 2026, and Kyle Aucoin.

3The Maple Leafs acquired a second-round selection in 2025 and a seventh-round selection in 2024
in exchange for a second-round selection in 2024.

4The Colorado Avalanche acquired Yakov Trenin and Graham Sward from the Nashville Predators in
exchange for Jeremy Hanzel and third round selection in 2025.

The San Jose Sharks acquired Yaroslav Askarov, Nolan Burke, and a third-round selection in 2025
from the Nashville Predators for Magnus Chrona, David Edstrom, and a first-round selection in 2025.
The Maple Leafs acquired a third-round draft selection in the 2025 NHL Draft, San Jose’s own sixth-
round selection in 2026, and defenceman Matt Benning from San Jose in exchange for defenceman
Timothy Liljegren.

5The Maple Leafs acquired defenceman llya Lyubushkin and the rights to unsigned draft choice Kirill
Slepets in a three-team trade with the Anaheim Ducks and Carolina Hurricanes. Anaheim received
Toronto’s third-round pick in 2025 and retained 50% of Lyubushkin’s salary. Carolina received a sixth-
round pick in 2024 and retained 50% of Lyubushkin’s remaining salary.

The New York Rangers acquired Carey Terrance and a third-round selection in 2025 from the
Anaheim Ducks in exchange for Chris Kreider and a fourth-round selection in 2025.




6The Maple Leafs acquired Ryan O’Reilly and Noel Acciari in a three-team trade with the St. Louis
Blues and Minnesota Wild. St. Louis received forwards Mikhail Abramov and Adam Gaudette,
Toronto's first-round selection in the 2023 NHL Draft, Ottawa's third-round selection in the 2023 NHL
Draft and Toronto's second-round selection in the 2024 NHL Draft, while Minnesota received
Toronto's fourth-round selection in the 2025 NHL Draft. St. Louis retained 50% and Minnesota
retained 25% of O'Reilly's salary as part of the trade.

"The Maple Leafs acquired a fifth-round selection in the 2025 NHL Draft from Pittsburgh in exchange
for defenceman Conor Timmins and forward Connor Dewar.
