WILD OLYMPIC RECAP

10 players and six staff members represented the Minnesota Wild
organization at the 2026 Milan-Cortina Winter Olympic Games.

Matt Boldy collected four points (2-2=4), averaged 16:35 in TOl/game and
ranked second on the team with 21 shots on goal in six games to help the
United States win the Gold Medal with a 2-1 overtime victory vs. Canada. ..
Boldy scored the fastest goal by any team to start a gold medal game in an
Olympic Games with NHL players, ahead of Team USA's Tony Amonte (8:49
in 2002 GMG).

Brock Faber tallied two points (1-1=2), a plus-seven rating and skated
18:00 in TOl/game in six games to help the United States win the Gold
Medal...He ranked T-6th in plus/minus rating in the tournament.

Quinn Hughes led the United States in scoring with eight points (1-7=38)
and in TOl/game (23:31) and recorded 15 shots on goal to help the United
States win the Gold Medal...He led tournament defensemen and ranked
T-4th overall in Olympic scoring...Hughes scored a point in all six games
to establish the longest scoring streak in a single Olympics featuring NHL
players by an American player...His seven assists established a new mark
for the most assists by an American in a single Olympic tournament with
NHL players...Hughes tied the record for most points by a defenseman in
a single Olympic Games with NHL players (Erik Karlsson 2014 w/SWE) and
Brian Rafalski (2010 w/USA).

Joel Eriksson Ek tallied two points (1-1=2), averaged 19:15 in TOl/game
and led the team with 23 shots on goal in five games as Sweden lost to the
United States, 3-2 in overtime, in the quarterfinals...He ranked T-5th in the
tournament in shots on goal.

Filip Gustavsson went 1-1-0 with a 2.55 GAA and a .889 SV% in two starts
for Sweden.

Marcus Johansson skated in two games for Sweden.

Jesper Wallstedt did not appear in a game for Sweden.

Nico Sturm recorded one goal in five games and averaged 10:21 in TOl/game
as Germany lost to Slovakia, 6-2, in the quarterfinals.

Hynes, who served as an assistant coach; Wild Assistant General Manager
Chris Kelleher, who worked on the management staff; Wild Head Athletic
Trainer John Worley and Assistant Athletic Trainer and Massage Therapist
Travis Green, who worked as athletic trainers, and Wild Orthopedic Surgeon
Joel Boyd, who served as team physician.

A QUINN-TESSENTIAL ADDITION BOLDY AND THE BEAUTIFUL

Quinn Hughes notched an assist at COL (2/26) to extend his point and assist
streaks to 11 games (2-17=19), tied for the longest point streak of his NHL
career (also 11 games, 11/6-11/25/23 with VAN) and the fourth-longest point
streak in Wild history.

The 11-game assist streak extended his franchise record and is the longest
assist streak in the NHL this season. Per NHL Stats, the 11-game assist streak
also tied Mark Howe (1979-80 w/ HFD) for the second-longest point streak by a
defenseman in their first season with a franchise, behind only Steve Duchesne
(15 GPin 1992-93 w/ QUE.

Since his current streak began on Jan. 17, ranks second in the NHL with 17
assists and fourth in points (2-17=19).

Leads NHL defensemen with 53 assists this season (T-5th among all skaters).
Leads NHL defensemen with 26 PPP (2-24=26) and ranks T-4th with 58 points
(5-53=58) this season.

Leads all NHL skaters with a 27:49 TOI/G and even strength TOI/G (23:19), and
third in power-play TOI/G (4:24) this season.

In 27 games since debuting with the Wild on Dec. 14, leads NHL defensemen
(T-2nd among all skaters) with 32 assists and ranks second (ninth among
skaters) with 35 points (3-32=35).

Per NHL Stats, is the first defenseman in NHL history to register an assist streak
of 10-plus games in his first season with a franchise.

Tallied three helpers and a career-high 33:19 TOI vs. MTL (2/2), becoming the
first player in franchise history with five three-assist games in a single season
in his 25th game with the team.

Also reached 400 career assists vs. MTL (2/2) in his 484th career game,
becoming the third-fastest defensemen in NHL history to reach the milestone
(B. Orr, 437 games; P. Coffey, 464 games).

Per NHL Stats, is the second-fastest American skater in NHL history to hit the
400-assist milestone, behind only C. Janney (477 GP).

Leads NHL defensemen with 52 assists this season (fifth among all skaters)
and is currently the only defenseman and one of four skaters (Draisaitl,
MacKinnon, McDavid) to record 50-plus assists in each of the last five seasons.
Recorded 29 assists in his first 25 games with Minnesota, the most ever by
a NHL defenseman in his first 25 games with a club. Among all skaters, he
trails only W. Gretzky (35, LAK, 1988-89), P. Forsberg (34, PHI, 2005-06) and C.
Janney (30, STL, 1992-92).

Finished with two points (1-1=2) and a season-high plus-4 rating at
EDM (1/31), tied for the highest plus-minus rating of his career (two other
occurances).

Recorded 20 assists in January, T-2nd among NHL skaters (first among
defensemen) and the highest single-month total in franchise history. His 20
assists marked the second-highest January total by a defenseman in NHL
history (Bobby Orr, 21 assists, Jan. 1973).

Per NHL Stats, tied Paul Coffey (23 GP w/ PIT) and Sergei Zubov (23 GP w/ PIT)
as the fastest defenseman in NHL history to record 25 assists with a franchise.
Became the second player in NHL history with four three-assist games through
his first 20 games with a franchise. (Dan Daoust, 4 GP w/ TOR).

With two assists at TOR (1/19), became the fastest player in Wild history to
reach 20 points with the club, doing so in his 18th game.

Overall, owns eight three-assist outings this season, doing so for the second
time in his career (also 9 in 2023-24). Is one of four defensemen in NHL history
to reach the mark in multiple campaigns, alongside Paul Coffey (2x) and Bobby
Orr (5x).

Is one of two defensemen since 1995-96 to record eight three-assist outings
in a single season (also 9 in 2023-24). The others: Roman Josi (8 in 2021-22).
Finished with four assists (0-4=4) at ANA (1/2) to set the Wild's single-game
franchise record for assists by a defenseman and tie Matt Dumba (1-3=4,
3/29/18 vs. DAL) for single-game franchise point record among defensemen.
Notched fourth career four-assist game at ANA (1/2), one point shy of his
single-game career point record (1-4=5, 11/2/23 at SJS).

Per NHL Stats, tied Phil Housley for the fourth-most four-assist games by an
American defenseman in NHL history. Gary Suter (8), Chris Chelios (6) and
Brian Leetch (6) are the only ones with more.

Matt Boldy tied his single-game career high with four points (2-2=4)
at COL (2/26), becoming the first player in Wild history to record four or
more points in consecutive games (3-1=4 at NSH, 2/4).

Owns an active seven-game point streak (7-8=15), his longest of the
season.

Notched his fourth career hat trick and became the fourth different
player in franchise history with a three-goal period by scoring three
times in the first period at NSH (2/4).
