KOPI TAKES THE BOYS FISHIN’

Captain Anze Kopitar has consistently found the scoresheet throughout his career against the Pacific Division rival Sharks with 75 points (28-47=75) in 97 career
games against San Jose, including five points (1-4=5) in his last two outings. Kopitar's 75 career points vs. San Jose leads all active skaters and is tied for second-
most in League history, while teammate Corey Perry’s 57 career points (30-27=57) places second among active skaters. Defenseman Drew Doughty has
accumulated seven goals and 40 points (7-33=40) against San Jose, the most among active defensemen and fourth-most in NHL history.

JUICE BOX HERO

Forward Adrian Kempe skates into SAP Center riding a six-game road point streak (5-5=10), dating back to Oct. 11 in Winnipeg. It marks the third different road
point streak of six games in his career. He also extended his overall point streak to five games (3-5=8), the eighth such streak of his career. He enters tomorrow'’s
showdown in San Jose with back-to-back multi-point games against the Sharks, posting a pair of assists on Nov. 25, 2024, and scoring twice on March 30, 2025.

NEED A BIGGER BOAT? TRY A KUZ SHIP.

Forward Andrei Kuzmenko skates into Silicon Valley for the fifth time in his career, having posted multi-point efforts (4-4=8) in each of his previous four
appearances, dating back to Nov. 27, 2022, as a member of the Canucks. In both that contest and in his most recent visit to the Bay Area on April 9, 2024 (w/
CGY), Kuzmenko has netted the game-winning goal for his side. Kuzmenko is one of just two players in NHL history to score a goal and register an assist in four
consecutive visits to San Jose, joining Mario Lemieux, who scored 25 total points (6-19=25) over five straight away games against the Sharks beginning Dec. 5,
1991, through Nov. 10, 1995. In total, Kuzmenko has 18 points (9-9=18) in 11 career games played against San Jose. Kuzmenko's 1.64 points per game played (P/
GP) against the Pacific Division rival Sharks ranks as the fourth highest (min. 10 GP) in League history against the Sharks behind Matt Boldy (1.73 P/GP), Cale
Makar (1.81 P/GP), and Mario Lemieux (3.50 P/GP).
