
SHORTHANDED FINNISH
Forward Joel Armia skates into DTLA after scoring his ninth goal of the season on Monday night at Ball Arena, his League-leading fourth shorthanded goal 
(SHG) of the campaign. Armia is just the fourth Kings skaters in franchise history to tally four or more shorthanded goals within the team’s first 38 games to start 
the season, and the first to do so since Tyler Toffoli in 2014-15. Armia’s shorthanded marker was also the 21st of his career, which ranks tied for third-most 
among active skaters in the League with Jordan Staal and Blake Coleman. Since his NHL debut on Dec. 23, 2014 (w/ Buffalo), only Brad Marchand (23 SHG) 
and Jean-Gabriel Pageau (23 SHG) have scored more shorthanded.

HOME SWEDE HOME FOR THE HOLIDAYS
Forward Adrian Kempe, the Kings’ co-team leader in goals (13), and outright leader in assists (19) and points (13-19=32) this season, skates into 2026 looking 
to help his team sweep the season-series against the Tampa Bay Lightning (2-1 W, Dec. 18 at TBL). The Swedish winger scored both of the Kings’ goals in their 
victory over the Atlantic Division’s Lightning just over two weeks ago, marking his first multi-goal game (2-0=2) of the year. This performance also marked his 
team-leading eighth multi-point game of the campaign and 100th of his career, tying tied with Ziggy Palffy (100 GP) for the 14th-most multi-point games in Kings 
franchise history while having broken a tie with Palffy (29 GP) with his 30th career multi-goal game.
