PLAYER NOTES 

- Steven Lorentz scored for the Maple Leafs at 5:11 of the first period, posting his seventh goal of the season. 

Lorentz has scored two goals in his last three games. 

- Easton Cowan scored on a Maple Leafs power play opportunity at 1:57 of the second period, posting his 11th 

goal of the season. Cowan has recorded five points (2G, 3A) in his last five games. 

- Morgan Rielly scored for the Maple Leafs at 14:04 of the third period, posting his 11th goal of the season. 

Rielly skated in his 948th career NHL game tonight, moving past Bob Pulford (947 games) for sole possession 

of seventh for games played as a Maple Leaf. 

- John Tavares recorded the primary assist on Cowan’s goal, posting his 39th assist of the season. Tavares has 

recorded eight points (4G, 4A) in his last five games. 

- Luke Haymes recorded the secondary assist on Rielly’s goal, posting the first point of his NHL career. Haymes 

skated in his NHL debut tonight recording one assist, one shot and two hits in 12:47 of ice time. 

- Artur Akhtyamov stopped 39 of 44 shots he faced in tonight’s loss. Akhtyamov appeared in the first start of 

his NHL career tonight. 

- Troy Stecher was on the ice for a team-high 26 Toronto shot attempts-for at 5-on-5. 

- Calle Järnkrok finished the game with a team-high 5-on-5 shot attempt percentage of 71.43 percent (15 for, 6 

against).  

TEAM NOTES 

- The Maple Leafs were 1-for-1 on the power play and 3-for-5 on the penalty kill tonight. 

- Toronto has posted a 14-20-6 record on the road this season.  

- The Maple Leafs have posted a 6-8-1 record in the second game of a back-to-back this season.
