- Forward Joe Pavelski skated in his 200th career playoff game, becoming the 25th player in league history to do so
(23rd skater along with two goaltenders). Only Corey Perry (208 GP) has more among active players.

- Forward Wyatt Johnston (1-0—1) became the fifth active player to score 10 goals in a playoff year at age 21 or
younger, joining Sidney Crosby (15 in 2009), Nikita Kucherov (10 in 2015), Patrick Kane (10 in 2010) and Evgeni
Malkin (10 in 2008).

- Johnston leads the Stars in goals (10) and shares first in points (10-6—16) and fifth in assists (6).

- Defenseman Thomas Harley (0-1—1) picked up his second point in as many games (0-2—2) to give him four
points (0-4—4) in 18 postseason contests.

- Rookie forward Logan Stankoven (0-1—1) earned his fifth assist of the postseason. The 21-year-old has eight
points (3-5—8) in 18 playoff games.

- Goaltender Jake Oettinger made 23 saves on 26 shots.
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
