TEAM NOTES

* Columbus has won three-straight and earned points in four consecutive games (3-0-1) after earning a 4-2 victory over
Florida on Thursday. The club has earned points in 15 of its last 17 contests (14-2-1) since a Jan. 11 win at Utah.

* CBJ, who are in the middle of a four-game homestand, have recorded points in seven-straight home contests (6-0-1) and
11-of-12 games played at Nationwide Arena in 2026 (9-1-2).

*  Since Dec. 22, the Blue Jackets have gone 18-6-2 (386 pts, .731 points pct.) and rank third in the NHL in points and points
percentage, fourth in save pct. ((908), fifth in goals-against/game (2.65), sixth-T in penalty kill pct.
