Game Summary I Event Summary 

The Calgary Flames began a four game homestand on Friday night by welcoming the Nashville Predators to the 

Scotiabank Saddledome. Both goalies were solid early, with Dustin Wolf and Juuse Saros turning aside all 18 shots the 

clubs combined for to keep the game scoreless through 20. It was the same story in the second, with this game still 

knotted at zero’s heading into the third. In the final stanza, Daniil Miromanov finally broke the scoreless deadlock with his 

first of the season to give the Flames a 1-0 edge. Blake Coleman would add an empty netter later as Dustin Wolf would 

turn aside all 29 shots he faced to record his first NHL shutout in a 2-0 Flames victory.

HOWLIN’ FOR YOU:  

With his 29-save effort on Friday night against the Nashville Predators, Dustin Wolf earned his first NHL shutout and 

became the third California-born goaltender in NHL history to record a shutout, joining Thatcher Demko (8) and John Blue 

(1). Wolf recorded 11 shutouts at the AHL level from 2021 to 2024.  

THIRD PERIOD MAGIC:  

Daniil Miromanov and Blake Coleman scored to give Calgary the lead in the final frame in Calgary’s 2-0 win over 

Nashville on Friday. The Flames have 25 goals in the third period in 2024-25, only four teams have more: the Vegas 

Golden Knights, Los Angeles Kings, Winnipeg Jets, and New Jersey Devils.  

 

MIRO, MIRO ON THE WALL:  

Daniil Miromanov scored the game-winning goal on Friday against Nashville to record his first goal of the season. The 

goal also marked Miromanov’s first NHL game-winning goal as the 27-year-old rearguard improved his plus/minus to +5 

on the campaign, tied for the second highest among all Flames blueliners.  

 

LAST MEETING:  

The Calgary Flames last met the New York Islanders on Long Island back in February of last season. MacKenzie Weegar 

would start the scoring 3:47 into the contest with his 13th of the season and the Flames led 1-0 through 20. The Flames 

would add another two in the second from Jonathan Huberdeau and MacKenzie Weegar to head into the third with a 3-0 

advantage. In the third, the clubs would trade goals including MacKenzie Weegar who netted his third of the night to score 

his first career hat trick as the Flames won 5-2.   

 

WEEGSY BABY:  

In Calgary and New York’s last meeting on February 10th, 2024, MacKenzie Weegar recorded his first career hat trick. 

Weegar joined Nikita Zadorov (April 12, 2023), Dougie Hamilton (Feb. 17, 2018), Al MacInnis (March 16, 1992), Dana 

Murzyn (Feb. 22, 1990), Paul Reinhart (Nov. 24, 1986) and Barry Gibbs (Dec. 31, 1975) to become the seventh 

defenceman in Flames franchise history to record a hat trick.  

 

THROWBACK TUESDAY:  

Flames forward Andrei Kuzmenko and Islanders netminder Ilya Sorokin were teammates in the KHL with CSKA Moscow 

for four seasons from 2014-15 to 2017-18. Flames rearguard Daniil Miromanov and Islanders blueliner Noah Dobson 

were teammates on the Acadie-Bathurst Titan during the 2016-17 season. Miromanov led all Titan defenceman in scoring 

that season with 22 goals and 40 assists for 62 points in 68 games, while Dobson’s +34 rating on the season was second-

best on the club.  

 

HUBY DOO:  

Jonathan Huberdeau is currently at 499 career helper, one shy of reaching 500 NHL assists. Huberdeau is looking to join 

Nikita Kucherov and the late Johnny Gaudreau as the third skater from the 2011 NHL draft to reach 500 NHL assists and 

become the 25th active skater in the NHL to reach the milestone.  

 

HEY DID YOU KNOW? 

Mikael Backlund (204-336—540 in 1,007 GP) needs one assist to pass Guy Chouinard and Paul Reinhart for seventh
