Through 189 regular season games played, Greentree's 254 career points (110-144=254), the Spitfires’ captain are the seventh
most in franchise history. He is one of three Windsor players to have recorded at least 250 career points for the team since the
year 2000, joining Ryan Ellis (73-240=313), who played 226 games from 2007-2011, and Taylor Hall (123-157=280), who wore
a Spitfires sweater for 183 contests from 2007-2010.

Goaltender Carter George maintained a .909 SV% through 47 appearances on the year, the seventh best among 43 OHL goalies
with at least 10 regular season games played.
