2025-26: The Panthers won the series-opening game, 4-3, in overtime at 
Grand Casino Arena (1/24)…LW Matt Boldy (1-1=2) and LW Kirill Kaprizov 
(1-1=2) led the Wild with two points each…G Filip Gustavsson stopped 
30-of-34 shots faced…LW Brad Marchand led Florida with three points 
(2-1=3)…C Sam Reinhart (1-1=2), LW Matthew Tkachuk (0-2=2) and C 
Carter Verhaeghe (0-2=2) each posted two points…G Sergei Bobrovsky 
saved 18-of-21 shots faced to earn the win for Florida.
WILD LEADERS: Zuccarello leads Minnesota with 34 points (16-18=34) in 
32 career matches against Florida…LW Nick Foligno owns 24 points (10-
14=24) in 54 career games…D Zach Bogosian owns 21 points (6-15=21) 
in 47 games vs. Florida…RW Vladimir Tarasenko has 17 points (6-11=17) 
in 22 games.
WILD GOALIES: Gustavsson is 3-2-2 with a 2.58 GAA, a .921 SV% and one 
shutout in seven games (six starts) against Florida…G Jesper Wallstedt 
has not faced the Panthers.
PANTHERS LEADERS: RW Brad Marchand leads Florida with 23 points (11-
12=23) in 21 games vs. Minnesota…C Aleksander Barkov has 18 points 
(4-14=18) in 19 career matches against Minnesota…Tkachuk has 15 
points (6-9=15) in 22 games…D Aaron Ekblad has 15 points (4-10=14) 
in 20 games.
PANTHERS GOALIES: Bobrovsky is 15-5-1 with a 2.33 GAA, a .918 SV% and 
one shutout in 22 career starts vs. the Wild…G Daniil Tarasov is 0-1-1 with 
a 3.45 GAA and a .900 SV% in two starts.
CONNECTIONS: C Nico Sturm recorded one point (0-1=1) in 15 games during 
the 2024-25 season with Florida and skated in eight postseason games to 
help the Panthers win the 2025 Stanley Cup…Tarasenko recorded 14 points 
(6-8=14) in 19 games with Florida during the 2023-24 season as well nine 
points (5-4=9) in 24 postseason games to help the Panthers win the 2024 
Stanley Cup…D Jeff Petry recorded eight assists (0-8=8) in 58 games with 
Florida in the 2025-26 season prior to being traded to Minnesota on March 
5, 2026…Minnesota Assistant Coach Jack Capuano worked as Associate 
Coach with Florida for two seasons (2017-19)…F Vinnie Hinostroza 
collected 18 points (8=10=18) in 73 games in parts of two seasons (2024-
26) with Minnesota…C Luke Kunin was seclected by Minnesota in the first

Brock Faber: Scored his 15th goal of the season with a PPG at TBL (3/24), tying 
Brent Burns (2007-08) for the second-highest single-season goal total by a Wild 
defenseman (17 goals, Burns, 2010-11 season)…Owns 48 points (15-33=48) on 
the season, a new career high and tied for the third-highest single-season point 
total by a Wild defenseman (Suter, 51 points, 2015-16 and 2017-18 seasons)…
In 40 games since Dec. 14, ranks T-9th among NHL defensemen with 33 points (9-
24=33) and nine goals and 11th with 24 assists…Since Nov. 7, ranks T-7th  among 
NHL defensemen (T-12th among all skaters) with a plus-28 rating…For the season, 
ranks T-7th among NHL defensemen in goals and third among all skaters in even 
strength TOI/G (21:04) and 11th in TOI/G (24:41)…His 13 even-strength goals rank 
fifth among NHL defensemen this season and mark a single-season franchise record 
among Wild defensemen.

