% The win by Carolina snapped an eight-game winning streak by the home team in the series. It also marked just the thirsd
time in the last 15 games dating back to Feb. 25, 2022 that the visiting team earned the victory.
% The Jackets skated in front of their fourth-straight and 13" sellout crowd of the season tonight.

PLAYER NOTES

% C Adam Fantilli (22-33-55, 75 GP) scored to set a new single season career-high in points, surpassing the 31-23-54 in
82 games played last season.

% RW Kirill Marchenko (26-37-63, 69 GP) scored and assisted for his second-straight multi-point performance (1-3-4)
and the 12™" of the season, tying for the second-most on the team in 2025-26. He has now collected points in seven
of his past eight matchups against Carolina (6-4-10) as well as 10-4-14 in 13 career contests against the club.

% LW Mason Marchment (18-22-40, 62 GP) tallied two assists for back-to-back multi-point efforts (1-3-4). The 0-2-2
game marks his seventh multi-point outing as a Blue Jacket in his 33 games since joining the club (14-13-27).
