Arena, 7-7-4 at Tampa Bay)

2024-25: Minnesota went 2-0-0 against Tampa Bay…The Wild won the 
series-opening game, 4-2, in Tampa (10/24) and completed the series 
sweep with a 5-3 win in Saint Paul (11/1)…LW Kirill Kaprizov led the Wild 
with six points (4-2=6)…LW Matt Boldy (2-1=3) and RW Mats Zuccarello 
(0-3=3) had three points each…G Marc-Andre Fleury saved 24-of-26 shots 
faced to earn the win for the Wild in the first meeting…G Filip Gustavsson 
stopped 27-of-30 shots faced in the second meeting…D Erik Cernak (0-
2=2), LW Brandon Hagel (1-1=2), D Victor Hedman (0-2=2), RW Nikita 
Kucherov (1-1=2) and C Nick Paul (1-1=2) all had two points…G Andre 
Vasilevskiy went 0-2-0 with a 3.10 GAA and a .838 SV% in starting both 
games for the Lightning.
WILD LEADERS: LW Marcus Johansson leads Minnesota with 22 points 
(8-14=22) in 43 career games against Tampa Bay…Zuccarello has 18 
points (6-12=18) in 27 matches…RW Vladimir Tarasenko has 17 points 
(11-6=17) in 24 games…LW Marcus Foligno (8-5=13 in 31 games) and D 
Quinn Hughes (3-10-13 in 10 games) each own 13 points.
WILD GOALIES: Gustavsson is 2-1-0 with a 3.71 GAA and an .893 SV% in 
three career games vs. Tampa Bay…G Jesper Wallstedt has not faced the 
Lightning.
LIGHTNING LEADERS: Kucherov leads Tampa Bay with 19 points (9-10=19) 
in 19 career games against the Wild…D Ryan McDonagh owns 18 points 
(4-14=18) in 24 career game…LW Jake Guentzel owns 15 points (6-9=15) 
in 14 games…Hedman has 12 points (4-8=12) in 23 games.
LIGHTNING GOALIES: Vasilevskiy is 6-6-2 with a 2.50 GAA, a .914 SV% and 
one shutout in 14 career starts vs. Minnesota…G Jonas Johansson has 
made one relief appearance against Minnesota (4/7/21).
CONNECTIONS: D Zach Bogosian collected 15 points (4-11=15) in 106 
games over parts of four seasons (2019-20, 2021-24) with the Lightning 
and was a member of Tampa Bay’s 2020 Stanley Cup Championship team…
Lightning CEO Steve Griggs spent eight years as Vice President of Sales and 
Service for the Wild…McDonagh is from Saint Paul.
FAST FACTS: Minnesota is 9-3-1 in its last 13 games against Tampa Bay…
The Wild recorded a 10-game win streak vs. the Lightning in Saint Paul 
(11/28/11 to 1/4/24)…Minnesota earned its first-ever franchise win, 6-5, 
against Tampa Bay at Grand Casino Arena (10/18/00).

T-2nd in the NHL in goals (nine), third in points (9-13=22), and T-5th in 
assists in 13 games since Jan. 17…Ranks T-2nd in the NHL with 15 PPG, 
fourth with 216 shots, fifth with 34 goals and sixth with 74 points (34-
40=74)…Ranks first on Wild in assists, points, PPG, and shots, T-1st in 
GWG (four) and second in goals.

Yakov Trenin: Leads the NHL with 300 hits, the fourth-highest single-season 
total in franchise history and the third-highest total in the NHL through 61 
games since the 2005-06 season.
Jesper Wallstedt: Is 7-3-3 with a 2.66 GAA, .914 SV% and two shutouts in 
13 road starts this season…Ranks T-2nd in the NHL with four shutouts.
Mats Zuccarello: Currently at 498 career assists…With an assist at UTA 
(2/27), reached 370 points in a Wild sweater and passed Ryan Suter (369) 
for sixth in franchise history.

