WASHINGTON CAPITALS PRESEASON NOTES 
 
NEW GUYS – Forward Pierre-Luc Dubois and defenseman Matt Roy are expected to make their Capitals preseason debuts on Tuesday at Boston. The 
Capitals acquired Dubois from the Los Angeles Kings on June 19. The 6’4”, 225-pound center is a four-time 20-goal scorer and recorded a career-high 63 
points (27g, 36a) with the Winnipeg Jets in 2022-23. The third overall pick in the 2016 NHL Draft, Dubois is one of six players from his draft class to record 
four or more 20-goal seasons (also Auston Matthews, Matthew Tkachuk, Alex DeBrincat, Patrik Laine and Clayton Keller). Roy, who signed a six-year, $34.5 
million contract ($5.75 million AAV) with the Capitals on July 1, established single-season career highs in assists (20) and average ice time (20:59) with the 
Los Angeles Kings in 2023-24. In addition, the 6’2”, 210-pound defenseman ranked seventh in the NHL in blocked shots (197) and 14th in total shorthanded 
ice time (230:48). 
 
WHIP IT – Tom Wilson, who was an All-Star for a second time in 2023-24, recorded 35 points (18g, 17a) in 74 games last season. The 6’4”, 224-pound 
forward ranked first on Washington in shorthanded goals (2) and penalties drawn (38), second in hits (228), fifth in power-play goals (5) and tied for fifth in 
game-winning goals (3). Among Capitals forwards, Wilson ranks second in ice time per game (18:06) and blocked shots (74), third in shorthanded ice time 
per game (1:44) and fourth in power play ice time per game (2:13). Wilson’s 228 hits last season ranked 21st in the NHL and he was one of four players with 
18-plus goals and 225-plus hits (also Brady Tkachuk: 37g, 294 hits; Evander Kane: 24g, 250 hits; Dakota Joshua: 18g, 244 hits). 
 
SUP PROS – Brothers Aliaksei and Ilya Protas are both on the Capitals’ roster for Tuesday’s preseason game at Boston. Ilya, 18, was drafted by the 
Capitals with the 75th overall pick at the 2024 NHL Draft. Aliaksei was drafted by the Capitals in the third round (91st overall) of the 2019 NHL Draft and has 
recorded 53 points (13g, 40a) in 169 career NHL games with Washington. Aliaksei and Ilya Protas are the second set of brothers in franchise history to be 
selected by Washington, joining Yvon Corriveau (19th overall, 1985) and Rick Corriveau (168th overall, 1991). 
 
LIKE MIKE – Connor McMichael, who recorded 18 points (9g, 9a) in 68 games during his first season with the Capitals in 2021-22, eclipsed those marks 
with 33 points (18g, 15a) in 80 games in 2023-24. McMichael’s 18 goals ranked tied for fourth on Washington, while his 15 even-strength goals ranked 
fourth. 
 
HAPPY LAPPY – Forward Hendrix Lapierre is aiming to play his first full NHL season in 2024-25. After recording 22 points (8g, 14a) in 51-regular season 
games with the Capitals in 2023-24 and two points (1g, 1a) in four Stanley Cup Playoff games, Lapierre returned to AHL Hershey and helped the Bears win 
their second-straight Calder Cup championship. Lapierre was awarded the Jack A. Butterfield Trophy as the Calder Cup Playoffs MVP after leading all 
skaters with 22 points (7g, 15a) in 20 games. Lapierre, a two-time Calder Cup champion, recorded a team-high seven points (3g, 4a) in six games during the 
Calder Cup Finals against Coachella Valley. 
 
CRISTALL CLEAR – Andrew Cristall, the Capitals’ second-round pick (40th overall) in the 2023 NHL Draft, scored a goal and led Washington forwards in 
ice time (17:44) on Sunday against Philadelphia. Cristall, 19, was named to the WHL B.C. Division Second All-Star Team after recording 111 points (40g, 
71a) in 62 games with the Kelowna Rockets of the Western Hockey League (WHL) last season. The Vancouver, British Columbia native ranked tied for 
fourth in the WHL in assists and fifth in points and points per game (1.79). 
 
MIGHTY MIRO – Ivan Miroshnichenko scored a power-play goal in Washington’s preseason opener against Philadelphia on Sunday. Miroshnichenko, the 
Capitals’ first round choice (20th overall) in the 2022 NHL Draft, appeared in 21 games with Washington last season, recording six points (2g, 4a). The 6’0”, 
200-pound forward made his NHL postseason debut on April 26 against the New York Rangers, becoming the first member of the 2022 NHL Draft class to 
appear in a Stanley Cup Playoffs game. The Ussuriysk, Russia native led Hershey rookies in points (25), assists (16), power-play goals (2), points per game 
(0.53) and plus/minus rating (+15) in 47 regular-season games with the Bears. In 20 playoff games during Hershey’s run to the Calder Cup championship, 
Miroshnichenko ranked tied for second in goals (7) and tied for third in points (12) among all AHL rookies. 
 
CALDER CUP CHAMPS – Eight players who are on the roster for Tuesday’s preseason game dressed for the Hershey Bears (AHL) in Game 6 of the 2024 
Calder Cup Finals: forwards Hendrix Lapierre, Ivan Miroshnichenko, Ethen Frank, Pierrick Dube and Henrik Rybinski, defensemen Hardy Häman Aktell and 
Chase Priskie, and goaltender Hunter Shepard. Hershey defeated the Coachella Valley Firebirds 5-4 in overtime of Game 6 to capture the franchise’s 
second straight and AHL-record 13th Calder Cup championship. 
 
BETWEEN THE PIPES – Hunter Shepard was named to the AHL First All-Star Team in 2023-24 and won the Aldege “Baz” Bastien Memorial Award as the 
AHL’s outstanding goaltender. Shepard posted a record of 27-4-3 with a league-leading 1.76 goals-against average and .929 save percentage in 34 games 
with Hershey, leading the Bears to their second-straight Calder Cup championship. In four appearances with the Capitals last season, Shepard had a record 
of 2-1-1 with a 3.19 goals-against average and a .894 save percentage. Mitchell Gibson, who played collegiately at Harvard from 2019-23, could make his 
NHL preseason debut on Tuesday. In his first professional season in 2023-24, Gibson had a record of 22-14-3 with a 2.56 goals-against average and a .899 
save percentage with ECHL South Carolina, as well as a 2-0-0 record, 1.92 goals-against average and .915 save percentage with Hershey. 
 



 

FIRST ROUNDER – Terik Parascak, Washington’s 2024 first-round draft pick, made his NHL preseason debut on Sunday against Philadelphia. Parascak, 
18, spent the 2023-24 season with the Prince George Cougars of the Western Hockey League (WHL), where he recorded 105 points (43g, 62a) in 68 
regular-season games. The 6’0”, 173-pound right wing led all Canadian Hockey League (CHL) rookies in goals and points and was named to the 2024 CHL 
All-Rookie Team and the WHL B.C. Division Second All-Star Team. Since 2000-01, only Patrick Kane (145 in 2006-07), Sidney Crosby (135 in 2003-04) and 
Sam Gagner (118 in 2006-07) have recorded more points as a CHL rookie. 
 
MODEL OF CONSISTENCY – The Capitals enter 2024-25 looking to make the playoffs for the 10th time in the last 11 seasons and the 34th time in 
franchise history. Washington’s 15 playoff appearances since 2007-08 are tied with the Boston Bruins and Pittsburgh Penguins for the most in the NHL in 
that span.
