The Tampa Bay Lightning defeated the Columbus Blue Jackets 4-2 on Saturday night at Nationwide Arena.
Tampa Bay improved to 28-20-5 overall and to 11-15-2 on the road…The Lightning also moved to 8-6-0 against the 
Metropolitan Division and to 13-11-3 against the Eastern Conference.
The Bolts scored the game-opening goal and improved to 19-7-0 when doing so, including an 8-5-0 record when doing so 
away from AMALIE Arena.
The Bolts outshot the Blue Jackets 37-35, including a 13-9 advantage in the first period.
The Lightning scored goals in the opening minute of the second and third periods.

TEAM NOTES

Nick Paul scored a power-play goal and added an assist, bringing his point total to 29 (14-15—29)…Paul’s power-play goal 
was his seventh of the season, extending his career-high…The goal also marked Paul’s fourth game-opening goal of the 
season, tied for the second-most on the Lightning this season behind Brayden Point (5).
Brandon Hagel tallied a goal and two assists, extending his point streak to six games (6-4—10), tying his career-long point 
streak set Jan. 10-19, 2023 (3-5—8, 6 GP)…Hagel is up to 48 points on the season (19-29—48)…Hagel’s goal was his fifth 
empty-net goal of the season, the most in the NHL…Hagel notched his second three-point game of the season and 10th of his 
career…Hagel picked up his 13th multi-point game of the season and the 43rd of his career…Hagel scored and extended his 
road goal streak to four games, the second-longest active streak in the NHL behind Sam Reinhart (9 GP)…. Hagel has found 
the scoresheet in 12 of his last 14 games (9-9—18).
Darren Raddysh recorded an assist, marking his 20th point of the season (4-16—20)…Raddysh fought Damon Severson in his 
first career NHL fight…Raddysh has 10 points over his last 13 games (4-6—10).
Anthony Cirelli scored on a breakaway and later recorded an assist on Hagel’s goal…Cirelli is up to 28 points on the season 
(11-17—28) and has found the scoresheet in seven of his last nine games (3-8—11).
Steven Stamkos netted his 207th career power-play goal and moved within two of Gordie Howe (209) for the fourth most by 
a player with a single franchise…The goal was Stamkos’ 22nd of the season and his 12th power-play goal of the 
season…Stamkos’ 12 power-play goals rank tied for third in the NHL with Vancouver’s Brock Boeser…Stamkos is also up to 48 
points (22-26—48) and 28 power-play points (12-16—28) this season.
Victor Hedman logged his 43rd assist and 52nd point of the season with the primary helper on Stamkos’ power-play 
goal…Hedman recorded his 23rd power-play point of the season (4-19—23), the third-most among NHL 
defensemen…Hedman has found the scoresheet in eight of his last 10 contests (3-10—13).
Nikita Kucherov registered two assists, boosting his point total to 89 (33-56—89)……Kucherov has posted a multi-point effort 
in four of his last six contests (5-8—13)…Kucherov recorded his 38th power-play point of the season (11-27—38), the most in 
the NHL…Kucherov has factored in on 76% of Tampa Bay’s power-play goals this season (38/50).
Boone Jenner scored both Blue Jackets’ goals in the third period, cutting the Tampa Bay’s lead to 3-2 before Brandon Hagel 
would score the empty-net goal to make the score 4-2.
Andrei Vasilevskiy made 33 saves on 35 shots to improve to 17-11-0 this season…Vasilevskiy is 8-2-0 over his last 10 
starts…Vasilevskiy’s 16 wins since December 1st are tied for the most among all NHL goaltenders.
