November 19, 1999: Martin Biron records his first NHL shutout with 18 saves 
in a 4-0 win vs. Atlanta.

November 19, 2002: Ryan Miller makes his first NHL start, recording 21 saves 
in a 4-3 overtime loss at New Jersey.

November 19, 2018: Jeff Skinner appears in his 600th NHL game, a 5-4 win 
at Pittsburgh. Tage Thompson scores his first goal as a Sabre in the victory.

The Sabres are averaging 3.39 goals per game against Calgary all-time, the 
fifth-highest goals per game average Buffalo has posted against any active 
team.

Tage Thompson is riding a seven-game point streak against the Flames 
and he has posted eight points (6+2) in that span.

A point tonight would make Thompson the first Sabres skater to record 
a point streak of eight or more games against the Flames since Dale 
Hawerchuk from Nov. 17, 1990 to Dec. 10, 1993 (eight games; 0+9).

Rasmus Dahlin has registered at least one assist in three straight home 
games against Calgary and with an assist in tonight’s game, Dahlin would join 
Phil Housley (six games; Feb. 18, 1983 to Nov. 10, 1985; 2+7) to record at least 
one assist in four or more consecutive home contests against the Flames.
