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Ukko-Pekka Luukkonen is 6-5-0 in his last 10 starts dating back to Dec. 30 
and he has registered a save percentage of .935 and a goals-against average 
of 1.75 in that span.

Among NHL goaltenders who have played in at least five games since Dec. 
30, Luukkonen ranks second in goals-against average and third in save 
percentage.

In that span, Luukkonen has recorded two 
shutouts, tied for the most among all NHL 
goaltenders.

With his shutout on Jan. 18 vs. Chicago, 
Luukkonen became the ninth Sabres 
goaltender, and the first since Carter Hutton 
from Oct. 14 to 17, 2019, to record a shutout 
in two or more consecutive starts.

Luukkonen has recorded three shutouts through his first 23 starts of 2023-
24 (Oct. 29 vs. Colorado, Jan. 15 vs. San Jose, Jan. 18 vs. Chicago).

Luukkonen is the first Sabres goaltender since Robin Lehner (3) in 2017-18 
to record three or more shutouts in a single season.
