
CRIMSON’S KING V.S. RED WINGS
Forward Alex Laferriere picked up his 11th assist of the campaign before scoring his 13th goal of the year for his second multi-point outing of the season on 
Saturday in St. Louis. By doing so, he skates into Little Caesars Arena with the third-most goals by a Kings skater this season behind Adrian Kempe (17 G) and 
Kevin Fiala (18 G). The former member of the Harvard Crimson has found the scoresheet (0-2=2) in both of his two prior visits to the Motor City, part of his five 
career points (1-4=5) in as many all-time meetings with the Detroit Red Wings. In his most recent appearance against the Original Six organization on Oct. 30, 
2025, Laferriere scored his third goal of the season, the first shorthanded tally of his career. Laferriere is joined by Shawn McEachern, Bob Kudelski and Steve 
Jensen as the only American skaters in franchise history to score a shorthanded goal against the Red Wings. 

CAN’T CATCH 22
With a team-leading 18 goals on the season so far, forward Kevin Fiala skates into the Kings’ lone visit to the Wolverine State tomorrow evening with points (2-
7=9) in each of his last five consecutive visits to the Motor City, dating back to a three-point effort (1-2=3) on Feb. 27, 2020, as a member of the Minnesota Wild. 
Over that five-game span, Fiala recorded two additional multi-point outings with a pair of assists (0-2=2) on both Oct. 17, 2022, and Jan. 13, 2024.

ELDER SKATESMAN
Forward Corey Perry skates into his 1,432nd career regular season NHL game tomorrow night in Detroit with an active four-game point streak (1-3=4), dating 
back to Jan. 10, in Edmonton. On Saturday in St. Louis, Perry registered his 15th helper in 2025-26 with the primary set-up on Alex Laferriere’s game-tying tally, 
which tied Anze Kopitar (15 A) for fifth-most assists among team skaters this season. The native of Peterborough, Ontario, played in his 1,431st career game on 
Saturday evening, tying Luc Robitaille (1,431 GP) and Scott Mellanby (1,431 GP) for the 35th most games played in League history and will tie Mike Gartner 
(1,432 GP) for 34th on that list with his first shift at Little Caesars Arena tomorrow night.
