- Forwards Joe Pavelski (0-2—2), Jason Robertson (1-1—2) and Roope Hintz (1-0—1) have combined on 28
goals since last season — the third most by any trio behind only Colorado’s Nathan MacKinnon, Mikko Rantanen
and Cale Makar (31) as well as Edmonton’s Connor McDavid, Leon Draisaitl and Ryan Nugent-Hopkins (29).

- Pavelski (0-2—2) has points in nine of his past 14 games (4-7—11) and 46 points (19-27—46) in 53 GP.

- Robertson recorded his 14th multi-point performance of the season with a goal and an assist (1-1—2). He
extended his point streak to three straight (1-3—4) and has points in 20 of his past 24 overall (9-18—27).

- Hintz (1-0—1) tallied his team-leading 23rd goal of the season to put the Stars up 1-0 in the opening frame. Hintz
has points in two straight (1-1—2) and 49 points (23-26—49) overall.

- With a goal, forward Mason Marchment (1-0—1) extended his career-best point streak to seven consecutive
games (3-6—9). In addition, Marchment has 21 points (7-14—21) over his past 18 games.

- Forward Matt Duchene had a goal and an assist (1-1—2) to reach the 50-point mark on the season (19-31—50 in
52 GP). He leads all players in points with a new team in 2023-24 — the next closest player is Nashville’s Ryan
O’Reilly (19-26—45 in 53 GP) and Detroit's Alex DeBrincat (19-26—45 in 52 GP).
