TANENBAUM, O.C.

CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD,
MAPLE LEAF SPORTS & ENTERTAINMENT
CHAIRMAN, NBA BOARD OF GOVERNORS

Larry Tanenbaum was appointed Chairman of Maple Leaf Sports &
Entertainment (“MLSE”) in July 2003. He also serves as Chairman
of the NBA Board of Governors, representing the Toronto Raptors
as well as a Governor of the NHL for the Toronto Maple Leafs and of
Major League Soccer for Toronto FC. In May 2015, the Kilmer Group,
led by Mr. Tanenbaum, and Bell Canada announced the purchase of
the Toronto Argonauts. MLSE acquired the Argos in January 2018. He is a member of the Board
and Executive Committee of the Hockey Hall of Fame, and he is Co-Chair of the 2026 FIFA World
Cup in Toronto.

Mr. Tanenbaum was the primary force in bringing an NBA franchise to Toronto. In the early
1990’s, Mr. Tanenbaum attempted to move established NBA clubs to Toronto and then, as head
of the Palestra Group, he initiated the expansion process that introduced the NBA to Canada.
Although he was not awarded the initial expansion franchise, Mr. Tanenbaum established
himself in NBA circles and the city as a legitimate contender for an NBA team.

In 1996, Mr. Tanenbaum acquired an interest in the Toronto Maple Leafs and Maple Leaf Gardens
Limited (now MLSE). In February 1998, with the purchase of the Raptors and Air Canada Centre,
Tanenbaum fulfilled his goal of NBA and NHL ownership in Toronto under the same group.

Mr. Tanenbaum is Chairman and CEO of Kilmer Van Nostrand Co. Limited (Kilmer). Under his
direction, Kilmer has grown from a heavy civil construction company to a multifaceted operator
of businesses across Canada.

Kilmer's Warren Paving & Materials Group was Canada’s largest privately held aggregate and
asphalt producer, which merged with cement giant Lafarge North America (“LNA") in 2000. As a
result of this merger, Kilmer became a significant shareholder in LNA, and Mr. Tanenbaum served
on the Board until the 2006 buyout by its parent company, Lafarge SA of France.

Today, Kilmer’s passion for construction is expressed through innovative real estate development
and leading edge public private partnerships. In partnership with Dream, Kilmer developed the
2015 Pan Am Games Athletes’ Village, which now forms part of Toronto’s Canary District. In
partnership with HMS Host and Canadian Tire, Kilmer developed and operated the ONroute
Highway Service Centres. Working with Dream and Tricon, Kilmer is developing over 2,500
units of rental housing in the West Don Lands. Kilmer’s expertise in brownfield remediation
has transformed many underutilized sites, and it is working on projects in partnerships with
Diamondcorp, Daniels and Fram. Its Brightwater project in Port Credit will create a complete
community with 3,000 homes.

Kilmer has a long history of private equity investing, beginning in 1975 as a significant
shareholder of CUC Broadcasting. At the time of its sale in 1994 CUC was Canada'’s fifth largest
cable company. Kilmer Capital Partners was established to formalize this type of investing and
participated in many transactions in diverse industries. Current investments include Chaleur
Sawmills and Fornebu Lumber and Cypress Five Star Inc., the Canadian franchisee of Five Guys
Burgers and Blaze Pizza. Most recently, Kilmer, in partnership with Heartland Coca-Cola Bottling,
acquired the Coca-Cola bottling and distribution operations for all of Canada.



Mr. Tanenbaum has a lifelong commitment to volunteerism and philanthropy. His involvement
includes the following: Sinai Health System and its Lunenfeld-Tanenbaum Research Institute,
Brain Canada, Cornell University, Baycrest Centre for Geriatric Care, Montreal Neurological
Institute (“MNI"), Tanenbaum Open Science Institute at MNI, Schulich School of Business,
the Global Leadership Council of Right to Play, Centre for Israel and Jewish Affairs, and UJA
Federation.

In his civic duties, he has served the Ontario Investment and Trade Advisory Council, the Toronto
Board of Trade, the Toronto Prosperity Initiative, the Independent Fiscal Review Panel of the City
of Toronto, and the Mayor’s Economic Competitiveness Advisory Committee.

In recognition of his contributions in the areas of business, philanthropy, and volunteerism, Mr.
Tanenbaum was appointed an Officer of the Order of Canada in 2007. The Order of Canada is the
centrepiece of Canada’s honors system and represents its highest civilian award.

In June 2012, Mr. Tanenbaum was awarded an honorary degree of Doctor of Laws by the
University of Toronto. He was inducted into the Ontario Road Builders’ Hall of Fame in 2013
and received the Toronto Board of Trade’s 2015 Region Builders Award. In September 2020, Mr.
Tanenbaum was the recipient of the Sports Business Journal’s Lifetime Achievement Award.

Mr. Tanenbaum has a Bachelor of Science degree in Economics from Cornell University (1968).

Keith Pelley was named President & Chief Executive Officer of
Maple Leaf Sports & Entertainment (MLSE) in January, 2024 before
officially assuming the role in April, 2024. MLSE is one of the
world’s premier sports and entertainment companies as owners
of the Toronto Maple Leafs (NHL), Toronto Raptors (NBA), Toronto
FC (MLS), Toronto Argonauts (CFL), Toronto Marlies (AHL), Raptors
905 (NBA G-League) and Toronto FC Il (MLS Next Pro), hosting more than 3.8 million fans at its
venues each year.

In addition to its sports franchises, MLSE’s LIVE division has established Scotiabank Arena as
one of the leading music and entertainment venues in the world, bringing hundreds of world-
class shows to the building each year. The company will lead a $350 million Venue Reimagination
Project to enhance the venue’s standing as one of the best in the world. The organization’s
charitable arm, MLSE Foundation, has invested more than $65 million to support the community
over the last 15 years and has impacted more than 30,000 youth annually through community
programs, including operating the largest provider of youth Sport For Development programming
in Ontario with MLSE LaunchPad.

