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Tage Thompson has registered at least one point in four consecutive games 
(1+5) against Dallas and he has recorded two points in back-to-back games 
against the Stars.

With a point in tonight’s game, Thompson would become the first Sabres 
skater to record a point streak of five or more games against the Stars since 
Tyler Ennis from (Oct. 28, 2013 to Nov. 17, 2015; 3+4; five games).

Jeff Skinner is riding a three-game point streak (1+3) against the Stars, 
including one assist in each of those games.

In five games against Dallas in his career, Victor Olofsson has tallied five 
points (3+2), including one goal in each of his last two games against the 
Stars.

In his last six games against the Stars, Rasmus Dahlin has posted six points 
(3+3).