Quinn Hughes: Currently at 499 career games played…Owns 414 career assists 
heading into his 500th career game, the third-highest total by a NHL defenseman 
through 500 career games behind Bobby Orr (469) and Paul Coffey (437)…Since 
Jan. 17, ranks T-2nd in the NHL (T-1st among defensemen) with 28 assists and T-7th 
(third among defensemen) in points (3-28=31)…Leads NHL defensemen with 64 
assists this season (fourth among all skaters) and 32 PPP (2-30=32, seventh among 
skaters) and ranks fourth with 70 points (6-64=70)…Per NHL Stats, is the second 
American defenseman to record four straight 70-point seasons (Housley, 5x, 1988-
93)…Leads all NHL skaters in TOI/G (27:45) and even strength TOI/G (23:18) and 
ranks second in power-play TOI/G (4:20) this season…In 40 games since debuting 
with the Wild on Dec. 14, leads NHL defensemen (third among all skaters) with 43 
assists and ranks second (ninth among skaters) with 47 points (4-43=47)…Needs 
three assists to pass Ryan Suter (45 assists, 2017-18) for the single-season record 
by a Wild defenseman…Needs five points to pass Suter (51 points, 2015-16 and 
2017-18 seasons) for the single-season record by a Wild defenseman.
Marcus Johansson: Currently owns 199 career goals, can become the 33rd Swedish-
born player to reach the 200-goal milestone.
Kirill Kaprizov: Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with 16 PPG, sixth with 244 shots, T-7th with 
38 goals, and 13th with 80 points (38-42=80)…Ranks first on Wild in points, PPG, 
and shots, T-1st in goals and GWG (five) and second in assists.
Jared Spurgeon: Owns 435 points (123-312=435), three shy of passing Marian 
Gaborik (219-218=437) for third in franchise history…Needs three assists to pass 
Ryan Suter (314) for second in franchise history.
Vladimir Tarasenko: Currently at 896 career games played…Owns five goals (5-
1=6) in his last five games and nine points (5-4=9) in his last eight games…Ranks 
third on the Wild in goals (21) and T-4th in GWG (three).
Yakov Trenin: Owns an NHL-leading 364 hits on the season, tied for the sixth-highest 
single-season total since the league began tracking the stat in 2005-06, and needs 
two hits to pass Matt Martin (365, 2015-16) for sole possession of fifth…Finished 
with seven hits vs. DAL (3/21) to pass Cal Clutterbuck (356 hits, 2008-09) for the 
single-season franchise record.
Jesper Wallstedt: Owns a 7-3-1 record against teams currently in a playoff position 
through games played March 24 and leads the NHL with a .931 SV% against such 
teams (min. 10 GP)…Is 7-3-4 with a 2.60 GAA, .917 SV% and two shutouts in 14 
road starts this season…Ranks T-3rd in the NHL with four shutouts and T-6th with 
a .912 SV% this season.
Mats Zuccarello: Ranks T-1st on the Wild with five GWG this season (Kaprizov).

LOCKING IT DOWN SCORING UPTICK

•	 Has scored first in 42 games this season, fourth in the NHL.
•	 Owns a 30-6-6 record (.786) when scoring first this season. 
•	 From 11/7 - 11/26/25, did not trail in regulation for over eight 

consecutive games, a franchise-record span of 505:41 minutes, the 
17th longest streak in NHL history.

•	 The Wild scored the game-opening goal in 12 consecutive contests 
from 10/30 - 11/23, a franchise record. The run was tied for the 10th-
longest streak in NHL history and is the longest since Colorado’s 13-
game streak in the 2022-23 season.

•	 As a franchise, holds a 686-182-112 all-time record (.757) when 
scoring first in a regular-season game.

•	 At 40-19-12, ranks sixth in the NHL with 92 points, the third-highest 
point total through a season’s first 72 games in franchise history.

•	 Is 37-14-9 (.692) since Nov. 1, ranking third in the NHL in point 
percentage, T-3rd in points (83), and T-5th in wins.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks first in the NHL in team SV% (.912), second in team 
GAA (2.55) and fourth in goal differential (plus-45).

•	 Recorded a seven-game road point streak (5-0-2) from 12/8 - 1/3, the 
team’s longest road point streak since a nine-game run last season 
(Oct. 29 - Dec. 6, 2024).

•	 Recorded a 14-game home point streak (12-0-2) from 11/1 - 12/20, the 
longest run in franchise history and the second-longest streak in the 
NHL this season (COL, 22).

•	 Won seven consecutive games from 12/8 - 12/20, tied for the team’s 
longest streak of the season (also seven GP, 11/15 - 11/29) and T-4th 
longest in franchise history.

•	 All seven wins from 12/8 - 12/20 were in regulation, tying the franchise 
record for most consecutive wins in regulation (2x previously).

•	 Recorded an 12-game point streak (10-0-2) from 11/7 - 12/2, the 
third-longest run in franchise history and the club’s longest since a 
franchise-record 14-game run (11-0-3) from 2/17 - 3/15/23.

•	 Finished 11-1-2 (.857) in November, ranking T-1st in the NHL in wins 
and points (24).

•	 Recorded 10 or more wins in both November and December 2025, 
marking the fourth time in franchise history the team has won 10 or 
more games in consecutive months (February and March, 2014-15; 
December and January, 2016-17; March and April, 2021-22).

•	 Minnesota’s 24 points in November 2025 was the highest November 
total in franchise history, while its 11 wins ranked T-1st (also Nov. 
2011).

•	 Matt Boldy and Kirill Kaprizov were Minnesota’s co-leaders in goals in 
November, with each player scoring 10 goals in 14 games. It marked 
the first time in team history that the Wild had two players each score 
10 or more goals in the same calendar month.

•	 Ranks T-6th in the NHL with a plus-11 goal differential in the opening 
frame and eighth by allowing .76 first-period goals per game this 
season.

•	 Ranks fifth in the NHL by allowing 0.90 second-period goals per game 
this season and T-7th with a plus-9 second-period goal differential.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks T-4th in the NHL with a plus-16 third-period goal 
differential and fifth by allowing 0.88 third-period goals per game.