10 players and six staff members represented the Minnesota Wild organization 
at the 2026 Milan-Cortina Winter Olympic Games.
Matt Boldy collected four points (2-2=4), averaged 16:35 in TOI/game and 
ranked second on the team with 21 shots on goal in six games to help the United 
States win the Gold Medal with a 2-1 overtime victory vs. Canada…Boldy scored 
the fastest goal by any team to start a gold medal game in an Olympic Games 
with NHL players, ahead of Team USA’s Tony Amonte (8:49 in 2002 GMG).
Brock Faber tallied two points (1-1=2), a plus-seven rating and skated 18:00 in 
TOI/game in six games to help the United States win the Gold Medal…He ranked 
T-6th in plus/minus rating in the tournament.
Quinn Hughes was named the tournament’s Best Defenseman and to the Media 
All-Star Team after he led the United States in scoring with eight points (1-7=8) 
and in TOI/game (23:31) and recorded 15 shots on goal to help the United States 
win the Gold Medal…He led tournament defensemen and ranked T-4th overall 
in Olympic scoring…Hughes scored a point in all six games to establish the 
longest scoring streak in a single Olympics featuring NHL players by an American 
player…His seven assists established a new mark for the most assists by an 
American in a single Olympic tournament with NHL players…Hughes tied the 
record for most points by a defenseman in a single Olympic Games with NHL 
players (Erik Karlsson 2014 w/SWE) and Brian Rafalski (2010 w/USA).
Joel Eriksson Ek tallied two points (1-1=2), averaged 19:15 in TOI/game and 
led the team with 23 shots on goal in five games as Sweden lost to the United 
States, 3-2 in overtime, in the quarterfinals…He ranked T-5th in the tournament 
in shots on goal.
Filip Gustavsson went 1-1-0 with a 2.55 GAA and a .889 SV% in two starts for 
Sweden.
Marcus Johansson skated in two games for Sweden.
Jesper Wallstedt did not appear in a game for Sweden.
Nico Sturm recorded one goal in five games and averaged 10:21 in TOI/game as 
Germany lost to Slovakia, 6-2, in the quarterfinals.
Samuel Hlavaj went 2-3-0 with a 3.56 GAA and a .908 SV% in five starts as 
Slovakia lost to Finland, 6-1, in the Bronze Medal Game.
David Spacek collected one assist and skated 14:33 in TOI/game in five games 
as Czechia lost to Canada, 4-3 in overtime, in the quarterfinals.
Wild General Manager and President of Hockey Operations Bill Guerin served as 
the General Manager of the Gold-Medal winning United States Men’s Ice Hockey 
Team. He was joined on Team USA’s staff by Wild Head Coach John Hynes, who 
served as an assistant coach; Wild Assistant General Manager Chris Kelleher, 
who worked on the management staff; Wild Head Athletic Trainer John Worley 
and Assistant Athletic Trainer and Massage Therapist Travis Green, who worked 
as athletic trainers, and Wild Orthopedic Surgeon Joel Boyd, who served as team 
physician.

LOCKING IT DOWN SCORING UPTICK

•	 Has scored first in 37 games this season, T-1st in the NHL.
•	 Owns a 26-5-6 record (.784) when scoring first this season. 
•	 From 11/7 - 11/26/25, did not trail in regulation for over eight 

consecutive games, a franchise-record span of 505:41 minutes, the 
17th longest streak in NHL history.

•	 The Wild scored the game-opening goal in 12 consecutive contests 
from 10/30 - 11/23, a franchise record. The run was tied for the 10th-
longest streak in NHL history and is the longest since Colorado’s 13-
game streak in the 2022-23 season.

•	 As a franchise, holds a 682-181-112 all-time record (.757) when 
scoring first in a regular-season game.

•	 At 35-16-10, ranks T-4th in the NHL with 80 points, the second-highest 
point total through a season’s first 61 games in franchise history.

•	 Is 32-10-7 (.724) since Nov. 1, ranking first in the NHL in points (71), 
second in point percentage and T-2nd in wins.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks first in the NHL in team SV% (.913), third in goal 
differential (plus-40) and fourth in team GAA (2.58).

•	 Recorded a seven-game road point streak (5-0-2) from 12/8 - 1/3, the 
team’s longest road point streak since a nine-game run last season 
(Oct. 29 - Dec. 6, 2024).

•	 Recorded a 14-game home point streak (12-0-2) from 11/1 - 12/20, the 
longest run in franchise history and the second-longest streak in the 
NHL this season (COL, 22).

•	 Won seven consecutive games from 12/8 - 12/20, tied for the team’s 
longest streak of the season (also seven GP, 11/15 - 11/29) and T-4th 
longest in franchise history.

•	 All seven wins from 12/8 - 12/20 were in regulation, tying the franchise 
record for most consecutive wins in regulation (2x previously).

•	 Recorded an 12-game point streak (10-0-2) from 11/7 - 12/2, the 
third-longest run in franchise history and the club’s longest since a 
franchise-record 14-game run (11-0-3) from 2/17 - 3/15/23.

•	 Finished 10-3-2 (.733) in December, ranking T-3rd in the NHL in points 
(22) and T-4th in wins.

•	 Finished 11-1-2 (.857) in November, ranking T-1st in the NHL in wins 
and points (24).

•	 Recorded 10 or more wins in both November and December 2025, 
marking the fourth time in franchise history the team has won 10 or 
more games in consecutive months (February and March, 2014-15; 
December and January, 2016-17; March and April, 2021-22).

•	 Minnesota’s 24 points in November 2025 was the highest November 
total in franchise history, while its 11 wins ranked T-1st (also Nov. 
2011).

•	 Matt Boldy and Kirill Kaprizov were Minnesota’s co-leaders in goals in 
November, with each player scoring 10 goals in 14 games. It marked 
the first time in team history that the Wild had two players each score 
10 or more goals in the same calendar month.

•	 Rank T-7th in the NHL with a plus-10 goal differential in the opening 
frame.

•	 Ranks third the NHL by allowing 0.87 second-period goals per game 
this season and eighth with a plus-9 second-period goal differential.

•	 Since Nov. 1, ranks fifth in the NHL with a plus-14 third period goal 
differential and seventh by allowing 0.90 goals per game in the third 
period.

•	 Ranks T-1st in the NHL with 23 extra-time games played and second 
with 13 extra-time victories

•	 The Wild ranks T-2nd in the NHL with seven shutouts this season, one shy 
of tying the single-season franchise record (eight SO, five occurances, 
last 2015-16 season).