Pelley, a Toronto native, joined MLSE following his role as CEO of the European Tour Group,
which administers the DP World Tour, Challenge Tour, Legends Tour, G4DS Tour and the Ryder
Cup in Europe. During his eight and a half years with the European Tour Group, the European
Tour Group introduced the Rolex Series, DP World's title partnership of the group’s main tour,
the G4D Tour for Golfers with a disability, mixed events with LET and LPGA, and staged the two
most successful Ryder Cups to be played on European soil in Paris (2018) and Rome (2023). Pelley
also guided the Tour through the global COVID-19 pandemic, negotiated the full acquisition of
European Tour Productions from IMG and formed strategic alliances with the PGA TOUR, the
Sunshine Tour and the Challenger PGA Tour of Australasia, as well as established pathways
for other Tours onto the DP World Tour as part of the ongoing efforts to make global golf more
aligned. Pelley also served as the Chairman of the International Golf Federation.

Prior to joining the European Tour Group, Pelley served as President of Rogers Media from
2010 to 2015 where he was responsible for leading the overall operations of the company’s
diverse portfolio including television, radio, publishing, digital media, The Shopping Channel,
subscription-based content services, the Toronto Blue Jays and Rogers Centre. During his tenure,
Pelley led the effort to secure the company’s groundbreaking 12-year broadcast and media rights
deal with the NHL.



From 2007 to 2010, Pelley was Executive Vice President of Strategic Planning at CTVglobemedia
and President of Canada’s Olympic Broadcast Media Consortium, where he led Rogers’ and CTV's
unprecedented coverage of the Vancouver 2010 Olympic Winter Games, delivering the fifth most-
watched event in Canadian television history and earning a record seven Gemini Awards for its
coverage.

Pelley began his career as an on-air personality at OMNI Television in 1984 before joining TSN
where he served in various editorial and production roles. Pelley left TSN for FOX where he
worked as a game producer for the NFL, NFL Europe, NHL and MLB, returning to TSN as Senior
Vice-President of Programming and Production. Pelley was appointed President of TSN in 2001.
Pelley served as President and CEO of the Toronto Argonauts from 2004 to 2007, winning the
Grey Cup in his first season with the club.

Pelley has devoted much of his time to numerous charitable organizations over the years,
including Holland Bloorview Kids Rehabilitation Hospital Foundation and has received a number
of industry awards and recognition, including twice being named Media Player of the Year (2012,
2011); Ryerson Alumni Achievement Award (2011); member of the Etobicoke Sports Hall of Fame
(2011); Special Olympics Ontario Sponsors Hall of Fame (2007) and Miles Nadal JCC Sportsman of
the Year (2006).

Pelley graduated from Ryerson University (now called Toronto Metropolitan University) with a BA
in Radio and Television Arts, and also received an ATCL Diploma from Trinity College in London.

Pelley, and wife Joan, are the proud parents of Jason and Hope.



BRENDAN SHANAHAN

President and Alternate Governor

Brendan Shanahan was born and raised in the west side of
Toronto in Mimico, Ontario.

After two years with the Ontario Hockey League’s London
Knights, Shanahan was drafted with the second overall pick
by the New Jersey Devils in 1987. He would go on to play 21
seasons in the NHL with the Devils, St. Louis Blues, Hartford
Whalers, Detroit Red Wings and New York Rangers.

Over the course of his career, he captured three Stanley Cup Championships in addition
to an Olympic gold medal, a World Championship gold medal and a Canada Cup title as a
part of Team Canada. A combination of skill and toughness, Shanahan is the only player in
League history to score over 600 goals (656) and also rack up over 2,000 penalty minutes
(2,489). His streak of 19 consecutive seasons with 20 or more goals is surpassed only by
Gordie Howe. In 2013, he was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame.

He was the recipient of the NHL's King Clancy Memorial Trophy in 2003, an annual award
presented to the player who best exemplifies leadership qualities on and off the ice while
making a noteworthy humanitarian contribution to his community.

Upon retiring at age 40, Shanahan spent the next five years working at the League office
in New York City, initially as Vice President of Hockey and Business Development and later
as Senior Vice President of Player Safety and Hockey Operations. At the conclusion of the
2013-14 season, he accepted the role of President and Alternate Governor of the Toronto
Maple Leafs.
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BRAD TRELIVING

General Manager

Brad Treliving was named the 18th General Manager in Maple
Leafs history on May 31, 2023.

Treliving joins the Maple Leafs after spending the previous
nine seasons as General Manager of the Calgary Flames.
During his tenure in Calgary, the Flames had a regular season
record of 362-265-73. Treliving also served as co-General
Manager of Canada’s 2016 IIHF World Championship team,
which captured a gold medal in Russia.

Prior to his time with the Flames, Treliving held the role of Vice President of Hockey
Operations and Assistant General Manager with the Phoenix Coyotes for seven seasons,
where he also served as the General Manager of the Coyotes’ American Hockey League
(AHL) affiliates, the Portland Pirates and San Antonio Rampage.

In 1996, Treliving co-founded the Western Professional Hockey League (WPHL) and served
as the league’s Vice President and Director of Hockey Operations for five years. In May of
2001, he helped facilitate the merger of the WPHL and the Central Hockey League (CHL)
and was subsequently named President of the CHL, a position he held for seven years
before joining the Coyotes organization.

During his playing career, the Penticton, B.C., native suited up professionally for five seasons
in the AHL, the ECHL and the IHL after playing in both the BCJHL and WHL as a junior.

Treliving and his wife, Julie, have two daughters, Ryann and Reese.

BRANDON
PRIDHAM

Assistant General Manager

Brandon Pridham was promoted to Assistant General Manager on
May 23, 2018, after a four-year tenure as the club’s Assistant to the
General Manager. His duties include salary cap analysis, contract
negotiations and collective bargaining agreement interpretation for
the team.

Pridham joined the club from the National Hockey League where he served as Senior Director,
Central Registry and Senior Advisor, Central Scouting. Pridham began his career at the
NHL in 1999 after being hired by Jim Gregory and Frank Bonello. During his fifteen years at
the League office, he worked in a number of capacities in the Central Scouting and Central
Registry departments with duties that included serving as the contact person for NHL General
Managers, Assistant General Managers and NHL executives regarding issues involving the
collective bargaining agreement, salary arbitration and salary cap management. He also
facilitated trade calls between NHL clubs, approved Entry Draft player eligibility, assisted
with the NHL Scouting Combine and served in a scouting capacity on behalf of the Central
Scouting department.

Pridham and his wife Sue, have two children; Olivia and Jack.
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Dr. HAYLEY
WICKENHEISER

Assistant General Manager, Player Development

Dr. Hayley Wickenheiser was named Assistant General Manager,
Player Development, on July 5, 2022. She originally joined the Maple
Leafs player development staff in August of 2018 and was elevated
to Senior Director of Player Development on May 17, 2021.

Over the course of her decorated playing career, Wickenheiser
captured seven World Championships; made six Olympic appearances and won five Olympic
medals, including four golds. She was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame on November 18,
2019, and the IIHF Hall of Fame on May 26, 2019.

Wickenheiser was the first female player in the world to notch a point in a men’s professional
game while playing in Finland and played in or coached at NHL development camps with the
Philadelphia Flyers, the Edmonton Oilers and the Maple Leafs, the first woman in history to
have done so. She also still holds the record for the most assists, points and goals for the
Canadian Women's National team.

The Shaunavon, Sask., native became the youngest member chosen for the Canadian
Women’s National team when she was 15. Her Olympic career spanned 23 years, five Olympic
medals and two sports, as she also competed in softball in Sydney 2000. In 2014, she was
Canada’s official flag bearer.

Wickenheiser completed medical residency in 2023 and practices family and emergency medicine.

She is a mom to her grown son, Noah.

DEREK
CLANCEY

Assistant General Manager, Player Personnel

Derek Clancey enters his second season on the Maple Leafs staff after
previously spending the 2022-23 season with the Vancouver Canucks
as an Assistant General Manager. Clancey held multiple responsibilities
throughout the Canucks organization including roles in scouting, as well
as other hockey operations departments.

Clancey, who worked with the Calgary Flames as a pro scout in the 2021-22 season, played a pivotal
role in player personnel decisions for 14 seasons with the Pittsburgh Penguins, contributing to three
Stanley Cup victories (2009, 2016, 2017). During his time with Pittsburgh, Clancey served as a pro
scout for three seasons (2007-08 to 2009-10), director of pro scouting for nine seasons (2010-11 to
2018-19), and director of player personnel for two seasons (2019-20 to 2020-21).

The St. John’s, Nfld. native also has several years of coaching experience under his belt, compiling a
combined record of 260-184-52 with the ECHL's Dayton Bombers (2006-07), Reading Royals (2003-
05) and Jackson Bandits (1399-00 to 2002-03). Clancey also served as an assistant coach of with
the American Hockey League’s Manchester Monarchs in 2005-06.

As a player, Clancey, skated in the ECHL for eight seasons with Winston-Salem, Erie, Toledo,
Columbus and Chesapeake. He was inducted into the ECHL's Hall of Fame in 2020 and the
Newfoundland and Labrador Hockey Hall of Fame in 2017.

Assistant General Manager, Minor League Operations

Ryan Hardy was named Assistant General Manager, Minor League
Operations, on July 5, 2022, after originally joining the Maple Leafs
organization as Senior Director of Minor League Operations on
June 25, 2021.

Hardy oversees the hockey operation of the Toronto Marlies. He
also works in unison with the Player Development department
to track drafted prospects as well as the Player Personnel department in various scouting
capacities.

Hardy previously served as general manager of the United States Hockey League’s Chicago
Steel from 2018-21. During Hardy’s three seasons in Chicago, the Steel compiled a regular
season record of 116-39-8-2 and won the Anderson Cup as the league’s regular season
champion in 2020 and 2021. The Steel also captured the USHL's Clark Cup Championship in
2021. Hardy was named the USHL's General Manager of the Year in two of his three seasons
(2018-19 and 2020-21).

Hardy joined the Steel from the Boston Bruins where he spent two seasons as an amateur
scout. Prior to joining the Bruins, Hardy spent parts of four seasons (2013-2017) with USA
Hockey’s National Team Development Program, serving as Director of Player Personnel,
Assistant Director of Player Personnel and Regional Scouting Manager during that time.

In addition to his work in scouting and player personnel, Hardy has coaching experience at
the NCAA level with Sacred Heart University and Williams College, and at the junior hockey
level with the Springfield Jr. Blues (NAHL).

He worked in technology and marketing consulting, and as a freelance web developer before
joining the Maple Leafs.
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B SHANE DOAN

Special Advisor to the General Manager

Shane Doan enters his second season on the Maple Leafs staff.
In his role, Doan assists on all day-to-day matters of hockey
operations as assigned by the General Manager.

Following a distinguished 21-year NHL playing career, Doan has
held various key management roles. Beginning in 2017, Doan spent
three years in the National Hockey League's hockey operations
department, collaborating with club-level executives and the NHL's Competition Committee.

In 2021, Doan joined the Arizona Coyotes' front office as Chief Hockey Development Officer,
providing support to the club's business and hockey operations departments for two
seasons.

Doan also served as Hockey Canada's Assistant General Manager for the Men's National
Team, winning gold at the 2023 IIHF World Championship. Among other Hockey Canada
roles, Doan also served as General Manager for Canada's Men's Olympic Team at the 2022
Olympic Winter Games in Beijing, China, the 2022 IIHF World Championship and the
Spengler Cup in 2021 and 2022.

After originally being drafted by Winnipeg in the first round (seventh overall) in the 1995
NHL Draft, Doan recorded 972 points (402 goals, 570 assists) through 1,540 career regular
season NHL games with the Coyotes franchise. The Halkirk, Alta., native served as Arizona’s
captain for 13 seasons and is the Coyotes’ all-time leader in games played, goals, assists,
points, power-play goals (128) and game-winning goals (69), while ranking second in penalty
minutes (1,353).

Doan’s NHL accolades include being named the recipient of the Mark Messier NHL
Leadership Award in 2012 and the King Clancy Memorial Trophy in 2010. He was selected to
represent the Coyotes at the NHL All-Star Game on two occasions (2004 and 2009).

In international play, Doan represented Canada as a player at the 2004 World Cup of Hockey,
winning gold, the 2006 Olympic Winter Games, and at six IIHF World Championships (1999,
2003, 2005, 2007, 2008, 2009) where the team medaled in five of six tournaments (Gold:
2003, 2007; Silver: 2005, 2008, 2009).

Head Coach

Craig Berube was named the 32nd Head Coach in Maple Leafs history
on May 17th, 2024.

Berube joins Toronto after six seasons as head coach of the St. Louis
Blues, where he compiled a regular season record of 206-132-44
(.597). He was named head coach of the Blues on June 25, 2019, after
previously serving in the role of interim head coach beginning Nov. 19,
2018, and leading the franchise to its first Stanley Cup championship in 2019.

He became the seventh head coach in NHL history to win the Stanley Cup after taking over head
coaching duties midseason and was named a finalist for the 2019 Jack Adams Award. On Dec. 21,
2019, he coached his 100th game with St. Louis, his 61st win as head coach of the Blues, which
established a new franchise record for most wins in the first 100 games as head coach.

Berube also served as head coach of the Philadelphia Flyers for two seasons (2013-14 to 2014-
15). On March 15, 2023, he coached his 500th career NHL game, becoming the sixth man in NHL
history to coach in over 500 NHL games and play in over 1,000 NHL games. In 543 regular season
games as an NHL head coach, Berube owns a record of 281-190-72 (.584).

In addition to his NHL head coaching experience, Berube spent parts of two seasons (2017-18
to 2018-19) as an associate coach in St. Louis, seven seasons (2006-07, 2008-09 to 2014-15)
as an assistant coach in Philadelphia, one season (2016-17) as head coach of the American
Hockey League’s Chicago Wolves, and parts of four seasons with the Flyers’ AHL affiliate, the
Philadelphia Phantoms, as head coach (2006-07 to 2007-08) and assistant coach (2004-05 to
2005-06).

During his playing career, the Calahoo, Alta., native spent 17 seasons in the NHL with
Philadelphia, Toronto, Calgary, Washington and the New York Islanders. In 1,054 regular season
NHL games, Berube totaled 159 points (61 goals, 98 assists) and 3,149 penalty minutes, the
seventh-most in NHL history.

LAMBERT

Assistant Coach

Lane Lambert enters his first season with the Maple Leafs coaching
staff after serving as head coach of the New York Islanders from

2022-24 where he accumulated a 61-46-20 record (.559). The Melfort,
Sask. native previously spent four seasons with the Islanders as
an associate coach (2018-19 to 2021-22). Lambert also served as

an assistant coach with the Washington Capitals for four seasons
(2014-15 to 2017-18) and an assistant coach with the Nashville Predators for three seasons
(2011-12 to 2013-14). Lambert won the Stanley Cup in 2018 with Washington.

In addition to his NHL coaching experience, Lambert spent six seasons behind the bench in
the AHL. Lambert spent four seasons as head coach of the Milwaukee Admirals (2007-08 to
2010-11) after serving as an assistant coach with the Admirals for one season (2006-07) and
an assistant coach for the Bridgeport Sound Tigers for one season (2005-06). Lambert was
also an assistant coach with the WHL's Moose Jaw Warriors for two seasons (from 2002-03
to midseason of 2003-04) and head coach of the Prince George Cougars for two seasons (from
midseason of 2003-04 to 2004-05).

During his playing career, Lambert was selected by the Detroit Red Wings in the second round
(25th overall) of the 1983 NHL Draft and spent six seasons in the NHL with Detroit, the Quebec
Nordiques and the New York Rangers. In 283 regular season NHL games, Lambert recorded
124 points (58 goals, 66 assists) and 521 penalty minutes.

SAVARD

Assistant Coach

Marc Savard enters his first season on the Maple Leafs coaching
staff after serving as an assistant coach with the Calgary Flames
during the 2023-24 season, following two seasons as head coach
of the Ontario Hockey League’s Windsor Spitfires. During his two
seasons (2021-22 and 2022-23) in Windsor, Savard guided the
Spitfires to a record of 88-35-8-5 and an appearance in the OHL
Finals in 2022. The Ottawa native began his coaching career with the St. Louis Blues in 2013-
20 as an assistant coach before taking over as head coach in Windsor.

As a player, Savard suited up in 807 regular season games and 25 playoff contests with the
New York Rangers, Calgary Flames, Atlanta Thrashers and Boston Bruins, collecting 706
points (207 goals, 499 assists). He made two NHL All-Star Game appearances (2008 and
2009) and captured one Stanley Cup championship with the Boston Bruins in 2011.

Savard was drafted by the New York Rangers in the fourth round (91st overall) of the 1995
NHL Draft.

Van Ryn led the
Roadrunners to a 42-20-5 record and first place in the Western Conference.

Van Ryn previously spent three seasons with the Ontario Hockey League's Kitchener Rangers,
including one season as head coach when he guided the Rangers to a 44-17-7 record in 2015-16.

The
Board of Directors would only contribute $25,000 and the
remainder was obtained on a longshot bet on a race horse
called Rare Jewel, owned by Smythe.
October 11, 2007
Mats Sundin became the Maple Leafs all-time leader in
goals and points, when he scored his 330th goal and 917th
point, in Toronto’s 8-1 win over the New York Islanders at
Air Canada Centre.
October 13, 1947

The Maple Leafs hosted the Detroit Red Wings in the
Centennial Classic at Exhbition Stadium in Toronto. Auston
Matthews scored the overtime winner to give the Leafs a
thrilling 5-4 victory in front of 40,148 fans.
January 2,1971
During third period of 13-0 win over Detroit, Leafs set club
records for most points (18), goals (7) and assists (11) in
one period.
January 4, 2007
The Maple Leafs set a new franchise road record when
they recorded three goals in 42 seconds, as they won, 10-2,
over the Bruins. The three goals were scored in the second
period by Bates Battaglia (15:33), Alex Steen (15:51), and
Kris Newbury (16:15).
January 8, 1944
Babe Pratt sets Leaf game mark with six assists versus
Boston (since tied).
January 8, 1947
Howie Meeker nets five versus Chicago (NHL record most
goals one game by a rookie).
January 13, 2004
Gary Roberts and Tom Fitzgerald both play their 1000th
career NHL games becoming the first players to reach the
milestone on the same night. Toronto defeats Calgary 4-1
at Air Canada Centre.
January 14, 1928
Hap Day becomes first Leaf to score three goals in one game
during 6-1 home triumph over New York.
January 19, 1932
Charlie Conacher becomes first Leaf with five goals inagame
(versus New York's Roy Worters) in 11-3 decision at MLG.
January 19, 1991
Maple Leafs forward Vincent Damphousse scored four
goals leading the Campbell Conference to an 11-5 victory
over the Wales Conference at the 42nd NHL All-Star Game
in Chicago. Damphousse, who was also named the game’s
most valuable player, became just the third player in NHL
history to record four goals in an all-star game.
January 19, 2023
Mitch Mamer sets a franchise record with a 20-game point

William Nylander becomes the first player in Maple Leafs
history (and the 12th in NHL history) to score a penalty
shot goal in overtime while also matching the NHL record
for fastest goal to begin a regular season overtime after
connecting just six seconds into the extra period in Chicago.

February 1, 1955
Hap Day appointed only the second general manager in
team history. He would become the only man to serve as
team captain, coach, and general manager.
February 2, 1977
lan Turnbull achieves NHL record for defencemen with five
goals versus Detroit.
February 5-6, 2000
Toronto plays host to the 50th NHL All-Star Game. The World
team defeats North America by a score of 9-4. The Leafs are
heavily represented in the game with three players (Joseph,
Sundin, Yushkevich) and Pat Quinn as head coach of the North
American team.
February 6, 1932
Charlie Conacher scored seven seconds into the game to
set a record that stood for 41 years (Toronto defeated
Boston 6-0).
February 7, 1976
Darryl Sittler sets NHL record for most points in a game (10)
with six goals and four assists vs. Boston
February 13, 1993
Doug Gilmour ties Babe Pratt’s mark for most assists in a
game with six in 6-1 victory over Minnesota on same night
Pat Burns celebrates 200th NHL regular-season win.
February 13, 1999
After 68 storied seasons at Maple Leaf Gardens the Maple
Leafs played their final game. The Leafs hosted the
Chicago Blackhawks, the team that opened the Gardens on
November 12, 1931. While the Leafs dropped a 6-2 decision,
the sellout crowd of 15,726 and millions more tuning in on
television and radio were part of a special farewell to the
last of the original six arenas.
February 14, 1934
“Ace Bailey Benefit Game” is played at MLC. Packed house
watched the Leafs defeat NHL All-Stars 7-3. Game featured
Eddie Shore, Howie Morenz and Lionel and Charlie Conacher
on opposing teams.
February 17,1927
Leafs beat N.Y. Americans 4-1in their first game as the
“Leafs.” Pat Patterson scored first ever “Leaf” goal in
that game.
February 17, 1990
Leaf great Hap Day dies. He was the only Leaf to serve the
team as a Captain, Coach and General Manager.
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February 20, 1999

A new era in Maple Leaf hockey began with the inaugural
game at the new home of the Maple Leafs - Air Canada
Centre. A sellout crowd of 18,819 attending the christening
of the new building witnessed a storybook ending with
a 3-2 overtime victory over long-time rival the Montreal
Canadiens. Todd Warriner scored the first goal at ACC 6:04
into the first period. Steve Thomas scored the overtime
marker with only 1:12 remaining in the extra frame.
February 22,1993

Glenn Anderson becomes second player in Leaf uniform
to earn career 1,000 points in 8-1 victory at Vancouver on
same night Doug Gilmour earns 73rd assist to break Darryl
Sittler's season record.

February 26, 2006

Mats Sundin collected an assist on the game-winning goal
versus Finland, as he captained Sweden to a gold medal at
2006 Winter Olympics in Turin, Italy. Also winning medals
at the Olympics from the Maple Leafs were Mikael Tellgvist
- Sweden (Gold), Aki Berg - Finland (Silver), Tomas Kaberle
- Czech Republic (Bronze). Bryan McCabe and Head Coach
Pat Quinn represented Canada, and Nik Antropov played
for Kazakhstan.

February 29, 2024

Sheldon Keefe earned his 200th regular season NHL victory
in his 326th game behind the bench, making him the
fastest coach in franchise history to reach the 200-win mark
while tying him for the second-fastest in NHL history (tied
with Bruce Boudreau), trailing only Dan Bylsma (316 games).

March 1, 2022
Sheldon Keefe records his 100th regular season victory
with the Maple Leafs in his 163rd game behind the bench,
making him the fastest coach in team history to reach the
100-win mark.
March 2, 2002
Toronto wears commemorative St. Patricks uniforms in
honour of the Maple Leafs 75th anniversary. The Leafs and
Buffalo Sabres play to a 3-3 tie.
March 2, 2024
William Nylander became the first player in franchise
history to record three separate point streaks of 10-plus
games in a single season (17 GP from Oct. 11 to Nov. 19, 13
GP from Nov. 30 to Dec. 29 and 10 GP from Feb. 13 to Mar. 2).
March 3, 1993
Doug Gilmour joins Danyl Sittler as second Leaf to earn
100 points with assist in 3-1win over Minnesota then goes
on to set single season Leaf marks for points (127) and
assists (95).
March 3, 2009
The Maple Leafs set a franchise record and tied an NHL
record by going to overtime in seven straight games from
Feb. 19, 2009 to Mar. 3, 2009. The Leafs extended the
streak to seven games on Mar. 3 when they lost 3-2 in
overtime to New Jersey at Air Canada Centre.

March 4, 1967

Terry Sawchuk records his 100th career NHL shutout vs.
Chicago

March 6, 2008

Mats Sundin became the 46th player in NHL history to play
in his 1300th career NHL game, as the Maple Leafs won 8-2
at Boston. Sundin scored his 30th goal of the season and
collected two assists in the contest. Sundin recorded 30
or more goals in 13 NHL seasons. Sundin holds the Maple
Leafs record for 30+ goal seasons with 10.

March 10, 2003

Leafs visit Edmonton and Mats Sundin records his 1000th
career NHL point with the game winning goal.

March 10, 2018

The Maple Leafs established a new franchise-best home
winning streak with a 5-2 victory against Pittsburgh, the
team’s 10th consecutive win on home ice. The streak would
reach 13 games before coming to an end.

March 14, 1981

Darry Sittler completes “hat trick scoring feat” with three
goals in 5-3 home win over the Capitals. The three goals
shatter Dave Keon's Leaf career mark of 365. On March 7,
Sittler's 40th assist of the season versus Calgary breaks
Keon's Leaf record of 493 while Keon's Leaf points record
of 858 is eclipsed by Sittler with two assists at Washington
on March 8.

March 15, 2004

Alexander Mogilny's assist on the tying goal in the final
minute of regulation is his 1000th career NHL point.
Mogilny becomes just the second Russian player to reach
the milestone as Toronto goes on to a 6-5 overtime victory
in Buffalo.

March 16, 1957

Leafs set a team record by scoring 14 goals against the
Rangers at MLG (won 14-1).

March 17,1934

A crowd of 11,000 turned out for “King Clancy Night” on St.
Patrick’s Day. Clancy was pushed to centre ice while seated
in a sleigh shaped like a throne. The Irishman unveiled his
robe to show a green uniform with a large shamrock on the
back and he proceeded to wear the uniform for the game.
Lester Patrick, coach of the Rangers, complained that his
uniform was a distraction and Clancy changed into his
regular Maple Leaf uniform.

March 19, 2006

When Chad Kilger scored on Pittsburgh goaltender Marc-
Andre Fleury it marked the first time in team history
that the Leafs have used a successful penalty shot to
win a game by a score of 1-0. This feat has only been
accomplished once in NHL history when Bert Connelly of
the New York Rangers was successful against Maple Leafs
goaltender George Hainsworth on a penalty shot on January
16, 1936 at Madison Square Garden.

March 21, 1951

First ever “televised” hockey game, seen by CBC
employees only (a programming experiment). Leafs
defeat Montreal 2-0.
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March 21,1948

Syl Apps, a player who coveted team achievements, scored
a hat-trick in the last regular-season game of his career to
reach the individual milestone of 200 career goals.

March 23, 1994

Doug Gilmour becomes first Leaf to achieve back-to-back
100-point seasons with a goal in 1-1 tie at Florida.

March 24, 1982

Rick Vaive first Leaf to score 50 goals in a season (versus
St. Louis).

March 24, 1994

Dave Andreychuk scores 50th goal of season versus San
Jose’s Arturs Irbe to become third Leaf to score 50 goals in
a season. Andreychuk also scored more than 50 in previous
season but 29 came with Buffalo.

March 27,1993

With an assist against the Oilers, Doug Gilmour shatters
Darryl Sittler's Leaf record with his 118th point of season,
finishing the term with 127.

March 28, 2017

Auston Matthews breaks Wendel Clark’s team record for
goals scored by a rookie with his 35th of the season.
March 28, 2018

The Maple Leafs set new franchise records for single-season
wins (46) and single-season home wins (27) after defeating
the Florida Panthers 4-3 at Air Canada Centre.

March 30, 2017

Mitch Marner registers his 41st assist of the season, setting
a new Maple Leafs rookie record for assists in a season.

April 3,1933
Ken Doraty scores goal at 104:46 (1:48 AM) of OT (the
second longest OT game) as the Leafs beat Boston 1-0 in
Stanley Cup Semi-Final game.
April 3,1976
Darryl Sittler first Leaf at 100 points in one season.
April 3, 2017
Auston Matthews establishes a new Maple Leafs record for
points by a rookie after collecting his 67th point of the year
in a 4-2 win in Buffalo.
April 5,1932
Busher Jackson becomes first player to score three goals
in a single period during a Playoff game in Finals versus
Rangers.
April 5, 2022
Mitch Marner scores a shorthanded goal at 0:30 of the
second period, followed by a power play goal at 1:07,
establishing an NHL record for shortest span between a PPG
and SHG by one player (37 seconds).
April 6, 2000
The Maple Leafs clinch the Northeast Division. It is their
first division title since 1962-63.
April 6, 2011
Tyler Bozak became the second player in franchise history to
register a 3-on-5 shorthanded goal when he scored in New
Jersey against Martin Brodeur. Prior to Bozak, Darryl Sittler
was the only other Maple Leaf to accomplish the feat when
he did so on March 19, 1980 versus the Winnipeg Jets at
Maple Leaf Gardens.

April 7, 2022

Auston Matthews scores his 55th goal of the season in
Dallas, eclipsing Rick Vaive's team record for goals in a
single season.

April 9, 1932

Ace Bailey's winner versus Rangers brings Leafs first
Stanley Cup. The series marked the debut of the Leafs
famed “Kid Line” of Harvey “Busher” Jackson, Joe Primeau,
and Charlie Conacher. The trio combined for eight goals in
the three-game sweep.

April 9, 1963

Dick Duff scores fastest two goals from start of a Playoff
game (68 seconds) in first game of Stanley Cup Final versus
Red Wings, 4-2 win for Leafs.

April 10, 2021

Jack Campbell wins his 11th consecutive game, establishing
a new NHL record for longest win streak to begin a season.
April 10, 1949

Sid Smith equals Playoff record with three power-play goals
in one game, guiding Leafs to 3-1win at Detroit.

April 11,1964

Bob Pulford scores with just :02 left in regulation while
shorthanded to give the Leafs a 3-2 win in the first game of
the Final versus Detroit at MLG.

April 11,1978

George Ferguson ties Leaf Playoff record with three goals in
a period versus L.A. Kings.

April 12,1979

Darryl Sittler with two goals (4:04 and 4:16) and Ron Ellis’
one (4:27) mark three fastest goals in a Playoff game
versus Atlanta.

April 13, 2024

Auston Matthews scored his 69th goal of the season
setting a new single-season career-high in goals and a new
franchise record for most goals scored in a single season.
April 14, 1942

Brothers Don Metz (3-2=5) and Nick Metz (1-2=3) led the
Leafs to a record-tying 9-3 win against Detroit in the Finals.
The nine-goal outburst matched the single game Finals
record set by Detroit against Toronto on April 7, 1936.

April 14,1948

Harry Watson’s goal is the winner as the Leafs gain their
fifth Stanley Cup with 7-2 verdict at Detroit to sweep
the series. This was captain Syl Apps’ final game, who
punctuated his career with a goal.

April 14,1999

With a 3-2 overtime victory over the NY Islanders at Air
Canada Centre (OT winner by Bryan Berard), the Leafs set a
new club record with 45 regular season wins. The previous
mark of 44 was set in the 1992-93 season.

April 16, 1949

Leafs become first modern era team to win three
consecutive Stanley Cups as Cal Gardner scores winner
in sweep over Detroit at MLG. It was the Leafs' sixth
Stanley Cup.

April 17, 2022

The Maple Leafs establish new single-season franchise
records for wins (50) and points (106) with a 4-2 victory over
the New York Islanders at Scotiabank Arena.
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April 18,1942

Leafs only team to lose first three games of Final and then
win Stanley Cup, beating Detroit 3-1in deciding game with
Pete Langelle netting winner. Turk Broda allowed just seven
goals over the last four games.

April 18,1963

Leafs claim ninth Stanley Cup.

April 18, 2006

With a 5-3 victory over the Pittsburgh Penguins at Air
Canada Centre, the Leafs set a new club record with 26
regular season home wins. The previous mark of 25 was set
in the 1961-62 and 1992-93 seasons.

April 19,1947

Leafs claim fourth Stanley Cup as Ted Kennedy nets winner
in 2-1Game 6 triumph over the Canadiens at MLG.

April 21,1951

Bill Barilko’s goal at 2:53 of overtime versus Habs gives
Leafs 3-2 win and seventh Stanley Cup in dramatic five-
game series in which all games required OT. Barilko never
played another NHL game after dying in an off-season
plane crash.

April 22,1945

Babe Pratt’s third-period goal brings Leafs third Stanley
Cup with 2-1decision in seventh game at Detroit’s Olympia.
Frank McCool of Toronto eamed shutouts in the first three
games of the series and allowed nine goals in seven starts.
April 22,1962

Dick Duff's goal past Glenn Hall gives Leafs 2-1 win in
Game #6 at Chicago and the Leafs’ eighth Stanley Cup
Championship and first in 11 seasons. This was the first
of three consecutive Stanley Cup triumphs for the Leafs.
April 22,1976

Darryl Sittler ties Playoff record (and sets Leaf mark) with
five goals, including equalling Leaf record with three goals
in one period (versus Philadelphia).

April 23,1964

Bob Baun scores overtime goal of Game #6 of Final series
versus Detroit. Earlier in the game he sustained a fractured
ankle after blocking a Gordie Howe slapshot. Toronto took
the Stanley Cup with a Game #7 victory.

April 25, 1964

Andy Bathgate supplies decisive marker as Leafs achieve
their 10th Stanley Cup with 4-0 win over Detroit in Game
7 at MLC.

April 26, 2022

Auston Matthews scores twice in a 3-0 win over Detroit at
Scotiabank Arena, becoming the first Maple Leaf and the
21st player in NHL history to reach the 60-goal mark.

April 30, 2016

The Maple Leafs were awarded the first overall selection
in the 2016 NHL Draft as a result of the NHL Draft Lottery
Drawing in Toronto.

CONN SMYTHE TROPHY

The Conn Smythe Trophy was introduced in 1964 by Maple Leaf Gardens
Limited to honour Conn Smythe, the former owner, general manager, and
coach of the Toronto Maple Leafs and a member of the Hockey Hall of
Fame as a builder. The trophy’s design is similar to Maple Leaf Gardens,
the arena in which the Maple Leafs played their home games from 1931 to
1999. A replica of a Maple Leaf adorns the trophy as well.

The Conn Smythe Trophy is awarded annually to the player judged most
valuable to his team during the National Hockey League’s Stanley Cup
playoffs. The Conn Smythe Trophy has been awarded 48 times to 42
players since the 1964-65 season. Each year, at the conclusion of the
final game of the Stanley Cup Final, members of the Professional Hockey
Writers' Association vote to elect the player deserving of the trophy.

Dave Keon’s name resides on the trophy as the 1967 winner when the
Maple Leafs defeated Chicago and Montreal in the playoffs to capture
the Stanley Cup.

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MAPLE LEAF GARDENS

Located at the corner of Carlton Street and Church Street, Maple Leaf Gardens accommodated
15,726 patrons by the time it closed February 13, 1999.

The building, designed by the architectural firm of Ross and Macdonald, had 83 luxury suites
and a members-only Hot Stove Club. Opening Night took place just five-and-a-half months
after construction began on a parcel of land owned by Eaton’s on June 1, 1931. Approximately
700 workers were paid primarily in Gardens stock in place of regular wages during the Great
Depression time period. The total cost to build the arena was $1.5 million

The team won their first Stanley Cup as the Maple Leafs in their inaugural season at Maple
Leaf Gardens, the first of eight titles that would be claimed on Gardens’ ice ('32, '42, '47, '49,
'51, '63, '64 and '67). The building played host to the first ever NBA game (New York Knicks-
Toronto Huskies on Nov. 1, 1946), Elvis Presley, The Beatles, The Rolling Stones, Frank Sinatra,
Bob Hope, Muhammad Ali, many other world-class events.

ARENA GARDENS

Arena Gardens served as the City’s premier hockey and entertainment venue from 1912 until 1931.

The original Toronto National Hockey League franchise, known as the Arenas, began playing
out of the venue at 60 Mutual Street in 1917 after multiple National Hockey Association (the
NHL's predecessor) had called the arena home over the previous eight years. It was built in 1911-
12 from designs by F.H. Herbert and the firm of Ross and MacFarlane. The Arena cost $200,000
to construct and was financed by a group of 15 businessmen.

It seated approximately 8,000 people and the ice surface was Olympic size by today’s
standards (230 x 90 feet).



LEGENDS ROW

At the inaugural Toronto Maple Leafs Fan Fest in 2014, the Maple Leafs officially unveiled
‘Legends Row’, a public statue in Maple Leaf Square outside of Scotiabank Arena that
honours a number of greats who have worn the iconic Maple Leafs sweater.

The Legends Row monument project, featuring a 30-foot granite bench, began in August,
2014 with the announcement of Ted Kennedy as the first player to be honoured. The statues
of Kennedy, Darryl Sittler and Johnny Bower were unveiled in September of 2014, followed
by the statues of Borje Salming, George Armstrong, Syl Apps and Mats Sundin in 2015, Dave
Keon, Turk Broda and Tim Horton in 2016, with Wendel Clark, Charlie Conacher, Red Kelly and
Frank Mahovlich honoured in 2017.
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The statues for all players on Legends Row were created by renowned sculptor and artist Erik
Blome. His famous works include statues of Wayne Gretzky and Oscar De La Hoya at Staples
Centerin Los Angeles, a Chicago Blackhawks 75th Anniversary team tribute, a life-size statue
of Rosa Parks at the Rosa Parks Museum and Library in Montgomery, Alabama, Dr. Martin
Luther King and ‘Heralds of 9/17, a noted Chicago-area monument using 22,000 Ibs. of steel
beams from the wreckage of the World Trade Center in New York City.

“Legends Row is a tribute to the first one hundred years of Maple Leafs history. The Maple
Leafs historical committee and the team itself are very happy with how the different eras
of Leafs history are represented. As we look ahead to the next one hundred years of Maple
Leafs hockey, it is our sincere hope that we will soon have reason to expand this bench to
recognize future Leafs heroes,” remarked Maple Leafs President and Alternate Governor
Brendan Shanahan.

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To help celebrate the team’s Centennial Anniversary, the Toronto Maple Leafs announced
“The One Hundred,” the definitive list of the one hundred greatest players in team history, prior to their
2016-17 home opener.

HISTORY

The One Hundred list is the result of rankings submitted by a 31-member committee made up of
prominent members of the hockey community, including a public fan vote that counted as the 31st
member. Each committee member submitted a ranked list with a first-place rank garnering 100 points
and a 100th place rank receiving one point. 191 of 949 eligible players received at least one vote. Ten
different players received at least one first-place vote from the committee.

Of The One Hundred, 96 of the players wore a Maple Leafs uniform, seven wore a St. Pat’s uniform and
four wore the Toronto Arenas uniform. Seven players wore two of those uniforms (Hap Day, Ace Bailey,
Babe Dye, Reg Noble, Harry Cameron, Jack Adams, Corb Denneny) while one player (Denneny) wore all
three. The list is made up of 65 forwards, 25 defencemen and 10 goaltenders.

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RETIRED NUMBERS

On October 15, 2016, in a pre-game ceremony befaore the team'’s Centennial
Anniversary home opener, the Toronto Maple Leafs officially retired the numbers of 16
players that were once honoured with banners hanging in Scotiabank Arena, alongside
the two previously retired numbers of Ace Bailey and Bill Barilko. The team also added
Dave Keon to the distinguished group by raising a new banner to retire his number 14.
All Maple Leaf players with an honoured banner, or a family member, were informed
by Brendan Shanahan of the plans to retire the numbers at a pre-game reception just
prior to stepping on the ice for the ceremony.

The Toronto Maple Leafs became the first team in the NHL, NBA or Major League
Baseball to retire a number when Conn Smythe announced on February 14,1934 at a
benefit game for Ace Bailey, which became the first All Star Game in NHL history, that
no player would ever wear Bailey's #6 again after he suffered a career-ending injury.
Bill Barilko's number would become the second number to be retired by the Maple Leafs
after he was listed as missing for 11 years following a plane crash. His #5 was pulled
from circulation in 1951 before being permanently retired in 1962.

More than 30 seasons later, the Maple Leafs started the tradition of honouring
numbers. The numbers of Leafs legends would be raised to the rafters but the number
would often remain in circulation, continuing the tradition of passing numbers from one
Leafs player to another. Those previously honoured were Syl Apps, Gearge Armstrong,
Johnny Bower, Turk Broda, King Clancy, Wendel Clark, Charlie Conacher, Hap Day, Doug
Gilmour, Tim Horton, Red Kelly, Ted Kennedy, Frank Mahovlich, Borje Salming, Darryl
Sittler and Mats Sundin.

prior to 1918-19 season), and permitted substitutions
on the fly... In every game in the Final, the winner was
the team playing under its respective league’s rules...
The Arenas outscored the Millionaires 13-7 in Game's 1,
3 and 5, while Vancouver held a 14-5 margin in Game’s
2and 4...

The 2025 Calder Cup Playoffs will feature a total of 23 teams qualifying with five rounds of
playoffs. In each of the AHL's four divisions, all but two teams will qualify for postseason
play in 2025, creating a playoff field of six teams in the Atlantic Division, five in the North
Division, five in the Central Division and seven in the Pacific Division. Teams will be ranked
by points percentage. First Round match-ups will be best-of-three series; the two highest
seeds in the Atlantic, the three highest seeds in each of the North and Central, and the
first-place team in the Pacific will receive byes into the best-of-five Division Semifinals,
with the First Round winners re-seeded in each division. The Division Finals will also be a
best-of-five series, followed by best-of-seven Conference Finals and a best-of-seven Calder

Cup Final series.
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
